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Annotation. Abu Nasir al-Farabi’s views on the issue of language largely coin-
cide with Aristotle’s. But unlike Aristotle, who limited the study of language to the
framework of poetics and rhetoric, bypassed the language as an independent object
of study at all, al-Farabi singles out language as a subject of scientific research, dis-
tinguishes it as a subject of scientific research, and includes it in the classification list
of subjects as the main branch of science. From the philosophical point of view, the
main question of language is the origin of language. This question has not neglect-
ed by the Arabic-speaking worldscholars: Arab linguists, Muslim theologians, and,
of course, philosophers. The philosophy of language and philosophical language
problems in the teaching of al-Farabi: to analyze the historical development of the
main problems of philosophy of language in order to study the relationship between
language and consciousness, the continuity of logic and grammar, and the features
of philosophical terms’formation, to show their importance for the development of
the scientific paradigm of social and humanitarian education, determining the phil-
osophical (ontological, methodological, epistemological, axiological) foundations
of al-Farabi’s teaching about language, formulating the philosophical problems of
language in connection with logic, studying his opinions on terms and terminology,
conceptual-categorical apparatus with explanations, etc. The philosophy of language
is not only a branch of philosophy that studies the relationship between thinking and
language, but also allows to determine the communicative role of language, con-
sciousness and knowledge in cognition. Although al-Farabi’s sociological, political,
and partially logical views have been studied until now, the study of the relationship
between words and thinking, grammar and logic, making a systematic philosophical
analysis of his linguistic researches, will be the important indicator of the article.

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Heritage of Al-Farabi: Translations and Research

Introduction

Today, it can be confidently said that the researches related to Al-Farabi’s sci-
entific heritage, many problems of his philosophical, logical, socio-ethical views
are considered in the works of domestic and foreign scientists, but they are still
incomplete.Many of Al-Farabi’s works have been translated into Kazakh and Rus-
sian languages, however, the philosophical problem of language considered in a
number of works of Abu Nasr al-Farabi, especially in the treatise «Kitab al-khu-
ruf» has been left out of the scientific attention of modern researchers.

Since the researchers of Al-Farabi’s scientific heritage considered the thinker’s
science of language based on the material of the treatise «The Word on the Classifi-
cation of Sciences”, their information is one-sided: either as a whole “metaphysical
propaedeutics”, or only as a science related to the laws of correct formation of
judgments and conclusions, presupposing the science of logic. At the same time,
the question arises whether al-Farabi considered the science of language only from
the point of view of its connection with logic, because being a follower of Aristo-
tle, it is impossible not to pay attention to the philosophical aspects of language,
because these questions worried all antiquity from its earliest period. Due to the
philosophical aspects of the language, the solution to this problem can be found
only by referring to Al-Farabi’s treatise “Kitab al-khuruf” (Book of letters). It is
this treatise that contains material of interest to us on the philosophical issues of
language, the analysis of which allows our researchers to consider the issue of lan-
guage in Abu Nasr’s works in more detail and in depth.

Methodology

The scientific article includes traditional comparative and theoretical expertise,
various methods of historical research. Theoretical analysis of scientific information,
systematization, comparison, grouping, comparative analysis, etc. research methods
were used. To implement the tasks and goals, we relied on the following auxiliary
methods: methods of contextual analysis, synthesis, classification were used.

The Continuity of Science of Language and Language
of Philosophy of Al-Farabi

Language and consciousness are the eternal theme of philosophy. At first, lan-
guage focuses on consciousness in a narrow circle, and in the end, in the form
of writing, it makes it visible to the general public, to all mankind, to eternity.
Language, its origin, the meaning of language in human society, the function of
language as a means of cognition, the connection between language and thinking
— all this has been of interest to scientists since ancient times.Stoics were one of
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the first to pay attention to the philosophical problems of language. The Stoics’
teaching about language is based on a general philosophical concept, according to
which philosophy as a whole reflects in verbally formulated disciplines the single
rational force of the world - the logos, in which the active and passive, material
and spiritual sides of existence are fused together, which at the same time represent
both physical substance and universal logo. To understand the logos, as the Stoics
believe, three components of knowledge are needed: logic, physics and ethics. The
term» logic « was first introduced by the Stoics, and it meant the inner and outer
word — logos, that is, the doctrine of thinking in verbal form.

This ancient tradition had a great influence on both linguists and philoso-
phers of the medieval Arabic-speaking environment, one of whom was Abu Nasr
Al-Farabi. The importance and necessity of the science of language is analyzed in
the scientist’s treatise «The Word on the Classification of Sciences”. The science of
language is at the head of all the sciences mentioned above, it is superior to logic,
mathematics, physics and metaphysics, civil sciences [1, p. 107]. Attaching
great importance to knowledge about language: “As for how to teach and learn,
how a person should express his thoughts, how to explain, how to ask and answer,
from this point of view, I clarify that the first of the sciences is the science of lan-
guage” [2, p. 116].

Al-Farabi’s teaching is fundamental, because the thinker is interested in the
problem of language, on the one hand, its grammatical structure: lexicology, word
formation, morphology, syntax; on the other hand, as a philosophical problem: the
origin of language, the role of language in cognition, the connection of language in
the science of logic and thinking.

The problem of the philosophy of language and the language of philosophy in
the teachings of Abu Nasir al-Farabi is made by analyzing the philosophy of lan-
guage in the thinker’s works, including the problem of logical-linguistic continuity
in reasoning, the connection of the «external word» with logic, and the philosoph-
ical terms and explanations in Arabic in al-Farabi’s works on the basis of the lan-
guage of philosophy. Al-Farabi’s philosophy of language is a field of research that
determines not only the relationship between thinking and language, but also the
communicative role of language, various forms of speech and speech in discourse,
the relationship between consciousness and the transmission of consciousness in
cognition, and the language of philosophy is a terminological construct based on
Arabic.

Al-Farabi approached the solution to this problem both as a philosopher and as
a linguist. As a linguist, al-Farabi will describe the laws and rules of Arabic gram-
mar, its morphology, syntax and spelling. As a philosopher, al-Farabi is interested
in the problem of the origin of language, the correlation of logic and grammar,
and, finally, the problem of the reflection of philosophical concepts in a special
vocabulary, that is, the problem of the emergence and functioning of the term and
terminology in Arabic philosophy.
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According to the teachings of al-Farabi, the most important branch of science
is the teaching of language, because without knowledge of the language, al-Farabi
cannot imaginethe appearance, movement, or development of other sciences, since
any thought born in the human brain is brought out through human speech, taking
on verbal forms.

Stoics were one of the first to pay attention to the philosophical problems of
language. The Stoics’ teaching about language is based on a general philosophical
concept, according to which philosophy as a whole reflects in verbally formulated
disciplines the single rational force of the world — the logos, in which the active
and passive, material and spiritual sides of existence are fused together, which at
the same time represent both physical substance and universal logo. To understand
the logos, as the Stoics believe, three components of knowledge are needed: log-
ic, physics and ethics. The term “logic” was first introduced by the Stoics, and it
was the doctrine of the internal and external word — logos, that is, of thought in its
verbal form.

The emergence of the ancient linguistic tradition is connected, first of all, with
the process of considering one of the philosophical problems of ancient Greek
thinkers — the problem of the relationship between “thing”, “word” and “thought.
But in this period there is still no concept of language as an entity separate from
thought. Mind and speech are understood in unity as a single “logos”, which simul-
taneously has the properties of ontological, logical and proper grammatical order.

Considerable attention to the problems of language was paid to such ancient
Greek thinkers as Heraclitus and Democritus, Parmenides of Elea and Protagoras,
Empedocles and Plato. The true founder of the ancient linguistic tradition, who
shaped its structure and main directions, is Aristotle.

It was Aristotle who first distinguished the name, verb and conjunction (bun-
dle) in speech, as well as concepts such as case, gender, conjugation form. How-
ever, the Greek thinker did not distinguish between categories of language and
categories of thinking, grammatical categories were considered by him as logical.

This ancient tradition had a huge impact on Abu Nasr al-Farabi. The problem
of language, therefore, occupies a central position in Abu Nasr’s work. The science
of language in his treatise “The Word on the Classification of Sciences” stands at
the very beginning of all the sciences listed by him, it is ahead of logic, mathemat-
ics, physics and metaphysics, civil science [1, p. 107]. Attaching great importance
to knowledge about language: “As for how to teach and learn, how a person should
express his thoughts, how to explain, how to ask and answer, from this point of
view, I clarify that the first of the sciences is the science of language” [2, p. 116].

Al-Farabi’s methodology in the study of language can be called universal,
because he is interested not only in philosophical problems of language, but also in
the laws of grammar of language, i.e. he pays attention to such specific subsections
of grammar as syntax, morphology and phonetics. Consider his summary of the
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laws of grammar. “The science of language,” writes al-Farabi, “every nation has
seven major subsections: the science of simple words and the science of phrases,
the science of the laws of simple words and the science of the laws of phrases, the
laws of writing (spelling) and orthoepy, the rules of versification” [3, p. 111]. At
the same time, al-Farabi means the rules and laws not so much for the language
of “every nation” in general, as the particular rules for the Arabic language. The
significance of this phenomenon is so great that, in the words of A.K. Kasimzha-
nov, “his judgments about the laws of language can take a place in the history of
linguistics” [4, p. 129].

Judging by the laws that are set forth by Abu Nasr in the section on the lan-
guage of the above-mentioned treatise, he has, as already mentioned above, the Ar-
abic language as the material under study. The science of the laws of simple words
first examines consonants and vowels, speech sounds and their graphic represen-
tation, that is, letters; then examines their number and place of articulation. This
science determines the laws by which models of simple words are built, which
al-Farabi divides into primary, that is, non-derivative and derivative. He also gives
as an example when the types of derivative words are also, in turn, divided into
primary ones, from which verbal names (masdars) are not formed, and into those
from which verbs and verbal names are formed. The thinker considers the verb in
all its forms, taking into account the structural change in conjugation, in various
temporal phases, with imperative and prohibition, by generic characteristics, by
number and type, what are their types in quantitative terms — three-letter, four-let-
ter, doubled, and so on [5, p. 110-113].

Next we talk about phrases and the science of the laws of phrases. These laws
are considered by Abu Nasr from the point of view of changes in names and verbs
with various variations in their construction and composition. This requires knowl-
edge of the rules of affixes inherent in syntax [6, p. 110-113]. He explains that
affixes are primarily characteristic of names, and then verbs; all varieties of affixes
are listed: prefixes and proclitics, suffixes and enclitics, case endings.

As for particles, particles in Arabic include function words: interrogative and
negative particles, conjunctions and relative pronouns, prepositions and interjec-
tions, etc. Al-Farabi by the term “harf” means not only “letters” and “sounds of
speech”, but also a whole section of Arabic grammar that combines “particles”.as
al-Farabi explains, if there are doubts about their position, when it is believed that
some of them are similar to names and others to verbs, then in this case it is neces-
sary to find out what are the changes at the beginning and at the end of words pecu-
liar to the name and peculiar to verbs, and in which “ends” they change [8, p. 115].

The science of the laws of writing, i.e. spelling, suggests, according to al-Fara-
bi, the division of speech sounds into those that are recorded in writing and includ-
ed in the Arabic alphabet, and those that “cannot be written down” and for which
there are no letters in the Arabic alphabet. The laws of correct reading teach the
position of diacritics: doubling letters during assimilation, observing the spelling
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rules used in the Koran, establishing differences in the outline of similar letters, etc.
[9, p. 116]. Thus, what has been said can be a confirmation that al-Farabi not only
knew Arabic perfectly, but also as a linguist researcher could explain the rules and
laws of Arabic grammar.

But the language is studied by Abu Nasr al-Farabi more in line with philo-
sophical issues. First of all, he, like many philosophers of antiquity and the Middle
Ages, was interested in the question of the origin of language. This question has
already been raised in antiquity, and two directions were seen in solving this is-
sue. Representatives of one of them defended the “natural” nature of the origin of
language (the theory of “fusey” — “by nature”), they proved its natural biological
conditionality. Representatives of the other asserted the conditional, conscious na-
ture of the emergence of language (the theory of “Theseus” — “by establishment”).
These ideas of two directions, having once arisen in the ancient world, continued
to exist until the XIX century, including nominalists and realists, Cartesians and
sensualists in the orbit of discussions.

Al-Farabi solves this problem — the question of the origin of the language — in
the same way as Aristotle, who, according to modern researchers, adhered to the
conventionalist theory, according to which individual “name-setters” — onoma-
tetes, agreeing among themselves, introduce names - names for objects, things,
phenomena and concepts. Subsequently, they are used by all other people. Al-Fara-
bi states his contractual theory as follows: “An agreement (occurs in such a way)
that one of the installers uses sounds and a word for (semantic) definition of a thing
when he addresses (with a speech) to another, and the listener remembers it. The
listener (in turn) himself uses these (sounds and words) when talking with the first
installer of this word. The first listener imitates the word setter and stays with him
(in agreement). And both of them, by agreeing, come to an agreement regarding
this word and use it in conversation with others so that it becomes the property of
(the whole) society” [10, p. 121].

Al-Farabi’s contractual theory points to the functionality of language in com-
munication between people. The first words appear not so much from the need to
give names to things, as from the need to relate things to a collective of people. In
order to negotiate, it was already necessary to have a communication system. And
in this communication system, a person uses various signs: first facial expressions
and gestures, then voice. The human voice has a certain signification, since it is
associated with a word, which is a fixed, constant value that provides the logical
value of the utterance.

What the thinker said about the origin of language and its vocabulary can be
understood in two ways: on the one hand, we can talk about deep antiquity, when
the formation of human language took place and the functionality was determined
by the subjectivity and arbitrariness of human actions, on the other hand, we can
talk about a later time, when the language in its development reaches such a level
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when scientific concepts acquire their verbal forms in the form of special vocab-
ulary, and here the special role of the “name establisher” (wadyu-l-asma) is seen,
which is the determining link in the creation of the language and its vocabulary.

“Name setters” usually include people knowledgeable in any art or in any
branch of cognitive activity. These are educated people, and they, following their
own interest and showing personal initiative, have the opportunity to introduce into
this or that cognitive art such words that later become technical terms for it.

Such “name-setters” include the first translators into Arabic of the philosoph-
ical writings of the ancient Greeks, who at first experienced extreme difficulties
in adequately translating the philosophical concepts of the terms corresponding to
them, as Abu Nasr says in sufficient detail in his (essay “The Book of Letters”).
“The philosophy that the Arabs have today,” he writes, “passed to them from the
Greeks. The one who introduced it, in giving names to the ideas contained in it,
adhered to following the methods ...” [10, p. 140-141]. These methods are listed
by the thinker, among which one of the most important and best is considered the
method of “inventing” for borrowed ideas such words “which they had not used at
all before, which would indicate a thing and would be composed of their letters and
according to their habit of composing words,” that is, al-Farabi points to the most
general and acceptable method, according to which words that have the meaning
of folk ideas are transferred to philosophical ideas according to the method of their
“similarity” [10, p. 140-141].

The problem of designating an idea and concept with a word can also be at-
tributed to the science of logic, and in this case al-Farabi faces the question of the
relationship between logic and grammar and their mutual conditionality.

Much attention is paid to the problem of the correlation of logic and grammar
in the works of al-Farabi. Especially among them can be called “The philoso-
phy that the Arabs have today,” he writes, “passed to them from the Greeks — the
“Book of Letters”. He closely connects the art of logic with grammar, because
logic, clothed in grammatical forms, operates with them, but the categories of log-
ic differ significantly from grammatical categories not only in their conceptual
apparatus, but also in terms of terms denoting categories of logic and categories
of grammar. For example, the category “word”. The “word” is the basic structural
and semantic unit of language. The word logic is usually understood as the uni-
ty of the sound complex and its meaning. Al-Farabi associates the emergence of
the word with the natural need of people to communicate. People use “a word to
meaningfully define something” when communicating with each other. Abu Nasr
confirms the connection of a word with the idea of an object as follows: “If words
are attached to ideas that become signs for them, then each individual word corre-
sponds to a sour separate idea... This leads to the fact that words become signs of
their essence” [7, p. 124].

Thus, individual words, according to al-Farabi, are logically connected with
concepts in the sense that the word associated with the idea of the subject is the
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carrier of this idea. The concept of al-Farabi has many meanings. It is identified
with the essence of objects that are indicated by single language expressions, for
example, “man”, “animal”, “white”, “black”, etc. This concept can be character-
ized as a simple concept, because it is essentially connected with only one single
word. Associated with complex statements, such as a sentence, judgment, infer-
ence, concepts are of a universal nature. The concept is, of course, a logical catego-
ry, inextricably linked with the linguistic shell — word and sentence. But concepts
are not identical to words, for concepts, according to the thinker, are really existing
objects, mentally contained in words. The relationship between a word and a con-
cept can be expressed as a formal relationship between grammatical and logical
categories, since no concept can be designated by anything other than the word.
This law is formulated by Abu Nasr as follows: “As for the objects of logic (and
these are the objects in which laws are given), these are intelligible objects of in-
tellect - since words point to them, and the words themselves — since they (in turn)
indicate intelligible objects of intellect” [8, p. 126].

