The Idea of Justice in the Evolution of Turkic-Kazakh Spirituality and Lifestyle:
Conceptual Guidelines

Abstract. This article conceptually examines the idea of justice among the Turkic-Kazakh
people, as well as its intertextual and hypertextual structures, which possess broader implications
than the conventional notions of «justice» and «injustice». The extensive scope of the uniqueness
of the principle of justice in the history of the Kazakh people is demonstrated: existential justice
within the context of universal being, in the realm of human existence, interethnic, socio-political
life, and daily practices. When considered holistically, the primary focus within the framework
of justice is placed on the phenomenon of «struggle against injustice». In the conceptual frames
of the category of «justice,» the notion of «struggle against injustice» is not viewed as peripheral
but rather as its core pragmatic significance and as a specification of the determinant «justice —
injustice — struggle against injustice». The study explores ancient shamanic beliefs related to the
struggle against injustice in the context of the natural laws of universal existence, world will, and
«fate,» providing examples of the resilience of the principle of justice in mythology. In this context,
the «limitlessness» of absolute freedom of thought and action within our people is emphasized. It
is affirmed that human and interethnic relations, as a direction of justice-injustice, often manifest
through a spirit of resistance and protests against the colonial policies of Tsarist Russia. Specific
legal and juridical norms that uphold justice in public life are examined, along with an analysis
of phenomena that can be termed «mystical-magical practices of justice-injustice», providing
explanations for certain phenomena and outlining their philosophical significance.

Evolution of the Concept of Time in Kazakh Philosophy: Space and Time

Abstract. This article is devoted to the study of the evolution of the concept of «time» in
Kazakh philosophy.

The article
examines the philosophical meaning of the concept of time, its place within time and space, as
well as the influence of man on time and time on man.

The study pays special attention to the philosophy of Abai. Abai’s thoughts about time
are deeply reflected in his poems and words of edification. Recognizing the objective nature
of time, the poet describes its influence on the spiritual and moral qualities of a person. In
addition, the Abai shows the dependence of time on human actions, that is, a person can also
influence time.

The article analyzes the differences between time and time, their role in the development
of society and the exchange of values. Through the concept of «afterlife», the interrelation of
the dimensions of time and space in the historical memory and spiritual heritage of the Kazakh
people is considered. It also discusses, from a philosophical point of view, the continuous
change of time and its impact on values in society, human life positions.

As a result of the research, it has been established that time is not just an objective
phenomenon, but a concept formed by spiritual and moral actions of a person. Abai’s
philosophical views play an important role in understanding the social and cultural content of
the time, as well as in shaping national historical consciousness.

Kazakh Enlightenment: the Relationship Between the Categories of Destiny,
Happiness and the Meaning of Life

Abstract. The article deeply analyzes the relationship between the categories of fate,
happiness and the meaning of life in philosophy. The philosophical ideas of prominent
representatives of the Enlightenment era (Jean-Jacques Rousseau, Immanuel Kant, Voltaire) and
Kazakh thinkers (Abai Kunanbaevich, Shakarim Kudaiberdievich) are studied comparatively,
their connection with moral responsibility, freedom and spiritual search in human life is
considered. The study revealed similarities and differences in understanding the meaning of fate,
happiness and life in various cultural and philosophical traditions. In addition, the relevance of
these categories for modern society is analyzed, including human responsibility at the personal
and social levels, the desire for spiritual balance and the need to build a just society.

The concept of fate in Kazakh philosophy, combined with the peculiarities of the national
worldview, is considered from the point of view of free human activity and moral responsibility.
A special place in the works of Abai Kunanbaevich and Shakarim Kudaiberdievich is occupied
by the interpretation of fate as a dynamic process that changes through spiritual maturity, purity
of conscience and knowledge. At the same time, in the age of Enlightenment, the meaning of
fate and life was rationally revised, the importance of moral and social responsibility through
the harmonious coexistence of man with nature and society was emphasized.

The results of the study revealed the relevance of interpreting the categories of fate,
happiness and the meaning of life from the point of view of human freedom, obedience to
moral laws and spiritual development. The philosophical study of these categories can give a
new impetus to the spiritual and social development of man in the spiritual crises and processes
of modern globalization. The analysis in the article focuses on the issues of finding the meaning
of life, strengthening personal responsibility and increasing spiritual harmony.

Ontological Parameters of the Ideal of Social Justice

Abstract. The article analyzes the problem of social justice. Since this issue is as old as
humanity itself and has been addressed in various regions of the world, the study examines
concepts from Antiquity (Plato and Aristotle) as well as certain XX™ century theories. One of
the well-known periodizations of historical processes is based on the type of social relations.
Historically, the first dominant system was that of personal dependence, which was later
replaced, first in Western Europe (XVII" century) and then within a century, in almost the
entire world by a system of material dependence. The article demonstrates that, in the first
period, both in theoretical discourse and everyday life, justice was understood as equality. In
the second period, however, it came to be perceived as freedom. It is shown that in historical
periods where relations of personal dependence prevailed, justice, with various nuances, was
interpreted as equality. However, as class and other forms of social stratification emerged
in the post-archaic era, even within a system of personal dependence, the notion of equality
underwent significant modifications. When the system of material dependence was established,
first in Western Europe (XVII™ century) and later in much of the world, the idea of equality
ceased to be the criterion of justice, and freedom became the defining standard. However,
freedom itself began to take different forms depending on an individual’s social, economic, and
other statuses. Philosophers, ethicists, and political scientists face the challenge of formulating
an objective and unbiased criterion of justice, one that is not shaped by particular interests and
that cannot be based on a single principle alone but rather constitutes a human-centered system
of harmoniously interconnected principles.

The research provides a comprehensive analysis of the formation of digital identity and
its effects on the social attitudes and behavioral models of Kazakhstani youth. Furthermore, it
addresses pressing issues such as the risk of national identity erosion in the global information
space, the influence of digital platforms and social networks on public consciousness, and the
proliferation of new forms of communication and information consumption, along with their
impact on value priorities.

In addition to examining the prospects for preserving and adapting traditional spiritual
and cultural values in the context of digitalization, the authors propose potential strategies
for harmonizing national identity with digital innovations. Special attention is given to state
policies in the field of digital transformation, as well as the role of education and public
awareness initiatives in strengthening cultural stability.

Thus, this study contributes to the understanding of the transformation of value orientations
in the digital era, highlighting the growing relevance of national identity preservation amid
rapid societal change.

Language Communication as an Object of Philosophical Research

Abstract. The article analyzes the genesis and current problems of language communication,
scientific directions formed on their basis.

In the history of mankind, philosophy has a special mission: it defines innovative ways
of thinking, influences values, motivates the individual to spiritual and moral development,
substantiates the importance of reason and rational knowledge, etc. In the age of information
societies, in the era of globalization, this process occurs through a global network of cultural
and linguistic codes and messages. The new scientific paradigm of the “information society”
that emerged in the 20th century affects the socio-philosophical picture of the world along with
the sphere of socio-humanitarian education, making a communicative, linguistic, rhetorical
discursive turn as a whole, penetrating into the totality of all scientific ideas. At the same time,
linguistic communication occupies a decisive place in social and information theories, since the
process of globalization strengthens the desire for cultural self-identification, the importance
of linguistic communication in social philosophy increases. Representation of socio-cultural
processes in language communication, modern linguistic paradigms of language problem
analysis, the influence of the information society on language communication, as well as
the positive and negative impact of the digitalization process on language development, the
definition of communicative principles and basic features, the expansion of the function of the
State language and the increase of its state status are the main issues in the spotlight.

In the era of the development of information space and communication technologies, due
to the fact that language communication has the widest range of impact on humans and society,
the issues of rational use and optimal understanding of its methodological foundations were
considered.

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Abstract. The article discusses a philosophical approach to the problems of old age and
retirement age, with an emphasis on the issues of social inclusion and diversity in modern
society.

Introduction

Old age and retirement age are not only biological, but also social categories
that directly affect the structure of society and its development. In the context
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of global population ageing, these topics are becoming increasingly relevant,
causing numerous discussions in politics, social philosophy and public life. Today,
an ageing society faces the most important challenges related to the integration
of older people into social processes, as well as issues of their social inclusion,
participation in working life and ensuring decent living conditions in retirement.

A philosophical view of the problem of old age and retirement age allows
for a deeper understanding not only of the difficulties faced by the elderly,
but also of the value of their presence in society. An important aspect is the
consideration of old age as an integral part of the life cycle, in the context of
which aging individuals remain full members of society, entitled to participate
in social, cultural and working life.

One ofthe key topics of the study is the social inclusion of older people, which
is related to the creation of conditions for their active participation in society,
access to education, work, as well as the elimination of age discrimination and
stereotypes that limit the opportunities of the older generation. The concept of
diversity, which focuses on the importance of the experience and knowledge of
older persons for the development of society, is also important. Old age is not
only a time of reduced activity, but also a time of accumulated life knowledge
and unique life positions that can be useful for other generations.

Substantiation of the choice of topic and task

Modern approaches to pension policy and social security for the older
generation also need to be revised to take into account new socio-economic
conditions and demographic trends. Pension reforms aimed at changing age
norms and conditions for retirement have a direct impact on the quality of life
of older persons and their position in society. In these conditions, a philosophical
approach to the issue of old age and retirement age helps to understand not only the
moral and ethical aspects, but also to determine a strategy that would contribute
to the integration of older people into public life and support for their equal rights.

The purpose of this study is to better understand the philosophical aspects of
the inclusion of older people in modern society, to highlight the problems they
face, and to propose possible ways to solve these problems. We will consider
old age not as a peripheral, but as an important and valuable part of society,
requiring changes in social policy, as well as in cultural and philosophical
stereotypes associated with age.

The problems of social inclusion and labor activity of older people in
Kazakhstan are at the stage of active discussion and development of new
programs. It is important to note that today there is a trend towards improvement
in the country: public and private initiatives are aimed at increasing the social
activity of elderly citizens and improving their status in society. However,
efforts must continue to overcome age discrimination, create equal employment
opportunities and improve the education of older persons so that they can
participate more fully in society.
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The study of the philosophical approach to old age and retirement age in the
context of inclusion and diversity has both scientific and practical significance.
It contributes to the development of new theoretical models of ageing, focused
on the active participation of older persons in public life, as well as in practice
helps to develop new social and political strategies aimed at improving their
situation in society. The systematic application of philosophical approaches in
social policy and culture can significantly improve the quality of life of older
people and improve their social integration.

The practical significance of the study lies in its potential to influence
policy in the field of old age and retirement age. Recommendations based on
philosophical views on inclusion and diversity can be used to develop new
social programs aimed at improving the living conditions of older people.

Modern society, despite significant social and economic changes,
continues to perceive old age and retirement age through the prism of
outdated stereotypes, which leads to insufficient inclusion of older people
and limits their participation in public life. We suggest that a philosophical
approach to old age, based on the principles of inclusion and recognition of
the diversity of life paths, can significantly change the perception of retirement
age, contributing to the creation of a more equitable and inclusive society. In
particular, the introduction of philosophical ideas such as respect for the dignity
of older persons, acceptance of the diversity of old age and the redistribution of
resources will help to remove social barriers and ensure equal opportunities for
all age groups in an ageing population.

Thus, the study aims to form a more humane and inclusive approach to
old age, which, in turn, will help to develop recommendations for changing
the socio-political paradigm focused on recognizing the value of each age in
society.

Methodology

To study these research questions, a mixed research method was applied:
philosophical, contextual, comparative, ethical analysis and cross-cultural research.

