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Abstract. The paper examines the national press activities of Jadids that marked a
turning point in the enlightenment process. Then, the role of printing culture and press
in raising awareness and national consciousness among the Central Asian people is an-
alysed. Following this, the political movement of Jadidism is examined, and concludes
by arguing that Jadidism was formed not only as a cultural and political movement,
but also as a religious-cultural and anti-colonial movement resisting against the Soviet
regime. Furthermore, this research argues that if the Jadids had not awoken the mass
people by enlightenment, reform and national press, independence or national identity
would not have been attained. This thesis argues that Jadidism emerged as a reaction-
ary movement against Soviet exploitation, freedom from which, Jadids believed, could
be achieved via education and national consciousness. Throughout the research, the
considerable efforts of Jadids in enlightening the people through new-method learn-
ing, press activities, and a political liberation movement will be demonstrated. Then
this research will conclude by reviewing the main arguments of the work conducted,
emphasising the limitations and presenting some recommendations for future research.

Introduction
Although numerous investigations have been conducted on this topic,

since the collapse of the USSR, many Western scholars have shown a deep
interest in studying Jadidism [1, p. 330]. However, despite a plethora of ar-
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chives and historical narrative materials being available, due to strict Soviet con-
trol, many scientific articles and studies on the Jadid movement are biased and fail
to remain impartial. Even though many studies have been carried out in this area,
views about the movement are particularly divergent.The scholarly overview sug-
gests that there is a need to explore the intellectual history of Central Asia from its
religious, sociocultural, and political perspectives. Therefore, in order to achieve
this objective, this paper intends to critically analyse the role of the modernist
movement in reforming the region through ‘new-method’ schooling, publishing
activities, and stirring national consciousness among Muslims in Central Asia us-
ing strategies of reform. This study asserts that Jadidism emerged as a reactionary
movement against Soviet exploitation, freedom from which, Jadids believed, could
be achieved via education and national consciousness. Throughout the research,
the considerable efforts of Jadids in enlightening the people through new-method
learning, press activities, and a political liberation movement will be demonstrated.

Methodology

Regarding the methods applied in this research, the theoretical and meth-
odological basis of this thesis relies upon the work of history scholars and their
achievements to date. During the research, a comparative historical-interpretive
and explanatory approach is applied in order to classify the content and nature of
the Jadid movement as a socio-historical phenomenon. In the assessment of the
socio-political history of Jadidism, the author will adhere to the principle of ob-
jectivity. This research utilises comparative historical and chronological methods
when examining the documents and materials related to the Jadids given in Ky-
dyraliyev’s [2] dissertation, along with the research of Western scholar Khalid [3]
and these will be synthesised.

The Role of Jadidism in Forming the National Press

Printing revolutionised the intellectual viewpoint of individuals and cultures
with which it came into contact [3, p. 235]. Europe was able to transmit modernity
through printing, suggesting that the ‘printing revolution” enabled the rapid propa-
gation of the technology of fifteenth century Europe [3, p. 240]. As a fleeting
mass-produced product, a ‘one-day best seller’ — Benedict Anderson’s expression
— the newspaper is designed to be read quickly, comparatively negligently, and only
as a source of information, in stark dissimilarity to the rigorous, deferential reading
of a limited amount of scripts that had dominated pre-modern usages of the written
word [4, p. 9]. The first indigenous newspaper in Central Asia was the official Turk-
istan WilayatiningGazeti[3, p. 245]. According to Khalid, the paper was aimed at
local bureaucrats of the regime, and it sought to keep them abreast of the procedures
of the government. Although, Khalid cites archival sources regarding the emer-
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gence of the first official vernacular newspaper in Central Asia, he does not discuss
the purpose of that newspaper. However, Kydyraliyev [2, p. 55] contends that the
newspaper Turkistan Wilayati was initially established by the Soviet regime at the
proposal of Von Kaufmann to Russify and convert Central Asian Muslims into
Christians. This is supported by Bennigsen and Lemercier-Quelquejay [5, p. 79],
who note that despite the main role played by Muslims in its publishing, it [TWG]
was conventional, and very antagonistic to all expressions of Jadids. As Russians
edited this, it cannot be recognised as a genuine ‘Muslim’ newspaper; on closer re-
view, the role of the newspaper appears to have been far more equivocal [2, p. 45].
Despite its continuous operation of publishing from 1870 till 1917, totalling 47
ceaseless years, it was unable to attract many subscribers. While Turkic-language
newspapers from the Ottoman Empire entered Central Asia, it was not until after the
1905 revolution that private provincial newspapers were permitted to be published
locally [6, p. 185]. When press became possible, the Jadids embraced this new ap-
proach, seeking to use newspapers as a tool for spreading information and advocat-
ing reform. In 1914, Behbudi described newspapers to the public in order to famil-
iarise them with their purpose, explaining that as newspapers discuss matters of
society — and often condemning it — they take on the role of a ‘spiritual leader’.
Thus, at the beginning of the twentieth century, a Muslim periodical press and a
national independent press emerged in the region [6, p. 187]. Owing to high illiter-
acy among the native people, authors, readers and the distributors of this periodical
were the Jadids themselves [7, p. 51]. Despite their press being short-lived, it was
extremely influential in countering the conservative elite. For instance, Khalid [3, p.
260] argues that Jadidism as a reformist movement would have been implausible
without the printing press, for the printed word enabled the Jadids to protest the
moral monopoly of the conservative cultural elite, the ulema. As an illustration,
Numandjon [6, p. 188] provides evidence in his research that the Tarakki newspaper
sometimes sharply criticised the government and ulema for misusing the collected
taxes from ordinary citizens, using them not for the needs of the people but to op-
press the masses. This led to the paper being branded a ‘rebel newspaper’, and after
the twentieth issue was published on nineteenth August 1906, it was shut down at
the request of Tashkent’s conservative clerics. This evidence regarding the criticism
of the government and traditional clerics, and the shutting down of the press, indi-
cates that the Soviet government and traditional clerics were fearful of the press
activities of the Jadid networks. This is because the newspaper enlightened the in-
digenous people about the government’s backward system of administration and its
oppressive character, with which the Islamic clerics had a tight cooperation and kept
abreast of the updates of events. While Numandjon [6, p. 190]) claims that the suc-
cess of this newspaper was due to the substantial contribution of Jadids such as
Munavvar-Kara Abdurashidkhanov, ShokirMukhtori, and IsmoilAliyev, and was
designed to awaken nationalism, Bennigsen and Lemercier-Quelquejay [5, p. 85],
French experts on the Muslim press of the early twentieth century, argue that the
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Tarakkinewspaper was prepared by one Tatar and several Russian socialists and this
newspaper belonged to socialists. However, the issue of the newspaper denouncing
the unworthy clerics by saying “It’s time to free yourself from these germs in tur-
bans!”’suggests that the newspaper did belong to Jadids rather than to the Soviet
regime. One can easily see from the provided example that the “germs in turbans”
that Tarakki was referring to were the conservative ulema, whom the Jadids criti-
cised for causing the degradation of Muslim society. However, the spread of the
written word in the form of print began a significant shift in the way knowledge was
perceived and acquired, as well as its role in society. Khalid [3, p. 189] posits that
the typical functions of writing were clouded by the previously reverential and sac-
ramental uses of it. Moreover, traditionally in Islamic teaching, the ability of the
written word to impart the actual intended meaning of the writer has been in doubt.
Understanding of the written word was generally thought to be achieved only by
personal contact with a master, someone in authority who could explain the text in
more detail; this typically took place in a madrasa [8, p. 101]. This also served to
reinforce the idea of the academic elite being at the top of the cultural and social
hierarchy. The printing revolution led to the written word becoming available to
everyone and thus the intermediary role of academics became somewhat obsolete,
resulting in two related outcomes: firstly, the Jadids were able to use print to ques-
tion the authority of those who were typically traditionally educated on matters of
scholarly discourse. The Jadids also wanted social order to be completely reconsid-
ered; when Behbudi [9, p. 201] asserted that newspapers became ‘spiritual leaders’
of society or that the theatre became a ‘house of admonition’ (ibratkhona) in which
society could scrutinise its illnesses, he was directly challenging the monopoly of
the conventional cultural establishment. The knowledge of the traditional masters
was not able to meet the requirements of that time to cure the ills of society. The
press reconsidered the borders of the public space within which debate was organ-
ised. The formation of a print-based community resulted in a new cultural politic to
emerge in Central Asia. Alternatively, the writing itself reached the point of desa-
cralisation due to the ubiquity of print. This ubiquity, meshed with the dissemination
of functional literacy, seemed to shift the focus towards the text and away from the
master — and everyone who could read knew the secret. The functional uses of writ-
ing were made much more obvious with the increasing use of printing and newspa-
pers. According to Fitrat [10, p. 11], the Jadids were disparaging of the medieval
commentaries used in the madrasa and they sought to go back to the scriptural
sources of Islam, and these ideas were built into the new approach to writing. How-
ever, these ideas appeared to be in direct opposition to the ulema s authority. Print-
ing now enabled the Jadids to change the way society dealt with cultural dispute and
allowed the movement to initiate cultural reform in ways that the older, traditional
elite had no control over. Following Tarakki, a newspaper called Khurshed (The
Sun), whose editor and publisher was the renowned Jadid and reformist figure of
Tashkent Munavvar-Kara Abdurashidkhanov, and whose secretaries were Abdusal
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and Utaba preached the idea of unity among Muslims. In the leading programmatic
article, in particular, it was said that the newspaper pursued the goal of proving in-
correct the assertion that there was no unity among Muslims. Apart from this, the
newspaper paid a lot of attention to school reforms, everyday traditions, and acted
as an exposer of drunkenness and unjustified expenses on rituals. However, animos-
ity from the ulema and the Soviet regime towards the Jadids meant that their usage
of print declined significantly. The Soviets imposed restrictions and censorship on
books and newspapers, while the ulema opposed every single new bidat that the
Jadids proposed. For instance, the ulema were incensed when an article was printed
in the Taraqqi newspaper in Tashkent that denounced the traditional maktab; the
upshot of this was that the ulema asked the city administrator to shut the paper down
Utaba. This was by no means an isolated event, and the increasing interference from
the Soviet government in the affairs of the newspapers meant that the press’s influ-
ence was significantly curbed. Despite the short-term existence of the Jadid press, it
still contributed to the overall development of Turkestan society. The Jadids, through
newspapers and magazines published at their own expense, expressed their thoughts,
ideas, and worldview, awakened the national-patriotic spirit of the people, promoted
new-method schools, advocated secular life, and condemned the backwardness of
the peoples of the region.

The Press and the Rise of Nationalism

One of the important roles in shaping nationalism among the Central Asian
people belongs to the Jadids as the nation (millat) was the focus of Jadid reform.
With regards to the question of national identity among Central Asians, Khalid [3,
p. 201] claims that Central Asians did not have any specific type of identity, ex-
cluding the religious, until 1917. This is supported by the eminent Russian orien-
talist Bartold [11, p. 1935] who noted in 1926: “The settled peoples of central Asia
are in the first place Muslims and think of themselves only secondarily as living in
a particular town or district; to them the idea of belonging to a particular stock is of
no significance.” This suggests that the indigenous population of Central Asia were
Muslims and were not aware of what was happening around them and the world,
meaning that national identity or nationality were not perceived due to the high
level of illiteracy and the lack of press that would enable communication. Howev-
er, Bennigsen and Lemercier-Quelquejay [5, p. 90], whose work has been im-
mensely important, assert that the national movement was instigated in Central
Asia, after the defeat of Russia by Japan in 1905, suggesting that the Jadids proba-
bly set in motion the beginnings of national identity and nationalist sentiments
among the native people through the press. Press and printing off not only facilitat-
ed this communication, but also allowed ordinary people recognise their identity
through the means of textbooks and newspapers which were written and printed by
Jadids. For example, according to Sarsembayev [12, p. 340], the Kazak-language
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journal Qazagq, founded in 1912 by a group of Kazakh intellectuals, presented dis-
cussion on the promotion of education and national sentiments. Moreover, numer-
ous students, young people, and intelligentsia took part in a campaign to promote
the cultural and national ambitions of the population. This indicates that the print
culture helped develop a culture of discourse among people where ideas of social
and cultural reform could be disseminated in an effective way. For example, An-
derson [4, p. 45] highlights how novel methods of communication, coupled with
new power systems, helps to drive fresh ways to imagine communities. Print, the
statistics, and the globe allowed the Jadids to enable the indigenous people of Cen-
tral Asia to observe themselves as inhabitants of a modern, interrelated world, and
the integration of a Turkish community within the Muslim world. For instance,
maps and images related to the Ottoman Empire began appearing on postcards,
globes and atlases which, for the first time, led to the Muslim ummah being per-
ceived as a geopolitical object. A geography textbook by Munawwar Qari [13]
gave explanations about each of the main countries around the world, as well as
presenting a census that gave the number of Muslim people in those countries. This
abovementioned account seems to indicate that the Jadids, seeing their nation so
deeply asleep and unaware of culture and civilization, realised that they needed to
be awoken gradually — initially through education, by introducing them to secular
subjects such as history, mathematics, and geography so that they could imagine
and understand when discussing other culturally developed countries. Therefore,
the printing press that played such a major role in inculcating national identity and
paved the way for recognising and understanding other countries by looking at
them comparatively. In this sense, Anderson [4, p. 47] points to the significance of
‘print capitalism’ in forming a sense of collective community in the nineteenth
century that facilitated the growth of nationalism in many parts of the world. Thus,
it can be assumed that print culture possibly helped to increase nationalist senti-
ments and loyalties in Central Asia in the following ways. Numerous vernacular
newspapers that started to be published in Central Asia held nationalist feelings,
and the reporting of colonial misrule encouraged nationalist activities by assisting
in the dissemination of the message of nationalism to the majority of the native
Muslim population. For example, the gathering in the congresses of Muslim repre-
sentatives who held the same views and ideologies about the creation of an auton-
omous state suggests that print culture played an indispensable role in delivering
nationalistic sentiments and raising the cultural level and patriotism among the
indigenous population in the early twentieth century. In the same vein, Gellner [3,
p. 122]claims nationalism and national identity is established when the high cul-
ture among the masses is attained. High culture, he argues, can be achieved only
through knowledge. His analysis suggests that national identity is achieved when
the people are aware and consciously recognise their identity. Therefore, it could
be concluded that in order to raise awareness of national identity and allegiance,
Jadids exerted a significant amount of effort in awakening nationalism among the

populace through the national press, which proved highly efficient in disseminat-
ing the information rapidly. According to the assertion of Khalid [3, p. 129], the
Jadids intended to establish or prepare an elite group of people consisting of intel-
ligent and at the same time true Muslims who would lead the nation. Jadids wanted
to build a different Muslim community that retained the Islamic religion along with
national identity as well. As print capitalism is crucial, according to Anderson [4,
p. 139], the press seems to have played a key role in raising the national conscious-
ness among the Central Asian indigenous population. For example, since 1905
when Soviet authorities allowed the publication of newspapers and books, it helped
the integration of Central Asian Muslim communities as an ‘imagined communi-
ty’, allowing native populations throughout the Russian Empire to read the same
articles and views of Jadid enlighteners and to disseminate and share this informa-
tion. Therefore, Anderson’s theory and his model worked in the formation of na-
tional identity in Central Asian states. Print capitalism in the sense of investment in
materials, communication technology in the sense of printed word and limitations
in terms of language variety, as most people had no command of Russian. With the
help of vernacular languages, through the press, people with low literacy were able
to become aware of the politics and activities of the Soviet state. Thus, the connec-
tion between educated and less educated was realised via the press. However, this
caused disturbances among the Soviet regime and they took immediate measures
to intervene into press affairs. For example, Khalid [14, p. 5] states that the govern-
ment maintained strict control over vernacular newspapers. Prior to 1917, there
were nine newspapers in print in Turkistan and all of them closed within just a few
months of beginning operations. The poetry books of Abdulhamid Sulayman Yunus
Cholpan (1897-1938), Uyganish (The Awakening), and Bilim Ochagi magazine,
which were part of the output of the Turkistan Joint State Publishing House, caused
political disturbances. The patriotic tone and nationalistic slant of publications
quickly attracted Party criticism and prompted the Soviet authorities to establish
presses and editorial boards in Moscow, such as the Central Oriental Publishing
House. Despite their success in raising awareness among Central Asians, the Sovi-
et administration [15, p. 150] viewed nationalism negatively, especially in the Cen-
tral Asian region, and after 1925, Soviet officials became suspicious of the local
nationality editorial board and began monitoring their publishing activities. Ac-
cording to Allworth [7, p. 42], Central Asian publishers did not show an allegiance
to the policy of the Soviet party where the Russian Marxist doctrine was empha-
sised, and therefore the Soviet administration took measures to make them turn
away from endeavours to request Central Asians with notions of national indepen-
dence for their commitment to the new regime. The organised pressure on the na-
tional press resulted in the replacement of some editors by new publishers in Cen-
tral Asia’s press network, and these new staff members carried out a decisive
struggle against the national press and nationalistic ideology. Thus, the dispute
over the thought-control between the Soviet regime and local press began to erupt,
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battling for nationalistic ideology. While the Soviets claimed one Soviet nation
ideology based on the concept of Marxism, the local publishers claimed the nation-
alistic ideology pertinent to their beliefs and ethos. The Soviet regime, therefore,
nervously intensified their siege on the indigenous press in a struggle against them,
as Soviet Union aspired to conquer and control Central Asian publishing activities
and restrain the nationalism of the native elites.

