National Culture in Language Learning

Abstract. The article deals with various philosophical and political analysis aspects of decision-
making in public administration in Japan. State bodies at all levels of government make decisions of
both strategic and operational nature. The Japanese model of public administration in Japan differs
significantly from public administration systems in other countries. National specificity predetermined
the emergence of original forms and methods of public administration, characterized by a low degree
of formalization, flexibility and a predominant focus on people rather than organizational structures.
In addition, the formal uncertainty of management procedures, a kind of traditional culture leads to the
amorphousness and complexity of the organizational mechanism, the fuzzy legal status of managers
and managed, making the management process closer to art than to science.

China’s Policy Towards Ethnic Minorities in Xinjiang: Historical Traditions and
Peculiarities of Today

Abstract: This article examines the historical and traditional knowledge of China’s policy
towards ethnic minorities, the main features and main aspects of the CCP’s policy today, as well
as the Xinjiang issue. The strategic status of Xinjiang and the potential for ethnic unrest lead to a
higher level of concern for the Chinese authorities than other provincial regions. Today, official
Beijing is faced with the question of whether it protects the rights of minorities from the world
community and how it should honor its commitment to minority rights. According to the Chinese
historical-traditional understanding, the conflict between ethnic minorities and the Han creates a
contrast between civilization and degradation. According to the historical-traditional understanding,
this difference concerns obvious «differences» in physical characteristics or language. This is mainly
manifested in «cultural differences» with behavioral values and norms. What are the features of
the «historical-traditional» approach to minority issues? What are the main factors influencing the
ethnic policy of China, forcing the transition from cultural assimilation to the politicization of the
ethnic problem? According to the concept and position of the Chinese authorities, the historical-
traditional approach considers the unification of political unity, ethnic equality and cultural diversity
in order to effectively solve the problem of minorities.

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Abstract. The problem of the place of a human in the relationships with the world
is central to any direction and branch of humanitarian sciences.

In the context
of the philosophical study of reflection, the phenomenon of loneliness occupies a special place,
if only because a person is provided to himself and is forced to draw attention to his inner
world, to the foundations of his activities and actions.

Introduction

In modern society, many women and men who have gone beyond the life of
spouses are forced to live alone due to the fact that they do not find, meet or lose their
equal, partner. A common conclusion for both versions is that loneliness occurs as a
result of the individual’s lack of interaction with other people. As Bloch (1991) noted,
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in the first type, the need for a specific person (man or woman), the inability to find
a reliable partner in human relations, the failure to fulfill dreams; in the 2™ — the lack
of an accessible environment for social relations, the need for people with the same
interests, goals-interests [2, p. 17].

Based on these conclusions, it can be concluded that a person falls into loneliness
voluntarily, that is, under the influence of personal qualities, or forcibly, under the influ-
ence of society. For example, some people are consciously opposed to identifying, equal-
izing themselves with a group, a crowd. However, such a conscious choice of loneliness
does not mean an escape from the social environment, it is the freedom of the spirit, the
longing, the desire of the soul to be alone. It is characteristic mainly of creative person-
alities. Creative people consider being alone to be a source of inspiration, freedom, joy.
Bakhtiyarova and Chernikova (2019) stated that such loneliness is a creative force. It is
useful for a person born out of his environment, people around him, because often the
environment restricts his freedom, prevents him from giving in to creativity [3, p. §].

Genius people become a person through frequent experiences of the moment of
loneliness, its unique, unique qualities develop. Vershinin (1991) determines this as
a sign of spiritual depth. The desire to ascend from one’s physical nature, a critical
attitude to the Pendy pushes it to change, for example, asceticism — the fact that a per-
son stands above his bodily needs, the refusal to Pendy is a manifestation of spiritual
growth. This is especially common in religious practice, for example, it is known that
Khoja Ahmed Yassawi sought the meaning of life in spiritual purity and true values,
restraining lust. He chose spaciousness to achieve a deep understanding of his human
worth and the status of rationality and perfection [4, p. 23].

In this way, according to Vershinin, facing loneliness implies its pathological na-
ture, the causes of which are numerous. For example, the wrong relationship in the
family, lack of mastery of social skills, little affection, conflict with the Inner «I» and
the environment around, etc. A person who has fallen into such a mentally complex
state feels alienation from the community, family, reality, which ultimately leads to
personal disharmony, suffering, a crisis of his own «I» [5, p. 18].

The Concept of Self in the Study of the Problem of Loneliness

One of the most adequate attempts to transform the concept of self into the study of
the problem of loneliness, obviously, can be considered the work of Ben Miyuskovich,
who, in fact, relying on Jung and Fromm, argues that a person, once having reached the
level of individual self-consciousness and having established his unique personal «I»,
automatically comes to the feeling of his absolute loneliness. According to Miyuskov-
ich’s concept, loneliness is rooted in the inner nature of a individual’s personality.

Studies of such authors as V. Marshall, L. Hambley, B. Sideman are devoted to
loneliness as an aspect of antisocial relationships [6, p. 11].

Those who run away from loneliness and give in to cheap, false curiosities — al-
cohol, gambling, lust, etc. - also fall out of this line. People who are afraid to be alone
with their thoughts are looking for entertainment to escape from loneliness. Pascal
says that even war, adventures, are not created by people in order to achieve a certain
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goal, which in itself is a sign of escape. Also, many of those who commit suicide are
people suffering from the disease of social loneliness.

Some people feel that they are unique, that they value themselves highly, that
they have created their talents in their minds, and that they are deliberately separated
from the other world. Such people are arrogant and arrogant, devoid of feelings of
love, love, compassion. He has a meekness, hypocrisy, he does not understand people
with an ordinary family-hearth, a lot of friends, he is jealous of them from the inside,
but he does not recognize them from the outside. Such loneliness means that a person
does not fully understand his place in this world and the meaning of his life, cannot
come into harmony with the world around him. Of course, each person has the right
to independently choose his actions, he is responsible for his own choice. However,
Hegel identifies that isolation, voluntary escape from relationships with other people,
often focusing only on one’s own personality, narcissism is a manifestation of a social
disease, the transformation of loneliness into anomie [7, p. 245].

Sometimes it is common to say «I am not alone», to deceive oneself, to live with
illusions. This can sometimes occur as a defense mechanism against childhood bully-
ing and discrimination. His treatment is to admit that you are left alone, try to correct
your behavior, relationship with the surrounding, learn common qualities and get used
to living together in a group. And a person who cannot get into a group agrees to live
a secluded life, choosing loneliness, and therefore freedom. However, even now, giv-
en the fact that every person has a unique and unrepeatable soul, there are those who
understand too late that living together, starting a family, sitting in old age in the com-
pany of children and grandchildren, being close friends is happiness.

Types of Loneliness

Grigoryan (1973) concluded that such an attitude to loneliness is combined with
philosophical reflections. Let’s say, the science of philosophy delves into the origins
of the feeling of loneliness, its deep-rooted existential and spiritual foundations. Four
of its dimensions, images are displayed here: cosmic, cultural, social, interpersonal
loneliness [8, p. 60].

According to Gurevich (2018) Cosmic loneliness is a spiritual state in which a
person feels alienation from the world, from the universe, from nature, is disturbed by
thoughts about the non-realization of his «life program», about its neglect by society,
about not leaving its mark [9, p. 44].

Cultural loneliness is the lack of support from the surrounding people of the val-
ues, ideals, ideas of the individual about the specific cultural environment in which he
lives. Or inability to get along with the environment, people. It can be caused by mi-
gration, changes in society (revolutions, reforms), conflicts between fathers and chil-
dren, the struggle between old and new. At the same time, the rapid development of
the intellectual level of the individual, the superiority of others, and thus the inability
to communicate with loved ones also affects (Martin Eden syndrome).

Social loneliness is when a person feels left out of some group, or unable to join a
group. For example, quitting, retiring, leaving the team, being persecuted, rejected by
the new environment, etc.
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The harmful consequences of facing social loneliness prevail. A person who is
left out of society feels abandoned, abandoned, forgotten, left without a portion, lost,
unnecessary. It’s a very painful feeling. Loss or complete absence of contact with
loved ones, constant feeling of awkwardness, a state in the midst of rejection of the
past, rejection of the future, uncertainty of the coming day. When you feel useless to
anyone, thoughts of the worthlessness of your life accompany you, such feelings lead
to yellow anxiety. According to the researchers Dydrov and Neveleva, people who
find themselves in isolation from their environment have a weakened immune system,
which accelerates negative changes in the body, and a sick person comes to them. The
longer isolation lasts, the greater the impact on health [10, p. 38].

The next type of the phenomenon of loneliness in the philosophical sense is inter-
personal loneliness — the feeling that a person has a lack of spiritual connection with
another real, only and unique person (relative, friend, loved one) or has lost it. This is
a feeling accompanied by deep stress, the scourge of irreparable regret. A widowhood
or an unfriendly mood after a divorce. There are even those who experience loneliness
in the same family, even if they live together.

In this context, scientists point to two types of loneliness:

1) emotional-lack of intimacy of the soul, life outside of love and marital relation-
ships;

2) social — lack of significant friendship, partnership ties and any sense of com-
monality for the individual.

As you rise to spiritual heights, there are fewer and fewer people who understand
themselves on the side of a person. It would seem that such a phenomenon should be
called laziness, individuality, rather than loneliness. Obviously, individuality is also
a form of loneliness, but it happens mainly by the will of that person himself, and he
is obliged to enjoy it, to be inspired. In any era, people born out of their environment
were saints, geniuses, thinkers, famous scientists, etc. For a genius person, isolation
from his surroundings, desolation from his surroundings, being alone is one of the
conditions for spiritual perfection, self — improvement, the full realization of all his
abilities in himself. Emelin, Rasskazova and Tkhostov (2018) believe that all the dis-
coveries that have led human society forward were born in a moment of inspiration
when the person who invented it was left alone and thought in comfort. «Science did
not come for long, it spread immediately» (Abay). To do this, he renounces everyday
life, some of its curiosities (which are considered interesting for normal people), and
lives a life that combines existence with loneliness. The link of his relationship with
the environment, with people, with life is his works, scientific novelty, the result of his
work. Therefore, a wise person, even if he is alone, lives as one with the whole person
with the same essence, serves humanity [11, p. 31].