The word is also considered by Abu Nasr in the context of categorology, for
example, as “whole” and “part”. As a whole, a word is an entity that reflects the
idea of an object. As a part, a word consists of elements (letters).Changing the or-
der of these elements changes the word. “For ideas that differ in general and in par-
ticular,” writes al-Farabi, “there are words that differ in general and in particular,
that is, different ideas have different words. Just as they say about ideas: the idea
in its essence remains the same, accidents change in it, alternating. The same is the
case with words, where the letters are arranged in order, and the letters seem to rep-
resent accidents that change in essence one word. Each letter, changing, changes
the accident. If one idea is stable, but accidents change in it, alternating, the phrase
is defined by one word that is stable, but letters will change in it one by one, and
each letter will indicate each individual change” [9, p. 123].

This statement by al-Farabi indicates that the word must necessarily reflect the
idea of the subject, and any change in the idea must lead to a change in the word.
The same can be attributed to the fact that words should indicate both universals,
individuals, and the order of ideas in the soul.

A “word” can mean not only an idea or concept, but also a term. Working on
the original text of al-Farabi’s works and its translation into Russian, you discover
that all lexical material related to the subject of philosophy goes back to the ori-
gins of Greek philosophy, and reflects the same concepts and semantic content as
the philosophical terminology of the ancients Greeks, it should be noted that the
philosophical terms of al-Farabi’s works are words of Arabic origin, since the phi-
losopher himself was always categorically against any foreign borrowings.

An example is Abu Nasr’s discussion of the philosophical term (“being”). In
the language of the common people, as al-Farabi says, “existence” is, first of all,
a derivative of the word “exist”; it is understood by the people in both an absolute
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and a limited sense, but it does not reflect the philosophical concept of “existence”.
In order to fill this word with philosophical content, it was necessary to assign to
the word “existence” a meaning that would convey the essence of the philosophical
concept, and this could only happen by agreement. “We can say about a being that
it is a name that is generally said by agreement about all genders separately,” says
al-Farabi, “then it is a name for each of what is subordinate to it and is said about
it in a particular way” [5, p. 97].

Al-Farabi’s discussions about the establishment and introduction of a particu-
lar term into scientific use concern not only the general issues of his philosophical
system, but also such particulars as syllogistics, which is a type of cognitive arts
and related to the science of logic. Each emerging art forms its own special vocabu-
lary. For example, people representing the arts of rhetoric, poetics and sophistry of-
ten used synonyms, homonyms, amphibols, metaphors and figurative names. In the
“Book of Letters”, al-Farabi examines how words denoting the canons of religion
arise. And here he sees the presence of a “name establisher,” that is, when choosing
special religious vocabulary, there is necessarily a real person who “introduces this
religion” [9, p. 138] and defining in his language the names of religious ideas.

In the science of language by al-Farabi, writing as a graphic representation of
speech sounds is also endowed with a certain significance. It contains and stores
information, thereby performing an important communicative function. The ap-
pearance of writing is associated by Abu Nasr with the need to preserve and pass
on to the next generations the acquired knowledge, since oral transmission was
considered by him imperfect and ineffective, and this forced people to search for
ways to preserve and transmit information, “this is how writing arises” [9, p. 127].
As you can see, al-Farabi was right in seeing the reason for the appearance of writ-
ing in the conscious creativity of people who wanted to record human experience
and ensure the transmission of this experience to other generations and other peo-
ples, since oral transmission was imperfect: people were not sure about something,
something was forgotten over time, something was difficult for them to remember.
And this “forced them to the idea of making this activity easier for themselves, and
this is how writing arises” [11, p. 144]. Al-Farabi was right in seeing the reason
for the appearance of writing in the conscious creativity of people driven by the
practical needs of public life. Writing ensured the transfer of experience from gen-
erations to generations, from one people to another.

In the process of transferring knowledge, learning and exchanging thoughts
between people, the enormous role of language in cognition is revealed. Al-Fara-
bi associates the beginning of knowledge with the verbal definition of an object.
«This is the beginning,” he asserts, “when, thanks to the creator of the general
opinion, they know what is given in sensations” [11, p. 138]. Therefore, names ex-
pressed in words and attached to sensory things give general knowledge. “It is the
very first of what these people create... and they are ready to (receive) knowledge,
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ideas and imaginations in such a volume that is determined by their quantity and
quality” [11, p. 134-135].

Al-Farabi calls the first knowledge the knowledge of things, how and where
they came from, a person receives his first knowledge from previous generations
of his people and in the language of his people, the rest of the knowledge is ac-
quired “through reflection, study, research, teaching and learning” [20,  p. 277].
The process of cognition begins with the subject’s contact with the outside world.
Sensory images are integrated and consolidated in memory. The activity of the
mind leads to the separation of the form of a thing from matter in the form of a
concept. The concept in a broad sense is fixed in the lexical meaning of the word.
A scientific concept, expressed by one word or another, plays both the role of the
meaning of this word and the role of thought, which consolidates the essence of
the objects denoted by this word. The process of mastering a word is a process of
generalization, a process of concept formation. A concept is, first of all, a thought
that reflects the general properties of objects of reality. Already in the movement
from thing to word, from word to thought, one can see what role language plays in
the process of understanding the world.

Al-Farabi’s theory of knowledge is organically connected with the problem
of the relationship between language and thinking. The content of thinking is de-
termined by the objectively existing world, which is based on various objects and
properties, objects, processes, quality, quantity, space, time, extension, etc. Lan-
guage, as a form of expression of thinking, is directly related to this reality.Con-
sequently, the relationship between language, thinking and reality is as follows:
thinking reflects reality, and language is a form of expression of the content of
thought. Al-Farabi considers the problem of the connection between thinking and
language through the prism of the science of logic. This problem is so fundamental
that it requires special consideration.

Conclusion

In the process of forming his own views on language, al-Farabi comes to the
idea that language has the ability to improve, as noted above, language, before
it became a language, went through a long path of development from simple to
complex. At first these were gestures and sounds, simple words and phrases, the
appearance of writing, then complex speeches and conclusions, etc. Al-Farabi’s
personal contribution to improving the language is absolutely beyond doubt. He
played an exceptional role in the creation of philosophical terminology; he fol-
lowed the path of narrowing the lexical meaning of words by giving them an ab-
stract, philosophical meaning.

The language of the philosophical works of Abu Nasr al-Farabi is character-
ized by scientific brevity (for example, if we take the expression “fimaudu” and

“ala maudu”, then they are conveyed as being “in the subject” and saying “about
the subject”, where prepositions replace verbs), rigor and specific expressiveness
and, most importantly, saturation with philosophical terms that adequately convey
the conceptual apparatus of the subject under study.

The Problem of “Happiness” in the Works of Abu Nasr al-Farabi and Yusuf Khas
Hajib Balasagun

Abstract. The article examines the content and meaning of the concept of “happiness”
in the works of Abu Nasr Al-Farabi and Yusuf Khas Kajib Balasagun and compares the
general thoughts and conclusions of two thinkers on the issue of “happiness” and analyses the
compatibility and continuity of their opinions. As a result of the research, it was determined
that the problem of “happiness” was the main problem in the social and ethical philosophy
of Al-Farabi and Yusuf Khas Hajib Balasagun, and the compatibility and continuity of their
general and specific philosophical thoughts on “happiness.” Al-Farabi proposed the doctrine
of the “virtuous city” as a political and moral ideal and the concept of “happiness” as the goal
of achieving this ideal. At the same time, according to the philosophy of the great thinker,
“happiness” is considered the ultimate goal of a man. However, he warned that a virtuous
citizen can only achieve happiness in this world and the next. On the basis of these opinions
and conclusions of Al-Farabi, authors have revealed that Yusuf Has Kajib also connected
the concept of “happiness” with virtue and a number of moral qualities, such as generosity,
honesty, and justice, which lead to “happiness.” The importance of the article will undoubtedly
be the basis for profoundly revealing the essence of the political and social philosophy of Al-
Farabi and Yusuf Khas Hajib, identifying new aspects, and theoretically and methodologically
determining the continuity of their ideas on “happiness” with modern society.

Asia are N.M. Rustamova, R.A. Salimbayeva, Sh.A. Normatova, N.I. Muminova,
S.A. Fayzieva, D.T., Zinedinov and A.N. Sarsenbayeva, Sh. Fayziev, M.J. Burliba-
yev and D.M. Burlibayeva, G.A. Khodzhaeva [1].

It should also be disassembled key works in the field of ecology related to cit-
ies or places of the largest concentration of people.The book by M. Alberti (2008)
entitled “Promotion of Urban Ecology: The Interaction of Human Activity and Nat-
ural Processes in urban ecology” describes the processes that influence the future
of the Earth’s ecosystems. The author of the book says that the pace and nature of
urbanization have an increasing impact on the environment. Thus, one of the most
difficult tasks for natural scientists and sociologists is to understand the complex sys-
tem of interaction between humans and environmental processes. The questions and
research methods characteristic of traditional disciplines give partial representations
that reflect various epistemologies of the world. To generalize this knowledge of the
necessary perception of the urban ecosystem as a whole. In this regard, the author
believes that there is a need to change the way questions and methods are posed [2].

The first books on urban ecology were conference materials and appeared in
the 1970s. In the 1980s, the first textbooks appeared, but their number left much
to be desired. And in the 90s new books on urban ecology appeared almost every
year. One such example is the book “An International Perspective on the Interac-
tion between People and Nature” by Marzlaff et al., 2008 or the book entitled “In-
tegration of Man and Environmental Processes” written by M. Alberti in 2008,
or Forman’s book “The Science of Cities” published in 2014. These sources of
literature can be divided into various sections, one of which is urban ecology [1].

Urban ecologycovers the biophysical and social causes and consequences of
city heterogeneity. It should be noted that this direction is largely interdisciplinary.
The conceptual and theoretical core of urban ecology connects the disciplines of
humanities with naturalscience disciplines. Urban ecology can be described as a
relationship between human activity and the structure, processes, and changes that
took place in the city landscape. Urban ecology focuses on spatial heterogeneity.
Itsmain researchfocusison how humans interact with ecosystems and bring a spa-
tial perspective to urban planning.

The following works analyze the origin and development of urban ecology.
One of the books that arefundamental for urban ecology is written by Richard
Foreman and Michell Wile in 1986.The book is named Urban Ecology and con-
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tains a wealth of material on ecology, geography, and biology.The book written
by K.M. Parris (2016) “Ecology of Urban Environments” could be considered an
introduction to urban ecology, based on an established ecological theory, and em-
phasizes the common features of urban ecology. The author argues that the existing
ecological theory is adequate for understanding urban ecology at all levels of the
organization, from individual organisms to entire ecosystems; effective science
and management do not need to wait for a new theory of urban ecology [3].

The growth of both peaceful and military industries is increasing in the world.
There is an increase in the number of chemical, biological and nuclear weapons
of mass destruction. Pollution of soil, water, and air by industrial and agricultural
wastes is stated. In the pursuit of profit, people are predatory towards living and
inanimate nature. Modern man is mired in consumerism. There is a real threat of
human extinction in the wake of the disappearance of many different species of liv-
ing organisms on Earth. According to the Postnormal Times theory by Dr. Z. Sardar,
the modern world is experiencing many crises. It is already difficult for a reasonable
person to separate the crisis associated with the spread of viral infections from eco-
nomic or political crises. Besides the fact that crises occur simultaneously, they have
a global character. The world is global and the problems of our time, too. According
to the scientist, this can be most clearly seen by the example of the environmental
crisis, which no country can cope with alone. Environmental problems are inherent
in all countries. And to one degree or another, the whole world is feeling the con-
sequences of environmental problems. Environmental problems occupy a priority
place and require urgent measures. The development of solutions should be based
on research and scientific knowledge. One of the ways to organize a well-balanced
urban environment is to analyze the way how the public communicates this problem,
paying attention to the specific circumstances of a particular place [4].

In the XX century, the illusion of security was formed. A person achieves this
illusion by means of separating himself from the “wild” nature with walls of glass and
concrete. There is no dirt in the city, in other words, there is no land in the city. Rolling
the living earth everywhere with smooth asphalt, the townspeople talk about the illu-
sion of sterile cleanliness. However, the 2019 pandemic proves the opposite. We are
part of nature and the human body itself is “dirty” in other words, we are not sterile
and cannot live in sterile conditions. When we try to put ourselves in a super-sterile
urban landscape, where there are no blades of grass, where it is wrong, why that ste-
rility is another way to suppress what is inherent in nature, that is, nature is naturally
considered as “dirty”. There is a need to revise many concepts and statements related to
humans and urban ecology. Architect Dilip de Cuncha wrote the book “The Invention
of Rivers” in 2019. The main idea of the book is that a person imagined that he could
somehow control nature by indicating where it should be and in what form [5].

According to the author of this book, the very concept of a river does not ex-
ist. Our understanding of nature has led us to this, that we draw a line on the map
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and say, here the land ends, and here the water begins. Moreover, we perceive this
artificial line that we have drawn on the map as nature. However, nature does not
include this non-existent, in fact, line. As a result, when the water passes beyond
this line, we call this phenomenon a flood. Now the attitude towards the urban
landscape and planning is changing in line with the idea expressed in this book.
City planning departs from the illusion of binary opposition between the city and
nature. The realization comes that man is a part of nature.

In the industrial era, the main goal of urban planning was to restrain the mani-
festations of nature, to try to take its manifestations under its control, and to put na-
ture in some kind of framework. And now it turns out that we are coming to a new
realization that the city is a part of nature. The city structure should not exclude all
living things, there should be a balance. To achieve a balance with the environ-
ment, it is necessary to move away from the usual understanding of cleanliness in
terms of asphalt sparkling in the sun and concrete and glass used everywhere in the
urban environment. From the above, it becomes clear that there is a need to build
a public ecological consciousness since the latter determines what the future of the
planet will be. One of the options for building public ecological consciousness is
to build communication about urban ecology in the media.

This paper, on the basis of a comprehensive interdisciplinary study, analyzed
the formation and development of the mass media discourse on urban ecologiza-
tion in Almaty.

Methodology

The article uses an interdisciplinary research method. The article uses the sys-
tem method, the method of analysis and synthesis, and the statistical method. The
methodology of the electronic sociological survey was used, as well as work with
Google Trends to analyze the popularity of search queries on environmental issues
in Almaty. In order to obtain conclusions, sociological surveys were conducted
using the method of analysis based on ideas from M. Alberti (2008), and K. Parris
(2016) was used to process the data obtained as a result of opinion polls.

Status of the Sustainable Development Goals
of the Republic of Kazakhstan

The concept of the transition of the Republic of Kazakhstan to sustainable
development for 2007-2024 is one of the most discussed topics. The functioning
of specialized funds is recognized as one of the main economic instruments of
environmental protection for financing projects aimed at preserving biodiversity
and sustainable environmental management in Kazakhstan.There are more than a
hundred environmental non-governmental organizations in Kazakhstan. To attract
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the general public, such centers as the “National Environmental Action Plan for
Sustainable Development”, the “National Environmental Center for Sustainable
Development”, and the “Interstate Fund for Saving the Aral Sea (MFA)” were
created, which includes the main divisions as the “Interstate Coordination Com-
mission for Water Resources Management, a Regional environmental project was
also created. The Center for Central Asia and the Center for Sustainable Develop-
ment. The Aarhus Center, NGOs, the Coordination Center, the Fund for Sustain-
able Development in Kazyna (Samruk-Kazyna), and others play important roles in
fulfilling international obligations related to sustainable development. Within the
framework of the Caspian Environmental Program, regional monitoring centers,
biodiversity, and desertification were established [6].

The large-scale environmental initiative “Green Bridge” was proposed by the
first President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Nursultan Nazarbayev at the 66th
session of the UN General Assembly in September 2011. The Green Bridge ini-
tiative is formulated as follows: “Fair and safe to improve the quality of life for
everyone, within the ecological boundaries of the planet”. The goal of the Green
Bridge partnership is to create a practical interregional mechanism to support busi-
nesses developing in the direction of sustainable development, in other words, the
transition to “green rails” using investments in the latest production technologies.
In 2002, the Concept of Development of Environmental Education of the Republic
of Kazakhstan was adopted. According to this concept, the country’s education
system should develop and strengthen a program strategy for the introduction of
environmental subjects for the formation of environmental consciousness [7].

The topic of ecology was further developed in the Law “On National Secu-
rity of the Republic of Kazakhstan”, which came into force in 2012. 25, Article
181 specifies the following objectives: formation and development of an active
life position of citizens and ecological culture in society based on the principle of
sustainable development.The main problem in the Republic of Kazakhstan is the
shortage of water resources. Quarterly reports on water quality were collected by
Kazhydromet and evaluated for data quality and continuity. The reports include
quarterly average measurements taken at some of Kazakhstan’s main water bodies
in permanent locations. There are data from other sites, but they are not shown here
because the continuity of the data was unsatisfactory [8].