Examining various philosophical traditions, such as ethics, phenomenology,
and social philosophy, to understand the role of old age in society has
encompassed the study of theoretical concepts of old age, inclusion, and
diversity through the lens of philosophy.

Historical and cultural contexts of perceptions of old age and retirement
age in different societies, as well as changes in these perceptions over time, are
analyzed.

A comparative analysis of approaches to the inclusion and diversity of
older people in different countries and cultures is used to identify universal and
specific trends.
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The moral aspects of pension policy, population ageing and the rights of
older people to equality and participation in public life are considered.

These methods have allowed for a comprehensive study of the philosophical
and social aspects of old age, inclusion and diversity in modern society.

Results and Discussions

Research focused on a philosophical view of old age and retirement in the
context of inclusion and diversity requires an interdisciplinary approach that
combines elements of social philosophy, ethics, politics, and social theory. It is
important to take into account that old age and retirement age are considered
not only as biological and economic factors, but also as socio-cultural
phenomena that are determined historically, politically and philosophically.
Such an approach will allow us to study old age as a stage of human life, which
should include not only the maintenance of material well-being, but also social
integration, personal development and participation in public life. To analyze
old age and retirement through a philosophical prism, it is necessary to turn to
theoretical concepts that relate to the value of human life in adulthood, as well
as to the ideas of inclusivity and social justice.

The most important area of research is philosophical reflection on old age
and retirement age as social constructs. Old age has traditionally been seen as a
period of reduced vitality, but modern philosophers emphasize the importance
of old age as a stage of life that brings experience, knowledge, and unique
values to society. Particular attention is paid to philosophical concepts of justice
and equality in relation to older persons.

Shelley Walters’ study examines philosophical perspectives on old age as
part of social justice and inclusion. Walter emphasizes that social and cultural
stereotypes shape the perception of old age and retirees in society [1].

A study conducted by UNESCO analyses examples of inclusion of older
persons in different countries and shows how age diversity contributes to the
development of society. The social inclusion and active participation of older
persons aims to explore how older persons can actively participate in society
despite age restrictions. Research shows that ageing does not mean a complete
loss of activity, but on the contrary, can contribute to a new kind of engagement,
for example, through volunteering, work or participation in cultural and
educational projects[2].

A study by the World Bank (2020) examines how pension systems can become
a tool for social justice, ensuring a decent existence for older people. The impact
of pension reforms on social inclusion, living conditions and the possibility of
working activity of older people is also investigated. The pension systems of the
CIS countries, including Kazakhstan, are analyzed, with a focus on the role of
the pension system in supporting inclusion and social justice for older people [3].
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Kenneth Minoger, in his study, focuses on aging as a process that should
not be perceived through the prism of discrimination or marginalization[4]. The
study is related to the study of age discrimination, which continues to exist in
society, limiting the opportunities of older people in the field of work, education
and other spheres of life. An important aspect is the critique of stereotypes
about old age, which often reduce older people to the image of «incapable» or
«inactive» members of society.

Nicholas Butler, in a scientific academic project, focuses on the value of
older people in the context of changes in the pension system and population aging
[5]. The study focuses on the concept of «age diversity», which emphasizes the
value of older persons as unique carriers of knowledge, experience and cultural
traditions. An important aspect is the recognition of the contribution of older
persons to social, cultural and economic development.

Although Michel Fuko research is not directly related to pension policy, his
work helps to understand how approaches to «marginalized» groups, including
the elderly, have changed [6].

Foucault examines the role of social programs and infrastructure in
supporting older people, improving their quality of life, and ensuring access to
services, including medical care, housing, and transportation.

The main areas of research on the topic of old age and retirement cover
both philosophical and practical aspects related to social inclusion and diversity.
Studies show that old age is not only a period of reduced activity, but also a time
of accumulated experience, knowledge and potential that can be used for the
benefit of society. A philosophical approach to the issues of old age offers a deep
understanding of the role of older people in society and their attitude to the life
process, which contributes to a rethinking of pension systems, labor activity and
social participation of the older generation. Instead of perceiving old age as an
inevitable loss of an active life and a need for care, the philosophy of old age sees
it as a phase that can be saturated with meaning, social role, and productivity. A
philosophical approach to old age allows us to take a fresh look at pension systems.
Traditionally, pension systems have focused on ensuring financial stability after
the end of employment. However, from a philosophical point of view, old age
should not be seen only as a period of economic dependence, but as a time when
a person can continue to contribute to society through intellectual, cultural and
volunteer activities. For example, the concept of active aging, proposed by the
World Health Organization, emphasizes that aging is not necessarily associated
with a loss of activity, but rather with the ability to maintain a full life through
social inclusion and participation in various spheres of life [7].

Thus, the pension system can be redesigned in such a way as not only to
support financially, but also to motivate senior citizens to continue working,
studying or participating in public life. Systems that focus on flexibility and
voluntary work can provide a greater sense of personal significance and social
value to older persons.
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The philosophy of old age helps to revise traditional ideas about the labor
activity of older people. Rather than seeing aging only as physical fatigue
and disability, the philosophical approach emphasizes that older generations
have unique skills and experiences that can be useful to society. The wisdom
accumulated in the process of life becomes an important resource in the fields of
mentoring, education, art and social projects. For example, philosophers such
as Hannah Arendt viewed work as one of the ways in which a person exists in
a social context, linking it to human dignity and self-determination. It is not
only the physical performance of work that is important, but also the ability to
participate in the creation of meaning through work. Consequently, it is possible
to develop new forms of work activity for the elderly, such as freelancing,
mentoring, or work in non-standard forms (for example, volunteering), which
contributes to the improvement of their quality of life and social role [8].

Social participation is an important aspect of the philosophical approach to
old age. Philosophers such as Albert Camus and Martha Nussbaum emphasize
the importance of human participation in social life as an integral part of one’s
dignity and self-realization. Old age, as a stage of life, should not be limited to
passive waiting for departure, but can become a time of active contribution to
culture, science and social development[9].

Contemporary philosophies actively support inclusive societies where
older persons can integrate not only as recipients of services, but also as active
participants. This can be implemented through the creation of communities
for the elderly, hobby clubs, educational programs for senior citizens, as well
as through improving the accessibility of public spaces and technologies. An
important element here is to support the activity and independence of older
people, which promotes their social inclusion and prevents isolation.

The philosophical approach suggests that society should create an
environment in which older persons can continue their active role and
integration. These include:

Social and cultural projects that encourage older people to participate in the
life of the city, for example through courses, creative workshops, theater and
music groups.

Flexible forms of employment, such as part-time work or volunteer
projects, that allow older people to remain socially active while maintaining
their income.

Intergenerational interaction, where young and old people work together,
teaching each other and doing joint projects, which enriches the experience of
both parties.

The inclusion of a philosophical approach to solving the problems of aging
involves not only the material security of the elderly, but also the creation of
conditions for their active participation in social, cultural and working life. The
phenomenological approach in the study of old age and retirement age allows for
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a deeper understanding of the subjective experience of aging. how they survive
this age stage, how they perceive their capabilities and limitations. The use of
the phenomenological method makes it possible to identify key experiences and
meanings associated with age, which can be hidden in statistical and economic
data. Phenomenology as a philosophical method, proposed by Edmund Husserl
and further developed by such thinkers as Martin Heidegger, Mauras Stein,
Maurizio Ferrari and others, focuses on the subjective experience of people,
their perception and experience of the world. The phenomenological approach
in the context of the study of old age and retirement age allows for a deeper
understanding of how aging people perceive this stage of life, what meanings
they attach to their age, as well as how society perceives aging and the elderly.
The phenomenological approach focuses on the direct experience of the subject,
that is, on how a person experiences his age, how aging affects his perception of
the world and social reality. In the context of old age, this implies an emphasis
on personal perceptions of age-related changes, not just the biological or
social aspects of aging. Rather than viewing old age as a set of physical and
economic characteristics, phenomenology examines how people experiencing
aging perceive their position in the world, what feelings and thoughts it evokes,
and how they make sense of this stage of their lives. The phenomenological
approach helps to understand how old age is perceived not only as a process of
physical extinction, but also as a significant phase in which a person continues to
be an active subject of his existence. This approach involves the analysis of the
experiences of aging people, their expectations, fears, as well as the experience
of social isolation or, conversely, social activity and involvement. Old age,
from the point of view of phenomenology, can be understood through the prism
of changing the perception of time. For older people, time can become more
tangible and meaningful as they become aware of its limitations. This perception
of time influences their attitude to life, giving each moment a special meaning.
Martin Heidegger, in his work Being and Time, focused on human existence
as a process consciously realized in the context of the finitude of life. Aging,
according to Heidegger, confronts a person with his own mortality, forcing
him to reconsider his relationship with the world, society and himself. Old age
can be perceived as an awareness of temporality, which contributes to a deeper
understanding of the meaning of life, its goals and values [11].

In his works, Sergei Schmidt notes that aging in a phenomenological context
is not only a biological process, but also a «rethinking» of life in a whole,
including experiences and changes in attitudes towards one’s own identity. In
the phenomenology of old age, special attention is paid to how an aging person
is aware of his physical and mental changes and how these changes affect his
perception of the world [12].

Old age does not exist in isolation from social and cultural factors. The
phenomenological approach involves the study of how an aging person
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perceives his or her place in society and how society perceives an aging person.
This perception is often colored by stereotypes and expectations associated
with age. Craig Johnson in his book The Phenomenology of Aging emphasizes
that social inclusion and participation of older persons in public life have a
direct impact on their perception of old age. If an aging person feels needed and
in demand in society, his experiences of old age will be more positive. While
isolation, age discrimination, and lack of active participation in public life can
lead to feelings of social exclusion [13].

Research based on the phenomenology of old age can help in the
development of more humanistic and inclusive policies aimed at improving
the quality of life of older people. The phenomenological approach allows us
to identify not only objective problems (for example, economic difficulties, age
discrimination), but also those subjective experiences that affect the emotional
state of the elderly, their sense of social isolation and personal value [14].

The phenomenological approach to the study of old age and retirement age
allows for a deeper understanding of the personal experience of aging people,
their experience of time, changes in the body and perception of social role.
This can be a useful tool for developing policies aimed at improving the social
inclusion of older people and creating more inclusive societies.

In their study, the authors conducted a critical discourse analysis that
focuses on examining how discourses (i.e., ways of presenting and discussing
certain topics in society) shape social reality, including power, inequality, and
marginalization. In the context of old age and retirement age, critical discourse
analysis explored how ageing and older persons are represented in different
social discourses, how these representations influence societal practices, and
how they reflect (or hide) processes of social exclusion and inequality. The
application of critical discourse analysis to the topic of old age and retirement
age has allowed for a deeper understanding of how aging and the elderly are
perceived in society, how these perceptions are formed through the media,
political discourses, legislative initiatives and social norms. Critical discourse
analysis also helped to explore what ideologies and values underlie these ideas,
as well as to identify the mechanisms of discrimination and exclusion of older
people from active social life.

One of the studies conducted by Jennifer Wade in 2013 showed how the
elderly are portrayed in the British and American media, where old age is
presented either as a tragic end of life or as the subject of a caricature or comic
image. The study used the CDA to analyze how media representations affect
societal attitudes and the perception of retirees as people whose participation in
society is limited [15].