The National Political Movement for Liberation and Independence

Notwithstanding the contribution of the Jadids to cultural education and pub-
lishing development, they also took part in the construction and propagation of
secular nationalism by turning to politics, particularly after the Revolution in 1905,
when publication of newspapers and journals was permitted by the Soviet admin-
istration. Although the Jadids’ objective was to modernise schools with the new
method by adhering to Islam, the achievement of national liberation from the So-
viet state was an aspiration as well. For example, MunawwarQary, a leading Jadid
of Central Asia, asserted that “the conviction of reform is not limited to a resur-
gence of spiritual life, but to acquire national freedom”. The revival of the nation
[16, p. 1196] was also an aim, in which the new way of reasoning was used in
conjunction with the previous spiritual life and a deep national consciousness
ought to reign, suggesting that, being under Soviet authority, not only did the Cen-
tral Asian population lose their freedom, but also their cultural identity [17, p. 155].
This suggests that the Jadid movement or cohort of intellectuals seem to have been
formed in resistance to the Soviet regime that had seized the Central Asian land
and thus impacting on the cultural life of the indigenous people. For example, the
Russification of the people and amalgamation into one Soviet nation Khalid [14, p.
5] indicates that this Soviet policy pushed the educated and intelligent groups of
people to unite and organise the institution so that educating the illiterate native
population through new-method schooling [18, p. 3] would gradually shift to a
national awakening movement and, eventually, liberation. Elaborating further,
Khalid [19, p. 154] provides evidence that the cultural reform movement of Jadi-
dism was the sole precursor to a secular political movement that Jadidism eventu-
ally had to become. Thus, cultural reform movement of Jadidism seem to suggest
that the eminent Jadids such as Kursavi, Marjani, and Donish were forced into
service as precursors to a great national movement whose life work has been a
stepping stone to a higher aim, for which they provided the preconditions for the
later movement. Thus, the Jadid movement, represented by the writings and opin-
ions of Ismail Bey Gasprinskii, Abdul Rauf Fitrat, and Mirsaid Sultan-Galiev,
looked to find leadership in a range of parties so that they would be in a better po-
sition to disseminate their views [20, p. 112]. Several of their newspapers were
read widely and held considerable influence, including Qazaq, Vakht, and Kene-
gash. As a direct result of this increased political awareness among the Muslim
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population, people began demanding independence and there were increased at-
tempts to politically cooperate with others. In 1905, the Jadids convened a Pan-Is-
lamic assembly, headed by Abdur Rashid Ibrahimov, and founded the ‘Alliance of
Muslims’ [21, p. 47]. This historical evidence indicates that the Jadid movement
was an anti-colonial organisation that was formed to achieve independence from
the Soviet state as an oppressive policy, pursued by the colonial government, and
encountered strong oppositional movement of the Jadids of Turkestan in the intel-
lectual and cultural manner. For the first time, fully educated Turkic intellectuals,
merchants, and clergymen questioned the legality of the Soviet regime. Behbudi
used this to mobilise people to achieve freedom, and his actions — across many
disparate political and social dimensions — resulted in him becoming a true ‘father’
of the Jadid movement in Turkestan. Behbudi, according to Khalid [3, p. 289], as-
sociated the progress of the people with education, with a fundamental change in
its political system and achievement of independence. Behbudi, in several articles,
criticises the colonial policy of the tsarist government and its rulings. Bazarbayev
[17, p. 230] maintains that independence would not be possible without contest,
suggesting that freedom or independence must be achieved and it is historically
known that any nations, in order to become independent, had to struggle and that
liberty is achieved through unity. Behbudi [22, p. 7] states that “Muslims, especial-
ly Central Asian Muslims, do not want anyone or anything to constrain or exert
pressure on their religion and nation, and do not have any intention to threaten
someone’s independence”. In this regard, he buttresses the idea of Munawwar
Qari: “Freedom is not granted, it must be achieved” [13, p. 9]. However, it should
be noted that he does support the idea of Munawwar Qari in the sense that freedom
can be achieved without blood and sacrifice. Behbudi, akin to many Jadids, wanted
bloodless battle against colonialism, and thus he was against the revolution. He
believed that autonomy could be achieved by following the rules of the State
Duma. Despite him being a supporter of the movement for autonomy, he wanted to
attain autonomy in a peaceful manner through negotiation not violating the rules
and shedding blood. The divergence of views within the movement paved the way
for the emergence of two groups within the Jadids: namely, the nationalists and the
pro-revolutionists [23, p. 113]. While nationalists were willing to pursue the en-
lightenment of Central Asian society without the support of Soviet authorities and
wanted complete freedom from Soviet authority, pro-revolutionaries wanted the
Soviet patronage — in other words, they wanted to be under the Soviet state, mean-
while attaining autonomy in cultural, educational, and financial domains [23,
p. 230]. On the dispute over the state structure system, Behbudi [9, p. 202] suggest-
ed that Turkestan should take a special place in the structure of federal Russia and
the majority of the members of the Duma should be Muslims and least be Russians.
These notions were strengthened by the ‘Project of Autonomy’ document, which
was accepted by the Turkic Federalists in July of 1917. This document contained
information that the Jadids, who enthusiastically supported the ideas of the All-Rus-
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sian Muslim movement, underscored the autonomous self-dependency in the fed-
eral state structure of Russia meaning that the Russian Muslim federation had to be
created without cutting off connections with Russia. By supporting the assertion of
Kydyraliyev, Khalid [3, p. 287] maintains that the archived evidence regarding
Muslims joining the Party is still impossible to determine to some extent; yet, he
asserts that the evidence indicates that a growing number of Jadids were recruited
into the party implying that the Jadids to some extent were successful in achieving
their aim at attaining independence not through war or revolution, but through
peaceful means by joining the Soviet party and acting on behalf of the Muslim
people from there. Thus, Jadids rapidly changed themselves into Muslim Commu-
nists and again claimed to speak on behalf of the Muslims of Turkestan. Although
the majority of Muslims who signed up to the Party during or after 1917 were not
previously Jadids as such, a considerable increase in numbers of Muslims entering
political life was witnessed during the revolution, thus extending the base of the
politically active elite in Central Asia. Although the pro-revolution Jadids who
supported the Soviet policy were recruited to the Communist Party, their increase
in numbers and influence in the administration made the Soviet authorities uneasy.
For example, Khalid [3, p. 289] claims that the political activity of the Muslim
Board in Turkestan was so powerful that the Bolsheviks, who came to reign, had to
obey it. With regards to the function of Jadids within the Communist Party, Sabol
[24, p. 229] claims that despite the fact that many Jadids joined the Communist
party they remained patriotic and loyal to their own nations and still claimed na-
tional autonomy. As an example, he states that Sultan Galiyev, a leading Jadid, had
called for the formation of a Soviet Turkic Republic. He goes on to explain that
what the Soviet authorities could not understand was that the allegiance and loyal-
ty to Marxism was secondary only to his commitment to nationalist objectives.
This probably made Stalin accuse Sultan-Galiyev of conspiring with Muslim Turk-
ish nationalists to establish a Pan-Turanian Eastern International. The Soviet sus-
picion of Pan-Turkism might have had some truth behind it; this is because many
Jadids kept close contact with the Ottoman authorities in Transcaucasia and in Is-
tanbul, as well entertaining the hope of attracting military interference [25, p. 32].
This assumption makes one consider that the Jadids’ aim could possibly have been
to establish a government based on the notion of Pan-Turkism. This is backed by
Saud [26, p. 36]., who states that Osman Khoja made secret negotiations with En-
ver Pasha that led to a treaty between them, entailing the cooperation of Pasha and
Khoja against the Red Army. The threat of a nationalist movement possibly prompt-
ed the Soviet regime to decide to expeditiously delimitate Central Asia in 1925.
Being faced with this potential internal danger, the Soviet authority seemed to ac-
celerate the delimitation and under the ‘divide and rule’ policy the Soviet authority
possibly primarily aimed at preventing a Turkic federation of the Central Asian
peoples. This is supported by Bazarbayev et. all. [27, p. 87] who claim that regard-
ing the autonomy of Central Asian states, divergent opinions appeared between the
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members of the same community and were demonstrated in the press. While some
of them upheld the idea of Turkic unity, or Pan-Turkism, others, although not ex-
plicitly contradicting this idea, chose to resolve the issue of their national identities
first. Thus, Pan-Turkism was put in contrast to Tatarism (fatarchiliq), Kazakhism
(Qazaqchilik) and Pan-Islamism. The dream of Mustafa Chokayev — that is, ‘a
people of one soul, one tongue, one body’ — was not accepted either by the Soviet
regime or by the majority of others in Central Asia as they were afraid of domina-
tion by the Tartars, even though Chokayev was himself a Kazakh. He felt that the
separation of the region into tribal states aimed only to hinder Pan-Turanism. This
historical evidence suggests that the disunity among the Central Asian Muslims
was planned to prevent the formation of a Muslim Federation based upon the idea
of Pan-Turanism or Turkism. Once the Soviet administration strengthened their
power in Central Asia, it began persecuting the Jadids and cleansing them from the
administration by accusing them of being nationalists. This is because, according
to Khalid [3, p. 312], the Soviet authority perceived the Jadids as a potential threat
to their administration and policy in the region, therefore they made the decision to
eliminate them on the grounds that Jadids might have demanded sovereignty for
Central Asia. Due to internal separation and the treacherous Soviet policy the Jad-
id movement was weakened which led to the decline of the Jadids. Almost all of
the Jadid leaders met with violent deaths except Ayni, who died in his bed. For
example, in 1919 Behbudi was captured in the Bukhara and brutally murdered by
the Emir of Bukhara with the help of Bolshevik agents. Even some leading repre-
sentatives of Pan-Turkism, such as Ahmed Agaoglu (1869-1939), Ali Husainzade
(1864-1941), and Yusuf Akchura (1879-1935), had to flee to Turkey. The other
leading Jadids, Ubaidullah Khodjayev, Saidnasyr Mirdjalilov, and Munawwar
Qari, became subject to repression in 1923 and during the latter part of 1929, Mu-
nawwar Qari became a leader of the counterrevolutionary campaign. Qari was shot
and killed in 1930, and was buried secretly at a cemetery in Vaganovkoye with
other senior Jadids such as Said Ahrori and Salimkhan Tillyakhanov from Uzbeki-
stan, and Abdurahman Baydildin and Zhusubek Aymautov from Kazakhstan. Al-
most every famous and respected writer and scientist from Uzbekistan and Ka-
zakhstan was shot in 1937, including Gazi Alim Yunusov, Abdurauf Fitrat, Bulat
Saliev, and Abdullah Qadiri, along with the Kazakh and Uzbek leaders Turar Rys-
kulov, Faizullo Khodjaev and Alikhon Buklikhanov on suspicion of working for
foreign intelligence, being Pan-Turkists, being fervent nationalists, and resisting
the Soviet regime. According to some estimate, thousands of intellectuals were
purged suggesting that the Jadid movement was a coherently structured movement
of which the Soviet regime was fearful. Thus, almost all the Jadids were murdered
and between the executions and the 1980s, it was forbidden to study Jadidism and
the names of representatives of the Jadid movement, such as Behbudi, Fitrat, and
Munawwar, were not to be mentioned for fear of being labelled an enemy of the
nation or a nationalist. The sociocultural and political areas of Central Asia in the
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first quarter of the twentieth century have since seen substantial improvement and
progress. If the Jadids had not initiated the enlightenment of society through
new-method education, press, and political activity, the totalitarian Soviet authori-
ty would not have emphasised the national interests of the indigenous people and
eventually, the contemporary independent states of Central Asia such as Kazakh-
stan, Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan, and Turkmenistan would have turned out entirely
differently. Thanks in part to their courageous contributions and vigorous efforts,
the Central Asian states have achieved independence today.

Conclusion

The research has proposed that the rise of nationalism and the awakening of
the national sentiment inculcated by Jadids would not have been possible without
the printing press [3, p. 289]. As the Jadids were renowned for their ability to
publish newspapers and print publications, the research has displayed that printing
press was of tremendous help in facilitating the implementation of the Jadids strat-
egy by disseminating the information and imparting knowledge, educate the in-
digenous people, consequently, raise the awareness of the national identity among
the Central Asian Muslims. Therefore, the printing of books and newspapers was
an important branch of the Jadids’ activity. This personified a sharp contrast to the
situation before the conquest of Russia, when the production and transmission of
knowledge in Central Asia existed among scribes, mostly orally. While before the
advent of printing, the knowledge was transmitted through personal communi-
cation between people and the possession of knowledge provided moral and cul-
tural authority in society, which determined the status and prestige of a person,
the advent of the printing press allowed the Jadids to determine the direction of
cultural development in their society. Thus, innovations made it possible to pro-
vide an unprecedented flow of information, as a result of which the intelligentsia
from Central Asia has been in closer contact with the outside world. As has been
demonstrated in the research, at the turn of the twentieth century, Central Asians
could read books and, increasingly, periodicals created in the Russian Empire, as
well as imported from the Ottoman Empire. Furthermore, while, in contrast to
the ten-year madrasah study, which was given to the cultural elite, access to the
new public space required only basic literacy, in the new public, the older cultur-
al elite was increasingly marginalized. This rapid flow of information, combined
with new means of communication, led to major changes in the worldview of the
intelligentsia of Central Asia. It has been clearly demonstrated that Jadids played
a central role in awakening the national sentiment of Central Asian Muslims, and
thus they have been represented as those who enabled the establishment of national
identities in Central Asia. Indeed, the notion of a Turkestani Muslim nation was a
well-known matter among the Central Asian Muslims and in this regard the Jadids
have contributed substantially to the establishment of the Muslim national identity.