«Who am I? What am I there for? Who do I live for?». A person can ask himself
these questions only when he is alone, and for this a person needs to reach a certain
spiritual level. The problem of human life, the mystery and mysticism of life, the vi-
sion of all mankind from the other side of their «i» is the subject of those born alone.
The phenomenon of loneliness in such a philosophical context is a way to look into
one’s inner world, to find oneself, to recognize oneself. This is basically a necessary
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and important quality for perfect people, a measure of inner freedom. The loneliness of
a gifted person energizes creativity, has a beneficial effect on the relationship with the
surrounding world. In general, representatives of transcendentalism support the idea of
intellectual isolation, approve of the choice of loneliness to activate the creative forces
of the individual.

According to Lector (2017), a different type of loneliness is loneliness in power. It
is a natural phenomenon for people who are at the top of political power to feel lonely.
This, on the one hand, comes down to carrying the burden of responsibility associated
with the position. The decision - making also has its own pain. Although there are
many advisers, it is up to the owner of power to choose it [12, p. 47].

Methodology

The general methodological basis is the cultural-historical concept of L.S. Vy-
gotsky, according to whom, experience is a unit of consciousness. As part of the theo-
retical analysis of the phenomenon of «loneliness», we relied on the provisions of the
concept of personalization of the personality of V.A. Petrovsky, the theory of personal
meanings by D.A. Leontiev. Significant for the formation of the theoretical and meth-
odological basis of the study was the totality of ideas about loneliness in the frame-
work of Western existential philosophy and psychology of the 19"-20" century (M.
Buber, A. Camus, J.-P. Sartre, G. Marcuse, M. Heidigger etc.)

Loneliness in Philosophical science is considered through several approaches: a)
Ancient Greek thinkers compared loneliness with death, because human could not sur-
vive apart from a society; b) medieval period. Loneliness was an approach of unifica-
tion with God and knowledge of the divine. Man denied the necessity to connect with
people in order to be closer with God. It was outlined that a person is lonely because he
desires his loneliness — a burden on a person imposed by God [13, p. 21]; ¢) Existential
theory determined loneliness as one of the existential basics of human living as fear,
death and love [14, p. 14]. The irresistibility of loneliness and defining human nature
are the main characteristics of loneliness. A person can only try to understand that he/
she is alone, forever and infinitely; d) according to modern approach in Philosophy, the
above-mentioned ideas have changed and over time transformed. A literature review
shows that currently, from a philosophical standpoint loneliness is considered as a
shape of existential escapism, i.e., a method to distance from the reality around [14, p.
157]. However, in this case his/her goal is not to meet with God but with themselves,
their own personality, needs and desires.

The Role of Urbanization and Globalization Processes
in the Phenomenon of Loneliness

Loneliness is a disease of the current XXI century, especially in urbanized, de-
veloped countries. Even living in a city with millions of inhabitants, a person can feel
lonely. There are many reasons that contribute to the deepening of loneliness in today’s
Society: a uniform standardized life, intellectual degradation, weakening of contacts
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with people around, that is, a busy life, workaholism, time-money rhythm, etc. Your
friends are also virtual, all communication is done via the internet, the social network
is the main place where you can share your thoughts. As before, the progress is becom-
ing more and more consistent, more and more complex. Communication with friends,
relatives and even the closest people with whom you live is limited. This trend has
created a new problem of modern society — there is no place for individualism, social
stereotypes are widespread here, a person feels alone in society among people who
are the same as himself, do not own territory from himself, have similar values. It is
difficult to predict exactly what this will lead to.

Thus, it is not for nothing that we list the facets and secrets of the phenomenon of
loneliness. All this helps a real person to delve into the reasons for dissatisfaction with
life, to try to get out of such a painful state of the soul. To eliminate the consequences,
you must first find out the cause. Otherwise, the consequences of loneliness are seri-
ous — personality burnout, depression, suicide, existential vacuum, showing antisocial
behavior. There is no denying that there is even demographic damage.

So is loneliness a punishment for voluntary and involuntary alienation from peo-
ple, or, conversely, a source, a source of spiritual and personal growth? But, both the
consideration of loneliness as a problem of the individual and the desire to eliminate it
as a negative phenomenon will certainly lead to bias, as was stated by Cerutti-Gulberg
and Ainsa (2016). First of all, it should be noted that loneliness is a component of the
inner state of a person, the most important phenomenon necessary for self — awareness
and self-awareness of a person [13, p. 169].

But, even here it is better not to overdo it. Let’s say that momentary loneliness has
a positive side - getting what the soul needs, cleansing, normalizing one’s ego, moving
away from the world of things, people, - it is necessary for spiritual revival. This is a
moment of meeting yourself with yourself, a joyful state, a way to give birth from the
standard conditions of behavior. Pleasant loneliness contributes to the formation of
the necessary personal qualities for a person — tolerance to external influences, mental
specificity, kindness, love for people through self-love, appreciation, etc. However,
loneliness, being a means of knowing the world, should not become a goal, otherwise
a person will lose the skills of a normal life, will experience stress. It is no secret that
even the owners of famous talents, no matter how much they enjoyed being faced with
creativity, suffered from the loneliness of the soul.

Thus, as mentioned above, isolation and loneliness are two separate things. Those
who consciously choose loneliness are personalities. They need isolation — to get rid
of the stagnant environment.

This is not a deadlock, but a real high harmony, purity of spirit.

This is a condition for self-knowledge, a way to improve.

This is the essence of a truly creative person - a person who is engaged in his fa-
vorite business will not be alone, his life is full of meaning.

And social, involuntary loneliness oppresses, eats like a worm, there is no point
in it. Faced with the inconsistency of the true «I» and the ideal «I», the type of patient
- neurotic should understand that he needs help from a qualified professional. That is,
loneliness is something inherent in the spiritual life of a person, and at the same time it
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is a social phenomenon. Sometimes, faced with such social loneliness, a person finds
a companion even with the power of imagination, adopting a pet-a dog, a cat, a parrot,
etc. — to compensate for the lack of communication.

Yes, a person is born alone, dies alone, his thoughts, feelings, decisions are unique
to him, and for him he is alone. Each of us has a personal world that no one knows
about, out of sight. He is hiding in the very depths of our souls. Sometimes we like to
be alone with yourself and look into the same corner. But still, a person cannot live in
a state of complete loneliness, he is the owner of a social being. The main values of
social life, such as friendship, love, relationships, form the meaning of human life. A
person, due to his social natural desires, strives to live in a team, in a community, his
actions and consciousness are also aligned with it, which is also beneficial for society.
And, as Ainsa (2016) states delving into the essence of the phenomenon of loneliness,
understanding helps to take the positive side of it and eliminate the negative conse-
quences, so that lonely days do not become a habit, a way of life [14, p. 148].

Significance of Loneliness for Human’s Daily Existence

The phenomenon of loneliness of being a particular person and the significance of
this phenomenon for our daily existence are beginning to be realized as a philosophical
problem and investigated relatively recently. It can be argued that the history of pur-
poseful, scientific study of this problem has only a few decades. At the same time, both
in special philosophical studies devoted to this problem and in studies of related scienc-
es, the basic, meaning-forming role of this phenomenon in solving ideological issues
is increasingly confirmed. The modernist and postmodern cultures of the XX century,
having made numerous attempts to subjectify the existing reality, as well as attempts to
merge the subjectivist and objectivist approaches in cognition of the world, involuntari-
ly brought to the fore the problem of being an individual and his existential loneliness.
The complex problem of the loneliness of being a particular person increasingly looks
like a key one for the entire almost three thousand-year history of philosophy.

However, it cannot be argued that this problem is only philosophical. The study of
the problem of loneliness and its modality in human existence is of great importance
not only for philosophical cognition, but for the implementation of any kind of human
activity, for the self-determination of a person, for his self-awareness. Along with the
clearly visible growth of human independence and power in modern society, there is
an equally visible growing uncertainty of a person in his own being. In this growing
uncertainty, as Mironov noted, it is not just the soul instability of the individual or the
weakness of character, the experience of fear by a person, but the ontological side that
is important [15, p. 22].

Human existence is his experience of an insurmountable abyss in the existence of
the Self and the world. The process of individualization of a person leads to the fact
that every experience, and even more so any spiritual crisis, is realized by a person as
a unique state, not peculiar to anyone, not experienced by anyone else, and even not
normal. And this is true, because, strictly speaking, no state or emotional experience
of an individual coincides with any conditionally existing norm and in this sense is
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out-normal. Awareness of this further increases the distance between people and re-
duces the possibility of understanding each other.

At the end of the XX century, loneliness declared itself not just as a social problem,
but already as a deadly problem. It can be said that the problem of a person’s awareness
of his individuality, his self-existence, «other being» in contrast to the world and other
people is simply catastrophically important for him, because in many countries, in many
independent statistical studies, loneliness is called the leading cause of suicide, and the
connection between these two phenomena is established directly - according to statistics
about 70% of people who have attempted suicide cite their loneliness as the main reason
for this. The level of suicide in a particular society can be considered a fairly accurate
indicator indicating the level of tragic loneliness in this society of an individual.

The severity of this problem and the danger that loneliness carries both for specif-
ic people and for society as a whole determines the comprehensive relevance of this
study. A philosophical study of the problem, the definition of the essence of loneliness
and its modality in human existence will, in turn, bring us closer to a practical solution
to the problem of lonely people.

Sartre’s work includes that various aspects of the consideration of the complex prob-
lem of loneliness of human existence can be found in various philosophical systems in
the history of philosophy. The problem of loneliness is touched upon in the philosophical
analysis of human freedom, the problem of choice, the causes and goals of human activ-
ity, the problem of Self, individuality, personality, consciousness and the human psyche.
The problem of loneliness has become the subject of study of various sciences that study
man, including philosophy, psychology, sociology, anthropology, etc [16, p. 38].