Climate presents data indicating that climate change is likely to have a signifi-
cant impact on Kazakhstan in the coming decades. For example, warming and de-
creasing precipitation in the arid western regions of Kazakhstan are likely to increase
the current burden on human health and the availability of food and water. In addi-
tion, glaciers play an important role in the hydrological cycle of Central Asia, and
an increase in temperature due to climate change, of course, can lead to the retreat
or disappearance of glaciers, and there is evidence of such a decrease in Kazakhstan.
The impact on water resources in this region can be dramatic, in fact, similar pressure
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has occurred in the recent past. If there is a long period of net mass loss, glacial runoff
will initially increase until the glacier reaches its maximum runoff velocity, and after
reaching the runoff will decrease as the glacier volume decreases [9].

In Kazakhstan, the Aral Sea depends on the flow of two glacial rivers, the Syr
Darya and the Amu Darya, which originate in the Pamir and Tien Shan mountains.
The Pamir Mountains are located south of Kazakhstan, mainly in Tajikistan, and
the Tien Shan Mountains are located on the border with Kyrgyzstan and northern
China. Kaser et al. (2010) found that the melting of glaciers feeding the Aral Sea
basin, which leads to a lower seasonal dependence on glacier melting, will lead to
an even greater decrease in seawater levels [10].

The consumption of fresh water for industrial processes is the highest in Al-
maty (19.5% of the total consumption in the country) compared to other regions
where fresh water is used for irrigation and agricultural water supply.Excessive
lead content in some samples may indicate the possible development of kidney
disease since lead negatively affects the work of the excretory system. Our data on
the excess lead content in the air, water, and soil are consistent with the results of
other authors who found the highest concentrations of heavy metals in the soil of
the intersection, airports, and military depots.

Megacities are the most susceptible to environmental problems. Solving envi-
ronmental problems in cities such as Almaty, Astana, Ust-Kamenogorsk, Temirtau,
Atyrau, etc. is the preservation, first of all, of the vital activity of the urban envi-
ronment and man.

Media Discourse Analysis Results

In Kazakhstan, mass media stories related to the ecology of cities are increas-
ingly appearing. However, there are nuances and difficulties in the communication
of urban ecology problems. One of the reasons for the complexity of communi-
cation of urban ecology problems is that the picture that scientists predict and the
consequences associated with it do not always fit into the subjective framework of
understanding urban ecology issues. For example, global warming can be ques-
tioned by ordinary people due to the fact that in a certain city, there is a sharp
drop in temperatures. In this connection, people are wondering what kind of global
warming is if it’s cold in our country. Scientists often make predictions related to
the future of our planet. In the press, they are reflected in articles about the terri-
ble pictures of our future and calls for immediate action. Because if we don’t do
anything now, by 2050 it will be too late, and the apocalypse will come. However,
such stories in the press are also not always positively perceived by the public.
Readers get tired of this kind of alarmism. Does the question ariseof how to build
a communication system to transform public consciousness? After all, it is the public
consciousness that should serve as a driver of political and economic changes.
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In connection with the above, there is a need to build a general concept of
building communication of urban ecology in Kazakhstan. This in turn justifies the
need to analyze existing models of communication and discourse of urban ecology
in the Kazakhstan mass media.

In the course of work on the analysis of the discourse of urban ecology and
communication models, the leading Kazakhstan media were analyzed. In partic-
ular, communication mechanisms are analyzed, how they work, how they don’t
work, and why one should talk about certain problems in one way or another.
Based on the analysis of the press had been found out six important topics in the
discourse on urban ecology.

¢ Subjective-negative communication model and its inherent subjects

e Subjective alarmist

e Subjective-constructive communication model and its inherent themes

¢ A model of subjective communication based on political and economic problems

e A model of subjective communication based on questions — “What to do?”
and “Whose fault is it?”

e The model of objective communication and its inherent subjects

An analysis of the media resources of Kazakhstan shows that the subjec-
tive-negative topic of discourse is one of the most pronounced topics, accounting
for 35.2 percent.

The topic of the discourse “Subjective alarmists” is one of the most common
topics of discourse in the Kazakhstan media and accounts for 26.3 percent of the
total number of stories. The topic of subjective and constructive discourse is well
covered by 20.2%.

The subjective topic of discourse, covering political and economic topics, is
represented by 9.8 percent. Although the environmental issue is the basis of the
official development policy of Kazakhstan, these topics of discourse do not attract
much attention.

The model of objective communication based on personal stories is 7.8 per-
cent.Analysis of the range of the subjective communication model based on the
questions — “What to do?” and “Whose fault is it?”” shows that this topic is the
least affected topic of discussion. It accounts for only 4.7 percent of articles in the
Kazakhstan press.Consequently, the most popular topics in the Kazakhstan media
include: subjectively negative, subjectively constructive, and alarmist, stories rais-
ing the question — “Whose fault?”’ and stories based on an economic approach to
discussing urban problems ecology.

Analyzing the Kazakhstan media, we can distinguish two trends that we are ob-
serving now and that we will observe in the near future. First of all, this is a description
of the consequences of climate change. These changes are very difficult to predict, and
they are happening more and more often. If there are floods and hurricanes in one city,
then there may be drought and fires in another. Of course, the manifestations of climate
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change are associated with geographical factors, and the preparedness of the authorities
and the population to solve environmental problems, but these facts do not remove the
question of the comfort and safety of living in modern cities. And the second trend
concerns everyday life. For example, faulty storm sewer systems that do not withstand
pressure during heavy rainfall and stop working, which leads to flooding of pedestrian
crossings, sidewalks, and so on. During the heat, the townspeople also experience in-
conveniences. Vast highways of megacities are heated and the city turns into an oven,
which affects the growth of cardiovascular diseases and exacerbations of other chronic
diseases. Of which two main paradigms were identified.

In the next section of the paper, the features of communication associated with
each of the narratives outlined above will be outlined. An objective model of communi-
cation and its inherent themes. These topics consist of narratives that can be called ob-
jective and scientific. In other words, these are stories in the media that narrate and ap-
peal to scientific facts, narratives in which there is no place for the subjective — human.
These narratives are the basis of scientific and government reports, including reports on
the work of intergovernmental groups and experts on climate change. Such reports are
regularly published in the Kazakhstan media and on the basis of these reports, a further
agenda of actions taken at the global and regional levels are formed.

That is, there is the language of science, the language of dry facts, graphs,
statistics, and historical facts. Graphs and figures are perceived by the public if
they are colorfully visualized and presented in a language accessible to the general
public. However, such communication still has its limitations, and first of all, they
are connected with the fact that a person or a story related to a person is mostly
absent in this type of communication.

The narrative covering stories related to the scientific view of climate change
problems is characterized by the scale and absence of a person or a subjective posi-
tion in the stories, perhaps due to the fact that some processes are so large-scale that
it is difficult to understand and feel them. For example, even by and large we cannot
imagine how big the “garbage island” in the Pacific Ocean or the landfills of megaci-
ties is. Even if we come and look at the landfill, we still won’t get our eyes around it.

Subjective-Negative Communication Model

Another model of communication with its inherent narratives was identified.
The second model contains stories of specific people. Such stories are very often
used as arguments in climate communication. These stories are subjective and talk
about climate change through problems related to specific people. Such stories
help to understand the possible consequences of climate change. This type of com-
munication is very common in Kazakhstan. For example, there are many stories in
which citizens suffer from air pollution or the quality of drinking water. This meth-
od of communication in the center poses specific problems faced by the population
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of large cities. This model is communication-based on a subjective purely human
understanding of the problem. The plots of this communication model talk about
what is happening here and now, how bad it is already now, and how bad it is for a
particular city or a person who breathes polluted air every day.

There are too many stories with a negative narrative, and they are no longer per-
ceived as something important that requires everyone’s attention and intervention.
The media of Kazakhstan very often cover stories in which the audience begins to
see just suffering people. Stories of endlessly suffering citizens from floods, sudden
cold snaps, or abnormal heat are broadcast on news channels, and they are written
about in newspapers and magazines. In other words, in these stories, environmental
issues and the need to change the situation fade into the background. In response to
this negative news, viewers sometimes have a backlash, which they share in the com-
ments under the articles. For example, that they are not so bad, or they are far away
and it does not concern them, there are opinions that global warming is even for the
best since it will get warmer in the cold regions of the country.

Subjective Alarmist Model of Communications and its Inherent Themes

Another variant of the ecological narrative is based on the idea that it is already
bad now, but it will be even worse later, it is also called an alarmist. Basically, the pic-
ture described by such plots is large-scale and pessimistic. In this version of commu-
nications, there is a description of the pictures of the future of the planet. For example,
in 100 years, what the earth will look like, how all the island states will disappear, and
what will become of people in coastal cities? This type of communication is similar
to the subjective-negative model of communication by the number of negative stories
and differs mainly in the scale of these stories. Just as in cases with a subjective-neg-
ative model of communication, people get tired of constant negativity and stop taking
the problem seriously. This kind of subjective alarmist model of communications and
its inherent themes, we often observe in Almaty, hearing scientists’ predictions about
future changes that will affect life in megalopolises in the near future.

Subjective-Constructive Model of Communication and its Inherent Themes

Based on the peculiarities of the human psyche, the audience gets tired of con-
stantly negative news, and interest in the topic of environmental problems weakens,
trying to abstract, and close themselves off from problems, thereby not taking all the
consequences seriously. In this regard, a third variant of the climate narrative and
climate communication is being formed, which is associated with so-called decision
journalism or constructive journalism. This variant of the climate narrative is that
instead of telling stories of how people endlessly suffer, stories of positive experi-
ences are told. For example, stories about how someone did something and changed
the situation for the better. Often the media of Kazakhstan, sanctify the solution of
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problematic situations or scientific inventions that help to improve the situation,
thereby focusing the attention of citizens on the problem from its positive side.

The essence of the model is that all people are exposed to the harmful effects
of climate change, which have a global scale, but the stories of this model of com-
munication are connected with the solution to a local problem. For example, the
existing problems in such a large city as Almaty, namely insufficient purification
of drinking water, or too many cars on the streets of the city, which increases the
level of air pollution, illegal felling of trees, or the construction of park areas. That
is, the story begins with an explanation of the problem and its consequences in
a specific place at a specific time. Against this negative background, a hero or a
group of people appears who are doing something to solve this problem, proposing
or implementing a specific project. These heroes come up with some kind of solu-
tion. It can be activists; it can be social entrepreneurs or a local initiative group that
comes up with some kind of solution to the problem. In other words, people who
are making efforts to solve the problem at the local level. In this kind of story, the
initiative is promoted and a way to solve problems is proposed.

The main feature of this kind of story is that, to the description of the problem
and the suffering of people, a solution to this problem or a way to solve this problem
is added. For example, environmental actions of various kinds are held in Almaty,
such as the cleaning of urban areas from garbage by an initiative group with the
support of government agencies. Various actions are being held in Almaty to clean
up territories, as well as tree planting actions, one such eco-actions is “Planting the
forest together”, 500 tuis were planted in the Aksai gorge. And it is the solution to
the problem, even a small one, that becomes the central idea of the plot. The focus
of this communication model is always a specific hero or a group of heroes who
did something and it turned out, and this is the essence of the approach of decision
journalism or constructive journalism. And there are more and more such stories.

On the one hand, there are stories in the Kazakhstan media based on dry sci-
entific facts. For example, discussing the nature of global warming, which began
30,000 years ago, and which continues to this day and will continue for tens of
1000 years. On the other hand, in parallel, there are topics of discourse directly
related to a person related to the separation of garbage, saving water and electricity
at the household level, and the like.

In connection with the division of discourse into two paradigms, a certain
paradox arises based on the contradictions between the discourse about global pro-
cesses and local stories related to human existence, which, referring to Rosemary
Randall, can be designated as parallel narratives. And they were also discussed
above, at the beginning of the chapter, when comparing scientific ecological con-
sciousness and public ecological consciousness.

Public ecological consciousness raises subjects related to subjective issues. For
example, whether a citizen should throw a plastic cup into a plastic basket is not cor-
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related with strictly scientific subjects. These two discourses exist in their own para-
digm, subjective and objective. Man is part of nature and part of the global process of
the sixth extinction of species. By virtue of this, the problem of choice is removed since
humanity does not choose between this process and some other, man himself is part of
this process. These two discourses are parallel narratives that do not fit together at all.

On the one hand, there is a narrative about large geological processes, and on
the other hand, there is a narrative about the fact that people should reduce CO2
emissions by 2030, people should share garbage, they should educate our compa-
triots about possible ways to introduce an environmentally oriented consciousness.
There is a gap between these standards to such an extent that in fact, when it comes
to discussing global warming from the point of view of guilt and responsibility,
everyone always talks about it from a subjective position.

From the above, a question arises related to another storyline related to the
concept of guilt. Some people wonder why a person should be ashamed that he
threw away plastic cups being part of this inexorable and grandiose natural pro-
cess. In connection with the above, it is possible to distinguish various discursive
coalitions that support the idea that climate change on the planet is a very big prob-
lem, against which human efforts are simply lost. There are discursive coalitions
supporting the idea that there are processes on a geological scale and nothing can
be done about it. Within the framework of this discourse, global warming is fiction.
An optimistic view of global warming is also being developed - it’s good that there
is global warming, and it’s nothing that people caused it, there’s nothing terrible
about climate change, it’s just getting warmer in the north.

On the other hand, one should pay attention to the arguments about anthropo-
genic factors of climate change. All these narratives somehow imply human involve-
ment, and subjectivity, which can be explained by the specifics of human conscious-
ness. The objective narrative is arranged in such a way that there is no person in it,
that is, it is some kind of mechanism of change that is arranged by itself.

The subjective narrative is something that can affect us, we are talking about
facts that make us think, and the question arises about our involvement in these
events. For example, whether we are to blame for this or not we are not to blame
for this. However, why it is impossible to speak simply in the language of science
or cause and effect, in other words, why the question is posed precisely as a ques-
tion of guilt and responsibility or its absence?

From the above, it follows that there is a need for systematic ignorance of the
causes since this ignorance of the causes makes freedom of choice possible. Due
to the fact that we do not admit this to ourselves, we think of ourselves as free.
However, simultaneously with the emergence of free will and the presentation of
oneself as a free subject, responsibility, and some anxiety appear. For example, this
anxiety acts as a sense of guilt, before involvement in global warming. There are
stories claiming the guilt of each of us for the ongoing climate change, and we are
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making efforts to change this situation. There are stories claiming that the state and
transnational corporations are responsible for all environmental problems. In this
way, we try to avoid anxiety, but it always returns in some way.

In order to understand this, we need to understand the mechanisms of con-
sciousness, so that we find ourselves inside the story about global warming, it must
appear somehow differently, namely, it must appear in the light of the free will of
choice. Free will is what we have to think, think ourselves, what is called a Carte-
sian subject or what is called self—consciousness. Studying the question directly
in the city of Almaty in an anonymous online test survey conducted by me, the
description and results of which I have given below, in the city of Almaty, one of
the ten questions was: “Do you take part in environmental actions?”, and in Almaty,
almost the majority answered that they are taking part or are ready to take part. This
suggests that the people of megacities, feeling the environmental problems them-
selves, are ready to become participants in urban environmental improvements in
possible ways. Who but the residents themselves know about the problems of their
city? This question is very important for me, to find out how much residents are
willing to take part in the ecology of the city and prove their decision in practice.
But my survey also showed little awareness about the beginning or about the orga-
nization of urban environmental actions. That is, what I wrote earlier in my work
says that the coverage of environmental problems is actively discussed in the media,
and various non-governmental and governmental organizations, but these messages
already talk about the results: urban environmental actions, various solved problems
or, for example, global environmental problems. One of the possible answers to the
question “Do you take part in environmental actions?”” was “No, but if invited, I will
take part”, in Almaty 10% answered in this way. This indicates the willingness of
people, the realization that they can improve the environmental situation as much as
possible, but perhaps there is little awareness of the population.

It should be noted that in the discourse of ecology of the cities of both states, the
question is increasingly raised that there is a need to adapt the urban environment
to climate change in order to make it safe for living. This process of adaptation to
the urban environment becomes one of the main drivers of urban planning. It is
important to note here the ideas of the famous Danish architect Jan Gale for the city
of Almaty, as well as the development strategy of the “Smart Almaty” 2020 — 2050.

The paper considers the question of how the perception of the discourse of ur-
ban development can be considered from the point of view of the peculiarities of the
formation of environmental consciousness in the media. After all, the media is the
connection of the people with the state and various governmental and non-govern-
mental organizations. One of the most discussed issues in the media of Kazakhstan is
the issue of risks associated with the urban environment. In particular, how dirty are
the air and water of our cities, and how unnatural are the products of consumption?
The world’s problems related to climate change on the planet, the disappearance
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of the diversity of fauna and flora, and the reduction of ecosystems are also widely
discussed. The concept of the sixth extinction of animals is also discussed. Issues re-
lated to the ecology of the urban environment are discussed at different levels in dif-
ferent contexts, for example, political, and economic contexts. And it is obvious that
the discussion of the same issues at different levels causes a variety of reactions. The
analysis of Kazakhstan mass media revealed six thematic groups: “Whose fault?”
economic, objective, subjectively negative, subjectively constructive, and alarmist.