An important aspect of the analysis is the study of political and economic
discourses on aging and retirement age. In recent decades, there has been a
trend in many countries to raise the retirement age and reform pension systems,
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which entails a debate about the social role of older people and their place in
the economy. For example, Sarah Lachmann’s research analyzes the debate
on pension reform in Germany using critical discourse analysis. The author
examines how different political forces and the media build their arguments
in the context of raising the retirement age, how they use economic and social
arguments to support certain decisions. One of the main themes of the study is
how older persons are presented either as an economic burden or as a resource
that can continue to contribute to society [16].

In a study, Mary Jo Green, who researches ageism in health care, particularly
in the context of serving older patients, identified and exposed the mechanisms
of age-related discrimination (ageism) that exist in politics and social practice.
Ageism often manifests itself in perceptions that older people are unable or
unfit to work, as well as their exclusion from active social life. From Foucault’s
point of view, medical practice is not just a set of procedures, but a way of
producing and regulating norms and identities. Thus, old age in medicine is not
a neutral phenomenon, but is subject to a strong social construction that can
lead to the marginalization of older people [17].

In the study of Lucy Phillips, the problem of old age and retirement age is
considered as alternative discourses of inclusion and active aging, which offer
new approaches to the social integration of the elderly. Such concepts as active
aging and the elderly as a resource for society are actively promoted by a number
of organizations and government agencies. inclusive settings for older adults[18].

An important part of the study is a comparative analysis of existing pension
systems, their philosophical foundations and impact on the inclusion of older
people in public life. Pension systems around the world are diverse, but their
philosophies and impact on the inclusion of older people in society have much
in common. In many countries, pension systems are built around issues of social
justice, solidarity, equality and individual rights. The impact of these systems on
the social participation of older persons depends on how the particular system
perceives their role in society, on approaches to active ageing, and on the social
status of older persons.

Many modern pension systems are based on the principles of social justice,
intergenerational solidarity and the redistribution of resources. This approach
is typical for solidarity pension systems, for example, in the Scandinavian
countries, where attention is paid to minimizing social inequality and creating
a social safety net for the elderly. Here, the state actively intervenes to ensure
equal rights to pension provision for all citizens, which contributes to the social
inclusion of the elderly. For example, Sweden and Denmark have universal
pension systems that provide the elderly with a minimum pension sufficient to
maintain a decent standard of living. This helps prevent social exclusion and
gives older people the confidence that they will be protected in their old age.

Another approach is a system focused on individual rights and responsibilities,
where a person decides for himself how he will provide for his old age. Such
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systems are based on a philosophy of personal responsibility, where everyone
must secure a pension through contributory schemes. An example of such a
system is the United States with its Social Security pension system and private
retirement savings through 401(k) and other programs. In this model, a lower
degree of government intervention can lead to greater social inequality, especially
if citizens cannot save enough for retirement. For example, in the United States,
the pension system is mainly based on solidarity through the Social Security
system, but private savings play a significant role in pension savings, which leads
to a social division between the wealthy and the poor elderly.

In a number of countries, the philosophy of pension systems is linked to
the concept of economic productivity and the role of older persons in the labour
market. In countries where market economies dominate, the pension system
may be based on the idea that ageing should not mean the complete exclusion
of older persons from economic life. In such countries, there is an increase in
the concept of active aging, when pensioners continue to work, participate in
volunteer activities or in the production sector. For example, Germany has a
system that encourages older people to continue working, allowing them to
remain economically active and integrate into society. However, this approach
faces difficulties related to the social protection of older workers.

Achenbaum’s research is an in-depth analysis of how population ageing
affects modern society, and how social and cultural changes can transform the
perception of old age and the role of older people in public life.

In his research, Achenbaum views old age not as an inevitable process of
decline and isolation, but as a possible point for social change and transformation
that can contribute to a better understanding of old age as an active, productive,
and engaged stage of life. The author uses a broad interdisciplinary approach,
combining elements of sociology, philosophy, social policy, and history [19].

Achenbaum emphasizes that old age is not only a biological process, but
also an important social process that affects social structures, norms, and values.
The author identifies several key aspects related to the social perception of old
age: how society perceives aging, how age groups interact with each other, and
how social stereotypes about old age shape politics and public expectations. A
pension system based on the principle of redistribution is typical for countries
with strong social programs.

In France and Norway, it could be a system where the working generation
finances pensions for pensioners through taxes. This system is often aimed
at ensuring social rights for all citizens and reducing social inequalities. The
impact on the inclusion of older people in public life is due to the fact that
these countries are making efforts to create social support systems that include
not only financial support, but also opportunities to participate in cultural,
social and volunteer activities. A high level of government support reduces
the risk of poverty among older people, which promotes their integration into
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society. Also, in countries with such systems, pensioners can participate in
various social programs, active aging, which helps to avoid social isolation.
In countries where funded pension systems predominate, such as Chile and
the Chilean model of the pension system, individual savings are the main
source of income for the elderly. In such systems, there is a strong emphasis
on personal responsibility and individual savings, which can lead to significant
inequalities in opportunities between older persons. Those who have not been
able to save enough money face problems in providing for their old age. From
the perspective of inclusion, if the state does not provide additional forms of
support for older people with low savings, this can lead to social exclusion
and poverty among this group. Older people who do not have enough savings
often face social exclusion because their purchasing power and opportunities to
participate in social life are limited.

Tiered pension systems, such as Australia’s, seek to combine public
pensions with mandatory contributory schemes and private pension schemes.
Such a system is aimed at ensuring a minimum standard of living for the elderly,
while encouraging them to accumulate funds to improve the quality of life in
retirement. Inclusion: In countries with tiered pension systems, older people
tend to have higher incomes, which encourages their active participation in
social life. However, for low-income seniors, poverty remains a problem if they
have not saved enough through private pension schemes.

Solidarity pension systems are more supportive of the inclusion of older
persons in society, as they are based on the principles of social justice and
redistribution. These systems provide basic financial security, allowing older
persons not only to participate in cultural and social life, but also to remain
actively involved in the labour market (e.g., through active ageing programmes).

In contrast, individual savings systems that emphasize personal
responsibility for saving for retirement may lead to greater social exclusion.
Older persons who do not have sufficient savings may face financial hardship,
limiting their access to services and opportunities to participate actively in
society. A comparative analysis of pension systems shows that approaches
based on social solidarity ensure a higher degree of inclusion of older persons
in public life. Such systems provide a basic level of protection and opportunities
for active participation in society, thereby reducing social exclusion. In contrast,
contributory systems, especially in countries with low levels of government
intervention, can contribute to higher levels of social inequality and exclusion
of older persons, especially those who cannot afford sufficient savings.

In recent decades, the issues of social inclusion and labor activity of older
people have been actively discussed in Kazakhstan. This process reflects broader
global trends related to the recognition of the rights of older citizens and the
improvement of their status in society. Social inclusion, including through the
participation of older people in working life, is an important component of social
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policy, and Kazakhstan is no exception. that impede the full integration of
older persons into social and economic life. Social inclusion includes ensuring
equal opportunities for all members of society, including the elderly, for full
participation in social life, access to education, health care, work and cultural
initiatives. According to the Statistical Agency of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
the number of elderly people (over 60 years old) in Kazakhstan for 2023 is
approximately 2.7 million people, which is about 12% of the total population
of the country. This figure continues to grow due to demographic processes
such as improving medical conditions and increasing life expectancy and social
inclusion issues are becoming especially relevant.

One of the important steps in this area is the Active Longevity Program,
which was developed to improve the quality of life of elderly citizens, their
involvement in social and economic life, as well as to provide conditions for
maintaining their health and life people, their involvement in volunteer activities
and ensuring access to social and medical services [20].

Labor inclusion of older people is also becoming an important part of
state policy in Kazakhstan. At the level of local authorities and organizations,
programs are being implemented aimed at helping older people find a job or
find employment. Such programs are mainly focused on creating conditions for
part-time work, supporting labor migrants among older people and developing
employment programs through volunteering. the «School of Silver Volunteers»
project, implemented in large cities of Kazakhstan, where pensioners can work
in various fields, from cultural events to social and educational projects [21].

The labor activity of older people in Kazakhstan continues to be low.
Despite the efforts of the state and social programs, older people often face
difficulties in finding a job, including age discrimination. However, with the
development of the concept of active aging and the increase in life expectancy,
the situation is beginning to change. The main barriers to the labor activity of
older people in Kazakhstan are:

o Age discrimination: In many organizations, there are still preconceived
notions of older workers, seeing them as less productive, slower to adapt to new
technologies, and less flexible.

e Lack of qualifications or skills renewal: Many older people do not have
access to modern educational programs or retraining, which reduces their
competitiveness in the labor market.

o Legislative restrictions: Despite the existence of laws that support the
employment of retirees, employers often avoid hiring the elderly by using
various ways to formally exempt themselves from employment obligations.

However, there are also positive examples. In recent years, the labor market
in Kazakhstan has seen an increase in the number of programs that stimulate the
labor activity of older people, such as mentoring programs, when older employees
help younger colleagues adapt, as well as volunteer programs that enable older
people to remain active and useful to society (Social Policy Center 2019).
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This study provides a new philosophical view of old age and retirement,
focusing not on the biological, but on the socio-cultural side of aging. In
contrast to traditional medical and psychological approaches, philosophical
analysis considers old age as a dynamic process that includes both individual
and social dimensions. This allows not only to clarify and expand the theoretical
foundations of the study of old age, but also to propose new conceptual models
that focus on active aging, social inclusion and diversity in the context of
age identity. The study pays special attention to the philosophical aspects of
inclusion, including the issues of ageism (age discrimination). This aspect is
of great importance for the development of ethical and social theories aimed
at improving the position of older persons in society. The work deepens the
understanding of how philosophical approaches can be used to overcome age
discrimination and promote the ideas of social justice, equality and human
rights in the context of old age. The inclusion of philosophical analysis allows
old age to be viewed in a broader cultural context. The work helps to understand
how different societies and cultures perceive old age, as well as how these
perceptions affect the daily life and situation of older people. Such research
opens up new avenues for multidisciplinary research, combining philosophy,
sociology, anthropology, and cultural studies. The study develops a theoretical
framework for the development of more effective strategies and programs for
active aging. It emphasizes the importance of changing attitudes towards old
age within social and public institutions, which has the potential to develop new
social policy concepts aimed at improving the quality of life of older persons.
Philosophical reflections on the issues of retirement age and the labor activity
of older people help to clarify the ethical principles underlying the policy of
active aging.

Conclusion and Conclusions

The methodology of the study of the philosophical view of old age and
retirement age allows not only to scientifically comprehend the changes in society
concerning the older generation, but also to develop specific recommendations
for improving their living conditions and participation in social processes. This
research can contribute to the development of more inclusive societies, where
the value of every stage of life, including old age, is recognized and supported
at all levels, from the individual to the institutional.

Old age should not be perceived as the only state of dependence or passivity,
but as a period of life in which opportunities for self-realization, social activity
and participation in the life of society remain. Philosophical concepts of old
age, such as existentialism, phenomenology and gerontology, confirm that
aging is not only a biological but also a social process, in which personal and
collective values play an important role.
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An inclusive society should provide equal opportunities for all its members,
regardless of age. Pensioners and the elderly have the right to participate in
public life, access education, health care and cultural resources, which requires
changes in policy and social infrastructure. An ethical approach to inclusion
implies respect for the dignity and rights of older persons, as well as their active
involvement in decision-making processes that affect their lives.

Old age is not a one-size-fits-all experience, but a process whose diversity
is determined not only by physical condition, but also by cultural, social,
economic, and personal factors. An important aspect is the recognition of old
age as a multifaceted phenomenon, where personal preferences, life experiences
and individual needs play a key role. Diversity in age requires flexible social
policies that take into account the different ways of life of older persons.