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Abstract. Innovative technology has changed the modern world. The development and
mass availability of the Internet has expanded the possibilities for people to communicate. The
processes of globalization and the popularization of social networks have practically erased the
borders of states. The entire social and public life of people have undergone transformation.
New religious communities and cults are being created. Religious postulates are changing.
Proselytism and the translation of religious ideas are carried out in a new format - online or
live, that is, it becomes more accessible, there are new ways and forms of transmission of
spiritual knowledge. The content of Internet sermons seems relevant for modern society, but
requires separate consideration in terms of structural analysis of texts.

Sufi practices in Kazakhstan are also undergoing changes. Many of the Sufi groups are ac-
tively involved in the processes of digitalization and use new technologies in religious practice.
In this regard, the purpose of this article is to consider the activities of Sufi tariqats through the
prism of digitalization. Accordingly, the objectives are to identify what modern technologies
modern Sufis are using in Kazakhstan, the role of social networks in attracting new adherents,
and the legitimacy of such practices. The article is based on materials from open sources, per-
sonal pages of Sufi leaders and their followers in social networks, as well as field materials of
the authors.

Key words: Sufis and the Internet, Online Zikr, Digitalization of Sufi Teaching, Internet
Sheikh, Sufis in the New Reality

Introduction

Historically, Sufism is traditional for Kazakhstan and is associated with the
teachings of H.A. Yasavi. During the Soviet period, the centuries-long tradition of

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Sufi tarigats was interrupted. The country regained its independence and began a
process of renaissance. This renaissance of the doctrine had its positive and nega-
tive sides.

At present, a number of Sufi groups of the Nagshbandi line, the Jahriyah -
who consider themselves followers of the tradition of H.A. Yasavi, the Qadiriyya,
and Turkish communities of various trends - are active in the country [1, p. 108].
Modern tariqats, as before, have their own leader-sheikh, devoted followers, and
an internal hierarchy. All of them, like the rest of the world, are users of new tech-
nologies and are involved in the processes of digitalization.

Industry 4.0 is changing people’s everyday lives, including religious life. The
development of new technologies, their accessibility, and their exponential spread
throughout the world have changed the forms and ways in which religious teach-
ings are being disseminated today. Whereas in the days of H.A. Yasavi the teach-
ings were learned through the oral transmission of religious knowledge, today it is
possible to disseminate information through access to the Internet space.

It is difficult to imagine modern human life without mobile devices, the In-
ternet, social networks and messengers. Believers, including followers of Sufism,
actively use various communication channels to broadcast their ideas to society.
Almost all Sufi groups represented in Kazakhstan have pages in social networks
(the exception is the Qadiriya tariqat — due to the closed nature of the group, pre-
sumably the followers use closed groups in messengers). In this regard, this article
provides the activities of Sufi groups in the context of digitalization.

Methodology

The material in this article is based on open sources, particularly the personal
accounts of Sufi leaders. In addition, the authors conducted field research on do-
mestic Sufi groups in Kazakhstan and Turkey. As part of the study, Kazakh leaders
and followers of the Sufi path were asked the question, «How do you use the Inter-
net in your activities? Do you have websites, social networks?». Respondents were
found through social media and using the «snowball» method. Interviews were
conducted offline, online and by phone. At the choice of respondents - in Kazakh
or Russian languages. To comply with international ethical norms, the data of the
interviewees was not disclosed.

Mediatization: the Dynamics of Religious Landscape

The religious landscape of contemporary society is diverse, and the use of new
technologies is constantly expanding. The Internet and new media have become
widely used in the activities of social and religious movements. This is due to easy
accessibility, affordability, access to a wide audience, extraterritoriality, greater
freedom from traditional forms of social control and authority, and the opportunity
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to put forward alternative religious views, civic positions, create new communi-
ties, and even, a new religion.

Campbell and Garner, based on an analysis of Christian communities, iden-
tifies several trends in the attitudes of religions toward digital technology, which
are labeled technological optimism, technological pessimism, and ambivalent at-
titudes [2, p. 28-34]. Technological optimism derives from the value-neutrality of
technology as a tool for transmitting religious attitudes that have replaced or exist
in parallel with book culture. Technological optimists believe that digital technol-
ogy positively affects the functioning of religious communities by enabling them
to promote their teachings in a broad virtual space, to attract new followers, espe-
cially the younger generation, and to organize religious and social practices more
effectively. In technological pessimism, the use of new technology does not change
the content of religious teaching, but simply changes the form of transmission.

Technological pessimism is not simply a neutral tool, but a media environment
with its own operating logic, with its own rules and laws. On this basis, the use of
new technologies by a religious group and its entry into the media space leads to
changes not only in form but also in other levels of the religious system. As Hjar-
vard points out, the media are becoming agents of religious change. For example,
he notes that for a sociological understanding of the role that modern media play in
religion, it is important to emphasize that modern media not only present and com-
municate religious tenets, but also change the ideas and authority of religions, and
change the ways in which people interact with one another about religious matters
[3, p.9-26]. The interaction of religion and the media leads to the dependence of
religion on the media, which functions according to the laws of mass consumer
culture, commercial gain, which determines the genre specificity, the way religious
text, religious and social practices, and religious identity are represented. The free-
doms and opportunities afforded by the media, from the perspective of technolog-
ical optimists, are apparent and lead to the embedding of the religious community
in a new configuration of power relations, where the individual is dehumanized
and the religious community is reduced to an impersonal unit. In addition, the
competitive environment of religious ideas in the media space leads to alternative
religious interpretations that come into conflict with the doctrine of institutional
religions and exacerbate the question of the authenticity of interpretation, the «au-
thority» of religious authority.

The middle ground between technological optimism and pessimism is a dis-
course on the ambivalence and ambiguity of the relationship between religion and
the media. This position proceeds, first, from the fact that new technologies and
religions are not in a vacuum, but in a certain social context that conditions their
interaction. Second, both media and religion are actors, which allows us to speak
not about the one-sided influence of media on religion or vice versa, but about
their interaction and mutual influence. Third, the interaction between religion and
the media can have both positive and negative consequences, depending on the
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context. Within this discourse, Campbell has advanced the concept of the reli-
gious-social framing of technology. Thus, the religious group, before the challenge
of new technologies, undertakes a process of discussion and evaluation in order to
determine their authenticity to the values and directions of the community. This
process of discussion, evaluation, and agreement goes through four stages. First,
the history and traditions of the religious community, which determine their es-
sence, their system of meanings and symbols, and therefore their correlation with
the use of new technologies. Second, the beliefs of the religious community, which
influence the choices regarding technology. Third, the process of discussion, ne-
gotiation, decision-making for the above two conditions, Fourth, the community’s
discourse about the new technologies in order to justify the adaptation of the new
technologies, their correspondence to the values and identity of the community.

Turner, exploring the impact of media on Abrahamic religions, emphasizes the
destruction of traditional forms of religious authority under digitalization, which
were based on oral or printed (book) forms of learning and continuity. The glob-
al information society produces new ways and forms of transferring knowledge,
new pedagogical technologies that lead to new forms of religious authority, to the
emergence of new micro-intellectuals who put forward alternative interpretations,
but no longer so much in the mosque or church as in the media space. As Turner
notes, new technologies have played an important role in the spread of political Is-
lam, whose followers are active online and in new media, mobilizing young people
under Islamic ideas of justice, social equality, and defense of Islam. Ultimately, in
media space, as in offline reality, the question of power over information, over the
production of knowledge, and thus over people’s minds and souls, becomes the
main issue [4, p. 117-134].

As we observe, the interaction of religion and the media becomes in the con-
temporary context a constant process of discussion, evaluation, negotiation about
the possibility of using technology, as well as about the limits of this use.

The United Nations has defined access to the Internet as a «basic human right»,
so the global effort is to ensure that everyone has equal access to what is perhaps
the most important innovation of our time. According to the Digital 2022 Global
Survey, more than two-thirds (67.1%) of the world’s people use cell phones. At the
beginning of 2022 the Internet audience was 4.95 billion users. Today we can state
that more than 60% of the world’s population uses the Internet. In addition, there
are 4.62 billion social network users in the world. According to the world ranking,
the most popular among users are WhatsApp, Instagram, Facebook and in sixth
place TikTok.

A global study shows that the world’s population will spend 12.5 trillion hours
online in 2022. With social media users spending an average of 2 hours and 27
minutes a day on social networks, these platforms account for the largest share
of all the time we spend online - 35%. Indeed, in the early days of the pandemic,
there was a growing awareness of how dependent the world had become on the
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Internet, especially when states of emergency and lockdowns began to be imposed
in some countries. Despite the constant imposition and removal of pandemic re-
strictions over the past two years, people are actually spending more time using
Internet-enabled devices than ever before. Experts predict that the number of social
media users will reach 60% of the world’s population this year [5].

Modern Sufis and the Digital Environment

«Hazireti Shaikh Kurbanali Ahmed Ishan» is an official channel on the video
hosting site Youtube, active since 2014 to the present. The number of subscribers is
22.8 thousand [6]. The number of subscribers shows a positive trend. For example,
during the full lockdown due to the COVID-19 pandemic the growth was over 5.5
thousand subscribers. New videos appear weekly, both from various meetings and
recorded in the studio. There is feedback from the audience in the form of com-
ments, likes and dislikes. There is an account in the social network Vkontakte, but
it has not been maintained since 2017. On Facebook, the last post was in December
2020. In Instagram there is a user registered under the nickname «qurbanaliishany,
however, there are no publications. During the conversation with the followers of
this tariqat, they reported that there is a closed group on the Telegram platform,
where they exchange information. Thus, in this Sufi group, the key media platform
for spreading the teachings is a channel on the video hosting site Youtube.

«The Jahrists». This Sufi group, founded at the dawn of independence, had
an extensive network of representations across the country, both in large cities
and small towns. Given the number of representations across the country, a large
number of followers could be assumed before the leader was imprisoned. Leader
Ismatullah Abdugappar did not have an official account, but videos of his perfor-
mances and the musical group «Yasavi» organized by him are periodically posted
on personal pages in social networks of individuals, presumably supporters of his
ideas. The head of the Sufi group I. Abdugappar was convicted in 2011 and sen-
tenced to prison, but the activities of the Sufi tariqat have not ceased. Active adepts
continued to develop the teachings, who began to spread the teachings by posting
old archive videos on social networks and the video-hosting platform Youtube [7].
In 2019, Ismatullah Abdugappar, released from prison, recorded an appeal to the
Presidents of the United States, Russia, and Turkey [8] to allow the widespread
reading of zikr and to get rid of the COVID2019 pandemic. The appeal contained
an audio sequence, but the video was accompanied by portraits of the heads of
states. Since the publication of these appeals, there has been no information about
it in public sources for more than two years. Field data indicated that the leader
of the tariqat is located in Almaty, Kazakhstan. In September 2022 videos with I.
Abdugappar were published on the video hosting platform Youtube on the channel
«Zhas qazaqg» [9]. He was invited to an international conference in Ufa, Bashkorto-
stan, where he gave a speech. He also gave a sermon at a local mosque. During his
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visit, he was accompanied by Talgat Safich Tadzhuddin (a Soviet and Russian reli-
gious and public figure, Chairman of the Central Spiritual Directorate of Muslims,
Grand Mulfti of Russia). As part of the trip, the foundation of the future mosque
was jointly laid. His speeches were recorded and published in popular social net-
works. He then visited the capital of the Republic of Turkey, in particular the fa-
mous Hagia Sophia temple, about which there was also a video on this channel. As
can be seen from the published video, he was accompanied by a young journalist
Abay Seyfullah during the trip. In addition, in September 2022, the video-hosting
platform Youtube channel «Qasqa Jol / Qasqa Jol» published an interview with
Sayat Ibyrai, doctor of technical sciences, who is one of the followers of the teach-
ings of I. Abdugappar and was also convicted to imprisonment in 2011, released in
2018. Journalist Abay Seyfulla was interviewer [10].

Another part of this Sufi group became involved in writing books, as well as
translating foreign works into Kazakh [11]. They use new marketing techniques to
distribute their books. They organize online broadcasts with university professors,
psychologists, scientists, and public figures, where the conversation broadcasts
Sufi values to all who are connected. An announcement about the planned event
is posted in advance. Videos with stories of Sufi legends and parables by the ad-
herents themselves and their children are posted [12]. Thus, this Sufi group uses
Youtube, Instagram more often.

Nagshbandiya branch of the Haqqganiya. The leader is Sheikh Muhammad
(Mehmet) Adil al-Kubrusi al-Rabbani, who takes his chain of succession from
Sheikh Muhammad Nazim al-Kubrusi. Followers of this Sufi school in Kazakhstan
interact through closed groups on messengers. As noted by one of Kazakhstan’s
followers, due to the extensive network of distribution of the tarigat in various
countries abroad, there are international closed groups in messengers.

«Suhbay spiritual-intellectual school. In this tarigat an innovative step has
been taken, namely the leader - Marat Smagulov (Murat Hakim) has changed the
form of recitation of zikr. Thus, the zikr is conducted both in a traditional form
and online. Videos of online zikr are posted on the social network Instagram, but
subsequently deleted [13]. During the online zikr, the leader of the tarigat M. Sma-
gulov first makes an introduction on religious topics, then begins recitation and
rocking the body back and forth, thereby entering the ecstatic state. The head of
the tarigat also conducts online lectures on current topics in Islam on the platform
of an organization run by the state. This Sufi group uses the following social net-
works: Instagram, Vkontakte, Facebook. In addition, closed groups in messengers,
(WhatsApp), e-mail to distribute books and materials of the teachings among the
followers are used. Thus, a popular platform is Instagram, daily communication
takes place in a closed WhatsApp group.

Turkish tariqats. The development of trade and industrial relations with Tur-
key contributes to the growth in the number of Turkish citizens in Kazakhstan.
In this regard, the number of Turkish Sufi tarigats is increasing. At the moment
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there is no data on the purpose of their activities, but it is known that these tariqats
are actively engaged in social and charitable activities in Kazakhstan. The tarigats
are represented in popular social networks in Turkish language. At the same time,
some publications under the authorship of the Turkish Sufis can be found in Rus-
sian [14]. According to open sources, there was a case in Kazakhstan when a girl
suffered from the activities of the Turkish tariqat suleimenjiler in Kazakhstan. In
addition to meetings (sokhbet), practice of zikr and Rabita [15]. Thus, presumably
communication takes place in closed groups.

«Europeany Sufism. International Sufi School Spiritual mystical practices. This
school belongs to New Age that uses the syncretism of Islam, Sufism of different
«tariqats» with different energetic, esoteric, business and coaching methods. The
leaders are Ruslan Zhukovets (Russia), Konstantin Usov (Russia) and Arman Kham-
itov (Kazakhstan). There are schools-communities both in Kazakhstan and abroad.
On the official website you can read articles by followers, where they describe their
esoteric experience. For example, some see spirits, including the spirit of the Nagsh-
bandi Sheikh Muhammad Nazim Adil al-Kubrusi al-Haqqani, as well as their leaders.
As one follower of this group pointed out, communication takes place three times a
week through the ZOOM cloud platform, both with foreign leaders and with Kazakh
leaders. Interaction takes place in a closed group of messenger WhatsApp. There is
a channel on the video-hosting platform Youtube «International Sufi School of Spiri-
tual and Mystical Practices» [16], where videos with the leader Konstantin Usov are
posted. Thus, in this group the interaction takes place both offline and online.