The philosophy of loneliness itself and the first attempts at ontological consider-
ation of human loneliness appear in the existentialism of the XX century. This level of
ontological understanding of loneliness was largely made possible by the emergence
of the phenomenology of Edmund Husserl, which created a new methodological foun-
dation for further philosophical studies of the phenomenon of loneliness of human
existence. The basis on which Husserl’s philosophical theory was built was the idea
of the independence of consciousness as a continuous and internally directed stream
of specially constructed experiences, having its own laws and principles, completely
isolated from everything outside, including the material world. However, the phenom-
enological reduction, together with the assertion of the uniqueness and independence
of human consciousness, naturally leads to the conclusion about the tragic loneliness
of human existence, since an insurmountable barrier of alienation and misunderstand-
ing arises between monadically closed subjects within their consciousness.

Existentialism of the XX century largely acts as an attempt at a philosophical ex-
planation of a transcendental subject understood in a special way in phenomenology.
The ontological loneliness of a person, inner separation and isolation from other people
become in existentialism the inevitable basis of any individual being as such. Rethink-
ing the problem of human loneliness taking into account the fundamental principles of
phenomenology is especially characteristic of the existential philosophy of J. P. Sartre.

At the first stage of his creative work, in the work «Being and Nothingness» Sartre
considers the subject mainly as an activity of his individual consciousness. But at a later
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stage of his work, Sartre, in the Critique of Dialectical Reason, considers a person not
only as a subject of thought, but, first of all, as a subject of action. The being of the sub-
ject turns out to be much broader than purely cognitive processes. This understanding of
a person as an individual who subjectively, according to his goals, transforms the world
around him and independently constructs his system of relations with other people, later
played a significant role in the development of philosophical anthropology [17, p. 184].

Of particular note are the views of E. Fromm, who managed to formulate a num-
ber of fundamentally important philosophical positions, including in the knowledge of
the problem of loneliness.

Firstly, Fromm refuses to identify the subject and consciousness and considers
man as an active subject. He understands a person as a subject of culture and history,
acting together with other people, thereby expanding the «I» to a connection with the
world, to the existence of indirect human connections with other people.

Secondly, Fromm takes a very important methodological step: in cognizing the
problem of human loneliness, for the first time he proceeds from a real practical prob-
lem, and not from the existence of an abstractly understood person, not from a tran-
scendental subject. All this taken together allows him to accurately realize and pos-
tulate a simple axiom: the more individual a person becomes in his history, the more
lonely he becomes.

And finally, Fromm, who has carefully studied the states of frustration and fear,
for the first time separates the concepts of loneliness proper and a person’s experience
of his loneliness, pointing out that a person’s experience of his loneliness may be in-
adequate, and that sometimes even the fear of loneliness can be more dangerous for a
person than loneliness itself [18, p. 89].

The problem of loneliness is investigated by philosophers closely associated with
various teachings. They are characterized by the idea of the world as a whole as the
equivalent of human perception, of reality enclosed within the boundaries of human
experiences.

Carl Gustav Jung should be considered one of the founders of this direction and, at
the same time, standing apart in this row. He is the author of the concept of the human
«self», which, of course, influenced all subsequent philosophical theories devoted to
the essence of man and his existence.

Jung defines the self as a concept that expresses the indistinguishable human es-
sence, the quintessence, alpha and omega of human existence. In a sense, in Erickson’s
study (1996) the analysis of Jung’s position in the approach to understanding human
nature turns out to be close to Fromm’s position in philosophical research: he also tries
to find meaning and establish expediency for a separate human life in the conditions of
universal absurdity. But in this case, a person must have a certain independence, which
is constantly expressed and fixed in some way. To denote this characteristic of human
existence, Jung introduces the concept of self [19, p. 263].

Conclusion

Remaining largely in the semantic and conceptual paradigm of existentialism,
Jung accurately realizes the real existence of man as a continuous standing «betweeny,
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as a result of the interaction of internal and external in this existence, and here he finds
the reason for the emergence of the self in man. At the same time, the self is not some-
thing originally given once and for all, on the contrary, it is the result of many human
efforts, achieved and still constantly achieved by the goal of his activity, something
that is carried out only gradually. In fact, in the hypothesis he describes the process of
individualization of a person and his becoming the subject of his own activity, proving
at the same time that human subjectivity is much more than a simple awareness of his
actions, his rationality. Therefore, Jung’s views on the problem of human subjectivity
became, to one degree or another, the methodological basis for further philosophical
research on the problem of loneliness.

At the same time, since loneliness is not only a deeply personal, but also a serious
social problem, against this background, an approach to the study of loneliness that
considers loneliness based on the system of human relations with other people seems
quite practical and natural. Bloch reflects that in the modern open system of society,
in the element of market relations, in the infinitely accelerating dynamics of our life,
there is very little stable, connections and relationships with other people stop very
quickly, but are built for a very long time, and hence -abandonment, randomness,
alienation and loneliness of a person in the modern world [20, p. 76].

Secular and Religious Values: Experience of Conceptual Approaches of Foreign Countries

Abstract. This scientific article provides an overview and analysis of various models
of interaction between religious and secular values in foreign countries. Three main models
are analyzed: secularism, religious state, and mixed approach, based on detailed studies of
examples from France, the United Kingdom, and Iran. To gain a comprehensive and in-depth
understanding of the role of religious and secular values in the society and culture of different
countries, research by scholars such as Olivier Roy, Caroline Fourest, Nathan Olsen, Girayalp
Karakus, Linda Woodhead, and Gavin D’Costa is examined.

The analysis of the advantages and disadvantages of each model allows identifying diverse
aspects of their implementation in socio-cultural and political contexts. Based on the comparison
of different models and aspects of their implementation, the conclusion is drawn that there is a
need to find a unique balance between respecting religious freedoms and ensuring the secular
nature of the state for each country in accordance with its specificity and societal needs. An
open dialogue, grounded in scientific research, can contribute to effective resolution of conflicts
and the creation of optimal conditions for sustainable and harmonious societal development.

Nowadays, Muslim countries lag significantly in terms of scientific breakthroughs.
Even though there were noteworthy figures during the Middle Ages but contemporary
Muslims exhibit limited influence today.

Admittedly, contemporary Muslims face limitations in generating novel technolo-
gies or pioneering effective inventions, owing to significant educational shortcomings,
unlike their medieval counterparts who introduced new scientific disciplines.

Additionally, Muslims’ cultural aspects are not also satisfactory. Few people think
they should emulate present-day Muslims in terms of morals and ethics. According to
Al-Jazeera’s official statistics, there are 96 million illiterate people in the Arab coun-
tries. In 1970, the Arab League designated January 8 as «Arab Literacy Day,» initiat-
ing efforts to combat illiteracy across Arab nations. Despite actions taken since then,
the issue remains unresolved.

Another big concern of the Islamic world is an absence of unity. Despite the fact
that Muslims have many things in common including the shared religion, history and
culture, it is difficult to say that there is cohesion among Muslims.

Parallel to unity issues and illiteracy, poverty is a pressing challenge in the Islamic
world, marked by substantial economic reliance on developed nations; overall, the
Islamic world appears more consumer-oriented than supplier-oriented.

Muslims face negative portrayals in media and online platforms, with a multitude
of content contradicting the image of the «Religion of Peace». Their global standing is
often seen unfavorably. Apart from international relations, the Islamic world struggles
with numerous intricate religious matters, prompting the emergence of diverse sects
due to the complexities of these religious questions. Differences exist between mod-
ernist and conservative ideas, compounded by a lack of widespread faith and hope for
Islam’s revitalization as a new civilization. Intergenerational succession also poses a
significant concern among Muslims.

As it can be seen there are quite a number of complex issues in the Islamic world.
There are many researchers who tackled these problems and posed various opinions
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being some of them conflicting. To comprehend their point of views systematically,
their opinions were divided into three groups. Presently, this subject holds a signifi-
cant position among Islamic scholars for research and is identified by several terms.
For instance, it goes by the name «Tajdid», signifying rejuvenation, and «Tajdid fikr
islami,» denoting the renewal of Islamic mind or evaluation of contemporary religious
viewpoints. Next, each of the group’s opinion will be discussed in details.

The viewpoint of the Proponents of the First Stance

«In the 1920s, alongside proponents of reform, there were also those who resist-
ed Islamic reforms and the religion itself. Arab writer Ismail Mazkhar argued that
for Arabs to attain independent thinking, they should abandon religious thought (reli-
gious heritage) and embrace European rationalism, materialism, and culture, which is
deemed more conducive to progress than Islamic culturey.

Most of the supporters of this view are from Arab world and Turkish «leftistsy».
Since leftists from the very beginning were against involvement of a religion into gov-
ernment affairs, they do not support modernization and reform in Islamic countries to
happen through the renewal of Islamic mind.

There are numerous factors that led to the abovementioned conclusion. Despite
the fact that they are Muslims themselves, they have skepticism about Islam’s potential
to drive revival and progress. «Some ideologues now advocate exclusively adopting
modern Western production, contending that it’s disconnected from the spiritual and
consciousness realms. They state that worldview is separate from new techniques and
technologies, asserting their independence.

This is apparently a counterargument to the viewpoint of the proponents of the
first stance. In other words, exploiting new technologies does not imply that one needs
to forsake the religious mindset. Moreover, Lebanese philosopher René Habashi is
troubled by the Islamic world’s exclusive consumer role. He believes this passivity,
marked by a lack of initiative in production, is a major issue within the religious mind-
set.

Zaki Nagib Mahmud: «Our biggest issue: «How can we actively engage in scien-
tific, technological, and industrial progress instead of merely talking? We do not intend
to go back to our archaic scientific activities. The only way out is to follow Europe
and America. We adopt what they offer and apply it within our acceptable limits» [2,
51p.].

The advocates of this perspective frequently criticize contemporary Muslims’ to-
day’s condition. This was even worsened due to loss of Arab world in the war in 1967
[3, 145 p.]. Some of them even claimed that death of God in West also meant the death
of God in East. One of the critics of Islam is Sadik al-Azm.

He openly accused Islam of being responsible for the backwardness of Islamic
countries. He exhorted the idea of fostering the younger generation without religion.
Through this approach, he believed to eliminate the submissive mindset, helpless-
ness, sluggishness, and innovation deficiency inherent in the Islamic identity. Notable
among his books expounding these ideas are:
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«Nakdu zati bagda hazimay (Self-examination after defeat);

«Naqd fikr dini» (Criticism of religious thought).