There is a need to develop a conscious attitude to the issues of planning the ur-
ban environment and changing the approach to the perception of what nature is and
the relationship between man and nature. The rejection of the usual understanding
of nature as something located behind the aisles of the city and the development of
awareness that the city and people are part of nature.

There is a need to move from our individual needs, how I want to feel good,
light, warm, not hot so that there were goods quickly delivered to me and cheap
around me, to awareness of the importance of the public good, which implies the
transformation of public consciousness.

Conclusion

The constant population growth in cities requires a constant expansion of the
production of goods, which inevitably leads to the consumption of depleted natural
resources. It is necessary to consider a number of factors for maintaining a balance
in the relationship between man and nature, in particular the ecology of cities. One
of these factors is sustainable development. The greening of urban spaces takes
place in three models: national, regional, and global, each of which corresponds
to national and global priorities presented in national environmental development
strategies and the Concept of Sustainable Development.

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Abstract. The conceptual picture of the world is a set of concepts, knowledge about
the universe, historically formed in the minds of a particular linguistic collective, embod-
ied in the language and constantly updated. Mythological works have a special place in the
comprehensive consideration of the conceptual picture of the world. «Mythy is the oldest
type of spiritual culture of human beings. The first manifestations of human knowledge are
mythical and folklore works. Although there are scientific works related to myth in world
and Kazakh folklore, the study of English and Kazakh mythical images is considered for
the first time. This article investigates the spiritual, cultural continuity and features of the
knowledge of the two countries through a comparative analysis of Kazakh and English
mythologems, as well as the nature, use, and semantic changes of linguistic phenomena.
It will also be discussed how these myths shape the linguistic picture of the world in each
culture. The results of this study contribute to such fields of science as psychology, neuro-
science, linguistics and philosophy, religious studies and cultural anthropology.

Introduction

Myth is the oldest form of human spiritual culture and mythology is the first
manifestation of human cognition of the environment and the world. The study
of mythologies in these works is one of the main problems of modern linguistics.
Mythological works occupy a special place in the comprehensive consideration of the
conceptual picture of the world. The conceptual picture of the world is a set, a system
of ideas, knowledge about the world, historically formed in the everyday consciousness
of a certain language collective, embodied in language and constantly updated. It can
be shared by different people, because humanity has a common mindset.
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The relevance of the topic is the study of Kazakh and English mythology from
a linguistic and cultural point of view, identifying similarities and peculiarities in
the cognition of each nation.

The first manifestation of human cognition is mythical, folklore works. The
idea of V. von Humboldt about the internal form of language, which perceived
language as a mirror of the universe, currently has priority in the study of national
mentality and its various forms of transmission in linguistics. From this point of
view, the importance of studying the linguistic forms of the “Mythological picture
of the world” in the national language is determined by several reasons, firstly, by
the fact that “myth” has been a closed system for language research for many years.
Because a few years ago the terms myth, mythologeme, mythological picture of the
world were not used in language literature, they were mentioned only in the works of
cultural studies, philosophy. Ethno-cultural, cognitive analysis of mythologems in
mythological works is of particular importance in the comprehensive consideration
of the image of the universe in language. Mythologems, like other linguistic units,
are also understood as symbols forming a cognitive model, objects that denote a
reflection of reality.

It is known that the existence, culture, cognition and thinking of any nation are
reflected in the language, etc. In this regard, a part of human creation, as well as
national culture, cognition-cognitive analysis of fairy tales allows us to reveal its
deep scientific nature. The study of language from a cognitive point of view is one
of the urgent problems of modern Kazakh linguistics, the solution of such issues
as how humanity describes the picture of the world of true being, how mental
cognition arises based on ideas about the national world, is the main goal and task
of the science of cognitive linguistics.

Research Method

Scientific studies of many notable scientists are dedicated to myth. The study
uses mixed-methods, combining descriptive, comparative, interpretive methods,
as well as various conceptual and discursive methods of analysis and mass sorting,
systematization, comparison, frame analysis of language data. In addition to traditional
methods and techniques, such as systematization, generalization, component analysis,
as well as models of cognitive and linguocultural analysis, approaches and principles
of studying language units have been used. Myth was a subject of researches in the
most different areas and can be an example of general-disciplinary knowledge (history,
religion, ethnology, ethnography, folkloristics, philology, linguistics, etc.).

As a scientific and theoretical basis of the work, we considered works related
to myths, symbols, concepts in the Kazakh and English languages in general and
cognitive linguisticsand the fundamental researches in the field of the theory of general
linguistics, philology, linguistics, lexicology, ethnolinguistics, linguoculturology,
cognitive linguistics, etymology and mythological works.
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This research aims to explore the mythologems present in the religious contexts
of the Kazakh and English cultures, with the objective of constructing a conceptual
picture of the world as perceived through these mythological narratives.

The study will employ a qualitative research methodology, combining literature
review, comparative analysis. The findings will contribute to our understanding of the
diverse ways in which mythologems shape religious beliefs, cultural identities, and
worldviews in these two distinct societies.

The Role of Mythologems in Shaping Cultural Identity

Myth has thus been the topic of studies in a variety of fields. English and
Kazakh mythologems are two distinct cultural belief systems that have developed
over centuries in their respective regions. Numerous eminent scientists have
dedicated their scientific research to myth. Additionally, mythology is a subject
which materializes in other anthropological disciplines (such as philology, history,
religion, ethnology, ethnography, folkloristics, etc.). The phenomenon known as
myth can serve as an illustration of cross-disciplinary knowledge. According to
Mircea Eliade, a scholar of mythology and historian of religions, myth is created
by history of supernatural creatures, it stands for pure truth, has sacral wholeness,
and always refers to the beginning of something new in the world. Mircea Eliade,
a Romanian historian of religion, was interested in the ways in which myths and
symbols shape religious beliefs and practices [9, p. 86]. He believed that myths
were more than just stories; they were fundamental to the human experience of the
sacred.

In qualification from mythology of, for illustration, old Greece, Kazakhs aside
from a number of cosmogonic, astronomic and etiologic myths have no such a
marvel that can be alluded to as to mythology. Their legendary pictures, plots
and ideas are included into legends writings, ceremonies, decoration, music, and
require carving-out, composition, folklore texts, ornament, sacral explication [1,
p. 258].

According to the Russian scientist B.A. Serebrennikov: «the image of the
world is a sample, an image, on the one hand, an interpretation of the superhuman
world, and on the other — a part of this world...This is an image created by a person,
which describes not only the Universe, but also the person who creates this image»
[2, p. 101]. That is, the image of the Universe is not just a copy of a true being,
it is a figurative representation of the environment, and in this case, undoubtedly,
only those that are considered significant will be marked, and some features of the
object usually remain unnoticed. A person who «reflects and shapes» the universe
creates a general picture of the world, which, in turn, expresses the cognitive
impact of experience [3, p. 68]. The world should be understood as: «a person
and the environment of their interaction; the universe is the result of processing
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information about the person and his environment. At the same time, very often
«humany structures and schemes affect the nature of the environment, they are
realized in language through anthropolanguage concepts, and it is the totality of
these concepts that forms the conceptual picture of the world» [4, p. 119].

The conceptual image of the universe is an ideal, mental structure, and
it manifests itself only as a result of a deep analysis of linguistic meanings
and structures. In turn, this linguistic analysis should take into account that the
language corresponds to a certain system of concepts. The linguistic picture of
the universe is considered a trick of conceptualization and categorization of the
environment, historically formed in the ordinary consciousness of a particular
language collective. It is known that the concept of a linguistic picture of
the universe, in general, originates from the idea of the well-known scientist
V. von Humboldt. According to this idea, the linguistic picture of the universe
is the totality of the entire linguistic content, which is represented by the internal
form of a specific national language. The language of each people is influenced by
a uniform subjective beginning, that is, each language has its own point of view,
worldview, system of World reflection; therefore, any language characterizes itself
only within the framework of the people corresponding to it, and it is possible
to get out of this circle only if it is transferred to a different environment. In the
process of perceiving the concept of the linguistic image of the Universe, in our
opinion, it is necessary to recognize such a principle: language dominates over
individual consciousness and by its form obliges all speakers of this language to
impose common signs of building an objective world. That is, language through its
form imposes on the consciousness of speakers a portrait of the world in which they
live (Nikitin V.M., Karaulov Yu.N., Pocheptsev G.G., Losev A., Makovsky M.M.,
etc.) [5, p. 108]. Speech through language illustrates many other universes besides
true being. But they are evaluated and identified in relation to the world of the true
being. The tendency towards the fantastic mentality of a certain people (myths,
legends, fairy tales) is determined by the formal structure of a particular language,
and not by the culture and environment of that country. However, in our opinion,
spiritual and physical services of a person cannot be expressed in a distinction,
since it is impossible to consider a person’s life from one side to the other.

In general, until the beginning of the 20th century the dominant role in the
history of culture was played with the idea that myth is a peculiar type of world-
view mainly common to archaic cultures. Myth had been studied as a product of
human’s imagination at the initial stages of culture evolution. Muller M., Coon A.,
Wundt W., Tailor E., Frazer J. considered myth a pre-scientific and naive mean of
explaining of the outside world by primitive man that was later surmounted with
occurrence of scientific cognition. Researches of myth as a universal phenomenon
started to a major extent due to the aesthetic interest of romanticists. Meletinsky
E.M. in his articles and books analyzed ancient classical forms of myth. He states
that “myth is a mean of world’s conceptualization - those things, which are around
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us and inside us. To some extent, myth is a product of primitive thinking.” [2,
p. 178].

The Kazakh mythology had not been studied separately from folkloristics until
the beginning of the 20th century. And those researches, who dealt with it, paid
little attention to interpretation and analysis of mythical stories. Such an outlook on
the world, which was actively promulgated by national ideology, was a source for
the sense of novelty, prospect of “promising future”, while mythology was directly
linked to ancient folk beliefs. The spiritual treasures of ancestors are preserved
and delivered in stories, retellings, legends and proverbs. The significant place in
the cultural life of Kazakhs was taken by historical and mythological works, such
as “Book of Korkyt-Ata”, “Er Tostik”, “Zhayik and Edil”, etc. which promulgate
customs and traditions of our nation [8, p. 86].

Mythologems can be found in the stories, beliefs, and practices of various
religions. Mythology is a collection of stories and beliefs that people use to explain
the world around them, including natural phenomena, social norms, and the human
experience.

English mythologems are a collection of myths, legends, and folktales that
originate from England and its surrounding areas. These stories are often associated
with the Anglo-Saxon, Celtic, and Norse cultures, and they are passed down orally
from generation to generation. Some of the well-known English mythologems
include the legend of King Arthur, the tale of Beowulf, and the stories of Robin
Hood.

Kazakh mythologems are the traditional beliefs and stories of the Kazakh
people, who are a Turkic ethnic group from Central Asia. Kazakh mythologems
are an integral part of their culture and heritage, and they are often associated
with Islamic traditions. These mythologems are also passed down orally from
generation to generation and are rich in symbolism and metaphor.

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Abstract. In this article considered the role of the human concept of three
Turkic thinkers and the concept of “perfect man” in philosophical discourse. The
concept of a person plays an important role in the formation of personality. At
various times, different ideas about human perfection were formed in philosophical
thought and were born new concepts, theories, and ideas. It was given the definitions
of the concept of the perfect man by Muslim thinkers, the peculiarities of a various
aspects of this concept, the meaning in Sufism, the importance of revealing of the
general axiological value. Due to its capabilities, we will try to understand the
concept of the “perfect man” developed by thinkers.

Keywords: Sufism, Islamic philosophy, perfect man, concept, hikmet,
morality, ethics.

Introduction

The perfect man is one of the basic concepts of Sufi philosophy, which
was addressed to Muslims who have achieved the highest moral purity and
full knowledge of Islam. A perfect person combines the opposite aspects of
existence: spiritual and material. This is due to its exceptional importance
for the entire universe, it is the cause, purpose and meaning of the creation
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of man. According to the Sufi interpretation, God and existence are inseparably
merged in man. A person in the concept of wahdat al wujud, which created within
the framework of Sufism is a microcosm, a kind of measure of the whole world
is a macrocosm. Moreover, person is an intermediary link between the God and
world, which ensures the unity of cosmic existence and phenomenal existence.
Speaking about the genesis of the concept of “al-insan al-kamil”, many Islamic
scholars tend to see in it the influence of other religious and philosophical systems
(Gnosticism, Neoplatonism, Kabbalah and, etc.). At the same time, in Western
Islamic studies of the late 20 century, in many ways, which has been overcome the
habit of necessarily linking any original and profound ideas of Islam with a non-
confessional origin. Among the traditionalist authors of our time, prevails the view
is about the general typological similarities of various spiritual teachings, unity of
epistemological roots, which explains the appearance of similar plots and ideas.

The rich spiritual heritage of the Turkic world includes a significant
philosophical component. At the same time, one of the most important features of
Turkic philosophy is its “human orientation”. Many philosophical problems of the
Turkic worldview comprehended through the prism of man, through the attitude to
purely earthly, human problems and relationships.

Metodology

In this article was used philosophical and historical methods, which widely used
in the humanities, as well as methods of understanding and interpreting religious
texts and primary sources of thinkers of the past. As a methodological basis of
the work, there were used classification and comparison methods, contributing to
a deeper understanding of the essence, role and significance of thinking in the
emerging new prospects for the development of Islamic philosophy.

Concepts of the Perfect Man in Turkic Philosophy: Korkyt ata,
Zhusup Balasagun, Khoja Akhmet Yassawi

One of the types of evidence of this is the concept of the modality of the
existence of the great Turkic thinker Korkyt Ata. This concept represents the
world not as one-dimensional, but multidimensional. The world consists of several
existences with different modalities. First of all, they are different in the degree
of probability of existence. The greater or lesser probability of existence largely
depends on the person, on his activities, on his attitude and assessments.

In the “Words of Edification” of Korkyt Ata, which have been passed from
mouth to mouth for many centuries, there were recorded the following types of
existence. In my opinion, these types of existence represent the ontological basis
of the Korkyt Ata concept.
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First of all, they differ in true, real existences, corresponding to its nature and
not true, as if not existence, incomplete, flawed existence. True existence is inherent
in what is by nature. Furthermore, Korkyt Ata identifies an existence that is the cause
of another existence. The existence that is the cause can be interpreted as necessary,
deterministic. The same thing that is a consequence is dependent, not independent.
First of all, dependent existence refers to a person, and deterministic refers to higher
forces: «A person will not get rich, if Tengri does not give» [1, 506 p.].

Korkyt ata in the idea of the modality of existence includes the existence of
the desired, expedient and the opposite, not desirable, not expedient. The latter
existence is such that it would be better if it did not exist at all! The undesirability
of existence connected with the fact that it is not true, does not correspond to
nature, expediency, or human needs. The desired existence must correspond to
moral norms and criteria. For example: «A house where guests do not come, it
would be better if it collapsed» [2, 97 p.].

An additional sign of existence of Korkyt ata recognizes some knowledge.
In other words, if we don’t know about something, then it would be at least
presumptuous to say that it exists. Moreover, for the subject of the perception of
existence, this existence undoubtedly, will be the most significant.

Finally, another undoubted quality of existence is that it is wonderful. At the
same time, it is not the aesthetic or ethical aspects of wonderful that are more
significant for Korkyt ata, on the contrary, metaphysical ones was more important
for him. There are wonderful for him, having an undoubted quality of existence:
Tengri, Prophet Muhammad, Koran and its verses, Mecca and Kazhy, zhuma and
namaz, a gray-haired old man, a nursing mother, careful relatives, well-mannered
child, and, etc.

Korkyt Ata’s idea of a person as a dual existence: he cannot cross the
boundaries of the measure of true existence, dependent on higher forces, at the
same time, he can be the cause of another existence, active, busy in determining an
undesirable existence. As a result, a person can also be attributed to the category of
a wonderful existence, and it is the moral high grounds that will be primary here,
which emphasizes the uniqueness of the Turkic concepts of man [3, 250 p.].

Until quite recently, in the history of philosophy of Zhusup Balasagun was
not as lucky as the author of «Kutty bilik» («Blessed knowledge») an outstanding
work of early Turkic literature and an original moral code of human existence.
Zhusup Balasagun’s concept of man also has an allegorical basis in the form of four
characters of his famous poem «Kutty Bilik»: Kyuntogdy, Aitoldy, Ogdulmish,
Odgurmysh. At the same time, these metaphysical images are «humanized», they
embody human qualities.

The first of them Kyuntogdy is the main one and represents the Sun, Power,
Fairness, Fearlessness, Willpower, Valor, Rule. The importance of such qualities as
fearlessness, willpower and valor for each person is emphasized by the prevalence
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of the “heroic principle” in the concept of Balasagun. This can be explained both
by the influence of the era of complex military and political processes, and by the
general Turkic intention of exalting the nomad warrior.