Philosophical analysis helps to comprehend the retirement age not as an
immutable figure, but as a flexible benchmark that depends on many factors,
such as the state of health, the desire to work or continue professional activities,
economic and social conditions. Viewing pensions as a right, rather than charity,
underscores the importance of providing social protection for older people.

In the context of an ageing population, it is necessary to redistribute
resources and revise social policies focused on the sustainable inclusion of older
people in the economy, education and worship The study of the philosophical
approach to old age and retirement age in the context of inclusion and diversity
has both scientific and practical significance. It contributes to the development
of new theoretical models of ageing, focused on the active participation of
older persons in public life, as well as in practice helps to develop new social
and political strategies aimed at improving their situation in society. The
systematic application of philosophical approaches in social policy and culture
can significantly improve the quality of life of older people and improve their
social integration.

Modern philosophical discussions about old age and retirement show that
society should strive to create conditions in which age will not be an obstacle to
personal growth and participation in the life of society. This is only possible if
inclusion and diversity are embedded in social, economic and cultural practices.

Thus, old age and retirement age should be perceived as part of the life
path, and not as its completion. A philosophical approach allows us to see in this
process not only challenges, but also new opportunities for social integration
and active participation of older people in the life of society.

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Abstract. The article is dedicated to John Donne (1572-1631), the great English
poet and preacher, the founder of the metaphysical school in late English Renaissance
poetry. A brief analysis of the life and views of John Donne, a prominent representative
of the English Baroque period, whose poetry lacks such natural, passionate love for God,
does not lack chastity and piety. In him, on the contrary, there is a desire to realize the
horrors of sin, evil, and to experience the mercy of God. The uniqueness of J. Donne’s
poetry lies in the fact that between him and the medieval tradition lies the English
Renaissance, as well as his youth with its joys and adventures.

Key words: poet, Renaissance, metaphysical school, philosophy, moral outlook,
novelty, poetic genius.

Introduction

In this article, we tried to help the reader understand the complex
and multifaceted philosophy of the great English poet and preacher John
Donne (1573-1631), one of the leading representatives of late Renaissance
poetry. He is considered to be the founder of the «metaphysical school»
in poetry, which interprets life events in the form of complex poetic
images - metaphors, the leader of the group of poets of the Stuart period
in England, a contemporary of Shakespeare. We also hope that this
publication will be the most understandable and useful guide for today’s
readers regarding the multifaceted work of John Donne - a thinker-poet
with a broad philosophical and moral outlook.

Asitturns out, in the history of world literature, there are also writers or poets
whose innovative works surprised their contemporaries with their unusualness
and later became a national treasure. ...Such a writer in England was Geoffrey
Chaucer, whose daring experiments by the standards of the 14th century laid
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an inter-century foundation for all English literature and the English language»
[1, p. 348], and in the history of English poetry such a poet was John Donne.

Donne was poet who discovered new domains of truths already known in
poetry, as in any philosophical research, «he brings old truths out of the state of
oblivion in which they have sunk», because everyone has already recognized
these old truths [2, p. 28], however, for a genius, «a healthy mind is the Body
of a poetic genius, Fantasy is its Dress, movement is its Life. Imagination is
his Heart, it lives everywhere and in everyone and transforms everything into a
single elegant and rational whole».

Research Methodology

In order to realize the goal of the paper we used a historical-typological
and contextual method aiming at a combination of formal-logical and historical
approaches through the prism of a culturological beginning.

Discussion and Results

Donne’s standing as one of the greatest poets in the English language is
now thoroughly established, and critics of his creative activity have found in
Donne’s poetry qualities profoundly responsive to the modern age. His rhythms
- once thought “‘unmusical’- are a vigorous exploitation of the natural rhythms
of the speaking voice; his ‘eccentricity’ represents a complex self-doubt and
self-questioning; his ‘obscurity’ is the reflection of a deeply subtle mind. Until
recently, no complete edition of Donne’s verse has been available which made
any serious and sustained attempt to help the reader appreciate the complexity
and density of his poetry. The purpose of this paper is «to make an old and
difficult author as intelligible as is now possible to readers of today» [3, p. 36].

The famous English poet, philosopher and art theorist Samuel Taylor
Coleridge (1772-1834) considered the question of how a work of art is created,
how the creative process takes place, and how people who have been awarded
the high rank of poet speaking about having a unique ability, he emphasizes that
the rank of poet is the highest title on earth. The poet is the mediator between
God, nature and man, he is the bearer of the light of truth and goodness. He
does not give them lessons, but excites their hearts and ignites the holy fire of
creativity and thirst for knowledge in them [4, p. 27].

Speaking about the characteristics of the creative nature of the genius poet,
as a concentrated expression of the creative power, he emphasizes that «looking
at the work of past centuries and the present time through the prism of new,
cloudless feelings, which, according to the mania of the creator, suddenly begins
to growl - all this is evidence of intelligence, which feels where the secrets of
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the world are hidden and knows who can solve them. According to Coleridge,
the characteristics of the poet that distinguish him from the «ordinary talentsy»
are «the ability to transfer the impressions and feelings of childhood to maturity,
to retain the infantile wonder at the world and to express it in every day of his
forty years of life. the ability to assimilate new impressions of life. And again:
«depicting familiar, ordinary things in a way that evokes similar feelings in
the heart of the reader, giving newness to the described perception, awakening
mental and physical excitement - this is the main service of geniusy [5, p. 86].
So, the work created at the peak of fantasy, imagination and thinking power
of a creative genius is an ideal creation, a masterpiece of art. At this point, we
believe that it is appropriate to once again focus our attention on Coleridge’s
opinion about the unity of rationality and intuition in the literary and poetic
creation and the nature of genius. And, if the creator is «possessed with genius
or high talent, which raises him to the throne of poetry, poetic creation itself
leads him or can lead to an unusual state of spiritual ecstasy, which, moreover,
requires self-expression that ... they are such forms of expression that can
convey emotions of love, fear, anger or jealousy ...» [6, p. 372].

All this fully applies to the creative talent of the poet and thinker John
Donne, whose works reflect all genres of his poetry: elegies, satires, songs and
sonnets, letters, the poem «Metempsychosis or the Path of the Heart». Although
four centuries have passed, Don’s poetry still amazes and captivates readers
today. John Donne really blew up the traditions of his predecessors and laid
the foundation for a new poetic outlook for England. As A. N. Gorbunov, one
of the best experts on Donne’s work, rightly noted, «that is why he entered the
history of English literature as one of the brightest innovative poets; in terms of
his talent and scale, Donne is less famous than the brightest representatives in
the world of poetry, such as Geoffrey Chaucer and William Shakespeare, but as
to his originality, he is comparable to the talent of famous wordsmiths such as
Philip Sidney, William Blake or Tomas S. Eliot» [7, p. 390].

A researcher who has mentally penetrated into the philosophical depth of
John Donne’s poetic talent must always keep in mind that he is dealing with an
encyclopedically educated thinker and in order to delve into the secrets of his inner
worldview, one must be sufficiently prepared to professionally delve into the deep
moral and philosophical views of a poet of such stature as John Donne. The poetic
works of the writer cannot be placed within the framework of standard definitions,
because «they are a combination of their polysemy, unexpected turns of thought,
bursts of passion, constant search and constant dissatisfaction with careful analytical
reasoning. seems to have deliberately mocked the readers» [8, p. 351].

History has preserved several portraits of Donne at different periods of his
life which are a great source for analyzing the life and creative path of the poet.
The first of them depicts the poet as a young horseman, an adventurer holding
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the hilt of a sword. A Spanish motto written in miniature reads: «I prefer death
to betrayal.» In another portrait, the poet appears as a brooding Elizabethan
lover, with a sly look and arms crossed over his chest, wearing a broad-brimmed
hat and a thin lace collar casually exposed across the chest. And then there’s
Donne, the priest and theologian, in miniature form with a dagger-like beard and
a piercing gaze. In the next portrait, the poet appears in the guise of a priest, his
eyes testifying to the wisdom and understanding of existence gained over time.
And finally, there is a marble statue of Donne as a penitent sinner, shrouded in a
shroud, his eyes closed and his face emaciated by a serious illness. This gallery of
portraits is not only a symbol of different stages of Donne’s life full of changes,
but each of them reflects a certain person, the inner world of the lyrical hero, and
his poetic creativity. It is surprising that these faces in his poetry, perhaps, as in
life, not only replace each other in a row, but also exist «together» in one layer
of a single time. Thus, neither the adventurer, nor the extravagant lover, nor the
repentant sinner - they are not separated by the abyss; they live side by side and
in harmony as a single progressive organism that complements each other, as a
whole, and thereby helps the reader to study and understand not only all these
dramatic changes in the life of the poet himself, but also his in the understanding
of human existence and worldview.

Shakespeare’s contemporary, John Donne, in one of his poetic epistles
entitled «Devotions upon Emergent Occasions» (written in 1623) says: No
man is an island, entirely of itself; every man is a piece of the continent, a
part of the main. If a clod be washed away by the sea, Europe is the less, as
well as if a promontory were, as well as if a manor of your friend’s or of thine
own were. Any man’s death diminishes me because I am involved in mankind;
and, therefore, never send to know for whom the bell tolls; it tolls for thee»,
- this idea about the integral connection of each individual with the whole of
humanity seems very important even today.

From time to time, you can find Donne’s poetry in the foreign press.
However, for the Uzbek or Kazakh reader, it seems like a treasure that the poet
has not opened yet.

Who was John Donne? What is the creative legacy of this uniquely talented
innovative poet who was ahead of his contemporaries of the Renaissance in
poetry? Who is this poet who is close to us in the early period of his work due
to his humanitarianism, his constant interest in the real details of man and his
life, and in the later period, his deep concern for the fate of humanity? These
questions have been bothering me ever since fate gave me the happy opportunity
to study in the capital of a distant country, now called Ukraine. In a second-hand
bookstore, I came across a book called «John Donne. The Complete English
Poems». Reading this collection of poems in one sitting, I was surprised by
the depth of the poetic gift of a young genius of the Renaissance England;
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from his pen, there were lines that were so close to the heart of a person in
love, sometimes lyrical, sometimes melancholy. Now, after many years, with
the appearance of gray hair, one begins to understand the true meaning of the
poet’s creative work, the sincere depth of the poet’s soul. A poetry connoisseur
today can probably get new information about the poet Donne, a man of the
«golden age» of the Stuart era.

In our opinion, the above-mentioned questions can now be answered, and
we have tried to respond them. However, before answering these questions,
we thought it appropriate to give a brief information about the period when
a unique thinker like John Donne grew up and shone with all aspects of his
philosophical and poetic soul.

An old painting by an unknown artist shows the energetic face of a man in
the pose of a melancholy lover, whose eccentricity represents a complex self-
doubt and introspection; his thoughtful gaze is the reflection of a deeply subtle
mind. This is the young poet of the late Renaissance, John Donne. John Donne
(1572-1631) was born in London in 1572 (according to other sources - in 1573).
His father, a wealthy London merchant, died when his son was only four years
old. The child was raised by his mother, who was a relative of the great humanist
and Lord Chancellor of England Thomas More. Donne’s family was Catholic,
and he was raised in the spirit of commitment to the old faith — Catholic,
and very fact largely determined the numerous problems for all its members
within the late Renaissance period. That is why the future prominent poet and
philosophically minded personality was unable to gain master’s degree though
he was successful in graduating from the school of jurisprudence in London.
Despite the fact that he later adopted Protestantism and wrote polemical treatises
against Catholics, the influence of his Catholic upbringing can be felt in Donne’s
work. This dichotomy would remain unresolved until the end of his life.