It should be noted that in Kazakhstan’s media space Sufi values are broadcast
by domestic scholars. For example, domestic researcher Z. Zhandarbek organized
an online event during the ZOOM pandemic where he talked about the benefits of
the practice of loud zikr, in particular the one that promotes healing and prevention
of respiratory diseases due to coronary infection. However, the announcement of the
event was subsequently removed from Facebook by the user. Also, Kazakh scientist
Ainur Abdrasilkyzy, through his personal Instagram account, periodically conducts
paid trainings and lectures, where the topics include such aspects as: «Types of Zikrs.
Loud and Secret Zikr», «History of saints», «The teachings of H.A. Yasavi» and oth-
ers. Note that she has a large number of subscribers on Instagram and Youtube [17].

Thus, Sufi teaching, which has centuries-old roots, adapts to the new reality
and continues in the context of the global digitalization of society. It is worth not-
ing that some modern Sufis have their own equipped recording studios. In general,
are represented in all Internet platforms currently popular in the world and in Cen-
tral Asian countries.

Conclusion

Therefore, the pandemic has enabled virtually everyone on Earth to redefine
human values. It has opened up new possibilities for communication. Thus, we
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have all mastered a wide range of online platforms for business meetings, scientific
events, education and even worship. It is positive that many mosques and churches
have switched to a new format for interacting with their flock and carrying out re-
ligious activities. As religious leaders note, there has been an influx of parishioners
through the Internet. In addition, believers now have the opportunity to participate
online in worship services abroad. It is all thanks to the development of digital
technology and of course, the progressiveness of modern religious leaders who
meet the spirit and needs of today’s believers. It is no secret that the Internet space
today is used to spread destructive ideas. New digital religions are emerging. In
this regard, there is a need to study these phenomena for timely response.

At present we are witnessing not only the use of the results of scientific and
technological progress by believers to preserve, present and develop religion, but
also the construction of new religious forms directly related to the development of
high technology. At the same time, the role and place of religion in connection with
the development of technology and the Internet is ambiguous. Thus, the presence
of religion in cyberspace can be classified into types; the first is just a new form
of representing an existing religion; the second is virtual religions that exist only
in virtual space. [18, p.150] Technological progress on the one hand provides op-
portunities for freedom of self-expression and creativity, and on the other hand, it
actualizes the danger of human withdrawal into virtual reality and loss of connec-
tion with the real world.

In this article we examined the activities of Kazakhstan’s Sufi tarigats in the
context of digitalization. As can be seen from the above, almost all domestic Sufi
groups use new technologies, in particular the Internet space to spread their reli-
gious views, ideas and increase the number of followers. Social networks, vid-
eo-hosting platforms, and messengers have become a relevant platform for prose-
lytism. Analysis shows that when a particular social network loses its popularity,
its adherents stop using it and move on to more interesting sites for users. For
example, the Russian network Vkontakte has become less popular due to the de-
velopment of Instagram and as a consequence Sufi adherent have actually stopped
posting content in this social network. In addition, short videos of 3-7 minutes are
now popular among the population, so long sermons or speeches are edited into
shorter ones for the convenience of users. In general, each Sufi tariqat has different
digital resources. For example, an equipped studio for audio and video recording,
an administrator, an editor and other specialists competent in attracting a new au-
dience - subscribers, while others have no such resources.

The question of the legitimacy of such proselytizing through the use of new
technologies to disseminate Sufi teachings is little studied. However, based on cur-
rent realities and the use of social networks by global Sufi groups, one can draw an
analogy and conclude that such dissemination of the doctrine is quite legitimate. In
addition, Kazakhstan has legislation in the sphere of religion that suppresses any
unlawful actions, statements, etc.
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However, it is important to note the key role of the «Teacher-Learner» concept
in Sufism, which the Internet space cannot replace. Communication in social net-
works and messengers serves to increase the number of followers and maintain the
attention of adherents, but it cannot replace live communication. Thus, with each
new breakthrough in communication technology humanity gets a chance to show
itself not only from the best side, but also from the worst side. The digitalization of
religion in this case also has both positive and negative sides. Sufism in modernity
has also changed and transformed in the new socio-cultural environment, adapting
to the demands of modern consumers of spiritual knowledge.

In general, the very fact of widespread use of modern technology in the dis-
semination of Sufi tradition through the World Wide Web testifies to its adaptabil-
ity and relevance for modern man.

Zoroastrianism: a schism, Turan’s separation from tengrism

Abstract. The article is devoted to the certain issues of the spread of Tengrism in Central Asia,
the problem of religious schism, the separation of Zoroastrianism from the depths of Tengrism.
The article focuses on the answers of Zoroaster to the worldview questions of Bairi, Akhun, it is
shown that Zoroaster in search of adherents of the new belief acts as the reformer, later this act was
characterized by the prophetic co-religionists, his ten-year activity to promote his radically new
ideas is perceived as heretical and schismatic. This led to the first religious war in ancient Turan.
The composition of the participants in the battle for the belief, which took place on the southern
outskirts of the Maryi valley, was determined. On the basis of genetic data, the ethnic composition
of the combatants was traced. It is concluded on the basis of the latest results of DNA studies of
the inhabitants of the region that the Chionites, who, according to the conclusion of a number of
leading historians, were Xiongnu, are actually proto-Xiongnu (Q). And this meant that since the
Huns were Tengrians, the Chionites were early supporters of this belief. The religious war for belief
was between the Tengrians and the Zoroastrians. It is concluded that Zoroaster, who separated the
new knowledge, came out of the depths of Tengrianism, observed some attributes of shamanism,
was a Scythian by origin of an Asian branch of the R1ala2b haplgroup.

Abstract. This article discusses a set of religious mobile applications, which are a special
digital tool or assistant for solving spiritual problems of a modern believer. A typology of such
applications is given according to the Apple Store soft market and content features.

ALau¥) ¢ye
daalallin saY) 5iaall). A historical and source study analysis was carried out of the only surviving
manuscript of the treatise (HagiaSofia/4855), first recognized in the science of Farabivology and
included in the bibliographic index of the works of the Second Teacher in the middle of the 20th
century (1951).He topic, structure and content of the treatise are defined.

The religious views of Abu Nasr al-Farabi take their place among the diverse theoretical
teachings of al-Farabi, who studied many fields of science from philosophy and logic. One aspect
of the worldview of a thinker who lived in the famous medieval period lies in the ancient scientific
tradition, but, on the other hand, the sciences of religion, such as the Koran, prophecies, Muslim
law, which appeared in the Golden Age (Muslim Renaissance), had a great influence on his views.

The various development by a scientist of the content of the classification of sciences based by
Aristotle in the Muslim East was directly related to the beginning of the formation of religion as a
science, which was a main element of the spiritual culture of that time.

The treatise «Min al asilati al-lamiati...» which we took as the object of study, is based on the
narratives written about the prophets and their life in the Quran. The article clarifies the views of
Abu Nasr al-Farabi about the prophets and envoys sent by Allah, hadith and narratives about their
lives, as well as historical events in the history of Islam and the verses of the Quran related to each
event.

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Abstract. The article deals with the essential status of the phenomenon of tol-
erance in the society, when the modern man needs to properly navigate in the space
of multiculturalism in order to adequately respond to the changes, to distinguish the
negative, destructive from the truly positive, constructive.

It means that a person must be free from socio-national stereo-
types of the attitude towards other cultures and peoples and to develop, together with
qualified teaching staff with sufficient spiritual experience behind them, his/her view of
the peoples and cultures of the world, which would not contradict their consideration
as rich historical formations. Modern man, first of all, must learn to be responsible for
those values that concern not only his everyday life, but also belong to the world’s spir-
ituality. This includes, above all, the values of human life, individual freedom, creative
realization, etc. All this can be taught from an early age by a quality educational system
oriented toward this direction.

Introduction

The modern crisis of social relations, the extremely aggravated political
situation, military actions in Ukraine, terrorist attacks, interethnic conflicts

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give rise to the primary task of education - teaching skills and values of «living
together», the main of which, in our opinion, is the formation of a tolerant person-
ality to spread ideas of tolerance and methods of its education.

«The factor of tolerance in the modern educational environment is influenced
by the lack of a universal model of education due to the presence of different so-
cio-economic conditions of different societies, regions, social and national groups,
as well as the multifactorial crisis of the modern education system, including in
the post-Soviet space, the probabilistic nature of social and economic processes in
the modern world (especially in areas subject to modernization and reformation),
alternative in formation of social systems, the processes of education, training,
decision, choice and responsible behavior, socio-political participation in the com-
munity and state, the participation of social actors in the process of reforming the
education system, education, characterize the dynamism of the social system as a
whole and the variability of the external environment factors affecting the educa-
tional complex» [1].

In most of the works on tolerance, researchers agree that the work on the for-
mation of tolerance should begin as early as the older preschool age. This is due to
the fact that this age period is sensitive to the beginning of the formation of most
of the characteristics underlying tolerance. E.A. Ilinskaya notes, «Throughout the
preschool period mental functions develop intensively, complex types of activity
are formed, the foundations of cognitive abilities are laid. At this age personal
mechanisms of behavior are actively formed, self-consciousness in the form of an
adequate assessment of own personal qualities, assimilation of norms and forms
of behavior through the formation of internal self-regulation of actions» [2, p. 5].

E. A. Ilyinskaya developed the criteria typical for tolerance of senior preschool
children: knowledge of oneself; ability to be critical of oneself; ability to empathy;
mobility of behavior; responsibility; divergence or flexibility of thinking; orienta-
tion to oneself; possession of a sense of humor; social activity or social behavior
[2, p. 12].

Methodology of the Research

The study used general scientific principles and methods, as well as a number
of interrelated philosophical methods and principles, such as the principle of de-
velopment. Tolerance is considered in the aspect of its formation - both social and
socio-historical, as well as individual-personal, so the principle of development
was necessary for the analysis of the problem. Axiological approach was used to
substantiate the spiritual and moral content and value and semantic nature of toler-
ance. Content analysis was used in the analysis of various sources of information,
fragments of documentation, etc.
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Issues of Forming a Tolerant Personality

Formation in the sphere of education and upbringing of a tolerant personality re-
quires cardinal changes in the modern educational system. «The principle of public,
civil, state regulation of the processes of education and upbringing based on strate-
gies and forms of tolerance is directly related to the normative-legal substantiation
of the demand for and formation of a sense of respect for other peoples (cultures,
groups), their traditions, values, achievements, actualized in the process of educa-
tion, upbringing, professional activity, political and civil activity, ete» [3, p. 87].

Doctor of Philosophy, Professor S.Zh. Yedilbayeva notes: «In the post-clas-
sical era, education is largely losing its purpose. It is oriented on economic suit-
ability, it does not take into account a person, loses its moral component. Whereas
education has always been seen as a social value, which is an important source of
motivation for the behavior of individuals» [4, p.47]. Globalization has brought to
us new values in the media sphere. «Degradation of education and lack of national-
ly integrative public education and upbringing system, led to their replacement by
«primitive digitalization» (i.e. when social networks and messengers are the only
way of education) of the Kazakh consciousness. Real human relationships have
been replaced by virtual communication channels. WhatsApp and Instagram have
become the main sources of information and interpretation of events. At the same
time, uncritical thinking widespread in the society allows a situation of unques-
tioning trust in rumors, advertising slogans, fake data disseminated through social
networks, up to extremist appeals, and the lack of national ethical codes causes
disrespectful and sometimes boorish attitude to state, become the norm of human
ethics, the cult of profits at all costs, ignoring the dignity of personality and human
life, violating their right to private property» [5].

During my research internship in Milan, I had the privilege of attending the
presentation of the book «Hate Online. Verbal Violence and Obsessions,» by
Giovanni Ziccardi, an Italian professor of law and coordinator of the postgraduate
course at the Faculty of Law of the University of Milan. His main research focuses
on cybercrime. His book analyzes current trends concerning the world wide web.
The spread of the Internet has made possible a continuous dialogue that takes place
in blogs, in forums, in chat rooms, in smartphones. Racial and political hatred,
insults, compulsive behavior toward others, harassment, bullying, and other forms
of violence have emerged within this global dialogue. He analyzes issues such
as: How did the concept of hatespeech come about, is there some kind of right to
hate, and what are the limits imposed by legal systems? Has the level of tolerance
changed and has the tone of discussion irreversibly changed? In general, in an-
swering these questions, he examines the problem of verbal violence and its spread
in the age of technology from legal, philosophical and political perspectives.

Thus, J. Ziccardi discusses the different types of hatred on the Internet: «At
the top of the imaginary pyramid can be placed expressions and actions of hatred,
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as they are regulated at the international, political and normative level. Denialism,
political hatred, regime apologetics, ethnic discrimination, or discrimination based
on sexual preference, religious or racial hatred, attacks on «othernessy in all its
meanings, terrorist propaganda are topics that are addressed and vary depending on
the tradition of countries that pass laws. At the next level are discussions of what
is inappropriate dialogue, but which the law considers permissible. The boundaries
of these have always been blurred in the course of historical development, often
conditioned only by fines or preventive measures provided by judicial decisions
(related, for example, to political debate). Finally, there are expressions that are
allowed because they are not hateful and are not considered offensive after content
analysisy» [6, p. 18].

«Teachers must educate children against hostility between peoples, interethnic
conflicts, wars, terrorist attacks, violence, and aggression. This is a difficult task
in the context of the pressure of negative information from the media, when chil-
dren see from TV screens aggression, military actions, terrorist attacks, movies
that proclaim the cult of force and power. Modern children’s computer games are
also based on wars, shooting, and the destruction of the enemy. Education faces
the difficult task of countering the negative influences of the environment through
spiritual and moral education, the formation of spiritual values and culture. The
implementation of these values in the global community will form the basis of a
«culture of peace» Any culture is inherently the result of learning. Upbringing is
learning, the basis and implementation of which is based on cultural values. The
values of peace, human rights, democracy, and, most importantly, tolerance are at
the core of educating a culture of peace» [7, p. 3].

«Education of tolerance - upbringing of tolerance - to a different way of life,
opinion, behavior, values. Educational objectives of tolerance education are quite
large-scale, they involve not only assimilating the content, but also the formation
of all the necessary skills relevant to the assertion of the value of human dignity,
as well as the assertion of values derived from tolerance. It is these values that
determine the content of knowledge necessary for the practical implementation
of tolerance. Tolerance education implies the formation of students’ skills of con-
structive attitude to any manifestations of differences between people, to political
disagreements and social conflicts.

Let us consider the specific goals of tolerance education in the form of basic goals:

- Seek to understand the causes of violence and intolerance.

- Promote education based on respect for others, especially for small peoples.

- To promote the practice of tolerant interaction as a means to promote peace,
justice and respect for human rights.

- To counter discrimination and nationalism by strengthening communication,
to support freedom of expression; to develop the conviction that the perfect expres-
sion of tolerance is respect for individual dignity and political freedom.

- To prepare children for life in a changing multicultural society. To do this, it
is necessary to develop an attitude of tolerance, an acceptance of different cultures
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that oppose destructive relationships and in which respect for the individual does
not depend on gender, age, language, religion, political opinion, national or social
origin.

- To promote peace, solidarity, understanding and cooperation between peo-
ples.

- To learn to resist positions of bigotry of any kind. To adopt a friendly and
tolerant stance and tone in arguments as the best way to achieve understanding
between people.

- Encourage students to understand the effectiveness of using peaceful ways to
solve problems and conflicts and to reject violence.