These works were published one by one in 1968 and 1969. Notably, his second book
led to a trial and imprisonment. «The ongoing struggle persists between reverting to our
old heritage or entirely forsaking it. Yet, the ultimate decisive confrontation remains per-
petually postponed, as nobody dares to «kill the father» and «end the legacy» [1, 196 p].

The Islamic world possesses an extensive scientific repository, yet skepticism ex-
ists among Muslims towards it. One side seeks to elevate this heritage to a pinnacle,
while the other believes relinquishing it entirely is essential for keeping pace with
innovation and contemporary life. Supporters of the first stance and advocates of the
second stance both discourage constant revisiting of the scientific heritage.

The Viewpoint of the Proponents of the Second Stance

This viewpoint is called criticism of Islamic mind. Defining «mind», Arkun high-
lights its ancient Arabic origin with an epistemological root. The core meaning of
«mind» is to bind, akin to securing a Bedouin’s camel, functioning as a tool that reins
in feelings and emotions arising in the heart [4, 109 p]. «In our view of ‘mind,’ it’s not
an isolated, standalone mechanism. Contrary to the Western and Islamic philosophical
and theological concept, which portrays it as an autonomous entity, our understanding
asserts that the mind consistently operates in tandem with imagination and dreamy.
Here Arkun is underscoring that mind works in connection with imagination and mem-
ory» [5,232-233 p.].

Even though we refer to Islamic mind, it can be also called as «Islamic minds»
due to the diverse consciousness arising from the expansive nature of Islam, influ-
enced by its various madhhabs and currents. The underlying essence of individualized
concept of «Islamic mind» lies in the shared characteristics inherent in Islamic minds,
encompassing the following common features:

First, all the minds are relying on «revelation» and things derived from revelation.

Secondly, these minds receive guidance and direction, entrusted to the leaders and
founders of madhhabs like Ibn Hanbal, Shafi’i, Abu Hanifa, Malik, and Jafar Sadiq.

The third shared trait is that these minds operate within confined concepts and
imaginations shaped around the Universe, rooted in a medieval understanding and
imagination [5, 232-233 p.].

To elucidate Arkun’s perspective, despite the diverse nature of Islamic thoughts
stemming from shared characteristics, it remains viable to singularly refer to the Is-
lamic mind. Amidst the numerous madhhabs and currents, there exist shared elements
that bind them together. He prioritized the core three among them, acknowledging
the potential presence of additional shared traits. However, it’s these very three char-
acteristics that underpin the Islamic mind, essentially constituting Arkun’s endeavor
to modernize it. By highlighting these shared traits, he demonstrates that the Islamic
mind remains entrenched within the medieval thought framework.

In Arkun’s «Islamic Mind» project, he critiques the utilization of mind in com-
prehending and practicing Islam. His viewpoint emphasizes that Islam is guided by

revelation, with contemporary representatives of revelation being religious scholars
and fakihs (jurist). The mind, guided exclusively by these figures, becomes one-sided,
embodying religious authoritarianism. He urges those who think in this manner to set
aside the established thought system and embrace methodologies rooted in Western
humanitarian teachings, engaging within the framework of Western thought.

Arkun asserts that the Islamic golden age spanned from 150 to 450 Hijra (767
to 1058 CE), characterized by advancements in both science and intellect [6, p. 159].
However, after the sixth century of Hijra, the Islamic world ceased to generate novel
ideas and innovations, marking what is referred to as the «scholastic period». Beyond
this point, repetition rather than originality became the norm.

«The philosophical thought in Islam stopped 800 years ago due to the defeat of
Ibn Rushd» [7, p. 171].

Islamic mind was narrowed by eliminating all philosophical thought from a prac-
tical point of view. The notion that «one who studies logic becomes an unbeliever» has
gained significant traction.

The mind that is confined to a specific region and teachings of madhhabs emerged
(e.g. Maliki, Hanafi, Shafi’i, Hanbali, Ibadi, Imami and etc.)

In the 11th century, the Seljuks (Turkish rulers) introduced the madrasa system in
the Islamic world, which slowed down intellectual growth. These schools, influenced
by Sufi beliefs and traditional Islamic jurisprudence, followed a scholastic educational
model. This period led to decline and the end of Ijtihad [4, 117 p.].

As evident from the text, the decline of the Islamic world in terms of scientific
advancements started with the downfall of the Abbasid caliphate and the rise of the
Seljuks to power.

Arkun holds a unique viewpoint regarding the «Mu’tazila» school compared to
other scholars. In Islamic history, it’s evident that they faced opposition due to their
advocacy for free thought and «mind». Religious scholars and fakihs played a role in
persecuting the Mu’tazila, resulting in a misperception within Islamic society. The
Mu’tazila are often remembered as those who broke away from the Ummabh rather than
as individuals who pursued knowledge and critical thinking. «Mu’tazilay means those
who step aside and isolate themselves to think deeply and speculate. However, most
traditional scholars changed this meaning and saw it as those who left the community.
This led to dishonoring them and diminishing their influence» [8, 60 p.].

This is how Islamic jurisprudence gained control by enforcing strict religious laws
and rules that restricted thinking. At the same time, any thoughts or ideas that didn’t
match these rules set by fakihs and religious scholars were dismissed and sometimes
even labeled as «apostasy (takfeer)» [4, 117 p.].

According to Arkun, to ignore views of Mu’tazila followers and to persecute them
for their free thought affected negatively on the development of philosophy and sci-
ence. However, we cannot fully agree with his assertions. Mu’tazila became an official
state madhhab in Abbasid caliphate during the 2™ and 3rd centuries. Arkun himself ac-
knowledges that Islamic world’s Golden Age was between Hijri 150-450 years. Thus,
even after the Mu’tazila’s period, Golden Age of Islamic world had continued. The
operation of Bait al-Hikmah until 1258 shows that the Golden Age lasted for one or
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two more centuries beyond the timeframe Arkun suggested. Another reason why we
don’t support Arkun’s view is that when the Mu’tazila was the official state ideology
during five consecutive caliphs of the Abbasid caliphate, fakihs who disagreed with
these ideas were punished. Among them there is famous Ahmad Ibn Hanbal. If this
madhhab were a symbol of free thought and science, there should not have been perse-
cuted. Additionally, any ideas against them would have been discussed publicly.

Arkun believes that the present era is a time of rebirth (Nahda). This phase started
when we encountered Western civilization in the 19th century. It began when we faced
important modern concepts like freedom, democracy, equality, justice, and scientific
advancement.

«Islamic mind didn’t play a part in the discoveries of rational thinking. These scien-
tific findings were almost ignored, as if they had nothing to do with Islam» [7, 290 p.].

Even though it was a time of rebirth, there wasn’t much room for philosophi-
cal viewpoints — instead, orthodox legal ideas prevailed. Arkun referred to this as the
«Takfeeri mind». In simpler words, it’s a mindset that dismisses ideas different from
its own and criticizes minds that would not make a decision by similar to their own
mindset. The term «Takfeeri mind» highlights a lack of tolerance of the Islamic world.

When describing Muslims’ current situation, M. Arkun divides the mind into two
types: the juridical and philosophical minds. Nowadays, jurisprudence holds more im-
portance than philosophy. The philosophical way of thinking seems almost absent in
the Islamic world. The reason for the Islamic world lagging behind is the absence of
this philosophical mindset. Free thought is hindered by the dominance of a dogmatic
mind. Religious scholars and fakihs mainly hold dogmatic mindset. One of the reasons
why they possess this mindset is their personal ijtihad. Other than them, there is a re-
striction on ijtihad.

«Because religious scholars and fakihs are the only ones who possess this mind,
they are the ones who have authority over aqidah» [8, 65 p.]. From an aqidah perspec-
tive, the belief system, the leaders are essentially the fakihs themselves.

The Islamic mind prevails in the public’s minds mainly because of the influence
of religious scholars and fakihs. Other fields of study (humanities) struggle to chal-
lenge this dominance. This traditional religious mindset doesn’t promote the free use
of reason in religious, social, political, or economic matters; instead, it seeks to restrict
the role of reason within the boundaries of religious texts, claiming it’s a return to our
religious heritage. Additionally, the political systems that emerged in the Islamic world
after gaining independence didn’t encourage the development of rational and critical
thinking [7, 202 p.].

Supporters of the traditional way of thinking in the Islamic world refuse the scien-
tific methods of critical analysis used in the West. Even the term «criticism» isn’t part
of the vocabulary of the Islamic mind. This is because, according to them, the mind is
confined by religious law (Sharia). However, without criticism, the mind won’t prog-
ress, and its strength and innovation won’t grow.

Arkun: I didn’t hesitate to title my book «Criticism of the Islamic Mind», which
was published in French. The French language is open to historical, philosophical, and
scientific critiques. It seeks a deeper understanding through criticism. However, in the
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Arabic language, the term «criticismy isn’t easily associated with the «Islamic mind».
That’s why Muhammad al-Jabiri chose «Criticism of the Arab Mind» as the title. Then
I had to choose a different topic. Even though it covers chapters on critiquing Islamic
mind, I titled the Arabic edition «Historicity of Arab-Islamic Mind» [9, 28 p.].

Thus, according to Arkun, one reason the Islamic mind falls behind Western mind
in terms of achievements in areas like humanity, society, language, and history is be-
cause the fikhi, traditional, and religious mind limits the overall scope of thinking
under the pretense of sanctity.

Arkun suggests new terms such as «Future mind» and «Independent mind» as the
classical Islamic mind’s new period. This new mind calls for comprehending Islam in
terms of contemprorary scientific methods [10, 69 p.].

This new mind will reconsider topics previously seen as off-limits in Islamic his-
tory and approach them differently from the established way of thinking. This ap-
proach doesn’t advocate a return to old scientific traditions. Instead, it encourages criti-
cal thinking, opening doors for diverse perspectives on the same matter by challenging
one-sided viewpoints.

Arkun calls for studying all the necessary scientific fields to fully understand the
Holy Quran. He believes that in this way a new perspective will be established. Be-
cause the current way of thinking has been orthodox, so it’s important to reevaluate it.
This role will be carried out by the new mind suggested by Arkun.