The second principle is Truthfulness, Knowledge, Speech. In the power
hierarchy, he corresponds to the position of Vizier, Adviser, which was at the courts
of both Muslim and Turkic rulers. Zhusup Balasagun has an honorary nickname
Khas Hadjib (Wise Adviser) for his activities at the court of Tabgach-Bogra Khan.
Only wise government can bring Wealth, Prosperity, Happiness to the people,
which also means Aitoldy.

The third principle embodies to Ogdulmish — Scholarship, Wisdom,
Intelligence. For Zhusup Balasagun, the most important thing is a person’s desire
for knowledge, science, moral qualities. The didacticism of Balasagun’s teaching
about man was also manifested in his glorification of science, arguments about the
benefits of language and moderation in speech, in the classification of vices that
must be avoided, in the identification of goodness, truth and beauty.

Finally, Ogdurmysh — Modesty, Estrangement, Contentment transmitted by
the term of «Kanagaty», which absorbs these meanings. In the political hierarchy,
these are hermits, religious figures, pastors. Balasagun could see their importance
in his own life, first of all, in the moral education of the people. In the poem,
the author also reflects on the simplicity and modesty of a person, considering
them signs of high culture, kindness of gratitude. According to the poet, a person,
no matter what peaks he has reached or no matter what wealth he owns, should
be modest and simple, because modesty and simplicity adorns a person, make
him kind and beautiful. And people turn away from contemptuous, arrogant, and
conceited person, these qualities spoils, pushing him away from others. The poet
also believes that for a person in order to achieve the highest perfection, except
for the above-mentioned qualities, many skills and virtues are needed here. He
must be shy, patient, hardy, etc. At the same time, the poet especially warns people
against bad qualities. For example, a person should not give in to excessive desires
and passions, because they lead a person astray from the true way. The passion
for wealth is dangerous for a person, from which he can lose his humanity. In
the poem, the author mercilessly castigates slanderers, self-interested people,
hypocrites, considering them the lowest people in society. The poet warns that the
most dangerous vices of this category of people are greed and hypocrisy. Therefore,
the thinker advises to protect yourself from two categories of people: the first are
scandalmongers, slanderers; the second are hypocrites, money-grubbers.

It is known that in order to study the problems of ethical ontology, it is necessary
an interpretive reconstruction of the moral experience of the past, because it contains
the moral potential that constantly spiritualizes human life. The basis of Zhusup
Balasagun’s ethical concept includes the model of fair, rational and moral principle,
as “Anam 601’ — “Be a man”. This is how Zhusup Balasagun interpreted the essence
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of man through the moral principle, defining man as a civic existence. Thus, Zhusup
Balasagun puts the priority of man at the forefront of his socio-ethical teaching, to
unravel the mystery of his essence. This shows that the thinker formed a holistic view
of a person. Consequently, the problem of ethical ontology is primarily a question
of the essence of man, his place and purpose in society. It should be noted that
Zhusup Balasagun, as an educated man of his time and he was encouraged people
to acquire different knowledge as much as possible, capable of leading society to
progress. The poet states that a person with a decent education and knowledge can
achieve a moral ideal. In his opinion, knowledge is a navigation sign, which you
can correctly navigate complex life practice. Therefore, the thinker advises, it is
necessary to take a sober and reasonable approach to acquiring knowledge, because
all kindness comes from knowledge. The symbolism of knowledge in its diverse
manifestations is widely used by the author of the poem, in particular, it says here
that the knowledge is light, knowledge is wisdom, knowledge is happiness. The
thinker substantiated an important epistemological principle about the absence of
innate knowledge. Knowledge has an experienced character, but it is not inherited
biologically, a person is not born wise, just as a newborn does not immediately
pronounce words, but only learns knowledge through the improvement of life
experience. For a poet, knowledge and education are the basic assets of teaching a
person with a virtuous behavior. According to the thinker’s view, a person, whoever
he is, first of all he is always must be human, because only humanity remains eternal
in the world. Therefore, he advises that if anyone wants that his name remains in
a bright side, so he should have a generous human soul and always do only good
deeds. By humanity, the poet understood the noblest moral virtues. He said that
good morals are the basis for all virtues. In his opinion, there are two kinds of
good and two kinds of evil. The first are good and evil, inherent by nature, the
second one is acquired. Accordingly, there are two types of people — good and evil
by nature and good and evil, depending on upbringing, circumstances. There is a
tendency of Zhusup Balasagun to divide people into good and evil by nature. Here
he preaches the idea of an abstract man, either good or evil by his own biological
nature. According to the poet, only noble, well-born people can have good moral
qualities, while people of simple origin as “kara budun” (rabble) they are capable
only of bad behaviors and act only under the influence of greed, envy, and other
base passions. He believes that the common people have low morals, and therefore
they do not know the norms and rules of secular behavior. Hence, the good people
are the nobility, the nobleman, and the bad ones are the rabbles. It is not difficult to
notice that the views of a typical representative of the ruling social aristocracy were
clearly reflected in this concept of the poet.

The main goal of a person, according to Sufists, is to devote his life entirely
to the worship of Allah and purification from sins, in order to eventually approach
the Creator and merge with Him. Akhmet Yassawi exactly praises this idea [4,
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77 p.]. He is expresses four ways or stages of achieving such a goal. These are
shariat, taarihat, maarifat and haqiqat. Shariat is a set of canons and establishments
of Islam, taarihat is an awareness of Sufism as a teaching with philosophical
content, maarifat is a knowledge of the meaning of the one God and hagiqat is a
comprehension of the essence of Allah and the desire to approach Him. All this is
presented by Akhmet Yassawi as a moral problem, as a principle of life existence.
The author strictly adheres to the method of presentation in the first person and
associates the path of purification and self-improvement with the age stages of
his growing up and becoming a person who believed in Allah and fully devoted
himself to worshipping the Creator and serving to Islam. It is no coincidence
that he often talks about blissful love to Allah and how he saw the Creator and
the Prophet Muhammad, how he enjoyed wine, that is, God’s mercy. Sufism, as
one of the forms of human cognitive activity in Islam represented a religious
and philosophical teaching, through the personal psychological experience, it
was possible a spiritual communication with the deity or his contemplation.
The main state of the human soul should be such a substance as selfless love for
God, which is represented mainly in the poetic and ideological work of Khoja
Akhmet Yassawi «Diuani Hikmet» [5, 15 p.]. In the philosophical work of Khoja
Akhmet Yassawi, a Turkic thinker of the Middle Ages, «Diuani Hikmet», which
undoubtedly belongs to the Sufi philosophical tradition, it takes an important place
in Turkic ideological elements. In the teachings of Yassawi, which belonging to the
Sufi thought tradition have more theological and theocentric content, the theme of
man, for example, occupies a predominant position. Man, according to Yassawi,
is the main “mechanism” through which there is a “return” of being to the original
integrity. This integrity is violated, as we know, in the process of God’s creation
of the world. The “perfect man”, who is the incarnation of God, becomes in this
hypostasis the “perfect kind of existence”. Having absorbed all forms of the divine
mysterious power, man is a result, peak and the completion of the divine creation.
In this sense, man is a measure of everything that exists [6, 25 p.].

Neoplatonism had not a direct impact on the concept of Yassawi, but it was
influenced mediated, indirect way, becoming one of the main sources of the
formation of the Sufi concept of man. There is no historical information that
Yassawi was familiar with the works of Plotinus, lamblichus, or Proclus, but the
“echo” of their ideas is undoubtedly heard in his anthropological research.

The concepts of the “perfect man”, the stages of emanation, the “ways” and
“stops” are undoubtedly represents all-Sufi philosophical paradigms and their so
many “traces” in the teachings of Yassawi.

Finally, the Turkic thought tradition, which predetermined the specificity of
the Sufism by Yassawi, peculiarities of its philosophical school “yassawi”, acted
as a “background”, a “common spirit”, a common atmosphere in which there were
formed the ideas of the thinkers from Yassi.
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The most significant influence on the Sufi concept of man (hence, on Yassawi)
in my opinion, it was the influence of Plotinus’ ideas. This, for example, Plotin’s
preaching of asceticism expressed in the neglect of one’s body and the denial of
medical art. Asceticism in Sufism, as is known, took the form of a whole system,
which included such elements as: the strictest and unquestioning adherence to the
Sunnah in everyday life; multiple additional prayers and fasts; renunciation of all
worldly things; surrender to God’s willpower (Toyeken); persistent suffering and
deprivation (cadbip) and the cult of poverty [7, 55 p.].

In Sufism it was found the expression and development of the Plotinus’
teaching of ecstasy. Moreover, if Plotinus’ teaching is based on Plato’s concept of
Eros, then according to the Yassawi’s teaching, practical aspects of ecstasy take a
dominant place, for example, in comparison with the theoretical part. Yassawi, as
we know, became the creator of a specific type of Sufi ecstasy, as a “loud zikr” or
“zikr with a loud sound”.

But the most significant thing, in my opinion, must be recognized the following
of Yassawi’s intention of the Plotinus’ teaching of man, related to the choice as the
supporting ideas of the idea of love and the idea of death.

For Yassawi, love also acts as the main metaphysical feeling, as an attraction
to God, a desire to connect with him, an aspiration to get closer to him, firstly,
an ontological process of replenishing the inferiority of existence by returning
to the original completeness of the Absolute; secondly, connection method and
consequently, harmonizing the relations of God and the world; thirdly, the most
reliable way of knowledge by man of God, world, self-knowledge [8, 378 p.].

Moreover, in the works of Yassawi can be found quite pretentious (but most
widespread among Sufi) idea of love is bestowed to man by Absolute (God) so that
the Absolute can admire himself, love and know yourself. From this point of view,
the heart of man is a mirror, on which falls the reflection of divine grace. Yassawi
also turns love for women, believing that in their beautiful faces reflected divine
light. Here is how Yassawi himself writes about this: “ToHipiMm coHbIH Oepreii
Oykin tinerin, Maxa06armnen xansinaar xxyperin’” (Let him Tengri will fulfill all
desires, Love will ignite in his heart) [9, 126 p.].

The desire for God and Love for him are achieved, according to Yassawi,
through ecstasy achieved in a state of intoxication, writing poetry, reading zikr,
or experiencing suffering, material deprivation, physical pain, etc. However, a
true way connection with God is a death. Yassawi believes that the visible world
around us is an illusion, therefore we must strive to merge with God, to dissolve
in him. It is known that at the age of 63 (the age to which the Prophet Muhammad
lived) Yassawi began to live underground, in a cave, refusing to see daylight, to
communicate with the mortal world. In his book, he tells in detail how he renounced
the mortal world and voluntarily imprisoned himself underground.

In the the concept of a man by Yasawi are found the common Sufi roots, first
of all, in the theory of the “perfect man”. The “perfect man” in Sufism is the one
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on whom fixed the gaze of the God, it is a “guarantee of the existence of the
Universe”, a “pillar of the universe”. Of course, most people on earth do not match
to the definition of a “perfect person”, they can be called “animal — people”. The
concept of “perfect man” can be applied to the prophets and, above all, the Prophet
Muhammad. The essence of Muhammad is the prototype of “humanity”. Sufis
supposed that there are “perfect people” among the people of his time. These are
the ones who are sufficiently perfected in divine knowledge, in whom the “essence
of Muhammad” is embodied at the moment. Such a person in Sufism was called
“Qutb” is a “perfect person”. 20, 21 and 23 hikmets of the “Diwani hikmet” are
completely devoted to the glorification of the Prophet Muhammad [10, 112 p.].

Yassawi in his concept states that the “perfect man” is the one who, as a
creation of God, bears the seal of his presence. The tendency to strengthening the
ethical aspects of the teaching about man appeared in the ideas of the aspiration to
perfection, moral purity, getting rid of disadvantages, and doing good things can
bring a person closer to the definition of a “perfect person”. For Yassawi, the one
who does bad things will never be able to free himself from guilt, and the one who
does kind deed is loved by God.

Yassawi also accepts the Sufi distinction between the concepts of “tarikhat”
and “hakikat”. “Tarikhat” is the way of life of an individual, full of suffering,
misconceptions, misunderstanding, ignorance, a tragic path in its very essence.
And “haqiqat” is the path of truth, the path of faith, the path of love for God, on
which a Sufi refuses from the pleasures on the earth and anxieties, from the family
and relatives and betrays himself to the willpower of God.

The anthropological ideas of Yassawi are also characterized by the intention
common to Sufism of direct appeal to the God. The “individualistic™ attitude was
conditioned by the “personalized” nature of the Sufi modality of faith and it was
supported by several other grounds: a general exaltation, in which only direct
conversion could correspond to the emotional intensity of the Sufi; a tendency to
exaggeration, in which a certain “familiarity” allowed in relation to the Absolute;
finally, commitment to “extreme” forms of expression of their relations to God
(Yassawi has a lot of expressions like “choked with blood”, “burned in the fire”,
“hanged himself”, “died”, etc.), which, of course, implies individualized semantics.

At the same time, the Turkic ideological basis is noticeable, first of all, in
the conceptual apparatus of “Diuani hikmet”. Concepts such as: “kanarar”
(satisfaction, measure); “rarapip” (fate); “xak” (truth); “amanar” (heritage); “pyx”
(spirit); “opyak” (ancestral spirit); “axpur” (mind); “kex” (sky); “Tonip” (Tengri)
and many others are very often found throughout the text of the “Book of Wisdom”’.
They, on the one hand, firmly entered the word usage of the Turks, on the other
hand, their peculiarities of use, their interpretation by Yassawi, then influenced the
formation of the general Turkic philosophical dictionary.

It is known that for Sufism in the concept of the “perfect man” it is more
important that the archetypes of the “Muhammad’s image” can manifest themselves
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in individuals (in principle, regardless of their specific moral qualities), to whom
revealed the secrets of existence, they contemplate the God essence in objects and
through them the God essence contemplates itself. And the fact that these people are
chosen by God as the embodiment of the “essence of Muhammad” is a manifestation
of the God mercy and mysterious power. Of course, we must not forget about the
concept of the “Path” in Sufism, which describes “stay” and “states™ as stages of
human perfection. But these two concepts in Sufism are not directly related, and
most of the qualities required of a person on the path of perfection have a theological
coloring: repentance, God-fearing, contentment, trust in God.

This ethical rationalism and maximalism then became dominant and according
to the anthropology of Yassawi, who is along with the “perfect man”, also singled
out the “imperfect man”, whose qualities are vanity, envy, duplicity, ignorance,
vindictiveness, lies, etc. To get rid of these bad qualities, it is necessary a moral
improvement, which means according to Yassawi the following: it is necessary to
clean the mirror to shine in order to see God in it, i.e. to purify your heart. Another
intention that has become a distinctive feature of Sufism by Yassawi and it was
perceived by him from the Turkic thought tradition is the idea of the futility of
human existence.

Yassawi have several hikmets in which regret for the life he has lived,
dissatisfaction with himself, sadness and grief become dominant moods. So, at
the 30 hikmet, he exclaims: “Ke3im — »ac, KOHUIIM — KalFbl, )KaHBIM — JKaJIbIH,
Kaiitrcem-aii, He icrepimal Oummeiimin goctrap. Kan skyTein, Oyi KacipeTTeH
appuiMazbeiM. Kait xakka xetepimai Oinmeiimin gocrap. (There are tears in my
eyes, longing in my heart, fire in my soul, I don’t know what to do, friends. I'm
choking on blood, I can’t get rid of this grief, I don’t know where to go, friends)”.
And at the 45 hikmet, he states: “Jlynuene He 6ap neticin MmoHrinik, Onap J1a epreq
MickiH 6omap KayreIpsin (Do you think is there something eternal in the world, and
tomorrow they will become poor)”. At the 61 hikmet he regrets: “O, napura, oTTi
eMipiM, KaiipanbsiM (ah, what a pity, my poor life has passed)”.

According to the Balasagun, for example, this “existentialist” idea is expressed
in poetic form as follows: “The whole life flies by like a crazy wind, you will not
restrain it at any price! ... This world is like the beauty of a faded pore: The habits
of a girl, and the years are old...”

At the same time, we can make an emphasis to the temporality of a person’s
stay on earth, on the relativity of human existence, on the brevity of life, on
regret for the uniqueness and irrevocability of human existence. Therefore, there
prevails the motives of sadness, longing, sadness, regret prevail. Such motives,
this “existentialist” worldview is an inherent of Yassawi, who is argued about the
illusory nature of this world, futility of human existence.

It can be noted that Yassawi’s concept in weird character combined with the
ideas that becoming the basis of its anthropology: asceticism as a way of existence
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and ecstasy as a path to God, love as a rush to the Absolute and death as a genuine
fusion with him, the “perfect man” as the ideal of “humanity”, ethical rigorism and
the futility of individual human existence.