In 1592, Donne entered Lincoln’s Inn School, where he began to study
law. At this time, his life in London was combined with both intense studies,
and wild entertainment. Historically, it is known that long before he took holy
orders, Donne enjoyed communicating through letters with educated ladies of
the royal court, such as Magdalene Herbert or the brilliant Lucy Harrington,
Countess of Bedford, an adornment of King James’s court. According to one of
his contemporaries, Donne was leading the life of a young student rake at this
time: «Not dissolute, but very decent, a great lover of female society, a frequent
visitor to the theater, and a talented author of exquisite poems.» Moving in
the small world of Elizabethan London, Donne was «a great frequenter of
theatrical performances» [9, p. 584]. The profoundly impressive and acute
experiences that Donne had on the stage of this golden age had an impact on the
poetry of the young and promising poet - the future leader of the great school
of metaphysical English poetry.
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For deeply fundamental reasons, Donne did not publish his poems (with
rare exceptions) during his lifetime, for he considered it his duty to refer to the
unspoken rule: a noble man should not publish his poems; they circulated in
manuscript among his friends, and, nevertheless, his satires, with a characteristic
dramatic beginning, where he often acts as an observer, contemptuously
contemplating the world, love-erotic poetry (elegies, sonnets) circulated widely
in manuscripts and enjoyed great success, and his fame as a poet quickly grew.
According to the testimony of his contemporaries, his prose works Paradoxes
and Problems (1600), probably begun during his studies at law school, also
aroused particular admiration; these were witty and, at the same time, carefree
paradoxes that came from his pen (often on the theme of female inconstancy)
[10, p. 283]. It must be admitted that the attitude of the young Donne to the
literary profession was determined by quite narrow - though famous - circle of
his friends, but the distribution of poems in manuscripts was quite permissible
and did not cast a shadow on the author. Donne attended meetings of such poetic
youth in the famous London tavern «Mermaid» together with Ben Jonson,
Beaumont and other poets. It is possible that he was personally acquainted with
Shakespeare, who also visited the «Mermaid» (but this is not a fact). However,
Donne, who began his poetic career as an Elizabethan, unlike others, initially
had his own peculiarities. Already in his early works one of the poet’s most
characteristic tendencies can be identified — the rejection of the musicality
of Elizabethan lyric poetry and the orientation towards colloquial speech.
This is evidenced, for example, by his «Epistles». Donne’s epistles are not a
conventional genre, but real letters that he and his friends exchanged while
separated: for example, when leaving for war or on a diplomatic trip to the
continent. These epistles represent not only an elegant manner of writing, but
also clearly demonstrate the poet’s ability to create a visible image with a few
graceful strokes of the pen, to show the morals and portraits of their bearers.
Such are the epistles-letters to Thomas Woodward and Edward Gilpin, Thomas
Wotton and Henry Goodyer [11, p. 283], «urging himy to leave England and go
to the continent. It is interesting how Donne motivates this advice:

Perchance outlandish ground

Bears no more wit, than ours, but yet more scant

Are those diversions there, which here abound.

In «To Edward Herbert at Juliers» (1610), the poet already sounds like the
future preacher, the Reverend Doctor Donne:

For, God no such specific poison hath

As kills me know not how; his fiercest wrath

Hath no antipathy, but may be good

At least for physic, if not for our food.

Thus man, that might be his pleasure, is not rod,
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And is his devil, that might be his God.

Since then, our business is, to rectify

Nature, to what she was, we are led awry

By them, who man to us in little show,

Greater than due, no form we can bestow

On him; for man into himself can draw

All, all his faith can swallow, or reason chaw.

The turn of the 16th and 17th centuries is considered to be a time of relative
balance in the life of English society. However, unlike many other Elizabethan
poets, Donne found himself in the center of religious conflicts. It is known
that his family was repeatedly persecuted by the Anglican authorities. In 1584,
Donne entered Oxford University, in 1586 he continued his studies at Trinity
College, Cambridge, but due to the restrictions imposed on Catholics, it was
mandatory to take an oath of allegiance to the Anglican Church. May be the
very fact impetus to doubts as to the faith to a new religion - Catholicism [12,
p. 80]. This situation and religious affiliation and the experiences associated with
it and understanding of the importance of religion in life, constantly weighed
on Donne like the sword of Damocles, which, in our opinion, deeply influenced
the poet himself and his poetic worldview. The poet’s youth is typical of the
golden youth of the epoch of the Renaissance: after finishing his studies, he
led a dissipated life, spent most of his father’s inheritance; experiencing an
interest in the big world, he traveled to Italy and Spain, where he studied their
languages and customs. In 1594-1596 Donne traveled abroad. The impressions
of these expeditions were reflected in the poet’s poems «The Storm» and «The
Calmy, as well as in the elegies «His Picture» and «Love’s War.

It 1s characteristic that Donne’s poetic works of the 1590s often abound
in conversational scenes. Examples of this include «The Apparition», «The
Sun Rising», «The Ecstasy» and others from the «Songs and Sonnets» series.
Donne is impressed by sudden transitions, for example, from a melancholic
narration about «her» to a direct immediate address to «you» («Burial») or
from the first person to the third («Relics»). These transitions are built on the
effect of surprise, which, as many researchers note, require a lot of work on
the composition of the work, and therefore Donne’s poems are always very
thoughtfully constructed and clearly divided into stanzas.

In 1598, Donne received a position as secretary to the Lord Keeper of the
Royal Seal, a member of Her Majesty’s Privy Council, Sir Thomas Egerton,
who later became Lord Keeper of the Seal of the English Crown. According
to one version, Donne had already converted to Anglicanism, otherwise he
would hardly have been hired by such a distinguished nobleman, but it is also
quite possible that this happened later. A brilliant career was opening up for
the young promising poet. But in 1601, having fallen in love with the 16-year-
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old niece of Egerton’s wife, Anne More, the daughter of Sir George More,
Chancellor of the Order of the Garter, the highest knightly order of Great
Britain, Donne in December 1601, not hoping to receive the blessing of her
relatives, kidnaps her, and they secretly get married; this marriage ruins his
career. When everything was discovered, Edgerton fired Donne as punishment,
and in February 1602, Anne’s father managed to have him imprisoned for some
time in London’s Fleet Prison on charges of seducing a girl. Soon Donne was
released from prison. He was 30 years old, the poet was in the prime of his life,
but the paths to a successful secular career were closed to him, and he had to
support his family, since refusing Anne a dowry had doomed the young family
to serious difficulties. Financial dependence was the cause of frequent quarrels
and disagreements in the family. Deprived of the support of the powers that
be, Donne was forced to live in poverty for about ten years, resorting to the
help of benefactors and friends, whose names are immortalized in his poems;
he lived in the outskirts of London - the small towns of Pyrford and Meacham.
Donne, deeply despairing of the hopelessness of his situation, wrote a treatise
Biathanatos - about the fulfillment of the gravest of the mortal sins of the mortal
world - the permissibility of suicide. To our deep conviction, from that very
time having gone through a period of deep depression he made up his mind to
be converted from Catholicism to the Anglican faith [13, p. 136-137].

In 1601 and 1614 Donne was elected as a member of parliament, but was
not paid for it. He earned money as a lawyer, studied theology, studied the
doctrines of the Catholic and Anglican churches and helped Bishop Thomas
Morton, later Bishop of Durham, write polemical anti-Catholic pamphlets. T.
Morton offered him a good parish on condition of taking holy orders, but he
preferred a secular - diplomatic career, but without success. This continued
for almost ten years (1602-1615). Probably somewhere after years of 1601-
1602 - after 30 years and, one might say, a fatal marriage for him and his wife,
Donne felt the burden of the heaviness and hopelessness of life affecting deeply
his poetic work. In 1610, he again took part in the religious polemics of his
time, publishing an anti-Catholic tract, «Pseudo-Martyr,» which defended the
oath of allegiance to the crown, which had been imposed on Catholics after
the Gunpowder Plot (1605). The tract pleased King James I so much that,
on his initiative, Donne was awarded the degree of Master of Arts at Oxford
University. In 1611, In his pamphlet, «Ignatius his Conclave» Donne expressed
ideas against the Jesuit order. King James, appreciating Donne’s polemical gift,
offered him a church position. But Donne was still not ready for this position.
This period of Donne’s work is characterized by the fact that he writes mainly
poetic messages and poems on religious themes like «An Anatomy of the
World (The First Anniversary)» and «The Progress of the Soul: The Second
Anniversary», written by order on the death of a young girl, fourteen-year-
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old Elizabeth Drury, the daughter of a wealthy aristocrat Sir Robert Drury,
who patronized Donne. These are the only significant poetic works of Donne,
published during his lifetime immediately after their creation. These are poems
about the frailty of everything earthly. Elements of a mournful elegy are
combined in them with a philosophical meditation on a «poisoned» world that
has lost its harmony, which is contrasted with the ideal being embodied in the
image of the young heroine. Elizabeth is the embodiment of life, joy, goodness,
and the poet was convinced that such qualities were lost by the world, because
«she» died, «the world is a cripple» [14, p. 348].

The second «Anniversary» begins with a reflection: «she» has died - real life
is over, only the semblance of life remains. A typical Donne’s comparison in this
reflection is the reflexive movements of a decapitated human body immediately
after execution. Death is one of the main themes of the poem. It depicts in detail
the stages of a person’s dying: «...here now you struggle with an intermittent
breath ... think - you lie on your deathbed weak, languid.» It seems as if we are
talking about a performance and the audience is of two types: evil and good
spirits gathered at the bedside of a dying person - completely in the medieval
tradition: «... think - the servants of Satan are near you», «imagine: your friends
are sobbing around.» Next comes the transition to the first moments after death:
«...they close your eyes... they wrap you in a shroud... your body decomposes».
Later on, the very episode in many ways will anticipate the «performance» of
death, «played» by Donne twenty years before his death.

In Donne’s diverse creative work, the spiritual theme occupies a special
place in his poetic heritage. As some researchers have pointed out, the range of
mystical moods in search of God and the rapture of religious self-destruction,
the sense of time as a catastrophe brought Donne closer to the Baroque poets.
Indeed, the constants of the Baroque gave a special sound to the verses of the
poet Donne. But it should be remembered that Donne’s religious consciousness
was not acquired, it was - as a result of his family traditions - an integral part
of him, and therefore the sonnets included in the cycle «Holy Sonnets» (1610)
testify, first of all, to the sincerity of a deeply religious person:

I am a little world made cunningly

Of elements, and an angelic sprite,

But black sin hath betrayed to endless night

My world’s both parts, and, oh, both parts must die.

You which beyond that heaven which was most high

Have found new spheres, and of new lands can write,

Pour new seas in mine eyes, that so I might.

Drown my world with my weeping earnestly,

Or wash it if it must be drowned no more:

But oh, it must be burnt; alas the fire

Of lust and envy have burnt it heretofore,

And made it fouler; let their flames retire,

And burn me O Lord, with a fiery zeal

Of thee and thy house, which doth in eating heal. [15, p. 43-59].