- To awaken in the current generation of students, who will be responsible for
the state of affairs in the country and the world, feelings of altruism, openness,
respect for the other, solidarity, belonging» [7, p. 4-5].

Modern man, first of all, must learn to be responsible for those values that
concern not only his everyday life, but also relate to the world spirituality, assume
an axiomatic approach to their consideration and application. These include, first
of all, the values of human life, individual freedom, creative realization, etc. All
this can be taught from an early age by a quality system of education focused on
this direction.

Understanding of the phenomenon of tolerance in the context of the education-
al system has several specific approaches:

- value of interaction in conditions of contradiction;

- acceptance of other, different from your own, interests and goals;

- friendliness, calmness, peaceful disposition, the antithesis of aggressiveness,
spitefulness and irritability;

- ability to listen, to make an attempt to extract grains of reason from the in-
formation and to get along with different points of view, no matter how much what
you hear contradicts your own views

- the desire for harmony, non-conflict.

Specificity of human existence is that the process of socialization is possible
only in conditions of living together with peers: from the point of view of biology,
a human being is a herd animal. The peculiarity of such a way of life is explained
by the need to create close ties in the economic, political, legal, religious, ethnic
and other spheres of daily interaction. Each historical stage in the development of
mankind has its own characteristics: ecological niche, way of life, socio-cultural
way of life, political and economic conditions. And, due to these differences - both
social and individual, people see, hear, perceive differently, and have different val-
ue orientations, attitudes and beliefs. All this provokes tensions and leads to con-
flicts.

In spite of this, the entire history of human development at every stage proves
the desire for mutual understanding through communication. It is what unites peo-
ple of different races, beliefs, lifestyles - the phenomenon that brings a vast number
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of individuals to a common denominator - that is the idea of tolerance. It is this idea
that can be the basis for a conflict-free existence.

The psychological and pedagogical phenomenon of tolerance includes:

1. Natural tolerance - as unconditional acceptance of another person, the per-
ception of him/her as a self-valuable and self-sufficient being. This type of toler-
ance is found in young children who have not yet completed the process of person-
alization that leads to «double standards» when individual and social experiences
are not separated. It is this form of tolerance that allows young children to love
their parents wholeheartedly. Natural tolerance generates paradoxical acceptance
by young children of their parents even in cases of psychological and physical
abuse.

2. Moral tolerance - as a way of personal existence in society, as a result of the
process of personalization. This type of tolerance is characteristic of adult people.
It is a facade, visibility, conditional tolerance because the adult person tries out-
wardly to contain his negativism, using mechanisms of psychological protection
(rationalism, denial, projection, etc.). However, intolerance remains inside: tension
builds up, unspoken dissent and suppressed hostility overflow and can spill out.
Moral tolerance is essentially «quasi-tolerance»: «I tolerate you because...», «I
can’t show my true feelings at the moment, so I’ll pretend it doesn’t matter...»,
«I’m tolerant of another just so they won’t touch me or to benefit themselvesy,
«The circumstances are such that I’d rather keep quiet...», etc. It is a delayed ag-
gression that can break out at the most inopportune moment. This form of tolerance
looks quite convincing, but its psychological basis is identical with intolerance.
The differences are only in quantity, not quality; moral tolerance is the other side
of intolerance, manipulation of people, ignoring the psychological and individual
characteristics of the Other; everything that is destructive in human relations.

3. Morale tolerance - as trust and acceptance of the inner essence of the Other.
This form of tolerance is built on interaction with the world around us in a peaceful
and dialogical manner. This principle of building relationships with reality is the
exact opposite of manipulation and violence; it proclaims respect for the meanings
and values of the Other, the realization of oneself as an equal partner, a careful
attitude to the inner world, goals, desires, experiences and feelings, both one’s own
and those of the Other. It cannot be said of a person possessing this type of toler-
ance that he is conflict-free - on the contrary, he lives in constant tension, but he is
not afraid to come face to face with manifestations of negativism, he withstands
and accepts as unconditional, a natural reaction to his position. This is valid, ma-
ture, positive, grounded and conscious tolerance.

If we draw parallels with the image of a person possessing moral tolerance, an
ideal example would be the description of successful psychotherapist C. Rogers,
the author of client-centered psychology, who noted three main qualities guar-
anteeing success: congruence (when every symbol coming from outside is not
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distorted by personal experience or psychoprotective mechanism, but organically
included in the awareness of oneself), unconditional acceptance (as a constant pos-
itive assessment of the Other, regardless of what emotions his actions cause), and
the ability to understand the Other’s behavior [8, p. 27].

Growing uncertainty in the understanding of the diversity of the world’s cultures
and the ways they interact with each other contributes to the growth of tolerance in
relation to the content of different cultures, as well as to their non-acceptance. The
increase of the essential status of the phenomenon of tolerance is due to the fact that
a person now needs to properly navigate in the space of multiculturalism in order to
respond adequately to the changes taking place, to distinguish the negative, destruc-
tive from truly positive, constructive in human life. In this respect, it is easy to get
lost if the existing system of education does not direct the spiritual development of
man in the right direction, which implies the strength of the spirit in the process of
merging with the dynamically changing surrounding reality.

A qualitatively new educational system also implies a qualitatively new in-
terpretation of human freedom in the context of tolerance. It means that a person
must be free from social and national stereotypes of attitudes toward other cultures
and peoples and develop, together with a qualified teaching staftf with sufficient
spiritual experience behind them, his/her view of the peoples and cultures of the
world, which would not contradict their consideration as rich historical formations.

Also, human spiritual freedom is far from imposed opinions even when there
is a conflict or open clash between certain ethnicities. In this respect, the individual
must develop a set of measures for the possible resolution of the conflict situation,
even if it is purely theoretical. But the fact that he is already engaged in this devel-
opment will indicate that the individual is involved in the process of harmonizing
inter-human and inter-group relations, is concerned «for the fate of the world.

Thus, the educational system should teach today’s youth to project their own
spiritual content onto external social reality with the subsequent elimination of
elements, phenomena and processes that are detrimental to the well-being and de-
velopment of society, both privately and globally.

The above-mentioned culture-creative paradigm of education adopts exactly
such an interpretation of human freedom, an integral part of which is the element
of creativity. This model of education is designed to encourage people to create
their own picture of the world, in which tolerance will be represented by the mor-
al imperative of constructing interpersonal relationships. As we know, creativity
implies the creation of something that is new and that, at least, has not yet been
encountered in human life. In this respect, it is possible for a person to create a
tolerant attitude toward humanity as a whole in such a way that those people to
whom he has a tolerant attitude form together with him an integral spiritual space
of intersubjective connections.

Here creativity is directed at its very essence, namely at creation. Understood
in this way, creativity, together with the principle of tolerance, forms a system
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of individual-social criteria by which one sees the other person only through the
prism of the highest moral value of man in general, as understood in humanism.
We know that the ultimate goal of humanism is to reveal the beauty the human
being, his value and the anthropological and ontological expediency of his exis-
tence. The principle of tolerance is also included in the axiological value system
of humanism. Therefore, all of the above about human freedom and creativity is
directly related to the humanistic view of man.

Social relationships must thereby be built creatively, involving the construc-
tion of another person as a collaborator in the common endeavor of establishing
positive contacts for the sake of improving people’s lives in general. This is the
social value of this kind of tolerant relationship. Generally speaking, social value,
significance means, first of all, benefit for society, not only for the society as a
whole to exist, but also for its development and prosperity. Of course, many may
disagree that it is mandatory to live in order to bring others useful and necessary
to them, but man is a social being, and whether he wants it or not, he is in constant
communication with the social world, even if he just reads some literature, for a
long time, without contact with external social reality.

It is possible to live by the principles of misanthropy; no one forbids it, as long
as it does not harm another. It is also possible to live in reticence and nurture ideas
of humanity’s inevitable extinction. That is what any of us can do, and that is what
some of us do. But in case of such mass behavior it may happen so that society will
fall into a stage of regression, social chaos with collective neurosis accompanying
it will begin, and the meaning of all mankind’s existence will be exhausted only by
the idea that everything comes to an end, and thus mankind has also outlived itself.

But what was the point of humanity’s existence then? What was behind that which
then so simply and foolishly ceased to exist? Such a fair statement of questions is due
to the fact that we humans can live in this world in a very different way, relying on
entirely different, constructive in its essence, principles and attitudes. Sufficiently long
existence of human society already demonstrates that it is expedient for the history of
being in general. Therefore, the processes in society associated with the idea of whole-
ness also have socio-anthropological foundations, confirmed by ontological patterns.

Some scholars believe that tolerance should not be understood as a dialogue
of equals, because in some cases such a dialogue is out of the question due to the
different statuses of certain elements.

An example of this is the relationship between an employer and a subordinate,
a teacher and a student, a superior in the social and official hierarchy and a subor-
dinate. But here, too, the principle of tolerance plays the determining role that it
plays in the attitude to the subordinate as a person who performs socially signifi-
cant functions and brings to society as a whole one or another share of his labor.

Exacerbation of the problem of relations between the teacher and the student
is seen in almost all spheres of domestic education. Often a student sees a teacher
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as a person with a certain worldview and conservative views that may not corre-
spond to the cultural environment of today. That is, his view of life has outlived its
usefulness, while social reality is changing rapidly in its content.

In this case, it is necessary to reconsider the criteria of modern education, to
which many educators simply do not pay attention, on the contrary, wanting to
continue teaching according to an established scheme for years that can no longer
serve as a pedagogical basis for. The result is a kind of standstill in ideological
development, a kind of mental stagnation.

This is where the phenomenon of uncertainty needs to be considered in order
to accept it in the context of tolerating the content of the changing elements of the
modern world. In addition, a creative approach to comprehending one’s own com-
plicity in constructing positive plans for transforming social reality allows more
effective development of methods for forming a personality who corresponds to
the content of phenomena and processes occurring in today’s reality on the worl-
dview level.

Thus, the formation of the beginnings of tolerance in the student involves mul-
tilateral activity in the space of existence of the student, which is characterized
by multinationality, cultural diversity, and versatile attitude of all peoples to the
essence of the universe, which is called a polymental environment.

The program of multicultural education is ideally aimed at optimizing, im-
proving, first of all, interpersonal relations, which naturally implies the develop-
ment of modern Kazakh society, especially since it is based on rich sources of na-
tional quality of attitude to the surrounding reality as an enduring force of natural
harmony.

Having in its nomadic soul a rich experience of spiritual-soul interconnection
with the universe of nature, the Kazakh ethnos has all the material for creating a
powerful ethical-moral basis of tolerant education. The soul of an individual per-
son, understood differently depending on what socio-functional status he has with-
in the framework of social reality, serves as the receptacle of such interconnection.
Moreover, in our state every nation has such a rich worldview experience, which is
reflected, first of all, in culture and language.

The principle of tolerance is not an unsubstantiated item of state ideology
of constructing good-neighborly relations between the representatives of different
nationalities and adherents of different religious denominations. Tolerance is the
essence of inter-ethnic communication in our republic. In this regard, the aspects
and key moments of such communication should be included in the matter of Ka-
zakhstan’s educational system, so that every citizen of Kazakhstan knows about
tolerance not by hearsay, but represents an active participant in the daily process of
implementing the principle of tolerance.
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Conclusion

Following a tolerant behavior, which will be obtained from the school bench,
emphasizes the spiritual dignity of man in the face of phenomena that discriminate
the role and importance of other cultures in our society. And this applies to the
representatives of absolutely every nationality, regardless of whether it is titular or
not, how many of its representatives live on the territory of our state, how old is the
history of this nationality, etc. This dignity elevates the spirit of inter-ethnic com-
munication, which expresses the high degree of responsibility of a kazakhs for the
improvement of our multi-ethnic society. Revealing the uniqueness of the essence
of communication inherent in the modern Kazakh mentality, K.Sh. Nurlanova em-
phasizes that «in such communication, such layers and levels come and reveal
themselves, blooming, which both elevate a person, and simultaneously make him
glad, he experiences not only natural admiration of the radiant beauty and infinity
of the universe, but at the same time this a pure joy of man for himself who can
enter into such spiritual and harmonious relations with the universe»[9, p. 8].

But it should be noted that the scientific methodological justification of new
approaches and methods of formation of tolerance and culture of interethnic com-
munication in curricula of education and upbringing now exist separately from
each other. The educational system needs modern technologies for working in a
multicultural and multi-ethnic society, in particular, teaching and methodological
manuals for teachers and parents.

Thus, the recognition of seriousness of the problem determines the necessity
of searching and developing the system of tolerance education for young genera-
tion on the basis of relations between theory and practice and joining efforts of the
whole society.

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Abstract. The digital transformation of processes and technologies in the econo-
my, society, and, of course, education is a fact. The new reality is inexorably conquer-
ing whole areas of life, turning privacy into a ghost of the past, completely blurring
statuses, borders, and distances between people, «compressing» time, and making al-
most any information available for learning, work, and recreation. «Digital solutions»
to help educational establishments’ development have their origins in the problem of
the introduction of information and communication technology, as well as the even
earlier problem of the use of technological tools in educational establishments. In a
sense, it is one of the directions of technological progress.

In the aftermath of the education pandemic, some events have not yet been fully
studied and understood by us - the real and virtual «flow» of students from schools
to the online space, the transformation of teaching methods, ambivalent attitude to
gadgets, the collapse of «traditional» learning and memorization of learning material
by children, the saturation of educational establishments with electronic tools and
resources.

The purpose of the study was to determine the role of distance learning in the
modern educational process. A survey was conducted among teachers and students to
determine regional readiness for digital learning. According to the results of the sur-
vey, it was found that the educational sphere of Kazakhstan is ready to adopt distance
learning and use Blended learning in learning.

Key words: digital technology, online learning, educational systems, culture,
modern information space.
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Introduction

Educational systems are complex, and one indicator of complexity is the diffi-
culty in predicting change. Different interrelated components, such as educational
content and assessment systems, teacher training, or instructional resources, adapt
and/or resist change at the expense of other system components. A change in one
component will necessarily lead to changes in another. Even individual teachers and
students are part of a system of connections that covers all aspects of the education-
al system, different subjects, laboratory resources, curriculum structure, schedules,
and the degree of importance of various examinations. Viewed as a «dark forest of
interconnections», an educational system can react in unpredictable ways: the re-
sponse of each component depends on relationships with other parts [1].

Given the complex nature of educational systems, some of their main compo-
nents (teachers in particular) may resist the changes that are introduced for different
reasons. In many cases, teachers may find it difficult to try a new approach because
of their established skills and beliefs, or they may lack the moral or material incen-
tives to teach students in new ways because of low pay or low social recognition.
Perhaps the greatest resistance is that teachers themselves were once in school and
have absorbed the norms, practices, and values that they have experienced. It is
logical that they do not want to use new models and patterns of behavior, but rather
the familiar ones that have become basic to them.

The educational system is not discrete and homogeneous. Being complex in
nature, it is connected to politics and policy, to families, to jobs, to the economy, to
social norms (e.g., gender norms), and to social stereotypes derived from a broader
cultural context. The influence of such «external» factors can subsequently either
close or, conversely, open the door to societal change.

Methodology

By mid-April 2020, 1.58 billion children and young people (from preschool to
university students) will be affected by the pandemic (World Bank).

Much can be said about the medium- and long-term impact of the COVID-19
pandemic on education. In the long term, it is the financial well-being of the popu-
lation. Because of fiscal problems and increased pressure on development aid sys-
tems, education funding may be seriously threatened, exacerbating the huge deficit
in education funding that existed before the outbreak of COVID-19.