Arkun: «The innovative new mind will be actively fighting in all domains. It will
not be confined to the West or East, religion or the world, theological Shariah politics
or secular positive philosophy. It will function independently, considering only itself.
It will scrutinize every notion critically. All ideas will be questioned to establish an
accurate, fresh approach» [7, 9 p.].

From the abovementioned, it is apparent that Arkun’s main objectives are to de-
velop independent mind and forsake all the archaic legacy and ideology.

«The new mind supersedes one-sided thinking through its foundation in the «the-
ory of dabate of interpretations». It appreciates Ibn Rushd’s rationalism without dis-
missing Ghazali’s or Ibn Sina’s philosophies. Even if something is correct and helpful,
it doesn’t stick to just one view, avoiding any narrow-mindedness» [11, 14 p.].

We can observe that Arkun has high expectations for his new mind. Another dis-
tinctive aspect of this new mind is its creativity in generating and proposing innovative
ideas. Furthermore, its effective utilization of the latest scientific progress is another
notable trait of this new way of thinking.

Nevertheless, surpassing the traditional theological mindset is yet a challenge.
This endeavor by Arkun faces resistance from intellectuals in the Islamic world, who
argue that Western approaches are incongruent with comprehending the sacred texts
of Islam [4, 122 p.].

We consider the endeavor of those embracing this perspective to be a long-term
project. Establishing the initial models and executing it is expected to demand consid-
erable time. The question of whether it’s sensible to forsake the centuries-old scientific
heritage and methods within the Islamic world remains a topic that necessitates further
research.
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The Viewpoint of the Proponents of the Third Stance

Islam is already a perfect religion. The Holy Quran has recitations about it. «This
day I have perfected for you your religion and completed My favor upon you and have
approved for you Islam as your religion» (Surah Maida, 3 ayah).

It remains unchanged over time. Its primary sources have endured in their original
form, regardless of the passing centuries. Historical events don’t impact its renewal
from a faith perspective. Fundamental principles remain steady. What may change are
the methods of presenting it attractively, addressing doubts that challenge it, and en-
dorsing approaches that affirm the correctness of Islam. In worldly realms like politics,
education, law, and public affairs, a competent fakih can establish the Islamic system
within their civilization’s framework [12, 7 p.].

In this text, the author underlines the consistency of Islam’s core sources and prin-
ciples. While acknowledging that some aspects can be adapted or modernized, he high-
lights that the implementation of Islamic systems, spanning areas like politics, econom-
ic regulation, and social problem-solving, falls under the purview of a qualified fakih,
a specialist in Islamic jurisprudence. From this perspective, it becomes evident that
proponents of this viewpoint believe that renewal and change are entrusted to fakihs.

Hence, this implies that Islam itself remains unaltered; the only aspect susceptible
to change is Islamic mind.

As per Abu Rida’s explanation, Islamic mind entails the ijtihad carried out by
Islamic scholars who derive their reasoning from diverse principles of Islam. As the
Holy Quran obligated it would be through thinking, looking and seeking truth in the
religious, intellectual and life spheres [12, 5-6 p.].

If Islamic mind stands as one of the Qur’an’s obligatory directives, then the re-
newal of mind becomes one of the requisites of Islam. As per the explanation of Is-
lamic mind, the practice of «ijtihad» is essential for its renewal. So, what exactly is
ijtihad? «ljtihad involves the fakih’s intellectual exertion in determining rulings based
on evidence according to Sharia. It requires a substantial amount of effort, leaving the
fakih fully expended» [13, 79 p.].

This definition shows that the fakih puts in all the effort he can and searches until
he’s sure there’s no better solution. It means he works hard to solve complex problems
in the Islamic world. To renew Islamic views, the fakih needs to think deeply, study a
lot, and put in a good amount of effort.

A significant hadith emphasizes renewal, stating: «Verily, Allah sends a renewer
of religion to this Ummah every hundred years». This renewer is a reformer who is re-
quired among Muslims every century to refresh the religion. Renewal of Islamic mind
involves two key elements: ijtihad and reform.

«The Shariah is timeless and boundless, while the Qur’an and the Sunnah are
fixed, human needs and circumstances continually evolve without limit. Ijtihad is nec-
essary to address these ever-changing and limitless needs within the constraints of
religious texts» [13, 83 p.].

Another conclusion that shows the necessity of ijtihad is that the main sources of
Islam are fixed. As time passes and science and technology progress, it’s evident that
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the prevalent issues and questions in human life will change. For instance, topics of
concern in the Middle Ages, particularly among Muslims, may no longer hold rele-
vance in the 21st century.

Those who advocate a «renaissance» through a return to ancient texts argue that
the Western «renaissance» didn’t emerge from nothing. Instead, it was rooted in the
revival of ancient philosophy and the scientific legacy of both the Greek and Islamic
civilizations. While new discoveries were made, they were built upon ancestral knowl-
edge. The foundation lay in the advancements of natural sciences, particularly of the
Islamic world. As a result, they contend that the Islamic world should similarly revisit
those «Ancient Books» to reinvigorate itself.

According to proponents of this viewpoint, the Western approach isn’t applicable
to modernize Islamic consciousness and mind. They argue that the necessary tools and
foundation for this modernization already exist within the scientific heritage of the
Islamic world. They strongly critique those advocating an alternate methodology to
study scholarly heritage or primary sources.

Arkun and his followers, while having limited knowledge of these sciences, label
them as «outdated». In their attempts to criticize them, they resort to foreign methods
that belong to different cultures, historical periods, and societies. Their actions can
hardly be considered modernization; they more closely resemble demolition and dis-
mantling, with little regard for reconstruction.

In conclusion, Islam cannot change according to the proponents of third view. The
only thing that alters is Islamic mind. It can change and adapt through ijtihad based on
time and place. Islam is self-sufficient. The Islamic world possesses a well-established
scientific database and effective research methods. The task of renewal and reform can
be undertaken by Islamic religious scholars and fakihs who are adept at utilizing this
scientific heritage and employing suitable research methodologies.

Discussion

According to researchers such as Abdullah al-Arawi, Muhammad Arkun, and the
intellectuals who followed them, «it is necessary to negotiate with history, get rid of
the medieval mind and adhere to the rationalism of the modern age» [14, 136 p.].
Their goal in embracing modern rationalism is to employ the scientific methodology
established in the West for interpreting religious texts and eliminating the scientific
stereotypes that have persisted until now. This perspective of the second viewpoint
fundamentally opposes the proponents of the third viewpoint, as previously outlined.

When considering the perspective of those who inclined to abandon Islam, it be-
comes apparent that external factors have exerted a greater influence on them than
internal ones. If the question revolves around abandoning Islam, then contemplating
the modernization and renewal of Islamic consciousness hardly seems relevant.

Let’s attempt to uncover what factors might have driven them to contemplate
forsaking Islam:

Firstly, colonization wielded significant influence. The character development of
these intellectuals aligned with this era, as colonizing nations endeavored to dissemi-
nate this ideology.
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Secondly, some thinkers embraced this viewpoint due to the influence of commu-
nist ideology. In the mid-20th century, communism had a notable following in the Arab
world. Several Arab nations, like Egypt, even adopted communism as their official
stance. Egypt’s then-president, Jamal Abdu Nasir, called for the unification of Arab
countries on the basis of communism.

Thirdly, during that period the theory of Darwinism was spreading rapidly in the
world. Consequently, it strengthened their idea.

Fourth, as there was a revolution against churches in the West, they thought that
forsaking religion would be a good reason to advance.

Fifth, the collapse of the Ottoman Empire, which once united the Islamic world,
led to disillusionment and despondency among Muslims. Some saw this as a sign that
the era of Islam had come to an end.

Sixth, in many parts of the Islamic world, traditional Islamic institutions like
mosques-madrasahs were replaced by Western schools during the colonial period, and
this influence has persisted even after decolonization. Given that these schools have
educated multiple generations, the emergence of this critical stance can be seen as a
natural outcome.

Seventh, due to the technological advancements originating from the Western
world, along with the necessities of modern living, Western culture and ideology have
gained widespread influence in the Islamic world.

Eighth, because the global film industry, television, and now social networks are
predominantly controlled by the West, these platforms have become direct conduits for
Western culture and ideology.

The ninth factor is that some young people who studied in Western universities,
and even earned their doctoral degrees there, became advocates of the culture and civ-
ilization from those places.

We think these and other reasons contributed to the emergence of this perspective.
By analyzing the factors mentioned, it becomes evident that their opposition is not di-
rected at [slam itself, but rather stems from the perceived weaknesses of Muslims and
their lack of knowledge.

Arkun’s works provide a response to those who hold this perspective. He breaks
down renewal into two aspects. The first is material renewal, which is often imported
and it is imported to Islamic countries.

However, a deficiency of innovation is observed in the field of opinions within
the Islamic world. Islamic nations find it challenging to break free from the traditional
thinking system because it lacks updates in the realm of thoughts. If we were to inno-
vate in the field of mind, a transformation similar to Europe’s would also happen in our
countries [15, 75 p.]. Consequently, the answer for proponents of the first perspective
appears evident: reform is feasible both materially and intellectually in the Islamic
world. The challenge lies in harmonizing the second and third viewpoints.

While scholars like Tawahiri criticize Arkun’s application of Western methodolo-
gy to Islamic sciences, Arkun and his followers maintain that modern scientific meth-
ods are similarly employed in the study of Christian religious texts. Therefore, they see
no issue with this approach [16, p. 202].
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Although Arkun’s theoretical concept is well-established, he is open to construc-
tive criticism to ensure its practical implementation. To facilitate this, he chose to write
his works in French, not implying any disregard for Arabic as a scientific language. His
decision to use French was aimed at engaging Western critical perspectives by having
French scholars read his works [17, 229 p.].

Regarding the third viewpoint that emphasizes the value of «ancient books» for
civilization, we anticipate positive outcomes by selecting the most relevant aspects of
the ancient scientific heritage and enhancing their development for the present.