Paradoxically, in the teachings of Khoja Akhmet Yassawi, a Turkic thinker
of the Middle Ages, which, belonging to the Sufi thought tradition has a more
theological and theocentric content, the theme of man takes a predominant
position. A man, according to Yassawi, is the main “mechanism” through which
there is a “return” of existence to the original integrity. This integrity is violated,
as we know, in the process of God’s creation of the world. The “perfect man”,
who is the incarnation of God becomes in this hypostasis as a “perfect kind of
existence”. Having absorbed all forms of the mysterious power of the God, man is
the result, the peak and the completion of the God’s creation. In this sense, man is a
measure of everything that exists. The prevalence of ethical aspects in the teaching
about man and the idea of the futility of human existence is, in my opinion, what
distinguishes the anthropology of Yasawi from the main trend of Sufism, and it is
based on the Turkic thought tradition [11, 56 p.].

It is known that for Sufism in the concept of the “perfect man” it is more
important that the archetypes of the “Muhammad’s image” can manifest themselves
in individuals (in principle, regardless of their specific moral qualities), to whom
revealed the secrets of existence, they contemplate the God essence in objects
and through them the God essence contemplates itself. And the fact that these
people are chosen by God as the embodiment of the “essence of Muhammad”
is a manifestation of the God mercy and mysterious power. Of course, we must
not forget about the concept of the “Path” in Sufism, which describes “stay” and
“states” as stages of human perfection. But these two concepts in Sufism are
not directly related, and most of the qualities required of a person on the path of
perfection have a theological coloring: repentance, God-fearing, contentment, trust
in God.

Ethical rationalism and maximalism became dominant and according to
the anthropology of Yassawi, who is along with the “perfect man”, also singled
out the “imperfect man”, whose qualities are vanity, envy, duplicity, ignorance,
vindictiveness, lies, etc. To get rid of these bad qualities, it is necessary a moral
improvement, which means according to Yassawi, it follows: it is necessary to
clean the mirror to shine in order to see God in it, i.e. to purify your heart.

Turkic thinker pays special attention to the denunciation of such a vice as
ignorance. The fifteenth Hikmet of “Diwani Hikmet” is completely devoted to the
ignorance, its perniciousness, consequences to which it leads and causes, definition
of the types of ignorance. Moreover, the author himself directly urges readers of
his work, students follow his advice, overcome ignorance, find the way to the truth.
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Conclusion

The concept of “Perfect man” in recent times has revived in the Kazakh society.
The idea of a perfect man originated by such Muslim thinkers as Korkyt Ata, Zhusup
Balasagun, Khoja Ahmet Yasawi, takes a special place in the teaching of Sufism and
existed in the Kazakh steppes before Abai. Muslim thinkers define the concept of
the perfect man, the peculiarities of various aspects of this concept, the meaning in
Sufism, the importance of revealing the common value.

In conclusion, it can be concluded that two ideas unite the concepts of man
of the three Turkic thinkers: the idea of emphasizing moral qualities in human
nature (hence, didacticism and ethical rigorism) and the idea of the futility of
human existence due to the brevity of human life. In the future, both ideas will be
developed in the anthropology of Shakarim and Abai.

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Abstract. The issue of spiritual and cultural educational components research
in the Republic of Kazakhstan is predetermined by the growth trends of Islamic eth-
nic instruments, which occupy a special place in the religious development of the
individual as a subject of moral and educational phenomena. The research aims to
analyze the features of spiritual and moral models of Islamic education, considering
the educational function of learning and the secular society of Kazakhstan. To com-
plete the aims, the following methods were used: descriptive, modeling, survey, and
comparative. The results determined that religious education not only played a role
in the formation of religious and national identity in the historical process of Kazakh-
stan but also became the center of reform in the process of secularization because
of its long history and important position. The educational situation in the religious
context is constantly changing, given its decline in a secularized society. However,
the religious status in the public life of the people is still gradually increasing, given
the tendency of competition between Islamic models of education. In this regard, a
survey of pupils and students of Islamic institutions in Kazakhstan was conducted,
which allowed us to identify the features of the educational and moral components,
which are represented in a different number of Islamic models of personality.

Keywords: secular society, models of Islamic education, Islamic philosophy,
moral qualities, spiritual and cultural character.

Introduction

The social development of Kazakhstan in recent decades has caused the

current society to be characterized by the presence of a rich and diverse mul-

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ticultural component, the diversification of which is a feature and cardinal feature in
the understanding of national identity. This diversity manifests itself and has conse-
quences in an infinity of educational dimensions, constituting a complex and multi-
faceted reality that today presents many possibilities for various studies in the field
of religion [1]. In some communities and cultures, it is a religion that governs the
destiny of individuals, peoples, and nations. Since primitive times, humans have felt
the need to create a space of religious character, in which many rituals condition the
development of educational potential. Religion has been and remains an important
part of humanity because it acts as a response to the uncertainty that people face in
their daily lives and seeks in the religious world an encounter with that truth that is
elusive and mysterious. Thus, a human tries to find in this space the reason for his
being and his permanence in the world that he constructs with the help of created
images. F. Lakhmar [2] and N. Memon et al. [3] in their works consider the issues
of the cultural and social environment in the context of the Islamic educational
context. However, the authors have little studied aspects of Islamic education in the
development of personal educational potential in the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Religion seeks to strengthen human faith and spirituality and is a life meaning
for many people who see it as one of the most important educational alternatives.
Every society, culture, and religion have its vision of what a person is. Islam and
the monotheistic religions affirm that people have God as the axis of their life
project in their daily lives, and everything revolves around Him, making religion
and spirituality a phenomenon of existence, thereby strengthening culture and so-
ciety. The Islamic religion has united culture and civilization with a vast spiritual,
ethical, moral, religious, scientific, political, and artistic heritage [4]. Education
in the context of the Islamic faith allows the internal and spiritual jurisdiction of
individuals to be channeled where their ethical and moral systems are quickly
and easily translated into a legal system that permeates their civic, political, so-
cial, economic, educational, and family actions. Never, as today, has religion been
called upon to search its roots for teachings that lead to a constructive dialogue
between diverse people, to tolerance and respect for diversity, which guarantees
survival in a “global environment”. K. Rouzi et al. [5] and S. Susilawati et al. [6]
in their studies explore the phenomena of moral learning and education in the
context of Islamic educational institutions. However, the researchers have not
considered the peculiarities of the cultural and creative nature of Islamic educa-
tion in the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The culture-building approach of Islamic education now focuses on the indi-
vidual who is free, responsible for their daily actions, and critical of the injustices
the world faces. This philosophy is a stimulus for a culture of peace as it promotes
values, attitudes, and behaviors that respect diversity and encourage the practice of
nonviolence. Education is the primary tool for a culture of peace and the peaceful
resolution of conflicts, and its contribution is crucial if new and future citizens of
the world are to become masters of themselves, capable of promoting a culture of
peace [7]. Finally, the system of technology of the culture-making paradigm of Is-
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lamic education tries to legitimize the social order based on the material, social and
political division of the sexes, revealing the asymmetrical place assigned to women
and men. Thus, researchers S.J. Thoma et al.[8] and S. Clement and R. Bollinger
[9] in their works consider the prospects of cultural educational mechanisms in the
field of human development. However, the authors have not studied the tools of
designing the technology of the culture-creative paradigm of Islamic education in
the development of the educational potential of the individual.

The research aims to consider the varieties of culture-creative models of per-
sonal education in Islam, which are used in the Republic of Kazakhstan for educa-
tional purposes.

Materials and Methods

To achieve the research objectives the following methods were applied: de-
scriptive, modeling, survey, and comparative. The descriptive method at the stage
of consideration of cultural and spiritual values of personality in Islamic education
allowed us to determine the main directions of development of cultural and educa-
tional processes in the context of Islamic institutions represented in the Republic
of Kazakhstan. It helped to form the basic thoughts and moral principles of a per-
son in the spiritual world of Islam, considering educational activities. Its elements
conditioned the selection of the main mechanisms of development of cultural and
creative aspects, considering the modern secular society and the philosophy of
Islamic cognition in the context of learning.

The method of modeling at the stage of studying the properties and character-
istics that condition the educational potential of the individual in Kazakh institu-
tions helped to identify the main philosophical currents of the cultural and creative
paradigm, which characterize learning within the framework of certain moral and
spiritual qualities. It allowed identifying the main models of the spiritual and cul-
tural paradigm of Islamic education in the development of the educational poten-
tial of the individual in the Republic of Kazakhstan, such as: “kalam”, “adab”,
“Sufism”, “falsafa”. Its elements conditioned the consideration of human cognition
and realization through the prism of the concept of “insan al-kamil” as a model of
a perfect man. Modeling has helped to form a vision of Islamic philosophical sys-
tems that are projected in educational institutions, as well as to determine the basic
provisions and relations between culture-making and educational potentials among
the religious provisions of Islamic identity under consideration.

The method of interviewing at the stage of collecting information allowed for
highlighting the main philosophical and educational practices of Islam, which func-
tion in the religious institutions of Kazakhstan. Thus, in January 2023 a survey of 106
pupils and students of madrasahs, as well as Islamic institutions of higher education,
such as madrasah “Abu Hanifa”, madrasah “Sauran Islam Madeniyet Ortalyghy”,
Egyptian University of Islamic Culture “Nur- Mubarak™ was conducted in the city
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of Almaty. This method was conducted in two stages, which included first creating
subcategories of structured questionnaires, which included the educational and moral
components of the educational Islamic personality models, and then collecting in-
formation through the classification of the raw data. It allowed the categorization of
the philosophical models of education while highlighting their main features in the
educational process, considering the different opinions of the respondents.

The comparative method at the stage of forming judgments about teaching
models allowed the determination of the main features of philosophical currents
functioning within the spiritual and cultural character of secular society. It helped
to arrange the hypotheses concerning the educational factors that conditioned the
realization of the concept of “insan al-kamil” as a model of a perfect man. Its el-
ements allowed to highlight the main trends of international Islamic influence in
the form of pan-Islamism and pan-Turkism, represented by Iran and Turkey, which
function in the Republic of Kazakhstan. This method helped to analyze the influ-
ence of the cultural and moral characteristics of the Islamic faith on the religion
of Central Asia as a whole, considering the properties of contemporary secular
society. It allowed highlighting the contribution of Islamism to the identity and
formation of the Kazakh individual in the context of the educational potential of
the citizens.

Designing a Culture-Creative Paradigm of Islamic Education

Considering the diversity of cultural and educational aspects of Islamic knowl-
edge in the Republic of Kazakhstan, we can determine that Muslims have two main
ways of acquiring knowledge. One way is to receive the revelation of truth, passed
down from generation to generation, which is called “traditional science”. Another
basis of the Islamic education system is the concept of the classification of Islamic
science. All science is included in a definitive and unified system of categories of
knowledge to reconcile reason and revelation, science and religion. There are two
types of cognition within “traditional science” [10]. The first type consists of the
division of science into philosophical and non-philosophical. Philosophy includes
theoretical and non-theoretical, and the nonphilosophical part includes religious and
nonreligious [11]. The second category divides science into early and late, where the
early category includes applied philosophy, theoretical philosophy, and mathemat-
ics, and the later class consists of such subjects as Islamic jurisprudence, Sufism,
literature, and history. The Islamic system of culture-creative paradigm in the devel-
opment of the educational potential of the individual is based on the mosque, which
acts as the main vehicle of the educational process in the Republic of Kazakhstan,
feeding it with multilevel educational institutions. Since its foundation, it has been
the religious, social, and educational center of any Muslim community.

The development of philosophical and educational practices of Islam focused
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on the spiritual and cultural aspects of the individual, has led to a redefinition of the
functioning of the educational system in Kazakhstan and the construction of a para-
digm based on the dissemination of ideological knowledge. In this rupture, cultural
education is born as a condition for changing the order of traditional religious mod-
els of learning represented in Muslim elementary schools —‘mekteb”, second-level
educational institutions —“madrasah”, and higher institutions —“Islamic universi-
ty”’, which are represented in the Republic of Kazakhstan. The inclusion of cul-
tural creativity as a differentiated contribution to the educational function makes
them the embodiment of structural educational Islamic change. The paradigm of
cultural and creative communication with personality in the Islamic aspect pays
attention to the construction of educational cognition utilizing spiritual symbols
that open the door to thinking and education in real life [12]. Accordingly, to proj-
ect the possibilities of the cultural and creative component of Islamic education in
the development of the educational potential of the personality in the Republic of
Kazakhstan, 106 pupils and students of madrassas were surveyed, through which
the main philosophical currents that are integrated into the learning process of the
concept of “insan al-kamil” as a model of a perfect man were identified: “kalam”,
“adab”, “sufism”, “falsafa”. With the help of the survey, it was determined that the
greatest educational and moral functions of the individual in the Islamic education
of Kazakhstan, according to the respondents, are performed by the “adab” model,
and the least — by “kalam” (Figure 1).

They deny, among other things, creation, divine providence, the immortality
of the individual soul, and its freedom. “Kalam” can be seen as “the first Muslim
theology”, which gives rise to an interpretation of the Qur’an of a fideistic and
mystical nature, in which a deterministic vision stands out. There is a misconcep-
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tion of Islamic philosophy that is nothing more than a translation of Greek philos-
ophy into Arabic [13]. In truth, the fact that it is called “Islamic philosophy” is due
not only to the fact that it has absorbed elements of Islamic knowledge but also to
the presence of substantial contributions of its own. Apparently, due to a certain
ambiguity of norms and rules, the survey identified this model as the least educa-
tional form, where respondents saw only 48 percent of the moral context in it.

“Adab” in projecting the spiritual and cultural aspect of personality through the
development of educational potential in the Republic of Kazakhstan is used in its
original and broader definition, acting as a humanistic tool based on Shariah law. It
is important to consider that Islam is based on Islamic law, which is essentially based
on the two main sources of the Quran and Sunnah. The current under consideration
believes that education is a necessary means to gradually rid people of ignorance
under the guidance of Allah, as well as an important way to develop outstanding
Muslim talents and inherit a superior Islamic culture. In addition to emphasizing the
religious element, adab attaches great importance to the study of social and scientific
knowledge. Its learning mechanisms focus on the development of science and phi-
losophy and the promotion of the arts as major pillars of its politics and legitimacy
as just and perfect sovereigns. It provides a civilized education that pursues human
excellence, humanism, and secular learning of ethical, social, and intellectual content
to build a mind and character based on the classical ideal of philanthropy. Ninety-two
percent of respondents emphasized that by studying this course, institutions apply se-
miotics to specific branches of spiritual and creative knowledge that deeply analyze
the cultural particularities and moral connotations of personal education.

As for “sufism”, this model of educational education can be defined as the
inner, spiritual dimension of Islam. It is based on the interiorization of the master’s
attitude toward the student, which is fundamental and seeks to constantly main-
tain harmony between the exoteric and esoteric aspects of the Islamic message. In
this way, “sufism” sheds light on the tenets and rites of Islam from within, giving
them meaning. Following the survey, it was determined that out of 106 pupils and
students surveyed, 76 people were particularly interested in this model of person-
ality formation, which in percentage equivalent means more than 70% of the total
number of respondents. This confirms that in the Muslim educational society of
Kazakhstan young intellectuals, pupils and students have a great interest in the
national culture and history, filled with Islamic thoughts, where there is a symbi-
otic phenomenon of “Sufism” between national consciousness and religious spirit.
It was also determined that, in addition to Muslim elementary schools, secondary
schools, and higher Islamic institutions, Islamic scholarship, through the prism of
this model, is also disseminated through institutions such as Sufi temples, which
became a particularly important formal center of learning in Kazakhstan after the
Mongol invasion.

The educational model of “falsafa” in projecting the technology of culture-cre-
ative paradigm of Islamic education unfolds in a complex system of philosophical
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sciences aimed at understanding the basics of being as true; the first principle of be-
ing as such; theology and knowledge of the first principles of sensual substance; eth-
ics and knowledge of the first principles of human action. The noetic ontocosmology
of the model includes a hierarchy of realities whose ranks are determined concerning
reason. Through the elements of thought, the human soul objectifies bodily things
and brings them into conformity with necessity. Thus, knowledge of the world com-
mands knowledge of man’s predestination, and, conversely, awareness of the predes-
tination of the world passes through awareness of man’s predestination [14]. Thus,
the reality of natural things correlates with the reality of the human mind, which, in
understanding the order of the world, must understand itself while developing its
educational potential. From this state of affairs, with the help of the survey, it was
emphasized that 79% of the respondents surveyed believe that man, according to this
philosophical educational model, must actualize his intellectual power for the world
to reach its completion, being made sense of by individuals.