The existence of the lyrical hero here is determined by his love for God,
while love for a woman recedes into the background. Using the technique of
meditation, Donne reaches an extraordinary peak of detachment from worldly
existence, the heights of self-analysis and revelation. The moral lesson appears
as a natural result of meditation:

Split in my face ye Jews, and pierce my side,

Buffer, and scoff, scourge, and crucify me,

For I have sinned, and sinned, and only he,

Who could do no iniquity, hath died:

But by my death cannot be satisfied

My sins, which pass the Jews’ impiety:

They killed once an inglorious man, but [

Crucify him daily, being now glorified.

Oh, let me then, his strange love still admire:

Kings pardon, but he bore our punishment.

And Jacob came clothed in vile harsh attire

But no supplant, and with gainful intent.

«Holy Sonnets» - the fruit of the poet’s late period of creativity - partly
contain the experience of the life of a man who never found the «golden meany
between the temple and the world. A mixture of passion and detachment,
philosophy and allegory, abstract phenomena and concrete concepts - this is
the characteristic originality of these sonnets (1607-1609) of Donne. In «Holy
Sonnets» the poet’s heterogeneous feelings came together: doubt, despair, hope,
a sense of sin, repentance, humility. The conflict between the desire for God, for
the salvation of the soul and the craving for earthly life permeates the sonnets,
especially the 14th sonnet - «Batter my heart, three-personnel God» and the
XIX sonnet - «Oh, to vex mex»:

XIX

Oh, to vex me, contraries meet in one:

Inconstancy unnaturally hath begot

A constant habit; that when I would not

I change in vows, and in devotion.

As humorous is my contrition

As my profane love, and as soon forgot:

As ridlingly distempered, cold and hot,

As praying, as mute; as infinite, as none.

I durst not view heaven yesterday; and today
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In prayers, and flattering speeches I court God:

Tomorrow, I quake with true fear of his rod.

So, my devout fits come and go away

Like a fantastic ague: save that here

Those are my best days, when I shake with fear. [16, p. 7-12]

Humility does not come easy to Donne. Although his sincerity is beyond
doubt, and therefore one of the themes is the poet’s bitter reproaches to
himself for not experiencing those strong, living feelings for God that he once
experienced for his beloved women.

Conclusion

Fans of English poetry know John Donne as the founder of the
«metaphysical» school of poetry. Donne’s merits as an innovative poet are
that he finally freed English poetics from the power of often foreign laws and
stereotypes and created a new discipline of poetry, through the art of poetry,
self-deepening, self- he created his own poetic program of understanding with
the skill of words. John Donne’s creative activity had a significant impact on
XYII century English literature. Followers of his poetry continued to solve
certain mystical problems of existence, developed ideas, symbols, images with
hidden meaning, deepening the philosophical lyrics and psychological trends
in opening the lyrical world of the lyrical hero in English poetry of this period.

The creative scope of the innovator-poet was very wide. The poet filled each
genre with new content and changed it in the spirit of his worldview and his
understanding of the tasks of poetry. At the same time, his inner sensitivity and
clarity of focus, unprecedented in English poetry, made Donne’s poetry more
personal and psychological than his predecessors. Constantly playing different
situations anew, forcing the hero to change his masks, Donne revealed the most
complex turns of thought and the most subtle aspects of emotions. At the same
time, every moment of the poet’s life, every individual situation was not discrete
but eternal questions for him. Donne, like many artists of the XYTI century, tried
to find new answers to the mysteries of existence in the spirit of his time.

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Abstract. One of the most important systems developed for people to lead
a happy life is morality. In general terms, morality is the whole of tradition,
custom, command, law, thought and belief systems adopted by society. Therefore,
it is impossible to conceive the person who has faith and reason without moral
principles and values. Moral principles not only ensure the social order, but also
offer the society the best way of life. But an important point to be noted here is that
moral principles differ according to philosophical currents. While some moralist
philosophers claim that religion is significantly necessary in terms of grounding
morality and determining moral principles, other part has adopted that religion
should be kept away from the field of morality. Such different views and approaches
have led to significant debates in the history of philosophy. In this article, which we
discuss, we will focus on the basic characteristics of secular morality and religious
morality, which are the subject of many discussions, and the main points where
they are separated. At the same time, we will try to address the problems posed in
both moral systems in a holistic and critical way.

Keywords. Morality, religious morality, secular morality, the relationship between
religion and morality, evil and virtue.

Introduction

From the point of view of the history of thought, the relationship between
religion and morality seems to progress in two different lines, usually from
religion to morality or from morality to religion. The first of these ways opens
the door to an understanding of morality that outweighs the religious aspect —a
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theological morality — the other opens the door to a theology — a moral theology
— which outweighs the moral character based on human experience [1, 318 p.].
In this type of relationship, the question in Plato’s Euthyphro dialogue has
been the subject of important discussion [1, 319 p.]. Regarding this discussion,
Euthyphro himself expressed that «holiness is what the Gods are satisfied with;
religiosity is what they are satisfied with, and irreligiousness is what they hate»
[2, 157 p.].

One of the most fundamental problems that stands out when it comes to the
discussion of religion and morality is where morality comes from, that is, the
source of morality. While the history of thought was based on morality, they
treated it in a different way from each other. Epicurean and Cyrenes, one of the
thinkers who analyzed the problem of «The Foundation of Morality», are the
pleasure of the source of morality [3, 53 p.], Aristotle mind [4.], J. S. Mill also
argued that benefit [5, 72 p.], Moore and Bergson was intuition [6, 299 p; 7.],
and Hume was passion/human nature/emotion [8, 92-97 pp.]. Philosophers such
as Newman, Rashdall, Sorley and Taylor, who belong to the Kant and Kantian
tradition in the Western world, J. Theologians such as Calvin, Paul Tillich and
Gordon Clark and theologian philosophers such as Ghazali and Ash’ari, who
belong to the Islamic tradition of philosophy and theology in the Islamic world,
have tried to base religion and morality on the thought of God [9, 36 p.].

These different comments and approaches have led to an important
discussion. On the one hand, when believers say that all the commandments
of God are moral, they accept that everything — even the torture or rape in the
world — is morally permissible, as long as it is commanded by God. Therefore,
this thought seems to be a stranger to our concession. On the other hand, when
those who do not believe say that God does not determine the basic moral rules,
they argue that the moral rules are independent of God and outside his authority
[10, 807 p.].

Now, if we are to focus on our main topic, religious morality and secular
morality, religious morality is the system of rules and beliefs consisting of
religious references, revelations and cultural heritages that aim to protect people
from worldly evil. Religious morality can be treated in different ways, such
as «Muslim morality», «Christian morality», «Jewish morality» or ‘Buddhist
morality’. Not only the sacred texts, but also the geography, socio-cultural
heritage, have an important impact on the formation of religious morality. For
example, the social and ethical climate of Arabia has also played an important
role in the shaping of Islamic morality, along with the principle of tawhid put
forward by the Qur’an [11, 63 p.]. One of the driving forces that will inspire in
this moral system is faith, and the other is righteous deeds. The combination
of both elements shows clear that theory cannot be separate from practice. An
important feature of religious morality is that it resorts to God in determining
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moral laws and thus encourages people to spiritual salvation. Since God is the
legislator here, the basis of the moral act is divine. In this respect, the way
religious morality exists is vertical and its motivation is punishment and reward.
The point to be considered here is that the punishment is frightening and the
reward is attractive.

Another of the moral systems that we encounter when it comes to religious
morality is secular morality. Secular morality attaches importance to the
socialization of the individual in society and ensuring his personal safety. In this
context, secular morality tries to turn its direction into this world by excluding the
religious and metaphysical controls of man [12, 43 p.]. It is possible to take the
basis of secular views back to Stoicism. According to them, Logos, the principle
of universal logic and cosmic reason, exists in the essence of man. Thanks to
this quality inherent in man, he will be able to establish a universal and ideal
world order without the need for any religion. Logos is the source of all moral
principles and values. Therefore, despite their physical and cultural differences,
people can live in a moral union isolated from religious phenomena, and this
moral union can only be possible on the basis of secularization [13, 4 p.].

Methodology

In the course of the research work, many methods were used, including
comparative analysis, analogy, observation, generalization, grouping,
description, theological and philosophical analysis, etc.

«Religious Moral and Moral Religion» Concepts

The «Euthyphro debate», known as the main problem of the religion-
moral relationship, has indeed been one of the main reasons for the division
of views on the religion-moral relationship into two. In this critical question,
when we say that something is true because God commands, when we say
«theological moralit», when we say that God commands it because something
is true, we adopt «moral theology». The first version bases morality on religion,
and the second bases it on religious morality [14, 319 p.]. According to the first
version, it is morally imperative that an action takes place just because it is
God’s command. That is, it is morally correct to do whatever God commands.
According to the second version, God always commands the morally right
things. But God’s command alone does not result in the fact that any action
is morally necessary [15, 210 p.]. Now, without further ado, let’s focus on the
two main views - religious moral and moral religion - that emerged about the
religion-moral relationship.
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Religious Morality/Basing Morality on Religion.

According to this approach, morality can be derived from religion, but in
no way can religion be derived from morality. Thus, by reducing morality to
religion, morality has become a part of religion. The effort to reduce morality to
religion is very common in the opinions of thinkers who were trained in cultures
dominated by the religion of Islam, Judaism and Christianity. The thinkers who
adopted this approach tried to connect the moral good to God’s will. That is,
according to the basic claim of this approach, all moral principles and ideals are
determined according to God’s command and laws. This approach establishes
a relationship between the will of God and the moral principles, thus claiming
that morality should derive from religion. He calls this the «Theory of divine
commandment» in the history of thought. According to those who defend this
theory, if an action is ordered by God, it is morally correct; if it is forbidden, it
is morally wrong. If neither commanded nor forbidden by God, it is optional
[16, 131 p.].

Especially in the Jewish-Christian tradition of thought, the association
of religion and morality was made through «Divine commandments». It
is possible to find the first traces of this religious tradition in Ancient Greek
philosophy. According to the ancient Greek tradition of thought, God almost
made a contract with people and guaranteed that people who live in accordance
with the points in this contract can achieve happiness. But we should also
note that there are significant differences between Ancient Greek thought and
Jewish-Christian thought in terms of God’s conception. It is even possible to
say that there is contrast between thoughts. For example, at the center of the
ancient Greek tradition is a conception of God that attracts people to desire to
resemble him, while at the center of the Jewish and Christian thought tradition
is a self-concession of greatness that gives commands/commands more people.
In Greek moral philosophy, the religion-moral relationship is considered
with the concept of «good», while the Jewish-Christian tradition is based on
the concepts of «obligation/responsibility» and «right»in the religion-moral
relationship [17, 347 p.].

There are many theologians and philosophers who deal with the issues
related to moral good and the will of God from the past to the present with
different versions and with different forms of grounding. For the first time in
the history of philosophy, one of the thinkers who systematically discussed
such problems is Plato. The concept of God is central to his moral philosophy.
What he expressed in his Laws said, «For us, the measure of everything is God,
not man. Therefore, the person who wants to be friends with him has to be as
similar to him as possible» [17, 344 p.] is a proof of this.