All these cases point to the importance of analysing the impact of the COVID-19
pandemic on the education environment that will emerge in 2020, with particular
emphasis on issues of distance learning provision and the quality of distance plat-
forms. To find out how Kazakhstan’s education system has changed, a detailed
survey of all users of distance platforms should be conducted.
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The Impact of Coronavirus Pandemic (COVID-19) on Education

Modern world practice shows that in recent decades there have been profound
changes in education in all countries. These changes are caused by the new needs
of economic development in the context of globalization of the world economy,
the wide spread of information and communication technologies penetrating all
spheres of human activity. One of the characteristic phenomena in the development
of educational systems in developed countries is distance learning.

The coronavirus pandemic forced a complete reformatting of the education
sector in a short period of time. Countries were not ready for the transition to digi-
tal distance learning, used to ensure the continuity of education in the vast majority
of countries, and faced great difficulties. The pandemic resulted in school closures
in 191 countries, affecting more than 90% of students worldwide, half of whom
had no access to a home computer, 43% of whom had no home Internet access.

Inequality is most acute in low-income countries: in sub-Saharan Africa, 89%
of students did not have access to a home computer and 82% did not have access to
the Internet. The same region accounted for the largest number of places not served
by mobile networks. In Kazakhstan, during the transition to distance education of 3
million schoolchildren, about 700 thousand (23%) need computers, although more
than 250 thousand computers have been loaned to students since the beginning of
the epidemic. Children from low-income families, with special educational needs
and junior high school students need technology.

The Challenges and Opportunities of Online Learning and Teaching

Distance education is education that takes place in a situation where the teach-
er and the student are separated by distance or time or both. Today, a variety of
technologies are used to implement distance education: video recordings, broad-
cast television, interactive videos, audio recordings and audio conferences, web
courses (online). The development and proliferation of the Internet and computer
technology have revolutionized the concepts of education and training. Already to-
day, «virtual high schools,» in which the entire school has access to online courses,
are becoming a reality. But despite its popularity, online education is not without
its problems. Distance education is not the same as learning in a face-to-face envi-
ronment. Administering distance education programs requires different experienc-
es, and for students, learning in a face-to-face environment is very different from
learning online. Because of the growing demand for distance education and the
unique experiences it creates, especially in a pandemic environment, it is important
for secondary schools to know the advantages, disadvantages, and challenges of
such online learning [2].

In a traditional learning format, the teacher develops lessons and communi-
cates their content to students who are learning in a face-to-face environment.
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Because over a period, students are often offered lessons that require them to be
active rather than passively listening or observing [3]; this instructional approach
fosters productive interaction among all class members. However, the face-to-face
approach has several drawbacks, namely:

1) it requires students and teacher to be in the same classroom;

2) information can be inconsistent;

3) lack of flexibility; and, of course, the main problem is the varying levels of
student learning in the classroom.

Since each student comes to the classroom with different goals, expectations,
experiences, and abilities within a particular topic, the usual one-size-fits-all course
does not produce effective results in this situation. It is the shortcomings of this
approach that have opened the door to alternative ways of learning in the form of
web-based courses or online education [3, 4, 5].

Distance education is a set of distance technologies used in the recognized
forms of education (full-time, part-time, distance learning). The purpose of dis-
tance education is to reduce the educational load on the teacher, to improve the
quality of education. Distance learning system has become an extremely popular
form of education due to its convenience and flexibility. It eliminates the main
obstacle - it eliminates the need to attend classes according to a set schedule, pre-
venting contacts of people in difficult epidemiological situations [6, 7].

Transnational education refers to the provision of education services across
national borders. With the advent of digital technologies, transnational education
has become easier and more accessible. Quality digital transnational education re-
fers to the provision of high-quality education services that make use of digital
technologies to overcome geographical barriers and deliver education to students
in different parts of the world.

Several factors are essential for ensuring the quality of digital transnational
education. These factors are discussed below:

1. Infrastructure: The availability of the necessary technological infrastructure
is crucial for quality digital transnational education. This includes high-speed inter-
net connectivity, computers or mobile devices, and learning management systems.
The infrastructure should be reliable and able to handle the load of multiple users.

2. Pedagogy: Digital transnational education should be based on sound peda-
gogical principles. This includes the use of active and collaborative learning tech-
niques that engage students and promote their learning. Pedagogical strategies
should also take into account the cultural diversity of students.

3. Quality Assurance: Quality assurance mechanisms should be in place to en-
sure that the education provided meets high standards. This includes regular mon-
itoring and evaluation of the education services, accreditation, and certification.

4. Faculty: The quality of faculty is crucial for quality digital transnational
education. Faculty should be qualified and experienced in their respective fields,
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have expertise in the use of digital technologies for education, and be able to com-
municate effectively with students from diverse backgrounds.

5. Support Services: Adequate support services should be available to students,
including technical support, counseling, and academic advising. These services
should be accessible to students regardless of their location.

6. Content: The quality of educational content is also critical for digital trans-
national education. The content should be relevant, up-to-date, and culturally sen-
sitive. It should also be delivered in a format that is easily accessible to students.

7. Assessment: Digital transnational education should include reliable and
valid methods of assessment. This includes both formative and summative assess-
ments that evaluate students’ knowledge and skills.

Results of a Survey Conducted Among Teachers and Students

Thus, quality digital transnational education requires attention to several fac-
tors, including infrastructure, pedagogy, quality assurance, faculty, support ser-
vices, content, and assessment. By ensuring that these factors are in place, insti-
tutions can provide high-quality education services to students regardless of their
location.

Even if schools and other educational institutions have returned to the tradi-
tional method of education, distance learning still has an important role to play in
society. In October 2022, Kazakh British technical university partnered with the
University of Reading to conduct a survey of students and faculty to identify the
challenges and difficulties of distance learning, and to improve the use of distance
learning in the future. More than 5,000 students and 400 faculty participated in the
survey. The results of the surveys were as follows:

According to the results of the introductory question, we see that the majority
of teachers (73.2%) and students (90.7) had no experience of distance learning
before, but since the difference is not big, we can conclude that the transition to
distance learning in the technological issue was not problematic. 42% of teachers
and 46.8% of students fully agreed to the question of whether they would like to
improve their distance learning skills among those who have experience.

As in many other countries, Kazakhstan’s education system has faced various
difficulties. Mostly technical, like data transmission capacity: not all regions have
good Internet, families do not have enough funds to pay for higher—speed Internet.
The second issue is the provision of gadgets for children and teachers to access the
Internet.

Here, 22.70% of females would not prefer to take mix-gender online classes
compared to 25.90% of males.

The survey showed that, in general, Kazakhstan is ready to accept distance
learning as part of the educational system. However, there are exceptions:
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— Lack of efficiency of online learning in some specialties such as medicine
and engineering;

— Technology availability issues (internet connectivity in some rural areas and
villages);

— Training for teaching staff to use online teaching platforms;

— Lack of interaction and engagement in online learning environments com-
pared to face-to-face learning environments.

It is obvious that distance education will not completely replace the classical
full-time education, but, most likely, there will be a large-scale transition to blend-
ed learning, where digital formats will find their place in different types. In this
connection it will be necessary to elaborate additionally on the legislative level
the issues of transition from rigid regulation and standardization of the educational
process to various forms of free education, individual educational trajectories, net-
work education. Rethinking of the requirements for teachers, reassessment of their
status and the value of their work is already happening, further adaptation of edu-
cational programs (disciplines) to modern realities is implemented: full or partial
implementation online, expansion of teaching by leading teachers on a remote ba-
sis, development of systematic measures to support teachers and students. Experts
note that the transition to online because of the pandemic has helped universities,
teachers, students, managers to see new opportunities and gain new positive expe-
riences. And it will certainly benefit universities.

The important thing is that the faculty, especially the older generation over-
came a certain barrier that they had with regard to digital technology that they
couldn’t overcome in a different environment.

Uploading lectures to the platform allows faculty members to free themselves
from reading them and devote that time to scholarly work, to improving lecture
material. For students, this allows them with less effort to master the material that
is posted on the platform and given through webinars, which at the same time It
also helps to select the best learning materials [8, 9, 10,11].

Blended Learning as a Suggested Solution

To eliminate these problems, the following method is recommended - Blended
learning. Blended learning is an educational concept in which a student, in partic-
ular, a schoolboy or a student, receives knowledge online, i.e. independently, and
face—to-face with a teacher. This approach makes it possible to control the time,
place, pace and way of studying the material. At the same time, attention should be
paid to the fact that training is recognized as mixed if from 30 to 79% of the train-
ing time is spent online. Among its features, the following aspects can be distin-
guished: individualization of learning, saving time in the classroom, variability of
educational trajectories, asynchronous learning, new opportunities for interaction,
shortening the chain between the student and the content of education [12].
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The components of blended learning are classroom learning, distance learn-
ing and online learning. It was the possibilities of information and communication
technologies that contributed to the active development of blended learning, which
turned out to be more effective than learning that takes place entirely online. This
has been proven by scientific research. In particular, Stanford University specialists,
who, by order of the US Federal Department of Education, analyzed more than a
thousand empirical studies comparing traditional, online and blended learning [13].

The application of the principles of blended learning in pedagogical practice
allows the teacher to achieve the following goals:

— to expand the educational opportunities of students by increasing the acces-
sibility and flexibility of education, taking into account their individual educational
needs, as well as the pace and rhythm of mastering educational material;

— to stimulate the formation of an active position of the student: increasing his
motivation, independence, social activity, including in the development of educa-
tional material, reflection and introspection and, as a result, increasing the effec-
tiveness of the educational process as a whole;

— transform the style of the teacher: move from the translation of knowledge
to interactive interaction with students, contributing to the construction of students’
own knowledge;

— to individualize and personalize the educational process, when the student
independently determines his educational goals, ways to achieve them, taking into
account his educational needs, interests and abilities, and the teacher acts as an
assistant and mentor.

Conclusion

Even though distance education is still controversial for many, over the past
few years personalized learning has become the culmination of the use of technol-
ogy to improve learning and skills development. A new norm of lifestyle has been
formed in the information field at the global and local levels.

With different approaches, students’ decisions may vary depending on the
pace of learning, the nature of the training sessions and the topics to be studied.
Personalized learning is intertwined with self-education, with autonomous learn-
ing that better meets the needs, preferences and goals of a particular student. In the
same category system [14], an individual approach is learning in which the pace is
controlled by the student. The Grant and Bazey model offer a learning model that
corresponds to the interests of the student, the preferred style and pace of his learn-
ing. Among the most important figures in the field of education of the XXI century,
it is worth remembering Lucy Calkins. Personalized learning is associated with
her practice of «conferring» with students, even if they are still learning to write
[15, 16]. According to Calkins and many other experts, one of the advantages that
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personalization gives is «meta-awareness», when a student chooses, understands
and continues to be aware of the purpose of learning.

The modern education system should not only provide a normal, good, basic
education, but also prepare creative, creative students who should think about in-
novations, be more constructive. Models, types and advantages of blended learn-
ing should be studied in advance and implemented in all parts of the education
system of the Republic of Kazakhstan. This will allow our country to cope with the
challenges of the new digital era, implement the Digital Kazakhstan program and
successfully enter the top 30 competitive countries of the world.

The paper reflects the
necessity and possibility of optimizing the multimedia system, which is beginning to take its special
place in cultural and social life. According to the results of the study, it is concluded that multimedia
is not just a product of the technological revolution, but a new form of artistic creativity that acts as
a digital expression of ideas that have existed in countless forms of art and activity for thousands
of years.

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Abstract. The article provides a historical and philosophical analysis of the phenomenon
of justice on the example of the views of representatives of Kazakh philosophy. The choice
of the period is not accidental — the middle of the XIX century and the beginning of the XX
century, when the comprehensive influence of the Russian government on the life, culture, po-
etry of the Kazakh people began. The purpose of the scientific work is to consider the features
of the development of philosophical ideas of justice and freedom in the work of the Kazakh
thinkers, who occupies a worthy place not only in the history of literature, but also in the histo-
ry of Kazakh philosophical thought at the turn of the XIX — XX centuries. This scientific study
complements Kazakh philosophy with new conclusions from the point of view of the existing
theory, focuses on such philosophical phenomena as «justice», «freedom» and «faith». The
scientific and practical significance of the research is determined by the fact that it is of great
interest to scientists and researchers specializing in the field of Kazakh philosophy, and also
meets the current social needs and trends of modern Kazakh society.
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Indroduction
The relevance of the study of the phenomenon of justice in Kazakh phil-

osophical thought lies in the fact that the problem of justice is one of the
eternals and always in-demand problems of philosophy and since ancient

society within the context of Global transformation”.
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times has been included in the human worldview along with such ethical categories
as truth, goodness, freedom. Despite the centuries-old history of studying this phe-
nomenon by Western and Eastern thinkers, a one-sided and indisputable approach
to its understanding has not yet been developed. This is often explained by the
breadth and universality of the concept of «justice», considered in various fields
of knowledge, primarily in philosophy and ethics. Therefore, the analysis from the
point of view of studying the national ethical and philosophical tradition is very
important and relevant.

The purpose of the scientific work is to consider the peculiarities of the devel-
opment of the idea of justice in Kazakh philosophy and in the work of the Kazakh
philosopher, thinker, poet, collector of folklore Mashkhur Zhusup Kopeeyv, in par-
ticular, who occupies a worthy place in Kazakh philosophical thought at the turn
of the XIX — XX centuries. In the work, the philosophical and religious ideas of
Abai, Shakarim, and Mashhur Zhusup Kopeev are considered as one of the main
and most important in the Kazakh thought tradition. The philosophical views of
these iconic Kazakh thinkers prove that they are innovators and outstanding think-
ers of their time. In addition, this scientific article highlights the ideological and
artistic features of the poetry of the largest Kazakh poets-philosophers, as well as
religious-philosophical and ethical-aesthetic aspects of their views.

The philosophical idea of justice, put forward by Kazakh thinkers, not only did
not remain in the time that gave birth to them, but can successfully interact with the
approaches that have developed today in the world philosophical thought. Kazakh
thinkers had the gift of writing poetically and philosophically about what each new
generation cannot but touch. The modern sound and relevance of their ideas indi-
cates that Abai, Shakarim and Mashhur Zhusup Kopeev, which will be discussed in
the article, is a mirror of their era and that it is impossible, without looking into this
mirror, to learn or understand the history, traditions, as well as the past and future
of the Kazakh people.

Methodology

In scientific work, philosophical methods, historical methods are used, which
are widely used in humanitarian knowledge. This is also guided by the methods
of general theoretical analysis, which make it possible to substantiate the holistic
characteristics of the research topic and their relationship to individual character-
istics.

First of all, it is considered a method of abstraction, that is, analytical divi-
sion into its constituent elements, methods for determining its properties, internal
content. Secondly, methods of classification and comparison are used as the meth-
odological basis of scientific work, with the help of which the authors consider
the features of the philosophical foundations of the views of Abai, Shakarim and
Mashhur Zhusup Kopeev. Thirdly, in the process of conducting historical and phil-
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osophical analysis, textual and hermeneutic methods of analysis are used, which
contribute to the knowledge of the essence of the works of thinkers.

In addition, dialectical and logical principles of research are applied in the
work.Dialectical methodology, which allows to grasp the subject of research in all
its integrity and internal relationships, acting as a productive method in the study
of Kazakh philosophy, helps the authors to identify the key stages in the develop-
ment and rethinking of the key problems and tasks of the philosophical teaching of
the thinker and to identify the logical and historical path of its development. It is
this approach that promotes the movement of knowledge to new results and deter-
mines the direction of future prospects.