Conclusion

We’ve received varied responses to the question of whether the Islamic world can
align with contemporary trends or determine Islam’s role in the 21st century. Summa-
rizing these responses, they can be categorized into main groups:

Conclusion of proponents of first viewpoint

They attribute the backwardness of Muslim countries and the occurrence of vari-
ous negative events to Islam. They encourage us to begin with the fundamental char-
acteristics of Islam, which involve rejecting or avoiding submissiveness, sluggishness,
and an inability to take initiative. To tackle these challenges, they propose a distinctive
path. They urge young Arabs to receive an education free from religious influence.
Their argument hinges on the idea that shedding Islam, which they perceive as hav-
ing lost its relevance, and the associated Arab mindset, is imperative for embracing
modernity, particularly the Western way of life. This transition demands a profound
shift. To truly become a modern Muslim society, they assert the need to fully absorb
the mindset, tools, style, and standards of modernity into their core identity. In their
view, introducing scientific advancements and technology alone is insufficient. They
contend that modern Muslims currently lack the capacity to lead globally or embark
on innovative ventures. Their ability to make significant scientific breakthroughs and
conduct vital research for humanity is notably limited. While Islam might still exist in
a formal sense, the absence of its core essence leaves little room for hope. It’s worth
noting that proponents of this perspective largely dismiss the notion of reforming the
Islamic world.

Conclusion of proponents of second viewpoint

This perspective is known as «Criticism of the Islamic Mind», advocated by Mu-
hammad Arkun and his followers. His stance diverges from contemporary thinkers,
notably seen in his critical work named the «Islamic Mind». Within this work, he cri-
tiques the way of using minh in the interpretation of Islam and its practical application.
Arkun asserts that present-day Islam is confined to revelation, overseen by religious
figures and fakihs. Such a mind, solely influenced by these figures, remains one-sided
— essentially, religious authoritarianism. They encourage to abandon traditional think-
ing and established thought processes, urging the adoption of methodologies from
Western humanistic teachings to embrace a Western-style mindset. The stagnation in
the Islamic world arises from the limitation to medieval research methods. Unable to
break free from outdated Middle Age stereotypes, Muslims struggle to keep pace with
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modern advancements. They believe that incorporating the scientific research methods
developed in the West into Islamic knowledge can help shape a new Islamic mind and
enable the Islamic world to keep pace with the modern era.

Conclusion of proponents of third viewpoint

Islam is considered a complete religion, evident from its clear verses. Its core
tenets remain unchanged over time. However, methods of presentation, addressing
doubts, and reinforcing its authenticity can be adapted. In societal aspects like politics,
education, law, and public affairs, a knowledgeable fakih shapes the Islamic system
according to a relevant civilization. The Islamic world’s lagging progress is attributed
to a lack of accurate adherence to Islam and the underutilization of centuries-old sci-
entific heritage.

Having addressed the first viewpoint in the preceding discussion, we believe that
skillfully harmonizing the second and third perspectives forms the foundation for the
necessary reform within the Islamic world.

Social Responsibility of Business in the Context of Justice

Abstract. The issues of justice and responsibility form the core of most studies in philosophy
and political science. In modern domestic political processes taking place in almost most countries
of the world, these issues are the basis of state policy. For example, the Message of the President
of the Republic of Kazakhstan Kassym-Jomart Tokayev to the people of the country, announced at
the third session of the Parliament of the Republic of Kazakhstan, was devoted to the strategy of
ensuring a just state, the formation of a united nation, as well as a prosperous society. Until recently,
researchers paid insufficient attention to the ideological, educational, and economic mechanisms
that ensure justice and the social responsibility of society that is relevant to it today.

In this regard, the article reviews the research on the mechanisms of attribution of responsibility and
justice as a psychological and socio-political phenomenon in today’s reality and in a comparative perspective
and offers an analysis of their application and measures to improve them in modern Kazakh reality.

Formation of Patriotism in the Student Environment Through the Internet Resources
(Based on the Sociological Survey of Students of Narxoz University)

Abstract. The novelty of the presented scientific article lies in the fact that the problem of
the formation of patriotism in the Kazakh student environment has never been considered in the
context of the possibilities of the Internet-environment as an agent of patriotic education. Patriotic
impact of social networks and Internet resources is considered through a sociological survey of 2-3
year students of Narxoz University. The problem raised in the article is to reveal the possibilities of
expanding the forms and methods of educating a patriotic personality through the use of Internet
resources. Through a sociological survey, proposals are identified and recommendations are given
for the formation of patriotic competence.

Keywords: patriotism, citizenship, spiritual values, student youth, student environment,
patriotic education, Internet space, Internet- technologies, social networks.
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Abstract. This article deals with the actual problem of integrating kandas into the Ka-
zakh society. The authors set a goal to study the process of migration and adaptation of
repatriates in Kazakhstan based on the theory of A. Ager and A. Strang, according to which
there are 10 criteria for the success of integration. The findings of the study are based on the
documentary and conceptual analyzes of the media and social networks. Documents and
laws on migration were also analyzed in order to understand the practical implementation of
the adopted regulations. In addition, field research was taken as the basis of the study - nar-
rative-biographical interviews with repatriates in 3 regions of Kazakhstan: Almaty region,
Esik; East Kazakhstan region, Shygys village; and North Kazakhstan region, Sergeevka vil-
lage. These field studies were carried out in July-August 2023 under the project “Identifica-
tion aspects of the kandas integration to Kazakhstani society” to study the degree of their
integration into society and the features of their self-identification. Existing problems were
revealed and tasks were set for solution in the foreseeable future.

PoLiTics AND GLOBAL PROCESSES

Introduction

Repatriation (from Latin repatriate - to return to their homeland) is the return to
the country of residence and the restoration of the rights of citizens who, for various
reasons, are outside their country as refugees, prisoners of war, displaced persons and
emigrants [1]. In the 1990s, ethnic repatriation was a popular trend in the migration

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policy of the CIS countries. In Kazakhstan, the state has officially announced a pro-
gram for the return of ethnic Kazakhs (kandas) living abroad. Since the demographic
issue was also acute in independent Kazakhstan. From 1991 to 2021, more than 1
million ethnic Kazakhs arrived in Kazakhstan from Uzbekistan, Turkmenistan, China,
Mongolia, Iran and other countries [2].

All conditions were made for them to quickly obtain a civilian, and certain social
benefits were provided, such as:free adaptation and integration services in the centers
of adaptation and integration of kandas;medical care in accordance with the legislation
of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the field of healthcare;places in schools and pre-
school organizations on an equal basis with citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the
possibility of obtaining education in accordance with the allocated quota for admission
to educational organizations of technical and vocational, post-secondary and higher
education in the amount determined by the Government of the Republic of Kazakh-
stan;social protection on a par with citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan;assistance
in employment in accordance with the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan and
others [3].

However, despite all the measures of state support, the integration of repatriates is
still an urgent problem. Kandas prefer to settle near their previously moved relatives,
friends and acquaintances. Entire settlements are known, such as the village of Shygys
(EKR), where ethnic Kazakhs who arrived from other countries under the Nurly Kosh
program were resettled. This situation raises concerns that closed communities are
being formed, with a low level of civic identity, which makes it difficult for the kandas
to integrate, which can lead to social tension and even conflicts.

This article uses materials from field studies that were carried out in Almaty, East
Kazakhstan and North Kazakhstan regions. On the basis of these materials, the exist-
ing actual problems among ethnic repatriates were analyzed.

Repatriation Policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan

After gaining independence, Kazakhstan developed a program for the return of
ethnic Kazakhs to the country. This policy was needed to stabilize the demographic
situation in Kazakhstan, because of a massive emigration process has begun from Ka-
zakhstan to Russia, Germany, Ukraine, Korea and other countries. It was also import-
ant to increase the proportion of the Kazakh population with the help of repatriates.

Conventionally, this process can be divided into several stages:

1. 1993-2001. The migrant attraction program began in 1993, when the immigra-
tion quota for ethnic Kazakhs was 10,000 families. In 1997, Kazakhstan adopted the
Law “On Population Migration”, which for the first time defines the term “oralman”.
In 1998, the “Concept of the repatriation of ethnic Kazakhs to their historical home-
land” was adopted. The Agency for Migration and Demography was also created. The
first stage is the period of formation of the basis of the legal framework.

2.2002-2011. In 2008, the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan approved
anew “Nurly Kosh” program for rational resettlement and assistance in the settlement
of ethnic Kazakhs. In 2011, a new version of the Law “On population migration” is
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adopted. Every year the quota was increased to help the resettlement of the kandas.
This stage was characterized by a steady increase in the number of repatriates.

3. 2012-2023. In 2014-2016, measures were taken to improve the registration
of internal migrants, simplify and improve registration procedures. Government also
actively implemented the Migration Policy Concept for 2017-2021 program. In 2020,
the head of state instructed to change the term “oralman” to “kandas”, which means
“tribesman”. But at this stage, there is just a reduction in the flow of repatriates, or their
return to the states from which they arrived.

Over the years, ethnic migrants have faced the following problems:

- Uneven distribution of repatriates. They mostly moved closer to their relatives.
They tried to get the status of kandas despite the fact that quotas were allocated to
certain regions of Kazakhstan.

- Unemployment and difficulties in finding work. Many young repatriates have
not been able to formally find work, and have also had difficulty accessing vocational
education.

- The language barrier. Ignorance of the Russian language among ethnic Kazakhs
who arrived from the countries of Mongolia, China, Iran, has become a real barrier
in the preparation of documents, in training and employment, and in everyday life. It
was especially difficult for repatriates who moved to the Northern and Eastern parts of
Kazakhstan under the Nurly Kosh program.

- The problem with the availability of information. Many kandases noted that
upon arrival in Kazakhstan, it was difficult for them to understand how and where to
draw up documents. In state institutions, they rarely explained in Kazakh. “I had to
rely on “intermediaries”, who were not always conscientious” said interviewee. Adap-
tation centers that were specially opened for kandas (in Karaganda, Shymkent, Turke-
stan region, etc.) are for some reason located in cities where they are the least. In fact,
information about 14 temporary accommodation centers is everywhere. But according
to current data on the Internet, you can find the addresses and contacts of 3 Kandas Ad-
aptation and Integration Centers and 6 Temporary Stay Centers, again in regions where
there are not so many repatriate flows. It turns out that most of the qandas initially do
not even have the opportunity to contact the organizations responsible for providing
the information necessary for immigrants, due to the lack of such institutions in their
region. According to the latest research organized by the Soros Foundation, it can be
seen that the majority of respondents did not use the services of these centers [4].