It is worth it as there are currently two main trends of international Islamic influ-
ence in Central Asia: one is Pan-Islamism and the other is Pan-Turkism. The first is
represented by Iran, and the second by Turkey. These two trends have different inter-
national basis. Iran advocates pan-Islamism and hopes to revive Islamic fundamen-
talism and establish political and religious regimes in Central Asian countries [15].
Turkey, on the other hand, promotes pan-Turkism, hoping that Central Asian states
will follow this model and establish secular regimes that separate church and state
to promote cooperation between Turkic-speaking peoples. Pan-Islamism is called
religious nationalism, while pan-Turkism is called ethnic nationalism [16]. Among
the five countries of Central Asia, Tajikistan belongs to the Iranian language family.
On February 19, 1992, Iran announced the creation of the “Persian Language Asso-
ciation”, headquartered in Tehran, which includes representatives of Iran, Tajikistan,
and Afghanistan [17]. The other four countries, Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, Kyrgyz-
stan, and Turkmenistan belong to the Turkic language family and are the objects of
Islamic Turkism. This is how Islam in modern Kazakhstan responds to the challeng-
es of modernity, which affects social, spiritual, and cultural processes, where the real-
ization of the harmonious coexistence of the believer and secular society takes place.

In Kazakhstan, Islam has moved beyond mere personal belief and is rapidly
becoming a political orientation [18, p.370]. Its composition is relatively complex,
it attempts to restore the Islamic way of life in the Middle Ages, and it is negative
about the wearing of European clothing and the emancipation of women of the
main ethnic group. Sunni believers have always been bound by secular power, for
centuries the spiritual leader of the Sunni was also the ruler of the Ottoman Empire
[19]. Their clergy, although they play an important role in religious life, do not
have the influence and power that the Iranian or Lebanese clergy have. However, it
cannot be ignored that Islamic fundamentalism continues to grow in the region and
influence the educational and upbringing components, transmitting new paradigms
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of personal cultural formation. A manifestation of the Islamic revival in Central
Asia is the sharp increase in the number of Islamic religious sites (mosques, sem-
inaries), as well as educational institutions that offer various models of education
for the upbringing and formation of personality. All these trends make it possible
to prevent religious mechanisms from supplanting this spiritual wealth of the state.
Islam is the most important factor in the formation of the cultural identity of
Kazakhstan, and this religion has a greater influence on the Central Asian masses,
given its growing interest among young people, as the results of the survey em-
phasize. Along with the development of cultural and educational mechanisms of
Islamic education in Kazakhstan, the modern features of secular societies, in one
way or another, influence the interpretation and status of educational paradigms
in educational institutions. Thus, regardless of what model of education the edu-
cational program adheres to, institutions also teach many “rational sciences” such
as philosophy, logic, and mathematics, which form the basis of culturally creative
learning technology, in addition to religious subjects. Regular teaching content in-
cludes Arabic, tafsir (annotation of the Koran), Sharia law (Islamic law), hadith (the
speech and deeds of the Prophet Muhammad), and the history of Islam. Most Islam-
ic schools and universities offer advanced courses such as Arabic literature, English
and other foreign languages, and world history in response to teaching needs, while
reflecting a large religious connotationof the individual’s educational potential.

Knowledge in the Context of the Culture-Creating Component of Islam

A. Prabowo and H. Ilyas believe that modern human occupies an existential
place in the space of a certain culture, which is reinforced by social, political, and
economic structures [20]. In turn, the educational system, which provides valuable
tools for the creation of personality in a culture-creative context, constitutes its spiri-
tual and inner essence, which allows it to be important in a globalized world. Human-
ism and the culture of nations have anchored religiosity in the vital essence of being.
Different religions, different societies, and different times determine the demand, for-
mation, and training of different talents and dictate the setting of educational goals.
Setting the goals of Islamic education depends on an orientation to Islamic values.
In other words, Islamic education should embody culture and practice beliefs under
Islamic values to develop a spiritual, moral, and educational foundation suitable for
social needs. The ultimate goal of Islamic education is to educate believers in reli-
gion, guardians of morality, and warriors in life [20]. This requires a culture-building
education to guide people to be diligent in cultivating faith and acquiring knowledge.

As S. Bahri points out, family education is the most basic form of Islamic edu-
cation for the individual [21]. Islam emphasizes the importance of family education
and believes that having parents with pious beliefs, noble morals, and the right words
and deeds will have a great impact on the educational potential of the individual in
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the future. The status and role of women in the family context are prioritized, so
mothers play an extremely important role in education and the acquisition of knowl-
edge. Knowledge, in the context of the culture-creating component of Islam, is a
spiritual wealth bestowed upon humankind by Allah, not the private property of cer-
tain people. Understanding the importance of education has gone a long way from
being ignored to being considered, where the concept of continuous learning has
long existed in Islamic educational thought. From the perspective of Islam, receiving
education and seeking knowledge can not only bring many benefits in this life, but it
is also a religious practice, the “abbadat”, and a kind of good deed to obtain Allah’s
favor [21]. Continuous learning is a unique educational concept that breaks down the
boundaries of time and space, makes the search for knowledge and learning a life-
long struggle of individuals, and gives broader significance to educational potential.

From the point of view of I. Felsenthal and A. Agbaria [22], Islam plays a central
role in the value system of Central Asian states, both in upbringing and education and
society as a whole. Passing through different times and historical moments, the Islamic
cultural formation of personality has contributed to the development of various models
of learning, the social task of which puts the training of citizens through the educational
process to apply knowledge not only for personal satisfaction but also the identification
of bearers of the Islamic faith. Learning in the context of the development of the edu-
cational potential of Islam can be understood as a process of cultural acquisition, that
is, the ascent to humanity and the development of the individual within the framework
of moral qualities and principles. The important place of Islam in the public life of the
Kazakhs is fueled by Islamic teachings and laws, law, as well as the influence of Islam
religious organizations, and educational institutions [22]. This is mainly because Islam
influences the original culture while preserving the original spiritual component, which
manifests itself in the integration and absorption of traditional customs.

Following K. Chen and L. Hsu [23], Islam, like any other religion, does not
know an authentic expression of the “true” religion, which would be opposed to
fakes. Such a discourse ignores a basic sociological reality: Islam does not exist
without Muslims, and the latter has many ways of living up to their religious be-
liefs. Cultural representations in this case have transcendent and metaphysical
characteristics that distinguish the Islamic religion from the physical elements of
the human body and the material world. Thus, individuals have a dual identity:
on the one hand, a system of cultural representations, and on the other, organic,
biological, and physiological components [23]. Cultural representations in the ed-
ucational paradigm are the most powerful determinants of people’s identity and,
therefore, of their behavior.

Thus, educational factors justify an increased interest in the study of the cul-
ture-creating paradigm of Islam and its role in philosophical models of learning to
identify moral aspects that have been overlooked by modern studies of religion. These
aspects are extremely important to understand the essence of culture, which constitutes
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the main characteristic of the human species. Thus, the research results allowed the
identification of the most used educational models of Islamic educational institutions in
Kazakhstan, considering the educational potential that lies in each of them.

Conclusion

As a research result, it was determined that Islamic education in the Republic
of Kazakhstan is represented by different philosophical models, including varying
degrees of educational potential. Thus, following the survey of pupils and students
of various religious educational institutions, it was determined that such cultural
and educational models as “kalam”, “adab”, “sufism” and “falsafa” are actively
implemented. They function in different interpretations, modernized for a secular
society, that went beyond “rational sciences” and promote the educational trend
with a variety of courses, foreign languages, and world history. Following the re-
sults of a survey of respondents, the highest educational and moral functions of the
individual in Islamic education in Kazakhstan are performed by the “adab’ model,
and the lowest by the “kalam” model, which is equivalent to 96 percent and 48
percent. It was determined that 76 people out of 106 surveyed pupils and students
were particularly interested in the “Sufism” model, which in percentage equivalent
means more than 70% of the total number of participants. Also, it is worth noting
that in designing the technology of the culture-creative paradigm of Islamic educa-
tion in the development of the educational potential of the individual in the Repub-
lic of Kazakhstan the institution applies semiotics to specific branches of spiritual
and creative knowledge while developing the moral connotations of personality.

Thus, the design of the culture-creative paradigm of Islamic education in the con-
text of a secular society seeks to reconcile democratic views with nationalistic and
religious beliefs, opening the way to original teaching models of Muslim democracy in
educational institutions in Kazakhstan. Religious models and practices allow the study
of the cultural framework to be approached as a philosophy of life since throughout
one’s existence one must continually educate oneself and improve oneself. This po-
sition provided an opportunity to analyze religious movements that refuse to consider
Islam as an autarkic religion and consider the democratic view while expanding the
learning potential of the individual. The study of ethnic peculiarities and reasons for the
Islamic faith of the Kazakhs has not only theoretical and practical value but also allows
a deeper understanding of the connotation and features of the educational Islamic mod-
els of modern Kazakhs, which provide a theoretical basis for enriching the content of
the relationship between the spiritual, cultural, religious and educational components
of personality. Therefore, it can be concluded that the research aim has been achieved.
However, the mechanisms and features of designing the technology of culture-creative
basis in Islamic upbringing and education require further studies and religious devel-
opments in the context of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Research Methodology of Interethnic Tolerance: Experience and Practice of

Abstract. This article discusses the methodology and design of field research to determine
the nature of tolerance in Kazakh society and the factors influencing it, indicates the stages of
organizing and conducting research, and describes the main problems arising in field work. In
addition, the article conceptualized the concept of “tolerance” and examined indicators and
methods for measuring it in foreign practice.

The purpose of the article is to provide methodological and practical guidance on
organizing and conducting field research for specialists engaged in conducting research
on interethnic relations, teachers and students of social sciences and humanities at higher
educational institutions, and specialists interested in the theory and practice of the interethnic,
intercultural sphere, as well as tolerance.

The novelty of the article lies in the fact that for the first time in the Kazakh scientific space,
methodology and design, as well as sampling and methods for studying intercultural relations, are
openly presented. The originality of the article lies in the fact that it describes the researchers’ own
experience in developing methodology, organizing and conducting each stage of field research.

Social Development of Ethnic Groups of Kazakhstan in the Context Of Ethno
Demographic Transformations

Abstract. The article examines some aspects of the ethno-social structure of Kazakh
society during the period of independence: ethnodemographic development, features of sectoral
employment of ethnic groups, as well as the level of education. Based on various studies of
the processes of interaction between demographic facts and industrial, social, and economic
spheres, the authors prove the influence of the ethnodemographic situation on the social
development of ethnic groups. The analysis of the inequality of the social positions of various
ethnic groups in the sphere of labor, education, and residence is made on the basis of statistical
materials. Ethnic groups occupy certain social niches, which can be divided conditionally into
agrarian and industrial. The authors recorded both coincidences and differences in industry
employment, place of residence, and education.

Keywords: ethnodemographic processes, demographic situation, ethnosocial structure,
ethnic groups, ethnic groups, social positions, professional sector employment, education,
inequality, migration.
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Annotation. The article substantiates that the emergence of a bipolar demographic
structure of the population of Kazakhstan does not date back to the Soviet period, as is
commonly believed, but to the colonial period of its history. The emergence of a bipolar
society in Kazakhstan occurred in the period from the 1860s to 1917 during the trans-
formation of Kazakhstan from a protectorate into a colony-settlement of Russia. The
resettlement policy of the tsarist authorities had a decisive influence on the immigration
of about three million peasants from the European part of Russia to Kazakhstan, to
whom the authorities transferred pasture lands taken from the Kazakh nomads. In the
emerged bipolar society, interethnic tension increased sharply, which ultimately led to
the uprising of 1916. At the same time, interethnic tension and uprising contributed to
the emergence and growth of national self-awareness of the Kazakhs.

Introduction

PoLiTics AND POLITICAL PROCESSES

The main purpose of the article is to explore the emergence of a bipolar
society in Kazakhstan since the 1860s until 1917, when Kazakhstan was
transformed into a settlement colony after Russian authorities resettled peasants
from the European part of the empire and transferredthem nomadic pasture lands.
These processes, on the one hand, worsened the socio-economic situation of the
Kazakhs, putting them on the brink of survival. On the other hand, the seizure of
the their lands in favor of the settler colonists expanded interethnic contacts in the
steppe and contributed to the emergence of their ethnonational identity.

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During the Soviet period, as part of the campaigns of industrialization, collec-
tivization, and the rise of Virgin Lands, the trend of absolute and relative reduction
of Kazakhs and the simultaneous increase of Russian and other Soviet peoples in
Kazakhstan gained new momentum. As a result, the bipolar society in the republic
remained, and the Kazakhs became a minority in it. This led to the Russification of
the Kazakhs and other negative consequences for their national building.

Today in Kazakhstan, due attention is not paid to the study of the influence of
ethno-demographic processes, in particular, the bipolar structure of the population
on national building. In this regard, the collective book published back in 1999,
edited by the Norwegian scientist Pal Kolsto, “Ethnic integration and nation-build-
ing in post-Soviet societies: Latvia and Kazakhstan” [1] remains relevant. Today,
when the post-Soviet ethno-demographic dynamics has broughtto a transformation
of the bipolar society in Kazakhstan, it is necessary to study the evolution of the
bipolar society of Kazakhstan and its influence on the national building at its var-
ious historical stages.

Methodology

The main subject of this article is the bipolar society in Kazakhstan at the his-
torical stage of its colonial dependence on Russia. Therefore, in the theoretical and
methodological aspect, we relied on the theory of bipolar societies presented in the
works of D. Horowitz [8], P. Kolsto [1], R. Milne [2]. In the article, we relied on
historical and demographic studies of Kazakhstan in the period 1860-1917, when
it transformed into a colony-settlement of Russia resulted from the resettlement
policy of the tsarist authorities. In this analysis, we relied on the works of B. Dave
[3], N. Masanov [4] and M. Olcott [5].

The Transformation of Kazakhstan Into a Colony-Settlement of Russia

Although the Kazakh khans and sultans became Russian subjects back in the
eighteenth century, the colonization of the Kazakh lands by the tsarist authorities
began almost a hundred years later from the beginning of the nineteenth century.
The colonization of the Kazakhs and the modernization based on it were initially
associated with the management of the nomadic society by the Russian authori-
ties, therefore administrative and legal reforms were of primary importance. At the
same time, the Kazakhs themselves continued, like their fathers and ancestors, to
live a nomadic lifestyle, roaming with their cattle across the endless steppes.

The situation in the Kazakh lands began to change after the reform of Emperor
Alexander II, who freed millions of peasants throughout Russia from serfdom. The
tsarist authorities faced with the problem of providing the peasants with land, and
their eyes turned to the east - to Kazakhstan and Siberia. In 1868, the tsarist gov-
ernment adopted the Temporary Regulations on the Steppe Regions of Kazakhstan,
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according to which the Kazakh lands became the property of the Russian state.
From this time on, the resettlement of peasants from the European part of Russia to
Kazakhstan began, marking a new stage in the colonization of Kazakh lands. From
1865 to 1895 about 35,000 migrants from the European part of Russia moved to
Kazakhstan, increasing pressure on limited land and water resources and thereby
causing a reduction in Kazakh pastures [3; 38].

The new stage of colonization of Kazakhstan, which began with the resettle-
ment of Russian peasants to Kazakh lands in the 1860s, meant the transformation
of Kazakhstan from a protectorate of Russia into its colony-settlement. This type
of colony describes the situation when a colony becomes a place of residence for
colonists who migrated from the metropolis, that is, they begin to live on occupied
lands. The USA, Canada, Australia and many other countries initially existed as
colony-settlements, later turning into states independent from the mother country.

Trend of Reduction in the Share of Kazakhs
in the Population of Kazakhstan

With the transformation of Kazakhstan into a Russian colony-settlement gen-
eral population of the Kazakh lands, a growing trend of a decrease in the share of
the indigenous population and a simultaneous increase in the share of the Russian
colonists arose in the general population. This trend turned out to be long-term
in its manifestation in the historical evolution of Kazakhstan, lasting for almost a
century until the 60s of the twentieth century.

Although the nomadic Kazakhs never conducted their own census, neverthe-
less, according to many observations, their numbers were quite stable for a long
time, neither increasing nor decreasing significantly. Experts explainthat nomadic
cattle breeding itself and the living conditions of the Kazakhs in the steppe area
were in close connection with the number of livestock, which, in turn, depended
on the natural and climatic conditions of the Kazakh lands, such as precipitation,
drought, various cycles and changes under these conditions [4].

If there are no long-term natural disasters in the life of a nomadic people that
sharply worsen living conditions in the steppe, then the balance between the num-
ber of people and livestock does not undergo significant changes and, accordingly,
the indigenous population of the steppe remains rather stable in number over a long
time. As for another external factor of a socio-political nature, such as the coloni-
zation of Kazakh lands, until the end of the nineteenth century, it did not have a
significant impact on the population of the Kazakhs. This is due, in our opinion, to
the fact that during this period the taking of pastures from the nomadic population
in favor of Russian peasant colonists had not yet acquired the gigantic proportions
that happened later at the beginning of the twentieth century.

The first Russian population censuses, 1897 and 1913, quite convincingly
demonstrated the trend of a decrease in the share of Kazakhs on their lands and
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an increase in the share of Russian colonist settlers, which began in the 1860s. We
must note that in these two Russian censuses there was no such category of popu-
lation registration as a person’s nationality or ethnicity. In the nineteenth and early
twentieth centuries, national identity did not yet have the meaning for individuals
and census authorities that it acquired in subsequent decades. In both Russian cen-
suses, the leading religious identity for a person and society of that time was pres-
ent in the form of a question about his religion. Moreover, in the 1897 census there
was a question about linguistic identity, whereas in the 1914 census it was absent.