In the Christian world, William of Ockham and most of the Protestant
thinkers have argued that morality derives from religion by adopting the option
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of ‘something is good because God wants it’. Because, according to them, moral
values such as good and bad, right and wrong are known only by revelation
[17, 356 p.]. For example, John Calvin, the founder of Protestant theology,
attributed the basis of moral values to God by saying, ‘What God commands is
good, just because He commands it’. Similarly, Gordon Clark argues that God
is not bound by any measure. According to him, God does what He wants and
these actions should be seen as morally correct just because He wants it [9,
39 p.]. That is, in short, William of Ockham and Protestant thinkers attached
more importance to the concept of sin and suggested that salvation would only
be achieved through Jesus (by revelation). Thus, he opposed the philosophical
theology of the Catholic church. According to them, the philosophical theology
put forward by the Catholic church distorts the pure teachings of Jesus. In
particular, Ochkam’s views are very common among Karl Barthian Protestant
thinkers. For example, Karl Barth himself claimed that reason alone would
not comprehend moral principles, regardless of revelation. On the other hand,
Thomas Aquinas and the Christian thinkers who follow in his footsteps claimed
that although God sees the source of moral principles, man can know these
principles with his own mind, regardless of revelation. It can be easily said that
this view is the most approved today, wanted to be developed and defended by
many thinkers [18, 10-11 pp.].

Thinkers such as Rashdall, Taylor, Sorley and Newman, who are followers
of Kant in contemporary English philosophy, have cited the divine will as the
source of morality, claiming that moral principles are in God’s mind. To them,
without God, no moral ideals will be fully valid [19, 139 p.]. Similar thought
exists in the views of contemporary philosophers and theologians, Paul Tillich.
When we look at Tillich’s views, although it seems to defend a non-religious
understanding of morality by linking the source of moral values to the human
conscience, it seems to adopt a religious-based understanding of morality by
describing the human conscience as the voice of God [20, 31 p.].

In the Islamic world, it is possible to find the opinions of the thinkers
belonging to the Gazzali and Ash’ari school in the effort to reduce morality
to religion. They say, «what is the ontological status of moral values such as
justice, good and evil, and their knowledge? «They focused on the question.
According to them, moral values such as good and evil have no meaning other
than what God intends. Accordingly, what Allah commands is morally good,
and what He forbids is morally bad. Therefore, all our actions will only be
valued by Divine will [17, 381 p.]. Es’ari on the subject says the following
words: «Lie, but it is bad because Allah makes it bad. If Allah had made the
lie good, it would undoubtedly have been good; If Allah had ordered us to lie,
there would have been no objection to Him.» As can be understood from here,
according to Ash’ari, it is God himself who puts all moral values, protects and
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informs people of them. Moral values have no objective and objective realities
independent of God. Likewise, it is not possible for a person to be aware of
these values without the revelation of God [9, 39 p.].

Although religion and morality are associated through “divine
commandments” in the Islamic thought, the approaches vary according to the
meaning and function attributed to the divine commands. For example, the
theologian thinkers from the Maturidi and Mutezile school have accepted that
using the human mind can have general knowledge of good and evil, regardless
of revelation. As a matter of fact, Allah created existence loaded with qualities
such as good and bad. The most important of Mutezile’s five main principles is
‘justice’. In order for Allah to realize justice, he must decide on human behavior
without any pressure. Otherwise, there will be no point in talking about justice
or responsibility [17, 348 p.]. According to Mutezile, the characterization of a
behavior as morally good or bad is not because Allah commands or prohibits
it, but because that behavior is beneficial or harmful. As can be seen from this,
the difference between the theories put forward by Es’ari and Mutezile is the
adjective of justice of Mutezile Allah; Es’ari, on the other hand, focused on
the adjective of power. Although both centered on the Qur’an, the emergence
of differences between them stems from different interpretations of the verses
[21, 37 p.]. According to Maturidi, another Islamic school, the human mind
can grasp moral values such as justice, truth, lies and cruelty, regardless of the
commands of Allah. It is a facilitary for reason for Allah to send prophets and
inform information about good and evil with revelation [ 17, 349 p.].

Some thinkers who work on the relationship between religion and morality
in Islamic thought have discussed the subject in terms of historical and religious
experience. Because from a religious point of view, each of the religions seems
to have a largely moral structure and come to regulate relationships between
people. The main purpose of sending the prophets is to show people a moral
lifestyle and to fulfill their moral missions. Generally, from the point of view
of religions, the sending of the prophets has always coincided with the periods
when the social order, beliefs and morals were disturbed. Therefore, Thvan-1
Safa expresses “heart doctors” against the prophets. According to Thvan-i
Safa, just as physicians were sent to treat bodily disorders that occurred in
different geographies in each period, the same way the prophets were sent to
solve the moral problems that arised in different geographies and in different
periods [22, 44 p.]. One of the thinkers who adopted this view is undoubtedly
Babanzade Ahmet Naim. The thinker expressed the following statements about
the relationship between religion and morality. « When we look at every page
in human history, auspicious works and virtues have been very common in our
society during the periods when the faith and belief system were most rooted.
On the contrary, in the periods when the belief systems deteriorated, wars,
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moral disgrace and evil prevailed in the life of society [17, 355 p.]. Thus, the
thinker provided great support to the thesis that if the religious belief decreases
or disappears, serious problems such as moral chaos, crisis, depression and
alienation will arise in his society.

Although the effort to reduce morality to religion was adopted by many
thinkers, it has been exposed to many criticisms in the history of religious
philosophy. The main strands of this view are stated as follows.

Religious morality creates a contradiction and difference between the
norms of action of other religions and even anti-faith and non-belief people in
today’s multicultural societies. Thus, a tendency to marginalize against different
believers and non-believers arises and creates a discrimination between people.
The fact that every believer has a moral value here means that all other members
of religion have a morality. In this case, all non-believers and atheists will be
deprived of all moral principles.

The effort to reduce morality to religion eliminates the autonomous
existence of morality. Because in order for an action to be moral, it must be
revealed with the individual’s own will preference. Responsibility cannot be
mentioned unless a person prefers an action with his free will. In other words,
if the person does not have the opportunity to choose freely in the face of
command and event, there is no point in talking about morality.

With the basis of morality on religion, the aspects that have the legal
dimension of religion can be perceived as moral. In this case, the orders
related to faith and practice in the religion of Islam, such as fasting, going on
pilgrimage or believing in the hereafter, turn into completely moral principles.
Thus, people or atheists who do not comply with the doctrines related to faith
become «immoraly.

The spiritual dimension of religion can cause responsibilities to be
postponed in the moral sphere. That is, religious beliefs and practices in various
religions such as forgiveness of sin and error through repentance, purification
of sin, and grounding moral values on reward and sin can reduce the value of
morality [23, 715-716 pp.].

In fact, religious morality is not the subject to be discussed in terms of
Theism. Because for a theist, since God is the cause of everything in the
cosmological and ontological sense, it is also the reason for morality. Without
God, there would be no mention of the existence of anything, including
morality. Especially the issue of what God commands is good is not a problem
for people who believe. Because it is a contradiction in terms of theism that
a person believes in God, the Almighty, the absolute good, and questions his
will. For a theist, Divine commandments are not an ordinary commandment,
and it is unthinkable that there may be an arbitrariness in these commandments.
A person can never think of «God can encourage adultery» or «approve of the
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lien. Thinking of divine commands like this means not understanding the moral
character of the Divine Person [1, 321 p.]. As a result, there may be those who
respond in two ways to the question of whether morality is derived from religion
or religion from morality in the historical process. Because interpretations
and approaches to the relationship between religion and morality may change
according to the meaning. But despite these differences, morality and religion
have been living side by side and intertwined throughout the ages. Therefore,
it can be said that the relationship of morality with religion is together both in
theory and in practice.

Moral religion/Base of Religion on Morality.

According to this approach, religion can be derived from morality, but in
no way can morality be derived from religion. Thus, by reducing religion to
morality, religion became a part of morality. This approach, represented by
Protestant liberalism in the Christian world, although it was accepted for a long
time in the XIX century, began to be criticized and weakened from the first
quarter of the XX century [17, 358 p.]. Therefore, it is difficult to say that the
effort of Protestant liberalism to base religion on morality is very successful.

Thinkers who adopted this type of relationship accepted the second option
in the Euthyphro discussion. To them, God commands the good things and
forbids the bad things. That is, the thinkers who support this thought claim that
the realization of morally correct action is an action desired by God. Now let’s
include examples of Brian Davies about the relationship between morality and
religion so that our topic can be understood even better. The thinker states that
this approach is divided into two different parts in itself — God wants me to do
it, [ have to do it morally. If we explain the difference between these two parts
with the example of the thinker, a president gives orders to the workers. The
president’s order is supported by everyone. But a worker says, «Yes, I should,
but I should do it not because the president commands, but because it is true»
[15,209 p.]. So it’s not because God commanded a good action to happen here,
but because that action is inherently good. He confirms this action in God.

When we look at religions in general, we see that Far Eastern religions
such as Buddhism, Taoism, Confucianism have a predominantly moral basis
on their belief systems. For example, Buddha’s five commandments such
as lying, stealing, killing, committing adultery, drinking have a completely
moral structure and these orders coincide with the last articles of the Ten
Commandments descending to the Prophet Moses. When we look at the divine
religions, it is possible to see that the main sources of Christianity and Judaism,
especially the religion of Islam, have a moral structure and essence when the
dimensions of faith and law are excluded [23, 717 p.].

When it comes to the relationship between God and morality in Western
thought, first of all, we think of Kant’s moral proof. According to the German
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philosopher Kant, morality is autonomous and does not rely on religion, on the
contrary, religion is based on morality. The human being does not need religion
to understand what his moral duties are. The will of a person has claimed that
he can lead a virtuous life if he is subject to the voice of the moral law in him
and therefore acts in accordance with the duties, and acts as a ‘purpose’ because
he is a rational person, not as a ‘tool’ serving his own interests. [ 14, 321 p.]. So,
then what is the place of God and religion in Kant’s moral philosophy? Now
let’s focus on this issue.

According to Kant’s moral philosophy, in order for the “highest good”
(summum bonum) to be possible, it is necessary to exist first of God, the soul
and the afterlife as a postula. If there is no God, there is no point in talking about
the autonomy of morality or the moral principles of man. That is, reaching the
‘highest good’ can only happen thanks to an excellent omnipotent God [9, 38
p.]. Therefore, the three posts of practical reason — the existence of God, the
immortality of the soul and human freedom — are an important and integral part
of Kant’s understanding of morality, and without them it is impossible to base
morality [17, 352 p.]. In short, Kant’s moral proof tried to show that God is the
source of ideal moral values by finding an indifferent, unconditional obligation
in man’s moral experience [18, 29 p.].

As Kant stated, in fact, man has the capacity to perceive some moral values
within the framework of his own experience. For example, it does not need
any revelation to understand that killing or torturing a person is good or bad
[1, 321 p.]. In this regard, Hz. The life of the Prophet is a great example for us.
Hz. The fact that the Prophet described him as «Muhammad’ul-emin», which
means a human being who can be trusted in his word, essence and work, before
he was given prophethood, is an indication of his strong character and moral
maturity before the prophet. The religion and values of Islam are also built on this
beautiful moral ground [22, 54 p.]. A similar example is Hz. It is possible to see
in a dialogue between the Prophet and his companions. One day, a Companion
named Judge bin Hizam Hz. He comes to the Prophet and says, «O Messenger of
Allah! What I did before I became a Muslim; I had some favors such as keeping
relations with relatives alive, liberating slaves, helping the poor and poor, will
they be rewarded?» He asks. Hz. The Prophet also answers, «You have already
done before, you have become a Muslim thanks to your good deed» [22, 56 p.].

Secular Morality and Its Philosophical Resources.