Justice as a Philosophical Problem

The problem of justice in Kazakh philosophy, pushing the boundaries of its
time, is significant and valuable for Kazakh society in the conditions of people’s
search for ideological guidelines and finding acceptable prospects for spiritual de-
velopment. Currently, the topic of justice is particularly relevant, since it has a sig-
nificant impact on the intellectual and moral identity of a person and is crucial for
the formation of a spiritual space in which a complex transformation of the nature
of existence and ways of being of a person in the world is carried out.

The main concept in the program article of the President of the Republic of
Kazakhstan K-Zh.K. Tokayev «Independence is more expensive than everythingy is
justice. «We intend to create a just society and an effective state. If we are guided by
the principle of justice in any case, we will clearly achieve this... I am guided by the
principle of justice at the moment of making every decision. In addition to improving
the social situation of the population, we equally protect the interests of all citizens.
This is what a fair state is in my understandingy», — the Head of state said [1].

Since the emergence of civilization, the word «justice» has entered the lan-
guage of all peoples. The concept was formed that «Social changes in society have
also led to a change in the concept of Justice» [2, 96 p.]. The idea of justice be-
comes one of the main ones in the entire system of public consciousness. Since an-
cient times, humanity has tried to understand the philosophy of the concept of «jus-
tice». For example, the concept of justice is clearly expressed in ancient Chinese
philosophy. He played a prominent role in the conservative ethical and political
teachings of Confucius. According to Confucius, everything that helps strengthen
the centralized power of the ruling groups, preserves unity, strengthens patriarchal
slave-owning institutions is associated with Justice.

In ancient Greece, special attention was paid to the concept of justice. Hesiod,
one of the first representatives of ancient Greek literature and public thought, ex-
pressed his judgments about justice in his works. According to Geosid, the concept
of justice meant not only honesty, sobriety, but above all the refusal to seize some-
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one else’s property in one way or another — by deception or violence, and the basis
of justice was a measure of mutual benefit, a utilitarian calculation.

Socrates paid special attention to the consideration of justice, calling it an ob-
ject more precious than any gold. Socrates sought to prove the existence of a single
and general concept of justice, linking it with morality and knowledge. Socrates
believes that justice and all other virtues are wisdom. It was believed that all ac-
tions based on righteous action and common virtue are correct.

The detailed theory of justice as the basis of law was developed by the philos-
opher of antiquity Aristotle. For Aristotle, justice is the most important concept,
without which neither civil nor political life is possible.

So, considering justice as one of the philosophical problems, the following
statement is determined. Despite the deep consideration of views on justice on the
part of World philosophy, the problem of the fact that the phenomenon of justice
in Kazakh philosophy does not become an independent systematic doctrine arose.
The only reason for this is in the complex nature of the concept of the phenomenon
of justice and in the depth of its origin — genesis. If we consider this complex topic
around Kazakh philosophy, that is, the phenomenon of justice in detail, we should
proceed from the philosophical views of the great Abai figures.

«Whoever has no justice, he has no shame» Abai Kunanbayev said, as we under-
stand that justice is the cornerstone of virtue. Justice changes in the flow of time.The
meaning of the concept of justice is honesty, which, in turn, is a valuable quality of the
human character, an activity that does not contradict the consciousness and conscience
of the individual, pursues the goals and interests of the people, is associated with his-
torical reality and progress. Each society has its own vision of honesty. The common
people always strive to keep the qualities of honesty immaculately clean.At the same
time, if we quote the wise words of Abai Kunanbayev, «he sold his honest work with-
out adding deception, he is a Kazakh saint» the Kazakh thinker said. His poem «God
Himself is true and his word is true» and in his 45th speech he wrote the following:

«Mahabbat pen jaratqan adamzatty,

Sen de sti1 ol Allany jannan tatti.
Adamzattyn barin st «bayyrym» dep,
Jane «Haq jolyosy» dep adiletti [3, 49 p.].

At the same time, in the philosophy of Abai, there is a harmony and intercon-
nection of dual phenomenal feelings: love and justice. In determining the secret
of this, we explain that love is the energy that radiates light and light to the whole
world, and justice is the power that regulates the phenomena of the universe as a
whole. Such a dual phenomenon is reflected in the works of the genius Kazakh
thinker Abai Kunanbayev.

Abai’s teaching of justice and love is connected with Shakarim’s teaching of
honor. For example, one of the famous concepts of Abai «Three Lovesy is justice.
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That is, Abai says to love Allah, to love all mankind, and shows it as the third righ-
teous path. And Shakarim Kudaiberdiyev continues this idea as follows:

«Taniri joly — aq jurek,

Saitan degen — qianat.

Aq jurekti erterek,

Esker-dagy qyl adet» [4, 264 p.].

Abai concludes: «Bul gadelet, mahabbat sezim kimde kobirek bolsa, ol kisi —
galym, sol — gaqyl», Shakarim adds as follows:

«Ar tazeitin bir gylym tabylmasa,
Zulymdyqty jalganda adil jenbes» [4, 55 p.].

The pleasure and peace of the inner world of a person, so to speak, the preser-
vation of the soul, depends on a sense of justice. The proof of this is that there will
be no people who do not crave justice, who do not crave it. ShakarimKudaiberdiev
expresses his philosophical poems as follows:

«Nysap pen meiirim, adiletti,
Janyndai korip jan saqta.

Ol jolda ¢6lsek, nemiz ketti,

Magsutqa jetper qalsaq ta» [5, 220 p.].

As a result of the analysis of the historical and philosophical aspects of justice,
it should be concluded that since ancient times the problem of justice has been the
subject of research by various philosophers. However, the uniform combination of
the ideas of justice, law, requirements of society and the state has become an integral
attribute of the public life of different states only at the present time. It was during
this period that justice began to be considered as the natural beginning of the regula-
tion of relations in society, its harmonious development and future growth.

Kazakh philosophy preserves intellectual spiritual experience, but not as a
museum value, but as the basis of today’s thought, as such a past, without which
it is impossible to deeply understand the present. In modern Kazakh realities, the
importance of mastering the rich spiritual heritage of the Kazakhs about the phe-
nomenon of justice and recreating a unique national image of the world with its
value-based life orientations is increasing.

The Humanistic Idea of Justice in the Philosophical Creativity
of Mashkhur Zhusup Kopeev

The philosophical heritage of Mashkhur Zhusup Kopeev plays an important
role and has a special significance in the Kazakh thought tradition. Imaginative
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thinking, deep knowledge of the history and culture of his native people allowed
Mashhur Zhusup Kopeev to be ahead of his time, to feel the concerns and needs of
his contemporaries better than anyone else. Knowledge of many languages helped
the scientist to learn the spiritual heritage of the peoples of the East and the place
of his people in the world cultural process.

R.S. Karenov, a well-known scientist and researcher of the creative heritage
of Mashkhur Zhusup, pointed out the following main reasons for interest in the
personality of the steppe poet-philosopher:

«Firstly, he earned respect for educating his people as a philosopher and phi-
lologist who speaks several languages.

Secondly, he was also appreciated for the fact that, as an ethnographer, he pre-
served and transmitted the history of a century and a half ago.

Thirdly, he was admired as an akyn, since he collected works of folk art from
his youth, and later compiled unique pedigrees of Kazakhs — Shezhire.

Fourth, he was a clairvoyant, because he foresaw many events, including the
date of the fall of Soviet power in the early 90s of the last century. It is still impos-
sible to imagine that the predictor looked into the year 2000 and called it a prosper-
ous year for the region. Indeed, that year the harvest turned out to be a record after
several unsuccessful years» [6].

Another feature of Mashkhur Zhusup Kopeev’s philosophy is that he analyzes
topics that other poets did not think about, did not consider. The thinker does not
embellish the plot, does not exaggerate anything in his poems. For him, the most
important thing is to praise justice, freedom, humanity, honesty, kindness, which
we understand as the product of his humanistic ideas.

He collected and published many samples of Kazakh folk art. In 1872, Mash-
khur Zhusup Kopeev went to Karaotkel, Atbasar, Kyzylzhar. Here he collects bits
and pieces and recreates the works of Kazakh oral art, studies the life and way of
life of the people. Discord between clans and tribes did not go unnoticed by him,
and here he actively began to write poetic works about the pain of the people,
where «justice» and «freedom» act as the main ideas.

Mashkhur Zhusup Kopeev clearly reflects the events taking place in the soul
of a personand changes. He considered it his duty to speak boldly and openly about
the realities of life, because he was of the opinion that only by telling the truth one
could awaken the minds of the people.

Now let’s start studying the doctrine of justice in the ideas of the Kazakh
thinker Mashhur Zhusup Kopeev. The formation of this doctrine is accompanied
by the evolution of the genius’s thinking. From this point of view, there is a signif-
icant period from 1907 to 1917.

The time interval in which he lived was the second half of the XIX and the first
half of the XX century. This is a period of great change and turbulent processes.
Time when the richest lands of the Kazakh steppe were given to Russian settlers.
Perhaps because of these circumstances, the book of the poet, published in 1907,
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was called « Whose is Saryarka». The main genre theme of this creative work of the
poet is also justice and freedom:

«Esikten kire almaityn qara shekpen

Oryndy gaq jaryp kep aldy torden.

Tutqynda sorly qazaq qalmap pa edin,

Qol goiyp aq gagazga basqan mérdeny» [7, 566 p.].

During this significant period for his work, Mashkhur Zhusup Kopeev had to
hide from arrest in Tashkent, Kokand, and the Urals for many years. Here, alone,
he continues to comprehend the truth. Mashkhur Zhusup Kopeev returned home
only in 1915. He was dissatisfied with his era and the society in which he lived. All
these feelings were expressed in his poems «Thoughts of the heart», «My secret
journey», «Kazakh zhurtynyn osy kungi angimesi».

Saturated with social and political themes, a large work by Mashkhur Zhusup
Kopeev»Kazakh zhurtynyn osy kungi angimesi» expressively describes the op-
pressive state of the Kazakhs — the image of the people groaning under the foot of
the colonialist, losing their last strength and hope for justice:

«Ozime kérinemin 6zim mindi,

Kisendep, bekitpedim nege tildi?!

Jasyrmai 6z oryma kelgen sozdi,

Aitaryn angime qyp sizderge endi» [8, 73 p.].

The main core of Mashkhur Zhusup Kopeev’s work «Kazakh zhurtynyn osy
kungi angimesi» is the transfer of freedom to the raised Kazakh people, the prob-
lem of land, science, education.

Even though many years and centuries have passed, this is the topic that is still
not on the agenda. The poet’s works contain heroic chronicles of his struggles for
land, freedom and independence:

«Arkimnin 6z paidasy oilagany,

Terende tusip jatyr boilagany.

«Bostandyq» degen s6zdi joq qylam dep,
Ash bori bizdi jeyden toimagany» [8, 33 p.].

He defended the ideas of conscience, humanism, justice and freedom as the
most important concepts. He believed that education and art cleanse the human
soul and help him achieve higher goals. He connects this idea with religion: in his
opinion, the knowledge of God leads to humanity, to justice. Therefore, faith in
God occupies a special place in his worldview. In his philosophical works, defini-
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tions are given that relate to the life of human and society, to the current problems
of that time. Mashkhur Zhusup Kopeev’s poems on this topic are «Han-ahualy,
«Tirshilikte kop jasagandyqtan tamashalaimyz», «Jalgaylar». For example, from
the poetic and philosophical work «Khan-ahualy, the following verses can be dis-
tinguished:

«Bul jurtta sumyrai narse tolyp jatyr,

Otirik, urlyq, 6sek aralasgan.

Onshen sayrik, teke men buqashyqtar

Bir-birin suzip, janshyp, jaralasqan.

Jagsyny 6zi bolgan kore almagan,

Ort qo1yp jan-jagynan qamalasgan» [9, 220 p.].

For the thinker, the problem of the soul and conscience was not an abstract
problem of philosophical reflection, but a solvable dilemma necessary for people’s
lives. The questions about the meaning of life, the immortality of the soul, which
greatly concerned the philosopher, became the basis of his work, and the thinker
tried to answer them from the point of view of a whole worldview. As a manifes-
tation of these ideas, if we take an example from his work, we can pay attention to
the work «Shairtannyn saydasy»:

«Din qaidaosykuni, gylymgaida,

Turgan joq anyq konilim bir Qudaida.

Laq pen togtyalam dep jurgen jannan

Oilaisyn tiedi dep kimge paida...» [10, 233 p.].

We can conclude that the worldview of the famous Mashkhur Zhusup Kopeev
is an example of consistent understanding of the eternal problems of existence.
Mashkhur Zhusup was closely connected with the past, and it was this inseparable
unity with his environment that distinguished him in all his actions and deeds. A
keen sense of his roots formulated the main social and cultural characteristics of
the philosopher, inherent in him from birth, originally inherent in him through the
very fact of belonging to a genus, family, people. The thinker found the meaning of
life in loyalty to the ideals of his ancestors, in the struggle for freedom and justice.
Mashkhur Zhusup acted as he saw fit, and no hardships and sufferings could force
him to abandon his principles, to sacrifice the freedom to choose the path. The phi-
losopher and seer were born to serve his people. It was his mission that forced him
to make bold decisions and experience a keen sense of responsibility for the fate
of people. The Kazakh religious philosopher, who deeply understood the dramatic
nature of the era of timelessness, created in his works a unique image of the world,
full of tragedy and sadness for the lost traditions of the past and the passing centu-
ry of nomads. Mashkhur Zhusup Kopeev, who cultivated in his consciousness the
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ideas of justice, kindness, forgiveness and mercy as the main principles of Muslim
ethics, clearly realized that only the religion of Islam and the postulates of Sharia
can act as a real way to restore the spiritual integrity of a person.

Conclusion

In Soviet times, it was forbidden to talk about Kazakh philosophy. But today,
thanks to its talented personalities, Kazakh philosophy has been able to enter the
world stage. Of course, in its growth and transformation into the subject of philo-
sophical knowledge, the anthology of Kazakh wisdom, its qualitative depth, was
also associated with the contribution of the people who studied it.

In conclusion, it is impossible not to turn to the spiritual heritage of the past,
but to work on its modern worldview of the world and man, self-awareness of the
people. Also, without it, in the context of modern public demand, the possibility
of a deep study of the heritage of folk thinkers would not have arisen. In this re-
gard, this topic has acquired special importance both in terms of the formation of
spirituality and worldview of the people of Kazakhstan, and in the basis of a new
paradigm study of the history, culture and philosophy of the Kazakh people.

The results of the study assure that the main task of Mashkhur Zhusup Ko-
peev’s philosophical work is to educate the Kazakh society, to introduce people to
education, culture and art. During the period of philosophical and historical analy-
sis of the ideas of Mashkhur Zhusup Kopeeyv, the versatility and depth of his poetry,
as well as genre diversity and multi-spectrum were revealed.

The study showed that Mashkhur Zhusup Kopeev in his works of art, phil-
osophical reflections, sought to reveal exactly the true meaning of the thinker’s
existence, constantly acting as a person in search of truth andjustice.

To summarize, the legacy of Mashkhur Zhusup Kopeev undoubtedly occupies
a special place in the history of Kazakh philosophy. He put forward the idea of jus-
tice in Kazakh philosophical poetry, through his poetic and philosophical works he
showed the civic activity and conscience dynamism of the Kazakh people.