Theoretical Background

Repatriation is often seen as a form of international migration. In fact, there is no
exact definition of this term in science. Some scholars define “repatriation” as “return
migration” [5]. When ethnic groups return to their historical homeland. Usually such
resettlement of the people is stimulated by state policy. In history, 2 major “return
migrations” can be noted. After the end of World War 11, millions of ethnic Germans
and Jewish descendants from Eastern Europe migrated to their ethnic homeland in
Germany and Israel. After the collapse of the Soviet Union, millions of different eth-
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nic groups living in Eastern Europe, Central Asia and the Caucasus also returned to
their ethnic homeland. In the modern world, about 40 countries practice a repatria-
tion program: Armenia, Bulgaria, Hungary, Denmark, India, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan,
Norway, Poland, Peru, Russia, Turkey, France, Finland, Philippines, Czech Republic,
Estonia, Japan and others.

But despite the fact that repatriates return to their homeland, the process of their
adaptation and integration in society faces the same problems as migrants who move
to a completely different country. The fact is that their life in another country leaves
indelible changes in the mentality and culture.

In general, Canadian psychologist J. Berry proposed 4 models of adaptation of
migrants to a new place of residence:

1. dual strategy of adaptation: acceptance by migrants of the culture of the domi-
nant community while maintaining elements of their own culture;

2. assimilation: full acceptance by migrants of the culture of the host community,
accompanied by the loss of their own culture;

3. segregation: non-acceptance by a migrant of the culture of the host community
in a new place and the preservation of their own culture;

4. marginalization: non-acceptance of the culture of the host community while
simultaneously refusing to preserve their own culture [6].

But there are many cases when ethnic repatriates can choose a strategy of segre-
gation or marginalization, thereby not integrating into the society of the host country.
Such a problem affects the national stability of the host country. For example, Japan
tried to solve the problem of labor shortage without threatening the ethnic homoge-
neity of Japan. An effective solution was to create a program for repatriates to return
to their historical homeland ethnic Japanese in the second and third generation from
Brazil. Since they were Japanese by blood, it was believed that there would be no
problems with integration and assimilation. However, despite their Japanese pheno-
type, they were born and raised in Brazil, most of them do not speak Japanese well
and act “Brazilian”, as many Japanese believe. Thus, Japanese Brazilians did not solve
Japan’s immigration dilemma because they did not integrate into society as expect-
ed. As a result, Japan imposed restrictions on the return of ethnic migrants [7]. As a
result, Japanese Brazilians were not accepted as ethnic Japanese and were treated as
foreigners and many faced ethnic prejudice and discrimination[8]. And this situation is
not only in Japan, and ethnic Germans who returned to their historical homeland after
the collapse of the USSR also experienced serious social problems of integration as
unwanted outsiders in Germany, despite the generous social benefits they received [9].

Joppke argues that in countries that are predominantly civil nation-states, where
nationality is compatible with the principles of the liberal state, universalist criteria
and fairness in the selection of immigrants are maintained. But an ethnically selective
(and discriminatory) immigration policy, like a repatriation program, runs counter to
the liberal state’s values of cultural neutrality and equality. However, in states where
ethnic identity is more important

Ethnic policy of return migration is compatible with their politics and values [10].
Therefore, in the concept of statehood and in general in society does not give rise to
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serious liberal political challenges or contradictions. Ethnic return migration is attrac-
tive to nation-states because, unlike civilian nation-states, their cultural, political, and
territorial unity is based on a dominant ethnic group rather than common civil institu-
tions. The Japanese rulers also hoped so and tried to solve the economic demand for
immigrant labor without undermining the stability of society, since the country is a
more ethnically homogeneous nation-state. But the repatriates did not integrate into
society as originally thought. So what’s the reason? And the main reason is that ethnic-
ity does not solve the issue of repatriate integration. The mentality and culture will still
be different for “return migrants” compared to local residents. For their integration, it
is better to consider the generally accepted criteria for all migrants, which were devel-
oped by scientists in the early 2000s.

According to A. Ager and A. Strang, the integration of migrants into society de-
pends on several criteria, regardless of their ethnic origin. In general, scientists note 10
criteria, such as the availability of housing, work, education, health care, social ties,
security and stability, identity, linguistic and cultural similarities or acceptance, rights
and citizenship [11].

For the successful integration of migrants, the most important thing is to provide
them with housing and the opportunity to work. Integration is considered successful if
the migrant is educated in the host country. Stability and security are ensured through
the rights and freedoms, as well as the citizenship of the host country.

It is also impossible to remain silent about such a problem as the social barriers of
the host society. Often migrants and even repatriates, despite the fact that they have re-
turned to their historical homeland, cannot integrate and get along with the local popula-
tion. Therefore, migrants try to settle next to “their own”, thereby creating closed groups.
The formation of such closed communities, with a low level of civic identity, which
makes it difficult for migrants to integrate, can lead to social tension and even conflicts.

Thus, the areas of employment, housing, education and health are recognized as
key aspects of integration into the new society. Therefore, it is advisable to include
them in the definitions of “integration” and to encourage government programs work-
ing in these areas.

Field Research Methodology

The hypothesis of the work lies in the assumption that the kandas, despite the on-
going state policy and the creation of conditions for their successful adaptation, prefer
to live compactly and do not fully identify themselves as Kazakhstanis due to internal
beliefs. Therefore, it is important to form a civic identity and develop Kazakh patrio-
tism, ofcourse, not only among the kandas, but also among the locals.

In order to prove or disprove the hypothesis, a plan was developed with step-by-
step research methods. To achieve the goal of the study, an inductive methodology was
adopted, which consists of 4 stages:

1. Documentary and conceptual analysis. Literature review and study of foreign
and domestic research on the integration of migrants in a new society.

2. Field work in Kazakhstan. More than 30 narrative and biographical interviews
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with discourse analysis were conducted with repatriates in Almaty region (Esik city),
East Kazakhstan region (Shygys village) and North Kazakhstan region (Sergeevka
district center). These settlements were chosen because repatriates were compactly
settled there under the «Nurly Kosh» program.

3. Secondary data analysis after the result of field work.

4. Verification, conclusion and development of scientific and practical recommen-
dations.

The study is based on the theory of A. Ager and A. Strang, according to which,
according to 10 criteria (on 4 main topics), it will be possible to understand the success
of the integration of repatriates:

1. Basic: citizenship and rights;

2. Structural barriers such as language, culture and local environment;

3. Social ties within and between groups;

4. Access to various facilities like work, housing, education and healthcare [12].
In their study, A. Ager and A. Strang came to the conclusion that the “successful” in-
tegration of migrants depends on the satisfaction of migrants with all these 10 criteria.
In the analysis of the migration experience of repatriates, the narrative-biographical
method will be used. The advantage of this method in comparison with in-depth in-
terviews is that, by telling about their past experience, a person builds his expectation
for the future.

Findings

The conducted research helped to understand how repatriates are integrated in
Kazakhstani society and what problems exist today. Consider, according to the criteria
of A. Ager and A. Strang, each separately.

Housing. First, it is access to various means such as housing, work, education and
health care. Under the repatriation program in Kazakhstan, special funds were allocat-
ed according to the quota for the purchase of housing and the payment of lump-sum
benefits. But by 2000, there was a huge housing debt to oralmans. 3,931 families who
arrived under the immigration quota and labor contracts were in dire need of housing
[13]. In addition, according to the special Nurly Kosh program, which was specially
designed for rational resettlement, houses were distributed to repatriates. Under this
program, entire microdistricts were built in Almaty - “Baybesyk”, Shymkent - “Asar”,
Astana - “Nurbesik”, Ust-Kamenogorsk - “Shygys”, Petropavlovsk - Nikolaevka and
Sergeevka. For example, in 2006, within the framework of the Nurly Kosh program,
2,000 Kazakh families from Uzbekistan received houses in the Asar microdistrict.
Greenhouses were built. In 2009, 550 houses were built, in 2010, 550 houses were
built, and in 2011, 400 houses were built [14].

Unfortunately, the build quality left much to be desired. Houses, especially in the
Northern regions, were not suitable for habitation. Many complaints were received by
the city hall due to poor quality construction. In the provided houses, the kandases not-
ed that the walls were thin, the plaster was crumbling, and dampness had appeared. For
example, in 2013 in Ust-Kamenogorsk, repatriates protested because they had to pay
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huge electricity bills [15]. This summer (2023), houses built for IDPs in the village of
Sarytomar, Magzhan Zhumabaev district, North Kazakhstan region, were dismantled
due to uselessness. And this is not the first time this has happened. Many repatriates
say that they do not need state-owned houses or money that is allocated for housing, it
is important for them to get citizenship and work as soon as possible:

“All the same, this money is spent on paperwork. It would be better if citizenship would be
issued faster and jobs would be provided, then we will build or buy a house ourselves.”
Repatriate from China, male, 70 years old

Work. The International Organization for Migration notes that kandas in Kazakhstan
most often face the problem of employment (45.3%) in 2004 [16]. The field research con-
ducted within the framework of the project “Identification Aspects of the Integration of
Kandases into Kazakhstani Society” in 2023 also showed that finding a job is the number
one problem for repatriates. It is especially difficult for those who had a diploma from an-
other country and it is difficult for them to retrain in Kazakhstan. Basically, repatriates are
engaged in business, cattle breeding, or in the construction or agricultural sector.

Education.Among repatriates, not all have higher education. According to statis-
tical data, the level of education among the kandas is dominated by persons with only
a general secondary education (61%) [17].