Thanks to the question of linguistic identity, we can today judge the number
of certain peoples who spoke the languages that they indicated in the 1897 census.
At that time, the Russia’s peoples, including the Kazakhs, had a closer, one might
say, unambiguous connection between the language and ethnicity, which made it
possible to judge a person’s nationality based on linguistic identity. According to
the results of the Russian census of 1897, 4 million 84 thousand people spoke the
Kyrgyz-Kaisak language. From this, however, one cannot conclude that all of them
are Kazakhs, since the Kyrgyz-Kaisak people in pre-revolutionary Russia meant
both the current Kazakhs and the current Kyrgyz. At that time, they were consid-
ered one people speaking the same language, so under the number 4.084 thousand
there are hidden two peoples that are close, but nevertheless, different for today.

Based on additional indicators from the materials of the Russian census of 1897,
the American researcher of Kazakhstan Martha Olcott was able to determine that the
number of Kazakhs in the above figure speaking the Kyrgyz-Kaisak language was 3.39
million people, which means that the number of Kyrgyz at that time was 694 thousand
people. In percentage terms, the share of Kazakhs among the total population living on
Kazakh lands was 81.7%, and the share of the settled population, consisting of Cos-
sacks, Russian migrant peasants, and local agricultural peoples, was 15.7% [5; 83, 90].
These 1897 Russian census data recorded a trend of decreasing percentage of Kazakhs
and increasing percentage of settler-colonials starting in the 1860s.

The Resettlement Policy of Tsarism and the Transformation
of Kazakhstan Into a Bipolar Society

The main wave of peasant colonization in Kazakhstan began after 1906, when
Stolypin’s reforms provided the administrative prerequisites for the mass reset-
tlement of peasants from the European part of Russia to Kazakhstan. As a result,
by 1914, Russian peasants seized 40 million dessiatines of Kazakh lands, which
amounted to 20 percent of their total area. By 1916, the share of Russian settlers
in the four steppe regions reached 41.6% of their total population. By that time, in
the territories that make up modern Kazakhstan (the Steppe region together with
Semirechye and Syrdarya region), there were already about 3 million settlers,
while the number of Kazakhs was not much higher [3; 38].
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We see, therefore, that already before the revolution of 1917 in Russia, Ka-
zakhs made up only 58.4% of the population living here on their land, and colonist
settlers already made up 41.6% of the population. In other words, it arose in the
1860s the trend of a reduction in the share of the indigenous Kazakh population in
their lands and a simultaneous increase in the peasant population who moved here
from European Russia led to the formation of a bipolar society in Kazakhstan.

However, according to one of the leaders of the “Kazakh” newspaper, an un-
signed editorial article dated January 4, 1915 gives a figure of six million of the
Kazakh population. This estimate, of course, is a rough one, indirectly based on
the results of the 1913 Russian census. In accordance with the results of this cen-
sus, there were counted one million tents, or yurts, that is, in modern parlance,
households among the Kazakhs during that period. According to the author of the
editorial, on average, Kazakhs have six people per yurt (household). In accordance
with these calculations, the number of Kazakhs in the first half of the 1910s turns
out to be six million people [6; 5].

If we compare the resulting estimates of the number of Kazakhs based on the
materials of the 1913 Russian census and the estimates of the Kazakh population
based on the approximate estimate of the Kazakh newspaper in January 1915, then
a serious discrepancy is evident between these estimates. According to the Kazakh
newspaper, the number of Kazakhs was about six million people, and according
to indirect results of the 1913 census, a little more than four million people. The
difference between these estimates is about two million people, which is a very big
significance for such a small people as the Kazakhs.

Such a large discrepancy in the number of the Kazakhs at the beginning of the
twentieth century undoubtedly requires its own scientific explanation. As far as we
know, there is currently no such explanation in the scientific literature for various
reasons. However, we would like to draw attention not so much to the difference in
estimates of the number of Kazakhs between the national newspaper and the offi-
cial census conducted by the state. Much more important, from our point of view,
is the difference between these institutions in the approach to whether the number
of nations and ethnic groups in the Russian Empire must be included into count
or not. Although the Kazakh newspaper was not able, naturally, conduct a census,
nevertheless, the question of the number of the Kazakhs was of paramount interest
to it. At the same time, the Russian authorities, when organizing the census, did not
pay any attention to counting the number of their peoples (or nations and national-
ities in modern terminology).

Census and National Imagination
With the development of modernization processes from the mid-nineteenth

century, national processes began to come to the fore, within which nations and
national states began to emerge as a new form of socio-political organization of
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society. National processes in imperial Russia and around it became the reality of
its domestic and foreign policy. Like other empires that existed at that time, Russia
began to imitate its imperial statehood in the form of a national state. Benedict
Anderson called this imitation policy of Russia and other empires “official nation-
alism” [7; 83-112].

In the internal life of the Russian Empire in its numerous colonies and out-
skirts, emerging national processes began to give rise to ethnonational movements,
parties, newspapers and other means of expressing their interests. Population cen-
suses are beginning to play a major role in these processes, contributing to the
emergence and growth of national imagination and national identity. It is no co-
incidence that B. Anderson calls the census, along with geographical maps and
museums, the most important factors of the national imagination [5; 163-186].

The knowledge of the size of a nation obtained through a census is similar in
its role to the national imagination to the territorial boundary, which delineates the
national territory as the most important attribute of the nation. As Anderson notes,
a nation imagines itself as limited in its territory and population, that is, as having
borders both in the size of its land, in which the nation lives and beyond which
another nation lives, and in the size of its numbers, beyond which other nations are
counted [ 5; 5]. The border and the map depicting it answer the question: where is
our land, where does it end and where does someone else’s land begin? Similarly,
the size of a nation answers the question: how many of us are there on our land?
Are we many or few in comparison with other nations? Museums answer the ques-
tion: where do we come from and since what time?

The more developed the national imagination, the stronger the interest of the
elites and masses in their numbers, land and past. In this regard, the mention of its
author in the newspaper “Kazakh” about the number of Kazakhs in the context of
the 1913 Russian population census seems completely unsurprising. For national
elites, the question of the size of their nation is of paramount importance, revealing
one of the main attributes of the nation. Elites always strive to present their nation
as more numerous, seeing this as an indicator of its power. Perhaps that is why the
author of the mentioned editorial article in the “Kazakh” newspaper presented the
size of the Kazakh nation at that time as six million people, which, as we noted
above, is significantly more than the indirect data of the 1913 census.

At the same time, the authorities of imperial Russia tried to downplay the
number of Kazakhs and their other peoples, or completely silence the question of
their nationality. As throughout the world, in Tsarist Russia the national movement
of its numerous colonial peoples rose and expanded. By fighting these movements
with punitive methods, Russia had earned the name “prison of nations.”

Russia sought to create loyal subjects from its colonial peoples, including the
Kazakhs. The tsarist authorities saw religion as one of the main means of solving
this problem, on the way to converting subordinate peoples into Orthodox Chris-
tians. In the case of the sedentary peoples of Central Asia, the tsarist authorities
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understood the deep roots of Islam among them and therefore did not particularly
try to convert them to Orthodoxy. However, in the case of the nomadic peoples
of this region, the colonial authorities saw less influence of Islam among them,
so they made more efforts to convert them to Orthodoxy, but did not achieve any
significant success along the way.

At the same time, the authorities tried in every possible way to avoid everything
that connect their subjects with the national identity, looking this in their language,
culture, history, customs, way of life, land, territory, etc. Among the factors of na-
tional identity, a large place belongs to the size of the nation, which is determined
during the census. However, the Russian authorities sought to avoid the imagination
of its people as a nation and perceive themselves in this matter, including their num-
bers. Although the census was necessary and the authorities conducted it twice, they
sought to minimize as much as possible social factors that were in one way or anoth-
er connected with the nation and the national identity of their subjects.

In the list of questions in the 1897 census, the authorities included a question
about the language of their subjects, since language is the most important factor
in social communication. Knowledge of the languages used in the empire and the
number of their speakers gave the authorities important information about the soci-
ety they governed. However, in the emerging national communities of the peoples
of Russia, information on the number of speakers of their language gives an almost
complete picture of the number of these peoples, many of whom saw themselves
as a nation. Therefore, the imperial authorities of Russia, in our opinion, in the
fight against national movements of their peoples, excluded the language from the
next census of 1913. They thereby showed that it was desirable for them that their
subjects identify themselves as Orthodox, Muslims, Jews, etc., but not like Ukrai-
nians, Georgians, Kazakhs, Tatars, Jews, etc.

Bipolar Society and the Emergence of the Kazakh Nation

As we wrote above,a bipolar society had developed in Kazakhstanafter the
reduction of the Kazakhs’ share and of the absolute and relative increase in the
number of colonist settlers from the European part of Russia.

We bear in mind the differences in the assessment of the number of Kazakhs,
associated with the peculiarities of the 1897 and 1913 Russian censuses. Despite
this, we believe that by 1916, a demographic structure of the population in Ka-
zakhstan had developed in the ratio of 60:40, where the number 60 expresses the
proportion of Kazakhs, and 40 expresses the proportion of settler colonists. This
ratio fully corresponds to the definition of a bipolar society.

A bipolar society is a society in which two ethnic, religious or other groups,
equal or fairly close in size to each other, constitute the majority of the population
of this society, while other groups are minorities in it. In his classic book Ethnic
Groups in Conflict (1985), Donald Horowitz defines such societies as centrally fo-
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cused because their structure with two poles, between which there are no intermedi-
ary social groups, focuses both poles on mastering or influencing the center [8; 39].

Along with centrally focused systems, Horowitz identifies dispersed systems
of multiethnic societies. In dispersed systems, such as, for example, Tanzania,
there are several, three or more, main ethnic groups, none of which is capable of
dominating the others. Ethnic conflicts in such societies occur, as a rule, on the
periphery of the system, while the center of the system is able to position itself
as a disinterested arbiter, rising above private group interests. Ethnic tensions in
dispersed societies often become serious, but they never involve competition for
control of the state or threaten its existence. Under such circumstances, Horowitz
notes, the state usually has a margin of safety, since the demands of one group can
be satisfied painlessly for the interests of other groups [8; 38].

The situation is different in centrally focused systems in Horowitz’s typology.
Such systems bear a high potential of conflict between its two poles, that is, be-
tween the main groups. Due to their bipolar structure, conflicts and contradictions
between two polar opposite groups cannot be distributed among other parts, groups
and compartments of social integrity, but cover this entire integrity in its compre-
hensiveness. When, in a bipolar society, Horowitz notes, there is conflict between
two major groups, there is little opportunity for the center of the political system
to appease one group without antagonizing the other. The conflict between the two
main ethnic groups covers the entire society and state [8; 39].

The ethnodemographic structure of the population in colonial Kazakhstan in
the second decade of the twentieth century was fully consistent with the definition
of a bipolar society in the form of a centrally focused system. There were two main
opposing groups, consisting of the indigenous Kazakh population and colonist set-
tlers from the European part of Russia, which together covered the entire popu-
lation of the Kazakh lands. Until a certain point, they coexisted in isolation from
each other, when the Kazakhs grazed cattle on their pastures, and the Russians and
peasants of other nationalities farmed on lands taken from the Kazakhs. However,
when the mass of arriving peasants became comparable to the Kazakh population,
and the seizure of land from them acquired an alarming proportion, the likelihood
of interethnic conflict in what had become a bipolar society increased sharply.

The psychological background of ethnic tension intensifies when under the
growth of the newcomer population, the local people experience a sense of de-
mographic insecurity. This situation gives rise to a fear among the local people of
extinction in the face of an increasing influx of foreign peoples. It is precisely how
“fear of extinction” that Horowitz describes the situation that many peoples in dif-
ferent parts of the world have faced or continue to face [8; 175-181].

In bipolar societies, ethnic tensions often lead to conflicts between the two main
groups. In colonial Kazakhstan and Turkestan, ethnic tensions between the local pop-
ulation and colonists arriving from the European part of Russia led to the uprising
of 1916. The immediate impetus for the uprising was the decree of Tsar Nicholas II
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of June 25, 1916 on the conscription of the inorodtsy population of Turkestan and
the Steppe Territory in rear work in the front-line areas. Although the local popula-
tion resisted primarily against the tsarist authorities, immigrants from the European
part of Russia were also targets of significant attacks. There were many casualties,
destruction and other results of aggression among colonists. Therefore, it would be
correct to say that the 1916 uprising was at the same time an interethnic conflict.

The 1916 uprising initially broke out in Turkestan, in what is now Uzbeki-
stan and Tajikistan, but then spread to other parts of the region that today make
up Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan. Semirechye, Turgai and the Irtysh region became
major centers of uprising. The uprising had brought a large number of casualties,
especially among the local population, under the attacks of the regular tsarist army.
However, in terms of the growth of national identity, such an event played a huge
role. It was at this time that the birth of the Kazakh nation took place.

When talking about the origins of the Kazakh nation, we mean the nation as the
unity of political and cultural communities in a certain territory. In this form, nations
appear in human history only with the development of modernization processes, in-
dustrial society and capitalism, that is, in the nineteenth century. As an ethnic group
leading a nomadic lifestyle with its own language, culture, and customs, the Kazakhs
appeared much earlier. However, such an ethnic group, formed in a traditional soci-
ety, before and outside of industrial society, is not a nation in a proper sense.

The origin and emergence of the Kazakh nation was a fairly long socio-histor-
ical process, lasting several decades in the nineteenth and early twentieth centuries.
This process took place in the context of the colonial modernization of Kazakhstan,
in which demographic and migration processes played a major role, leading to the
formation of a bipolar society in it. Therefore, the formation of a bipolar society in
Kazakhstan in the process of the influx of migrant peasants and transformation into
a colony-settlement with a reduction in the share of indigenous people in the coun-
try’s population became one of the main factors in the emergence of the Kazakh
nation. The uprising that took place in Turkestan and Kazakhstan in 1916 was an
event that tragically highlighted the process of the birth of the Kazakh nation. The
existence of the Kazakh nation, which, represented by the Alash party, demanded
autonomy and then an independent state, became a fait accompli for everyone.

Conclusion

The article traced the emergence of the bipolar structure of the population of
Kazakhstan in the context of its transformation from a protectorate of Russia, which
indirectly controlled a nomadic society through the Kazakh khans and sultans,
into a colony-settlement with an increasing peasant population from the European
part of the empire. This transformation became a result of the policy of resettling
peasants from the European part of Russia and allocating them with land on the
territory of Kazakhstan at the expense of the Kazakh pastures. This policy resulted

in an influx of a huge mass of peasants at the beginning of the twentieth century,
comparable in size to the population of the indigenous people of Kazakhstan. As a
result, a bipolar population structure has developed in Kazakhstan, which, as world
experience shows, carries a potential for conflict. This potential became a reality in
1916, when a rebellion broke out in Kazakhstan and Turkestan against the tsarist
policies of colonialism and settler colonists from Russia.

The bipolar society that emerged during the considered period of Kazakhstan’s
history became the first stage in its evolution. It was during this period that a ten-
dency arose to reduce the share of Kazakhs in the total population of the Kazakh
lands and the formation of a bipolar Kazakh-Russian society began. The second
stage is associated with the Soviet period in the history of Kazakhstan (1920-
1991), in which until the 1960sthere had been an absolute and relative decrease in
the number of Kazakhs in the population of Kazakhstan and the bipolar structure of
society with Kazakhs as a demographic minority had come to reality. Finally, the
third stage of periodization of the history of Kazakhstan in the context of the pro-
cesses of modernization and nation-building opens with the beginning of the peri-
od of independence in 1991, when these processes are included in the development
agenda of the country in a new era. During this period, there was a demographic
growth of the Kazakhs and a significant reduction in the Russian population, which
constituted the main content of the post-Soviet ethno-demographic dynamics in
Kazakhstan. This period is associated with the transformation of the bipolar soci-
ety in Kazakhstan towards the demographic dominance of the Kazakhs, which is
one of the important factors in the formation of the national state in the country. At
the same time, the question of whether the demographic dominance of the Kazakhs
and the transformation of a bipolar society is a sufficient condition for the forma-
tion of a national state in Kazakhstan requires analysis.

The Relationship of the Concept of Justice with the Principle of the Rule of Law

Abstract. The concept of justice is one of the oldest concepts in the history of science. The
concept of justice in the works of philosophers of ancient times was supplemented by thinkers
of the Middle Ages and the modern era, and took an important place as a research topic in
every period of history. To date, although this concept has been extensively studied within the
framework of social sciences, it is impossible to give a commonly accepted precise definition
of the concept of “justice”. In the history of science, the concept of equality has been studied
in two directions, that is, justice based on natural law and justice based on positive law. The
article examines the etymological root of the word justice and how this concept was interpreted
in different historical periods, as well as the relationship between the legal aspect of the concept
of justice and the rule of law.