In order to understand the religion-moral relationship in the context of
secularism, it is necessary to first review the basic features of modernism.
While the issue of religion-moral relationship in traditional societies includes
priority, this situation has been left to reason and science in modern societies.
While some thinkers try to establish a positive relationship between religion
and reason in this regard, others have separated them from each other and
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argued that religion and reason will not be compatible in any way. For example,
Descartes (1596-1650) said that God bestowed reason on man and that with this
mind, man would reach God, while philosophers such as Diderot (1713-1784)
saw religions as people’s imagination by putting the mind on top of everything
else. As can be seen, the way people establish with religion has changed with
the modernization processes. Technological, scientific developments have
directed the mentalities of religion and the world in the context of classical
universe conception to a different view [24, 78 p.]. Thus, morality has ceased to
be a theological teaching in the modern period, and people sought the source of
morality in philosophy. Religious morality has lost its quality of being the close
source of morality to intermediaries such as reason, conscience and society.
To put it differently, modernism, while asserting rationalism in science, has
pushed the religion and the sacred out of life. Its main pillars can be listed as
urbanization, differentiation, industrialism, capitalism, rationalism, secularism,
secularism. Now we can move on to secularism, which is our main topic.
Security or Secularism, comes from the Latin word ‘saeculum’, the
English word ‘secular’ In general terms, this term is used to mean ‘worldly,
worldization’. As we know, the word secular contains many currents and
theories and also means a very broad meaning. In other words, while this word
refers to the worldly in general sense, it refers to the isolation of moral rules
from all thoughts originating from faith in the moral sense, in other words,
the creation of principles and values without taking into account any religious
belief. The term secularism was first used by Christian George Jacob Holyoake
(1817-1906) [13, 4 p.]. From this point of view, it should not be ignored that
the religion expressed within the scope of secularism is mostly Christianity.J Q
In general terms, secular morality is morality built on the basis of
disconnection from religion. In other words, some have argued that a moral
order can be built separate from the reality of revelation and religion. This type
of morality is called ‘secular morality’. As we know, secular morality tries to
take all values from the field of qualified love to the field of quantitative physics.
As a result, man has become a being that consists of psychological impulses,
physical and economic needs [25, 5 p.]. With the beginning of the bright age
in the post-Renaissance west, some thinkers and scientists were influenced by
centuries of hostility to religion and tried to reconcile moral thoughts and views
with reason or to reconcile them with general value judgments. They believed
that «the measures that dominate morality and the effort to base these measures
on evidence were separable from religion and religious beliefs.» Based on this,
the attempt to regulate secular ethics began and many ethical echols emerged.
Secularization, although the term secularization does not meet the full
meaning, is sometimes referred to with the word ‘secularization’. Secularization
refers to the isolation of human thought, keeping away from religious and
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metaphysical control. In other words, secularization or secularization is the
purification and independence of all areas of social life; culture, civilization,
politics, education and science from values based on religion [12, 43 p.].
Religious beliefs; It is one of the general attitudes of secularization to ignore
as a guide in personal and social decision-making, actions and practice. In this
sense, secularization tries to turn people’s gaze and judgments into this world
and this time by losing the importance and authority of religion in society.
However, secularization asserts that religion should be withdrawn from the
field of politics in the sense of secularism, and that religious and state affairs
should be kept separate. This means the narrowing of the influence of religion
on the public sphere and its corporate authority.

After the above explanations, it would be useful to include the religion-
moral relationship in the context of secularization for a better understanding of
the subject. As we know, each society has its own understanding of morality.
Likewise, religion, just like morality, may differ from culture to culture, from
society to society, from region to region. In general terms, morality is the whole
of the rules of behavior and principles that regulate people’s relationships with
each other. Religion, on the other hand, is when people believe in supernatural
forces and various sacred beings and act accordingly [13, 7 p.]. Although
morality and religion are different from each other, their purpose coincides at
the same point. The purpose of both areas is to make a person happy in integrity
with his environment. However, the understanding of happiness in religion
covers the hereafter together with this world.

Although religion and morality have important junctions, it is also very
difficult to say that the two always agree. Because there are non-moral religions,
as well as non-religious moral understandings. The basis of religion lies in
the despise of this world, the search for happiness and competence in another
world, the connection of human will to God’s will (heteronomy) and the lack
of asking about his wisdom. On the basis of morality, there is the loyalty of
conscience to its own principles, the autonomy of the will, the competence and
value of the moral subject, and the belief that human efforts can be effective in
this world. The most obvious difference, even contrast; between autonomy and
heteronomy [26, 53-55 pp.]

Positivist sociologist Albert Bayet says in his book ‘Secular Morality and
Enemies’: «Ask the ‘Secularists’ the basis on which morality is based: one will
call the other black. Ask those who believe the same question, they will all say
the same thing, that is, God» Metaphysically, there can be no talk of a single
secular principle that is the source of morality. According to some, this source
can be reason, according to others, nature, conscience, emotion, pleasure, etc.
From Enlightenment philosophers to Comte, secular philosophers sought the
source and sanctions of morality in this world; According to them, while hell
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was the evils of this world, they put forward different visions of heaven. Bayet
claims that these differences are not a defect for philosophy, but that ‘real’
secularism is scientific and unique, and that moral teaching should be based on
this. Because, according to him, the purpose of moral education should not be
to teach children a certain moral law, but to make them understand why certain
moral values are suitable for that country and that period. In other words, the aim
was not to raise children who were more ‘good’, but more suitable for the needs
of the society. In this respect, Bayet not only affirmed that sociological morality,
but even his founder, Durkheim, was criticized for being too philosophical, not
scientific enough [27, 147-149 pp.].

The secular morality built on a humanist, rationalistand secular philosophical
basis does not actually reject God. But he’s not interested in proving it either.
The conscience that allows us to separate good and evil does not false God, but
does not prove him as Catholicism claims. Durkheim emphasized that secular
moral education made a significant difference in the point of separating the
moral forces from religious allegories, symbols and presenting them in their
naked rationality, making the child feel the reality of these forces without a
mythological intermediary [28, 11 p.].

The moral ideal of secularism denied that morality was the domain of
religion and proposed a universal morality on the basis of human rights and
responsibilities [29, 49 p.]. On the other hand, although it derives its secular
moral source from the idea of the Enlightenment, it emerged as a bourgeois
social engineering project that was not only theoretical, but also involved and
interfered with the practical transformations that took place in the 19th century
[27, 3 p.]. This situation has put some obstacles in front of its development
and socialization. Because for this project, it is thought that God - through
the ‘order’ - can also perform an important function in the acceptance of class
position and state authority, and it is not abandoned.

Since secularization aims to provide a certain lifestyle and understanding
of action to man, although it is a moral aspect, political and philosophical
principles also emerge in the understanding of lifestyle and action it offers.
Because secularization as a thought reveals a type of information that will guide
the person in every field so that people can develop and heal in all respects
and easily obtain living conditions, and in this sense, it values the experienced
knowledge. With this in mind, various theories have been developed that base
morality with non-religious phenomena and human feelings. Since all of the
value provisions created by these theories are based on individuals, periods and
various cultures, they are constantly variable, they cannot develop objective,
general and continuous moral principles. As we mentioned earlier, Epicurean,
Hume, Mill, B. Russel and A. Philosophers such as Ayer have developed
irreligious moral theories and criticized the moral origin of religion in various
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ways [13, 10 p.]. It is possible to collect the criticisms made in this regard in a
few articles.

Secularization accepts that in the determination of moral good and evil on
the grounds that religion is not experimentable and experienceable, religion
can be rejected and a morality that can be developed a solid, consistent and
will lead to human happiness based on naturalness to reason and physics world
only by secular means. At the same time, secular moralists «is a moral principle
good because God commands it, or is it because it is good that God command
it?» By asking the question, they oppose the religious moral relationship. ‘How
will we know God’s wishes correctly and make them moral?’” By asking the
question, it has been argued that religion should not be a source of morality,
and even that it should be kept completely out of the field of morality. By citing
the Bible and the Torah as an example, there are serious contrasts among the
moral principles on the religion-moral relationship, as well as justifications [30,
410 p.]. Accordingly, «There are perhaps thousands of different interpretations
of religions and morality with reference to God.» They oppose the religion-
moral relationship on the grounds. It is even pointed out that religion should be
completely excluded from the moral field.

It has been opposed that religious morals do all their orientations and
arrangements completely towards the afterlife, without taking into account
the world, making the world’s life miserable, and the source of morality
and religion on the grounds. According to those who adopt secular morality;
religion restricts the right of choice and freedom of the individual [31, 295
p.]. Attributing a supernatural quality to moral principles sanctifies all moral
principles. This sanctification also prevents the discussion, questioning and
criticism of moral principles. In this case, too, morality turns into an ordinary
stereotypical structure and can never be perfected [30, 404 p.]. For such reasons,
it is emphasized that it is necessary to keep religion away from the field of
morality.

These criticisms can be defended in some ways or criticized in many ways.
Some of the points that are the subject of criticism may apply to some religions
that have lived or lived in the world. However, the mistake of evaluating all
religions with a generalist approach is a known fact. On the other hand, the
phenomenon of «religion» should be taken into account as long as there is a
believer. Especially if some determinations are made about morality, which
somehow enters every area of human life, the religion that those people consider
valuable and sacred must be taken into account. Otherwise, the determinations
made will not give the desired result. Therefore, it is necessary to evaluate the
criticisms directed about the religion-moral relationship, taking into account
the believers.
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Conclusion

Today, secularism and secularism appear above all as a politically weighted
term. As we mentioned before, secularism is the way of thinking and living that
pushes all kinds of values and principles attributed to religion out of social life
and prioritizes these worldly phenomena instead of beliefs and religious actions.
Thus, secularism, by accepting this world as livable, breaks the relations of the
individual and society with the hereafter and the sacred. Although it seems at a
glance that secularism rejects everything sacred, in fact, secularism in real sense
sanctifies its own worldly principles. That is, this is man’s blessing himself and
the products he produces.

When we look at the general studies on religious morality, the view that
there will be no irreligious morality is more common. According to them, when
moral values are not based on God or superhuman authority, but reduced only
to human resource, morality loses its meaning to a certain extent and leads to
Nietzche’s understanding that ‘everything has been allowed since God died’ [32;
178]. But here, we should also point out that it is not a very correct approach
to limit or base moral values only by revelation. Because man is a being prone
to morality by nature. As we stated above, regardless of a certain experience of
revelation that has emerged in history, man has some information about good
and bad, right and wrong. The existence of moral values in the nature of man
is a kind of law of nature. It is quite natural that there is morality where people
live in the same way as there is life where water is. Here, the duty of people is to
develop these moral values, to perfect them and thus to create a virtuous society.

There are basic points that distinguish between secular morality and
religious morality. One of the most important features that distinguishes
religious morality from secular morality is that it takes care to raise a good
person rather than raising a ‘good citizen’. The primary ideal of secular moral
teaching is worldly gain, its mainstay is physics, strength. The primary ideal of
the religious moral teaching is to satisfy spiritual gain and God and reach the
happiness of two worlds as humanity. The main point is justice. Problems are
tried to be solved with the concern of a fair solution.

The method used in secular morality is ‘I’ centrist, and competition and
competition for success are sanctified. The life principle of secular moral
teaching is struggle. Since life is a struggle, ‘it may not be important to think of
someone else to be successful’, which can be acted with pre-acceptance. In the
religion-centered moral teaching, the principle of life is struggle and at the same
time cooperation. Man has a sense of fulfilling his life responsibilities not only
for himself, but also for his family, society and humanity. Sharing morality is
prioritized. It is advisable to think of his neighbor, the weak, the poor and other
people before him. In religious morality, man is free, but he constantly feels
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control of God in his heart. Thus, the conscience of the individual is controlled
by the fear of God instead of the fear of the police.