It should be noted that Kazakh poetry is a special type of philosophizing it-
self, saturated with serious thoughts about the spiritual existence of the people.
Kazakh poetic philosophizing is a fusion of mind and heart, Sufi mysticism and
rationally-logized knowledge, philosophical journalism and lyrics.The philosoph-
ical heritage of the Kazakhs, which includes developed forms of the phenomenon
of justice, enriches the common treasury of world philosophical thought.

Kazakh philosophy in the person of Abai, Shakarim and Mashkhur Zhusup
Kopeev preserves this intellectual spiritual experience, but not as a museum relic,
but as the basis of today’s thought, as such a past, without which it is impossible to
deeply and thoroughly comprehend the present.

National Ideology and Kazakh Worldview

Abstract. The place and role of national ideology in the history of mankind at the world
level were considered in detail, the importance of facets that overlap with new levels of modern
requirements was studied on the basis of the philosophy of history. The requirements of this past
society and the challenges of today to humanity determine the purpose of the difference between the
old system and the new system, the vital aspects of the national ideology, national spirituality and
political and cultural ties are considered trends in a new modernization at the international level.

Keywords: national ideology, jadidism, normalism, liberal nationalis
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Abstract: The purpose of the present article is to analyze the electoral returns of the
Kazakhstani elections held in the 1995-2021 period to estimate both the static (such as frag-
mentation) and the dynamic properties (fluidity) of the Kazakhstani party system. In addition
to estimating the fragmentation and the instability of the party system resulting from parlia-
mentary elections, the paper explores the relationship between the static properties of a party
system, such as the level of party system fragmentation, and its dynamic properties, such
as the level of fluidity of the party system. By doing so, the article reveals that the decrease
in the level of fragmentation, measured on the basis of Rae’s index of fractionalization and
Laakso and Taagepera’s Effective Number of Parties, was responsible for the growing insta-
bility (fluidity) of the Kazakhstani party system.

Introduction

On March 19, 2023 Kazakhstani voters will go to the polls to vote in the
parliamentary elections. The party system resulting from parliamentary elec-
tions has traditionally been quite different from the party system emerging
from the Presidential elections.

The purpose of the present article is to analyze the electoral returns of
the elections held in the 1995-2021 period to estimate both the static and
the dynamic properties of the Kazakhstani party system. More importantly,
the paper explores the relationship between the static properties of a party
system, such as the level of party system fragmentation, and its dynamic
properties, such as the level of fluidity of the party system.

The analysis may be of interest for both scholars interested in the Kazakh-
stani elections and in the way in which the Kazakhstani party system has evolved
over the years and in how it may change in the March 19 elections, but it may

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also be of interest for party system scholars who work in a more comparative
perspective.

In 2016, Pelizzo and Nwokora (2016) assembled a comprehensive dataset
on the fluidity of the African party systems. The dataset covered each and every
elections held in 48 countries (plus Somaliland) from the moment these countries
achieved independence to what was then the most recent election. The dataset cov-
ered 396 elections and in only 18 of them, the party system that emerged from the
ballot box was atomized (4.54 per cent). By contrast, in the Pacific Island States,
the party system displays remarkably low levels of fluidity but high levels of frag-
mentation — as evidenced by the fact that the party system resulting from 20 of the
33 elections for which data were collected (see appendix) was atomized and atom-
ization represents the highest level of fragmentation that a party system can expe-
rience. In Kazakhstan, 2 of the 8§ legislative elections for which data were analyzed
produced an atomized party system in combination with a fairly high level of party
system instability (fluidity). While this evidence suggests, however superficially,
that there are regional trends or region-specific party system configurations (low
fragmentation and high fluidity in Sub-Saharan Africa; high fragmentation and low
fluidity in the Pacific Island States), it does not provide much of an indication of
whether and how fragmentation and party system instability relate to one another —
which is exactly what I will explore on the basis of the Kazakhstani data.

The remainder of this article is structured in a fairly straightforward way. In
the first section I will discuss the literature on party systems and party system
change, in the second I will analyze the Kazakhstani case, while in the third and
final section I will try to formulate some conclusions.

Literature Review

Bartolini (1993, 2003) noted that the study of party systems has generally been
conducted by adopting one of two main frameworks of analyses or approaches.
The genetic approach, pioneered by Duverger (1951) and eventually refined by
Lipset and Rokkan (1967) was concerned, as the name of the approach suggests,
with the genesis of party systems, that it is with the historical process through
which a party system acquires its distinctive features. By contrast, the functional
approach, pioneered by Sartori (1976), was primarily concerned with the func-
tioning of party systems, that is with the relationship between the format of party
systems, its functioning and their political consequences.

The two approaches, in spite of the differences in the focus of their investiga-
tions, were complementary to one another. Sartori identified in the fragmentation
of the party system, measured on the basis of the number of relevant parties, one
of the defining features of a party system, and identified in the ideological polar-
ization of the party system the second most important defining feature of a party
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system. In fact, when proposing his well known typology of party systems, Sartori
distinguished the moderate pluralist party system, that functions like a two party
system in spite of the fact that the number of relevant parties is greater than two,
from the polarized pluralist party system (which functions in a rather different
way) precisely on the basis of the fragmentation and the ideological polarization
of the party system. In polarized pluralist party system, there was a higher number
of relevant parties (more than 5) and there was more ideological polarization, that
is a greater ideological distance between the parties located at the extreme ends of
the political spectrum.

The work of Lipset and Rokkan (1967) explained quite clearly why the number
of (relevant) parties was higher in some party systems than in others. According to
Lipset and Rokkan (1967), in the course of its historical development, a country
goes at specifical historical junctures through a series of transformations (revolu-
tions) that segment or divide society. These divisions were called ‘cleavages’, by
which Lipset and Rokkan (1967) meant a social division that is politically relevant
or salient. The fragmentation of the party system reflects the number of party sys-
tems that were still relevant when universal suffrage was granted in a country. So
countries, where only one cleavage was salient when the universal suffrage was
granted, ended up with a two-party system, while countries where more cleavages
had remained salient would end up having a more fragmented party system. The
implication is that the origins of the fragmentation of a party system, that is so im-
portant for the functional approach is explained, is explained by scholars working
in the tradition of the genetic approach.

With regard to ideological polarization, Sartori (1976) was very clear: the po-
larization of a party systems reflected the number and the depth of the cleaves. In
other words, even Sartori in order to explain why some party systems were more
ideologically polarized than others had to adopt the genetic approach.

Yet, the study of the party systems has come to represent a very diversified field
of inquiry not only because scholars have over the years adopted different frame-
works for analysis, but also because they have adopted fundamentally different
methodologies. In fact, while some scholars have employed primarily qualitative
methods in the study of party systems and, specifically, have employed qualitative-
ly-informed taxonomies (Sartori, 1976; Bogaards, 2004; Ware, 2009) to identify
the key characteristics of a party system, other have preferred instead to rely upon
and employ quantitative methods and metrics. Rae proposed his index of fraction-
alization to capture the fragmentation of a party system (1967), several scholars
have proposed several solutions to measure the ideological polarization of a party
system, while Pedersen (1979) has proposed the adoption of the index of volatility
to capture the (in)stability of the electoral returns (and of a party system over time).

Given the growing interest in party system change (CasalBertoa and Enyedi,
2017), party system scholars have started paying attention not only to the static
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properties of party systems (fragmentation, polarization) but also to their dynamic
properties, such as the fluidity of party systems and their implications.

The notion of fluidity was initially conceived by Sartori (1976) who argued
that the patterns of inter-party competition can be either structured and stable or
they can be instead unstable and fluid. The fundamental theoretical disagreement
between Sartori and the scholars working on party system fluidity centered on
what provides the best indication of whether a pattern of inter-party competition is
fluid or not. For Sartori (1976), and more recently for Bogaards (2004, 2008), the
best indication of whether a pattern of inter-party competition is fluid is given by
the presence of a mass party. For the proponents of the index of fluidity, a better
indication of the fluidity of a party system was provided by how often, how much
and in what ways a party system, in a given polity, would change over time. This
disagreement was motivated by the fact that the proponents of the index of fluidity
could not take a static property (the presence of a mass party) as a proper indication
of something that is inherently dynamic as the changeability of a party system. And
just as the attempt to refine the notion of predominant party systems was regarded
by its proponents as an effort to be more Sartorian than Sartori (and take more
seriously than Sartori had actually done some his claims), the attempt to consider
fluidity in dynamic rather than static terms represented an effort to take seriously
Sartori’s claim that the structuring of a party system is that condition that makes it
resilient to change, while fluidity is that condition that is associated with high level
of change and/or high propensity to change (or changeability).

Building on Sartori’s notion, Nwokora and Pelizzo (2018) developed the index
of fluidity. This index is computed by taking into consideration the frequency of
the party system change, the scope of the change (which is the difference between
the new party system and the previous one) and the variety of change —because
a party system that in the course of its historical development takes many differ-
ent formats/mechanisms (one party, hegemonic, predominant, two party, moderate
pluralist, polarized pluralist and atomized) is more unstable than a party system in
which the pattern of inter-party competition is either that of a two-party or moder-
ate pluralist party system.

This index has been used to assess the political consequences of party sys-
tem change (Nwokora and Pelizzo, 2015), the quality of democracy (Pelizzo and
Nwokora, 2018), the level of good governance (Pelizzo, 2020), and the level/ef-
fectiveness of legislative oversight (Mukhtarova, 2020). While a growing body of
research has explained what is the fluidity of a party system and why it matters,
much less attention has been paid to whether and how the static properties (frag-
mentation) of a party system relate to its dynamic properties (fluidity)—which is
precisely what will be explored in the rest of this article in the context of Kazakh-
stan.
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The Kazakhstani Party System

In analyzing the Kazakhstani party system, it is essential to distinguish the
party system that emerges from the presidential elections from the party system
that emerges from the legislative (or parliamentary) elections.

Turganov (2022) has shown that the party system resulting from the presi-
dential elections has remained fairly stable and was consistently characterized by
a low level of fragmentation. By contrast, Pelizzo (2022) has shown that the Ka-
zakhstani party system resulting from the legislative elections was initially charac-
terized by high levels of fragmentation, that fragmentation consistently decreased
to reach its lowest level in the aftermath of the 2007 elections and has increased
since.

No study has so far attempted to compute the level of fluidity of the Kazakh-
stani party system resulting from parliamentary elections and to assess whether
and to what extent it relates to its static properties such as fragmentation.

In computing the index of fluidity, I will employ the formula proposed by
Nwokora and Pelizzo (2018).

Fluidity = Frequency * Scope * Variety

Where frequency is estimated by dividing the number of party system changes
by the number of elections; scope refers to the distance between the two most dif-
ferent party system types emerging in a country’s electoral history, while variety
refer to the number of party system types that emerge in the course of a country’s
electoral history (Nwokora and Pelizzo, 2018). For example, if there is a one party
system change in 2 consecutive elections, from two party to moderate pluralism,
the index of fluidity takes the following value:

Fluidity = 5*1*2 = 1.

By performing these computations, we generate the results presented in Table 1.

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The Kazakhstani party system, resulting from the parliamentary elections, is
and has been for several years an incredibly fluid party system. It experienced
four party system changes, it has come to exemplify at least four different types
of party system (atomized, moderate pluralist, two party, hegemonic), it has been
characterized by high level of scope (the atomized party system of 1994 is the most
fragmented of all known party system types and the hegemonic party system is one
of the least fragmented party system types — which is why the Kazakhstani party
system has been remarkably fluid.

The question is whether the fluidity of the Kazakhstani party system (dynamic
property) was in any way related to the level of party system fragmentation (static
property). To assess whether fluidity relates or not to the Kazakhstani party system
properties, we correlate the index of fluidity (as shown in table 1) with the Rae’s
Index of fractionalization and Laakso and Taagepera’s Effective Number of Parties
as computed by Pelizzo (2022). See table 2.

The correlation analysis reveals, as visual inspection of figures 1 and 2 also

confirms, that in the Kazakhstani case there is a strong, negative relationship be-
tween the fluidity and the fragmentation of the party system — the party system
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became more fluid because of a reduction in the fragmentation of the party sys-

tem—that occurred as Nur Otan established itself as the major political party in the
country.

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As noted before the fragmentation of the Kazakhstani party, still relatively
low, has been increasing from 2012 onward. Several reforms introduced by Pres-
ident Tokayev were designed to increase the competitiveness of the electoral pro-
cess and to provide voters with a wider political offer/supply — which, in its turn,
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could transform the pattern of inter-party competition and induce/produce a party
system change.

To know whether and how much the Kazakhstani party system will change in
the wake of the 2023 elections, it is necessary to see the electoral returns. To the
best of my knowledge two polls of the Kazakhstani electorate have been conducted
— one at the end of January 2023 and one in the first half of February. The polls are
quite interesting for various reasons.

First, the polls make clear that while a sizeable portion of the Kazakhstani
electorate is still undecided, the percentage of undecided voters is declining as the
election nears. Second, the polls make it quite clear that Amanat is very likely to
win a majority of the parliamentary votes/seats, though not as many as it won in
the 2021 elections. Third, the data presented in table 4 suggest that as a growing
percentage of voters decides for which party to vote, Amanat is more successful
than other parties in capturing the vote of the previously undecided voters. The poll
conducted in January 2023 revealed that only 48.6 per cent of the Kazakhstani vot-
ers had at that point decided to vote for Amanat, while 22.8 per cent of them was
still undecided. When the February 2023 poll was conducted, the percentage of un-
decided had dropped to 13.8 per cent, while the percentage of voters willing to vote
for Amanat had increased to 58.4 per cent. Between the January and the February
poll only QHP, Respublika, JSDP had managed to increase (very marginally) their
electoral appeal, Aq Jol experienced no change in its expected electoral fortunes,
while Auyl and Baytaq became slightly less appealing. Fourth, given the trend that
I just described, it is not impossible for Amanat to replicate the electoral success
that it enjoyed, as Nur Otan, in the 2021 elections. Even if Amanat were not able
to win as many votes/seats as Nur Otan did in 2021, the party system would at
most change from hegemonic to predominant — a change that would considerably
enhance the (electoral) accountability of the Kazakhstani political system without
jeopardizing the government effectiveness.

Conclusion

In this article I have tried to show that the relationship between the static and
dynamic properties of the Kazakhstani party system are somewhat different from
what one could observe in other regions. In Sub-Saharan Africa party system in-
stability (high levels of fluidity) goes hand in hand with relatively low levels of
fragmentation, in the Pacific Island States party system stability (low levels of
fluidity) goes hand in hand with remarkably high levels of fragmentation, while in
Kazakhstan fairly high levels of party system instability were associated with both
high and low levels of party system fragmentation.

Interesting as this evidence may be, it does not provide any indication of how
static and dynamic party system properties such as, respectively, fragmentation
and fluidity, relate to one another. The analysis of the Kazakhstani data reveals that
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the growing levels of fluidity were associated with a steady decline in the level of
party system fragmentation.

If the March 19, 2023 elections produce a party system change, it’d be the first
time in the history of the Kazakhstani party system in which simultaneously an
increase in the level of fragmentation and in the level of fluidityoccur.

The question that may, however, be more relevant to Kazakhstani scholars and
policy makers is how much the party system may change in the forthcoming elec-
tions and what the consequences of a party system change may be.

If the results of the polls conducted by the Democratic Institute and discussed
in the Kazakhstani press are correct, there is every indication that the ruling party
Amanat will be able to win a majority of votes and seats and will be able to pre-
serve its predominant status.” This means that the party system will undergo only
a relatively minor change, which will increase however sensibly the accountability
of the political system without compromising the government effectiveness™.