For example, this year, out of the kandas of working age, by the level of education,
18% have higher education, 38.6% have secondary specialized education, 37.4% have
general secondary education and 5.9% have no education [18]. According to the state
program, a system of benefits for education is working. Practice shows that kandas
who receive education in Kazakhstan are more integrated into society than others.
Special programs have been developed to prepare young repatriates for study at the
best universities in the country:

“In 2003 there was a large flow of repatriates to Kazakhstan, especially among young
people. 1500-2000 young people crossed the border. Then preparatory courses were opened in
KazGU, Taraz, Kentau and other cities. That'’s who scored a good high score entered KazGU.
We were taught the language, helped in adaptation. We studied the history of Kazakhstan. Then
they passed the exams and entered the specialty at KazGU. And those who could not enter, they
went into trade, or went back to China. Still, it’s hard to settle down without education. Some
stubborn ones stayed back to try their luck a second time.”

Repatriate from China, male, 38 years old.

Secondary education is also available to immigrants. Only a few respondents not-
ed that their children faced bullying and rejection:

“My grandson quickly settled into school. He worked hard and became an excellent stu-
dent. But the children and parents did not understand and made a fuss about how the Chinese
became an excellent student among the Kazakhs. But we are Kazakhs. The Kazakh language is
our mother tongue.”

A repatriate from China, a 65-year-old man.
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Citizenship and rights. Paperwork is one of the most urgent problems for all
migrants. Among the repatriates there is even a joke “Kazakhstan - Kagazstan”, that
is, Kazakhstan is a country of papers, bureaucracy. In the past, everything was compli-
cated and people could not obtain citizenship for years. First, repatriate who arrived to
Kazakhstan must receive an oralman’s certificate. Then he collected documents for ob-
taining a residence permit and only after that he could apply for citizenship. It was very
difficult for repatriates from China, Mongolia and Iran to understand the entire process
of registration due to ignorance of the language. Therefore, all the money that was is-
sued to the repatriates went to “intermediaries” who helped to draw up the documents:

“I don't know what these documents are, everything is in Russian. I dont understand.
They do and tell us to sign, and I ask - the main thing is not a prison? And so I'll sign every-
thing. And they signed all the documents that they gave us, they didn t really explain it!”

A repatriate from Iran, a 37-year-old man.

Yerzhan Altayev, head of the migration service of the Almaty Region Police De-
partment, said that most ethnic Kazakhs who arrived from abroad “become victims of
intermediaries and thus remain with expired documents” [19].

In general, the kandas noted that there was a lack of reliable information. They did
not always know their rights and opportunities for obtaining citizenship. Ignorance of
their rights often led to situations where unscrupulous people took advantage of this,
intimidated and made money on them:

“We wanted to get citizenship. One person who moved to Kazakhstan from China a long
time ago said that he would solve this problem for a certain amountof money. We were delight-
ed, because we ourselves did not understand what and how to do. At the same time, all the
documentation was kept in Russian, and the authorities also had a very poor command of the
Kazakh language, which they could not explain to us the whole procedure. We waited a long
time, but it turned out that he was a scammer. He deceived not only me, but also several families
who, like me, returned to Kazakhstan from China. We never got our money back, we were glad
that at least the documents were returned. Therefore, the process of obtaining citizenship has
been delayed for us.”

Repatriate from China, male, 70 years old

Analyzing the responses of kandases, we can conclude that there are still problems
with the availability of information for repatriates and the lack of systematic work on the
part of the executive authorities. Immigrants cannot even get advice in the Kazakh lan-
guage. Typically, such explanatory work should be carried out by the Kandas Adaptation
and Integration Centers. But in the interview, not a single respondent mentioned their
work or that they applied for help there. It was easier and more understandable for them
to get information from friends, relatives and acquaintances or through intermediaries
who made their documents for a fee. This happens when formal institutions are ineffec-
tive, and the role of informal institutions increases, which negatively affects the ability
of the state to control migration processes [20].

Structural barriers like language, culture and local environment. In the in-
terview questions were asked related to cultural and linguistic differences, despite the
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fact that the repatriates are Kazakhs, in practice it has long become clear that there are
still differences. Upon arrival in Kazakhstan, the social and cultural adaptation of oral-
mans is easier in South Kazakhstan, Zhambyl, Kyzylorda, Mangistay regions, since
these regions demonstrate a greater commitment to the national Kazakh culture and
traditions [21]. But we interviewed kandas who live in the Almaty region, North and
East Kazakhstan.Analyzing the responses of the kandas, it was noticeable that there
are differences between locals and repatriates, between immigrants from the countries
of the former USSR, Iran, China and Mongolia.

Most respondents believe that local Kazakhs are strongly Russified. Especially
residents of the northern part of Kazakhstan and residents of large cities like Astana
and Almaty often speak Russian, and besides, they forgot the Kazakh traditions that
the repatriates were able to keep while living in a foreign country:

“Local Kazakhs not only speak Russian often, but in general, they have adopted Russian
culture and behave in Russian! For example, during the wake, I noticed they behave quite dif-
ferently. According to the tradition of the Kazakhs, this is not done!”

Repatriate from Iran, female 35 years old

Repatriates from Uzbekistan and Russia do not particularly notice cultural dif-
ferences, because in one way or another they were influenced by Soviet culture, and
this fact makes it easier for them to integrate into Kazakh society. But during the field
research, it was noticeable that there is a certain division between immigrants from the
post-Soviet countries and China or Iran. They do not really keep in touch with each
other, and even living in the same village they keep apart.

The culture of Kazakhs from Iran and Pakistan is more Islamized. They try to
strictly adhere to religion and believe that local Kazakhs have ceased to be real Mus-
lims. It is also difficult for them to integrate because of the difference in writing in the
Kazakh language.

Through the eyes of local Kazakhs, the culture of immigrants from China and
Mongolia is archaic. They were able to preserve the linguistic and social norms that are
archaic for modern Kazakh society. In addition, it is difficult for them to accept Soviet
values, such as internationalism and multilingualism.

Also, local Kazakhs believe that the Kandas from China and Mongolia adopted
many features and culture of those peoples from where they came. Among the local
Kazakhs, it is widely believed that kandases are very different from “real Kazakhs”
and do not accept them into their society. Repatriates told how local Kazakhs called
them “alien Kazakhs”, “traitors”, “fugitives”, “freeloaders”, “oralman vagabonds”,
“Chinese” or “Karakalpaks”, depending on where they came from.

Social connections within and between groups. The language barrier is the main
obstacle in the integration of repatriates into the Kazakh society. Even the dialects of
the Kazakh language spoken by the repatriates differ from the modern language. There
are also cultural differences to be noted.

There is some tension between the local Kazakh population and the Kandases, due
to the provision of financial support by the state to the latter: “... they say, they came
with everything ready. And once they ran away, traitors!” Therefore, the Kandas try to
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settle next to their relatives, who know them and can help. It turns out there are whole
areas of repatriates who live apart. Also, according to the “Nurly Kosh” program, such
areas were specially built where the Kandas were settled. But such measures, just
the same, interfere with integrating into a new society. It is worth noting the tension
among the kandas themselves. Repatriates are divided into Kazakhs from China, Ka-
zakhs from Iran, etc. This division also negatively affects the integration of repatriates.

Conclusion

There are more than a million kandas who have returned to Kazakhstan. Com-
pared to other CIS countries, the return migration program in the country can be con-
sidered successful. But the return of repatriates is one thing, another thing is to adapt
and integrate them to life in new conditions. They came from different countries, from
a different ethno-cultural environment, respectively, have different life experience and
mentality. Despite the fact that they have preserved the Kazakh culture and language,
it is very different from what was formed in independent Kazakhstan. As it turned
out, the common pedigree of the descendants does not provide a cultural community
sufficient for a complete merger with the local Kazakhs. Cultural differences separate
the repatriates themselves and the locals, depending on the country of residence. The
Kazakhs are local, according to the Kandases, they are Russified. The mentality of the
Kazakhs from Iran and Pakistan is based on the canons of Islam, and the culture of the
Kazakhs from Mongolia and China is archaic.

The study showed that the system of integration of ethnic repatriates still faces
significant problems. Starting with difficulties in the process of obtaining information
about their rights and obligations, ending with cultural and language barriers. The re-
spondents also noted that in the process of adaptation, problems of an administrative
nature remain, in particular, the inefficiency of working with kandases of responsible
departments at the regional level.

It turns out that according to the criteria of A. Ager and A. Strang, not all points
are fulfilled, respectively, and the integration of kandas does not occur in full. This is
even noticeable in the opinion of many respondents, their expectations upon arrival in
Kazakhstan were too high. They faced great obstacles and not everyone was able to
withstand such difficulties.

It is important to understand that the problem of kandas integration is very rele-
vant, and we should not leave it unattended. It is necessary to conduct a comprehen-
sive work of state bodies for more coordinated work in order to help them become
full-fledged citizens of our country, and the local population so that they can accept
repatriates into their society.

Geopolitics Issues in the Early Middle Ages (on the Bases Data of Old Turkic Written
Monuments)

Abstract. Monuments of ancient Turkic writing contain valuable data for studying the history
and culture of Turkic peoples during the existence of the Kaghanates. Despite the sufficient
knowledge of these sources by predecessors, the modern researcher identifies interesting data that
contribute to the disclosure of certain aspects of traditional culture. These are spatial perception,
worldview, and the idea of the geographical localization of Turkic peoples and neighboring peoples.
The content of the stone steles shows that they were erected to serve as a reminder of the history of
conquest campaigns, the policy of building the state. Brief characteristics of neighboring peoples do
not lose their relevance for modern reality. Political relations, formed in the early Middle Ages, act
as a guideline for establishing relations between peoples in the modern period.

Within the framework of the article, ancient Turkic chronotopes, the prevalence of Turkic
geographical names in the territory of present-day Central Asia as a consequence of military campaigns
carried out by the rulers of the first and second Turkic Kaghanates were considered. Attracting data
of studied sources to the research circle will reveal many aspects of not only history and culture,
but also issues of geopolitics. The appeal to the Turkic people of Kaghan, carved on the stone is
still relevant today. They are a reminder of the policies of neighboring countries. The author of the
article concludes that the historical path traveled by the ancestors serves as a guideline for creating
relationship with neighboring countries, to better understand their attitude towards other peoples. Of
important importance is the call in the ancient Turkic written monuments to the unity of the Turkic
peoples, which served as the key to the stable development of the country, the growth of power.
