Furthermore, ethnic identity can act as
a safeguard against the cultural expansion of Western societies, preserving cultural
authenticity and personal wholeness among younger generations. In conclusion,
ethnic identity is a multifaceted concept that significantly influences individual and
group conduct, emotional manifestation, and cultural conservation. It is molded
by personal perceptions, social engagements, and broader societal forces. To
comprehend its specific expressions, a sophisticated approach is necessary, taking
into account the intricate interplay of these various factors [20, p. 59].

The study of ethnic identity begins with an examination of the phenomenon
through the lens of cultural philosophy. This is achieved through the use of
philosophical, anthropological, and axiological methods. The investigation of
ethnic identity requires an understanding of the value structure of an individual,
as it is an essential component of ethnic culture. Ethnic culture is viewed as the
objective, human-dimensional aspect of ethnic life, and it serves as the starting
point for solving problems related to the study of ethnic identity. Ethnic culture is a
cross-cutting phenomenon that permeates the complex and multi-level structure of
ethnic life, and it influences the system of life of an ethnic community [21, p. 58].

The core elements of ethnic culture shape an individual’s self-identity
through identification with its fundamental value systems, which constitute the
unchanging mental aspects of ethnic identity. These encompass particular forms of
consciousness and conduct, established during the development of ethnic identity
and influenced by specific value orientations.

Throughout history, the role of individual factors
in the relationship between people and society has grown more prominent. In
contemporary society, an individual’s affiliation with a particular community is
largely determined by their internal attitudes and aspirations. The direction of a
person’s value orientations, ranging from self-determination and self-actualization
to embracing ethnic values or distancing from ethnocultural traits, influences their
intrapersonal tendencies [23, p. 71].

Conversely, forms of ethnic identity arising
from sociocultural crises may not be fully adaptive in the modern world and can lead
to the resurgence of archaic structures. Nevertheless, the spontaneous restoration of
spiritual and material aspects of ethnic culture requires organized guidance.

In philosophical discourse, ethnic identity is a complex construct examined
through various theoretical frameworks and empirical research. Studies indicate
that ethnic identity is not only a developmental phenomenon influenced by
social, familial, and cultural factors but also a psychological asset that can
protect individuals’ mental and physical well-being. The role of symbolic cultural
practices in shaping racial and ethnic identity development, particularly in early
childhood, underscores the importance of considering the interplay between
cultural symbols and identity formation [24, p. 31]. Intriguing contradictions
emerge when examining the impact of racial socialization and perceptions of
racial discrimination. Research has shown that racial socialization significantly
predicts perceptions of racial discrimination, suggesting that how individuals
are socialized about their race can influence their perception of and response
to discrimination [25, p. 89]. Furthermore, longitudinal studies have provided
evidence for the progressive nature of ethnic and racial identity development,
challenging the notion of a developmental hierarchy for racial identity [26, p.
51]. In essence, ethnic identity is a dynamic and multifaceted construct shaped
by a combination of developmental, cultural, and social factors. It plays a
crucial role in personal development, especially for individuals from minoritized
backgrounds, and has implications for psychological functioning and well-being
[27, p. 39]. Research also suggests that ethnic and racial identities can influence
perceptions and attitudes towards health-related behaviors, such as genetic testing
[28, p. 109]. A nuanced understanding of ethnic identity is essential for developing
culturally appropriate services and interventions that address the needs of diverse
populations [29, p. 97].

Introduction

culture of society worries the intelligentsia.

President of the Republic of Uzbekistan Sh.M. Mirziyoyev, taking into ac-
count the current situation, argues that special attention to the education of young
people in the current difficult conditions is a requirement of the time: «Educating
young people with high moral, modern knowledge and professions, with their own
independent opinions, in the spirit of national and universal values is one of the
most important questions for us today. In this regard, we rely on our national tradi-
tions that have been formed over the centuries, on the rich spiritual heritage of our
ancestors» [1, p. 89].

Most of the ideas in the spiritual heritage of our ancestors are dedicated to
the issues of establishing high spiritual qualities in society, educating our people,
including young people, in the spirit of respect for universal values, loyalty to the
Motherland, and the formation of basic spiritual and moral qualities. It is known
that there are several factors in the upbringing of spiritual and moral qualities in
adolescents. For example, literature, all forms of art, mass media, national spir-
ituality, national idea, spiritual heritage, cultural values, ancient historical mon-
uments, etc. Among these factors, the significance of national oral folk art and
musical art is incomparable.

Musical art, as a cultural phenomenon, has boundless possibilities for the up-
bringing and development of the younger generation, the development of their
spiritual and moral qualities. Young people who are passionate about music have
a high attitude towards life, respect for national traditions, national and universal
values, actively participate in creating an atmosphere of creativity and creativity
in society, and have a beautiful aesthetic education.

«The importance of musical art in enhancing the aesthetic education of a per-
son is special; it is a means of education with great impact, music gives life-giving
power to the human psyche, develops feelings of humanity in his worldview. It is
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impossible to talk about spiritual perfection without developing a sense of beauty
in a person. That is, samples of artistic creativity that have historically been formed
in the society in which a person lives, in the community, in people, and are prac-
ticed in a certain period (painting, music, sculptural samples, literature, etc.) Until
he can feel the beauty embodied in him, he cannot be called a spiritually perfect
person». Therefore, music also plays an important role as a means of educating
spiritually competent people.

The great thinkers notes that the importance of music and musical education
in the upbringing of a mature, harmonious personality is incomparable in all re-
spects: «... whoever turns to the art of music will never tarnish its name... exalted
by the influence of music, he brings great benefits to himself, his homeland, does
not balance anywhere, everywhere strictly adheres to harmony, wisdom and order»
[2, p. 19].

The Role of Music in the Spiritual and Moral Development of Adolescents

Music education, being one of the main and complex areas of aesthetic ed-
ucation, teaches you to perceive and appreciate the beauty around you correctly.
Music equips a person with high taste, forming his spiritual worldview. Music has
the potential to have a strong influence on human emotions, being an important
means of introducing teenagers to the world of sophistication and their ideological
and moral education.

The allusions of thinkers, musicologists and scientists to the possibilities of mu-
sic’s influence on the human psyche have long attracted attention. Philosophers, psy-
chologists, educators and public figures have tried to identify within the framework
of art those properties of musical art that affect the maturation of a person as a person.

Since time immemorial, there have been opinions about the influence of mu-
sic, especially its components — rhythm and melody.

Until ancient times, the Greek philosopher Plato exalted him in his teaching
about the influence of musical art on a person’s mood, changing his inner world:
«... music is an integral part of the doctrine of the state; melodies glorifying a
person should sound in the state. The power of the state directly depends on what
kind of music, what melody and what rhythm it sounds like. The state needs music
to help elevate a persony, says Arastu, «music is an offshoot of the theory of poet-
ry,» «music brings a person closer to society, heals spiritually, listening, heals the
body» [3, p. 32].

According to Al-Kindiyah (801-866), who was nicknamed the «Arab philoso-
pher», «music corrects the morality of those who have lost their balance and keeps
them from evil.» At the same time, music claimed to have the ability to form feel-
ings of goodness in people’s hearts, to guide them to live a healthy life.

Music equips a person with high taste and gives him spiritual nourishment.
In ancient China, music was considered a symbol of order and civilization and an
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essential tool of education and was included among the disciplines that needed to
be studied. Moreover, in India, in ancient times, doctors used music as a means
of healing. In the East, a mature thinker, medical scientist Abu Ali ibn Sina, in his
work «Kitob ash shifo», noted the art of music as a healing tool, devoting an entire
section to the interaction of music and pulse in his work in the Komushi language
«Kitab ash -shifo». Ancient Arab doctors, on the other hand, claimed that music
could penetrate into a person’s soul and heal his body, and tried it in practice, wit-
nessing positive changes [4].

As for the influence of music on the spiritual and moral education of adoles-
cents, there are usually two different approaches:

Firstly, music is a phenomenon that motivates a person to act and cleanses
spiritually. Music is the art of direct and intense emotional impact, which provides
invaluable opportunities for the development of human creative abilities, serves to
expand the worldview of young people, awareness of their identity and motivation.

Music helps people understand each other, embodies social ideals, and helps
everyone find meaning in life.

Secondly, music, as a cultural and spiritual asset, is becoming even closer to
the processes of education. Music is perfected through aesthetic emotions such as
listening, feeling, reacting, enjoying, or being upset. With the help of music, moral
and aesthetic education is carried out, as well as teenagers’ understanding of beauty.
Music affects a person through images reflecting the life around him, while it is not
an objective image of the world, but the perception of human feelings and thoughts.

The types of art whose aesthetic phenomena are music, painting, theater, po-
etry, show an artistic reflection of life. In particular, music encourages people to
understand each other, awakens in them a sense of affection, devotion, and helps
to understand the meaning of life. In short, music is an instrument that has a strong
emotional impact on the development of human creativity. Music, directly affect-
ing the feelings of a teenager, elevates his moral character. For example, a sung
song about the native land evokes a feeling of love for the motherland, a sung song
about parents’ forms qualities of respect for them. Alternatively, national dances
and songs of different peoples arouse interest in their traditions, and contribute to
the development of such spiritual processes as tolerance. By listening to music,
analyzing its content in the process, and being able to express one’s attitude, the
enrichment of her spiritual world is achieved.

The phenomenon of spirituality unites faith, reason, will in a person, and em-
bodies the virtues of goodness, vigilance, purity, chastity, patriotism, Aryanism,
Andish, initiative, justice, tolerance. Now it is not difficult for us to understand
what our young people lack in these qualities...

That is why
the lyrics of a song should be created in such a way that its ideological content af-
fects not only the feelings, but also the minds of listeners, making them worry and
think, observe, able to influence their worldview, create an aesthetic taste acquired
by an individual and social character. Listening to music affects people’s psyche,
emotions, and mood more than its performance. We know that «aesthetic taste is
not an innate ability, but rather a product of the influence of the outside world and
upbringing aimed at a specific goal.

It is important to remember that in perfecting a subtle, delicate, pleasant taste,
a person’s worldview and knowledge are important.” Having a real individual mu-
sical taste is one of the most important qualities of every person. Because the spir-
itual world of this or that person manifests itself in taste.

A teenager with a high musical taste not only understands art, that is, singing,
but also appears to be a perfect person capable of appreciating the beauty of life,
fighting all evil ideological ideas and moral vices.

The musical culture of a personality is manifested in a complex of qualities
such as abilities, knowledge, skills, the ability to evaluate one’s musical works, and
serves as a factor of spiritual uplift. Therefore, it is advisable to start structuring
this type of education primarily with the family.

The possibility of music influencing a person’s health, emotional state, and the
positive impact of musical experiences in the process of listening to and perform-
ing it has been repeatedly confirmed both in medicine and in psychology and other
sciences.

Music is an incomparable divine blessing that encourages a person to lead an
active lifestyle, giving strength to the creative pursuit of new dreams and plans,
giving him a rest to his body and psyche and increasing his spiritual culture.

«Our society needs not only to form a harmonious person, but also to increase
the favorable opportunities that society creates. A favorable environment in society
and the opportunities for the development of human talents and abilities in it, guar-
antees of his constitutional and legal rights in practice are the most important and
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necessary factor in the formation of a harmonious person. Where there are no such
factors, a spiritually perfect person will grow up.” Indeed, factors are as necessary
for the upbringing of a spiritually perfect person as water and air. In addition, in
Uzbekistan, there are favorable opportunities and factors for this. Only if it can be
used wisely will the goal be easily achieved [6].

Conclusion

Summing up, we can say that the importance of musical education and musical
perception in the comprehensive harmonious, spiritual and moral education of a
person’s personality is invaluable. Especially among teenagers in a difficult mod-
ern era, the upbringing of such kind feelings as love for the Motherland, devotion
to the Motherland, respect for parents, the right attitude to nature, the preservation
of national values, the development of the culture of the ability to listen to music
correctly is such an important task.

Today, the education of young people with high spiritual and moral qualities is
the main driving force of ongoing reforms in the field of education. When forming
such moral qualities as humanity, dedication, politeness, honesty, hard work, patri-
otism, responsibility, eloquence, literacy, perseverance, discipline, nobility, which
are symbols of high spirituality, it is important, first, to create and strengthen a
healthy spiritual environment and use musical instruments in this.

Secondly, music is a factor that leads a person to spiritual values; it acts as an
effective weapon of aesthetic education, elevating the spiritual world of a person,
her moral goals.

Thirdly, music is primarily directly related to human emotions, demonstrates
high humanity and spiritual purity. The art of music requires from those who prac-
tice it, high humanity, spiritual purity and aesthetic taste. Music has such a power
of educational influence that the images embodied in the ideas of music and its
melodies are revived in the inner spiritual experiences, imagination and imagi-
nation of the listener, are of great help in achieving spiritual, moral and aesthetic
perfection, awaken human qualities.

Fourthly, the content of the music reflects the mentality of every nation, peo-
ple, nation, helping to form in the minds of young people a sense of pride for their
great ancestors and for the fact that they are children whose future is worthy of
a great country. In their hearts, love for the Motherland, mutual respect between
peoples, devotion to the ideas of independence, serves to strengthen feelings of
humanity.

According to President Sh. Mirziyoyev: «Today, spirituality must go ten steps
ahead of other spheres, spirituality must become a new force, a new movement
[7]. Spirituality is leading the way, turning into a movement, in the hands of an
enlightened intelligentsia. Thus, educating the younger generation in the spirit of
patriotism and a new worldview, in the spirit of devotion to the national idea, na-
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tional and religious traditions, self-expression, preservation of interethnic harmony
and religious tolerance, if propagandists of spirituality and intellectuals use music,
we will achieve a positive effect of another factor in increasing spirituality.

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Abstract. This article provides an overview of the scientific heritage of scientists of
the Kazakh land, stored in the Suleymaniye Library. The reason for choosing Suleymaniye
Library is that this library contains a great heritage of Kazakh scholars among the libraries
of Turkey. The article highlights the features of materials found in the library collections.
Thus, the following questions will be answered: At what time and in what places were
the works of Kazakh scientists widely disseminated, whose works are preserved in the
Suleymaniye Library? In addition to the authors who wrote the works, how great is the
merit of the mustansihs from the Kazakh steppe? The topic of studying the biography and
scientific heritage of scientists of the Kazakh land has been intensively pursued since
independence. If previous studies were based on literary materials, then the peculiarity
of this research work is to monitor the dynamics of global recognition of the heritage
of Kazakh scientists based on bibliographic data, identifying new names of authors and
works, and correcting erroneous information. The results of the study help to take a critical
look at the acquired information, easily find copies of works, and determine the correctness
of conflicting information about the author or work.

Key words: Suleymaniye library, bibliographic data, Farabi, Syghnaqi, Zhendi,
Tarazi, Kardari, Turkistani.

Introduction

Studying the heritage of Kazakh scientists is one of today’s topical topics.
Before that, many scientists have researched and published works on this topic.

* AP22686474 «Anthology of Arabic-language sources of the Kazakh thinkers in foreign ar-
chivesy is being implemented within the framework of the funding grant project of the Science
Committee of the Ministry of Science and Higher Education of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
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Kazakhstani scientist who started writing about the lives and qualifications of sci-
entists in the tabaqgat is Q. Khalidi. In the middle of 20th century Akzhan Mashani’s
research on al-Farabi was a special innovation. In addition, Saduakas Gilmani’s
book «Zamanymyzda bolgan gulamalardyhg gumyr tarihtary» tells about the lives
and deeds of many religious figures. Since the 1990s, the name of many scientists
became famous with the beginning of Absattar Haji Derbisali, such as Kerim Sh.,
Duysenbaeva N., Kaliyeva Sh., Sugirbaev T., Togysbaev T., Suzhikova A., Torekul
N. In addition, in our book «Saiyn dalanyng sanglaq gulamalary», which was pub-
lished in 2022, we presented information about educational centers and a total
number of 437 religious figures by region [1].

However, the published works are based on the collection of materials from the
literature, the peculiarity of this study is to control the dynamics of recognition of
the heritage of scholars from the Kazakh land to the world based on bibliographic
data, to determine the original names and works, and to show the correctness of the
wrongly given names. In total, more than 236,000 manuscripts and printed works are
stored in the Suleymaniye Library. The reason why we chose this library is that 60-
70 percent of works belonging to Kazakh scientists are located in this Siileymaniye
database among Turkish libraries. In addition, since most of the works are in Arabic,
the research can be said to be based on Arabic sources. The article focuses on the fea-
tures of Farabi, Ispizhabi, Syghnaqi, Kerderi, Zhendi, Tarazi, Jugineki, Balasaguni,
Turkistani heritage from library collections. Answers were given to the questions of
which works of Kazakh scientists are in the Suleymaniye library, in when and where
they were widely distributed. In addition to the authors who wrote personal works,
a brief description of the merits of mustansihs was made. The results of the research
help to look critically at previous information, easily find copies of works, and deter-
mine the correctness of conflicting information about the author or work.

Research Methodology

This article can be considered as a bibliographic review study. Work was done
with Suleymaniye library catalogs to conduct a systematic review. Catalog data can
be accessed at the library itself and online [2]. Retrospective analysis and analysis
of religious figures and their works was made on chronological, regional scale and
field or subject data. Based on the method of induction, while evaluating the merits
of individuals to science, conclusions were made regarding the specialization of the
entire region in certain fields of science. A search was made in Arabic, Turkish, and
English languages by selecting the person’s nisba as a keyword from the catalogs. In
the case of not being found by nisba, we relied on the name, nickname, title of the
work known to us. We sorted the search results, grouped them by cities, and system-
atically classified the collected data. Since the names of some authors and the titles of
works are written differently in the collections, they were combined in the article on
the basis of complete information. Regarding the erroneous and unknown data in the
names of persons, comments were submitted referring to the available data.
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Biobibliographical Data about Turkistani scholars in Suleymaniye library

It was found that the works found in the catalogs of the Suleymaniye library
belong to scientists from the south of Kazakhstan. In total, 33 scientists and 5
mustansihs from 10 cities and 820 copies of their works were considered. Among
them, scientists came from the cities of Turkistan, Zhuynek, Kerder, Ispizhab,
Syghnaq, Farab, Itqan, which belong to the present-day Turkistan region, Taraz
and Balasagun in Zhambyl region, and Zhend in Kyzylorda region. Below we will
analyze bibliographic data in order based on the number of cities and scientists in
the region. A total of 7 cities, 27 scientists and 743 records were identified from the
Turkistan region.

Turkistan

We have decided to start Turkistani scientists with the famous Qozha Ahmed
Yasawi:

1. Qozha Ahmed Yasawi (m. 1166) is a sufi who made a great contribution to
the religious Sufi life of the Central Asian Turks and is remembered as the «Pir
of Turkistan»[1, p. 257-258]. Ahmed’s «Diwany is in 6 copies as manuscripts [3]
and 3 copies of printed books. Also there is a translation in Turkish by Haji Hasan
Shukri in 4 copies. All manuscripts are in the collection «Mikrofilmy. Total amount
of «Diwany with translations is 13.

2. Jamal al-Qarshi — Abul-Fadl Muhammad ibn Omar ibn Khalid al-Turkistani
al-Qarshi (681/1283). Nickname — Qarshi (palace), it was given because of the
relationship with the leaders in Almalyq[1, p. 152-155].4 works of Jamal al-Qarshi
are preserved in Suleymaniye Library:

«Ma’dabatu’l-Hitan», a 32-page book on morals and manners, published in
Turkish in hijri 1252, has 3 entries. One of them was published by Takvim-i Vekayi
publishing house in Istanbul [4]. «Urazatu’l-Aruziyyin» is a long literary work
written in Persian.

The library has 8 versions of «as-Surah mina’s-Sihah» manuscript in Arabic.
The manuscripts were written at the end of the 9th century, in the 10th century, and
one of them was printed in India in 1305 with 600 pages. However, the inscription
written in Persian in 925 is full of details [5]. It became known that the original
«Surah» was written in 681. The information on several versions of the manuscript
in the catalog complement each other and provide a wealth of information about
the preservation and preservation of the work. In addition, there is a part of the
treatise «Risale fi Raddi Anna fi Sureti’l-Fatiha Tis’a Asma’ li’sh-Shayatin» related
to the Quran, 3 pages of which have been preserved in the Library.

3. Hibatullah Abdullah ibn Ahmad ibn Mu’alla ibn Mahmud Shuja’uddin
at-Turkistani at-Tarazi (671/1272-1273 — 733/1332-1333) is a specialist in usul
figh, figh. The author’s work «Sharhu’l-Aqidati’t-Tahawiyya» written in 753 ac-
cording to the aqida (faith) is stored in the library. Although the subject of the man-
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uscript «Tabsiratu’l-Asrar fi Sharhi’l-Manar» written in 720 is stated to be aqida,
but it mainly deals with issues of usul al-figh.

4. Alauddin Ali at-Turkistani. His name meets in catalogs 21 times. Suley-
maniye Library has preserved his manuscripts of the agida «Nazmu Adadi’l-Ka-
bair» and his literary work «al-Qasida».

5. Jamaluddin Sagid ibn Muhammad ibn al-Musaddiq as-Sughdi at-Turki-
stani. There are four versions of his manuscript related mathematics «ar-Risalatu’l-
Ala’iyya fi’l-Masa’ili’l-Hisabiyya» in the Suleymaniye Library. The manuscripts
were written in the middle and late 7th and 10th centuries of Hijri. About 20-40
pages of records have been preserved.

6. Daud ibn Abdulbaqi ibn Aybeg at-Turkistani’s «Jami’u’l-Qawa’id» is a 57-
page work written about the Arabic language.

7. The 204-page book «Uzun Gunlerde Ruze» by Musa ibn Jarullah ibn Fati-
ma at-Turkistani, printed in Turkish, has been preserved.

The volumes of the works are different, in general, Alauddin Ali at-Turki-
stani’s works could have been kept in difficult conditions, or maybe they were read
a lot, they are not complete, only three or four pages from different places of book.
Some copies of the works of Ahmed Yasawi and Jamal al-Qarshi have survived,
like Qarshi’s «Surah» writings exceed 400 pages.

From the fact that more than ten copies of the writings of Ahmed Yasawi,
Alauddin, Jamal al-Qarshi have been preserved, we can see how widespread their
works were, they were in high demand among the people, they were repeatedly
copied and passed from hand to hand. Even the few copies of the works of some
authors could provide researchers with valuable information.

In general, Suleymaniye collections contain a total of 60 works written by 7
Turkistan authors, copied by 2 mustansihs and preserved by 2 contributors from
Turkistan. The works of Turkistan scholars cover the topics of Islamic sciences
likeaqida, usul figh, tafsir (interpretation of Quran), manners and ethics, worship,
and have also been published in the fields of mathematics, language, and literature.

Zhuynek

Adib Ahmed ibn Mahmud Yukneki/Zhuyneki/Yugnaki (m.1170-1240). If we
pay attention to the heritage of Ahmed ibn Mahmud, the library has kept printed
versions of his work «Hibatu’l-Haqa’igq», The number of books published in Is-
tanbul «Matbaa-i Amire» in h.1334 is 8. It is not difficult to notice that Ahmed
Yukneki’s work was in demand in Istanbul in the 20th century. In addition, there
are two manuscript versions in the Chagatai language of h. 848, preserved under
the old name «Atabetu’l-Haqa’ig» [6].

Kerder (Keder)

In Suleymaniye, 107 works of 5 scholars including copies have been pre-
served. Let’s call them individually:

1. Abu’l-Mafakhir Tajuddin Abdulghafur (Abdulghaffar) ibn Lugman ibn Mu-
hammad al-Kardari(562/1166). There are 4 copies of «Hayratu’l-Fuqahay written
by him on Hanafi jurisprudence in Suleymaniye.
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2. Shamsu’l-A’imma Muhammad ibn Abdusattar ibn Muhammad al-’Ima-
di al-Kardari (642/1244). He wrote the book «al-Haqqu’l-Mubin fi Irhasi Shu-
bahi’l-Mubtylin» on aqida, its one version is in the collection. We can see from
his treatises that Muhammad ibn Abdussattar al-Kardariwas a strong supporter of
Imam A’zam Abu Hanifa. He wrote several works in response to Imam Abu Hanifa
and the Hanafi Madhhab, and in response to those who argued against them. «Ri-
sala fi Ta’yidi Mazhabi Abu Hanifa», «ar-Raddu’ala man Yu’anidu Aba Hanifa»
each of them is in one exemplar, and «Risalafi’r-Raddi ala Abi Hamid al-Ghazza-
liwa’l-Juweyni fi Haqqi’l Imami’l-A’zam Abu Hanifa» have survived in 2 copies.

3. Badruddin Khaharzade Muhammad ibn Mahmud ibn Abdulkarim al-Kardari
(651/1253). His writings on creed «al-Jawahiru’l-Manzuma fi Usuli’d-Din» and
«Sharhu Mushkilati’l-Quduri» on figh have been preserved in one version.

4. Hafizuddin Muhammad ibn Muhammad ibn Shihab al-Kardari (827/1424),
known as Ibn al-Bazzaz al-Kardari [1, p. 264]. Hafizuddin Muhammad also wrote
works that removed the widespread misconceptions about Imam Abu Hanifa.
His works were so popular among readers that no less than 20 copies reached
the library. We counted the copies of his works individually. As a result «al-Fata-
wa’l-Bazzaziyya» / «al-Jami’u’l-Wajiz fi’l-Fatawa» — 72 [7], «Manaqibu’l-Ima-
mi’l-A’zam Abi Hanifa» — 19, «Risala Fi’r-Radd wa’l-Intisar li-Mazhabi Abi Han-
ifay — 2, «Mukhtasaru Manaqibi’l-Imami’l-A’zam Abi Hanifa» — 1 copy has been
preserved. Bazzazi’s works were intensively copied all over the world in the 9th-
12th centuries. For example, it was written in cities as Istanbul, Hyderabad, Bagh-
dad, Damascus, Bursa, Trabzon, Cairo, Hamadan and Kalkandelen.

5. A manuscript of «Sharhu’l-Qasidati’l-Mudariyya» by a scientist named Su-
leyman al-Kardari al-Basri was found [8].

In conclusion, it is clear that Kerder produced highly qualified scholars in the
field of islamic jurisprudence. They published not only works related to Hanafi
figh, but also fatwa books. In particular, they spent their efforts in protecting Imam
Abu Hanifa and the Hanafi Madhhab from negative and distorted opinions. Their
works were constantly read and copied in large numbers due to the good will, deep
knowledge and enthusiasm they instilled in them. The Kerders published not only
jurisprudential scholars, but also important works related to creed. That they were
world-renowned scientists can be seen from the fact that the manuscripts were
written in modern Turkey, Egypt, India, Syria, North Macedonia.

Ispizhab (Sairam)

The number of works written on the subject of jurisprudence shows that Ispizhab
scholars were experts in figh, almost all of the 28 manuscripts are related to juris-
prudence and khilafiyat, only one work among it is dedicated to tazkira-i awliyya,
i.e. biographies of saints. The collections contain the works of 6 Ispizhab scientists.

1. Abu Nasr Ahmad ibn Mansur al-Ispizhabi (480/1087) is a Hanafi jurist and
judge [9]. He became literate in the city of Ispizhab, which was a center of ed-
ucation at that time [1, p. 268]. The library has 2 versions of his work «Sharhu
Mukhtasari’l-Quduri» [10].
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2. Abu’l-Azhar Muhammad ibn Ahmad al-Ispizhabi (500/1106). He was fa-
mous for his commentary on Imam al-Shaybani’s work «al-Jami’ as-Saghir» [1,
p- 269]. One version of «Sharhu’l-Jami’i’s-Saghir» written by Muhammad ibn Ah-
mad is preserved.

3. Alauddin Ali ibn Muhammad ibn Ismail ibn Ali ibn Ahmad ibn Muhammad
ibn Ishaq al-Ispizhabi as-Samarqandi (454/1062 - 535/1140). There are 15 copies
of the scientist’s work «Sharhu Mukhtasari’t-Tahawi». 4 exemplars of them date
back to the 6th century, and even two manuscripts were written in 504 during the
author’s lifetime [11], and they are among the oldest of the heritage of scholars
from the Kazakh lands in Suleymaniye. There is 1 manuscript copy of Alauddin
Ali al-Ispizhabi’s other work «Sharhu’l-Jami’i’l-Kabiry.

«Ala’ al-Isbizhabi» is indicated as the author of «Ta’liga ‘ala Wiqayati’r-Ri-
waya fi Masa’ili’l-Hidayawa Sharhiha» [12]. In the notes of the catalog, it is not
known which Ispizhabi scientist he is, but there are three scientists who are recog-
nized with the name of Ispizhabi. Basically, the names of about 20 scientists from
Ispizhab are known [1, p. 267-274], even the Ispizhabi scholars with manuscripts
in the Library reach 6, as we mentioned above. Since it is clearly written that the
author of «Ta’liga» is Ala’ al-Ispizhabi, it is quite possible that he was Alauddin
Ali ibn Muhammad.

4. Bahauddin Abu’l-Ma’ali Muhammad ibn Ahmad ibn Yusuf al-Ispizhabi. He
lived in the last times of the hijri VII century. He is the teacher of Jamaluddin
Ubaidullah al-Mahbubi [1, p. 272]. There are 3 copies of al-Ispizhabi’s manuscript
«Zadu’l-Fuqaha (Sharhu Mukhtasar al-Quduri)».

5. Husamuddin Abu’l-Mafakhir Omar ibn Burhan al-Isbizhabi «al-Mukhtasa-
ru Fi Khilafiyyati’l-Mabsut» 2 copies found.

6. While all works are in Arabic, Haji Mahmudial-Ispizhabi’s Tarjama-i Taz-
kirati’l-Awliyya biographical work was written in Turkish in h. 971. This article
differs from other author’s works in terms of scope and content.

The library has a work by unknown author «Sharhu Mukhtasari’t-Tahawi».
Since there are no front pages, it is difficult to determine who exactly it belongs
to. However, among the Ispizhabi scholars, two scholars who wrote a commentary
on «Mukhtasaru’t-Tahawi» should be mentioned: Abu Nasr Ahmad ibn Mansur
and Abul-Hasan Ali ibn Muhammad al-Samarqandi. Who owns the work will be
known after a comparative analysis of the content.

If we look at the works of Ispizhab scholars, there are commentaries written
on the works of Imam Tahawi and Quduri, who are prominent in Hanafi jurispru-
dence. They even published more than one interpretation of figh. Authors’ works
were intensively copied in VI-X centuries. Compared to that, during the mentioned
period, the works of Ispizhabi scholars were in special demand among the centers
of religious education and the general population.

Syghnaq

In the library 129 copies belonging to 1 Syghnaqi scholar were found in Su-
leymaniye Library. Husamuddin Syghnagqiis a highly educated scientist who has
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written works in various fields. His works were widely spread among the people in
the VIII-XII centuries and were copied a lot.

Husamuddin Huseyn ibn Ali ibn Hajjaj al-Bukhari al-Syghnaqi (714/1314).
There are 8 copies of «al-Kafi fi Sharhi Usuli’l-Pazdawi» written by Husamuddin
al-Syghnaqion usul figh. The oldest exemplar among them dates back to 711, when
the author was alive, the manuscript was written in the land of Damascus [13].

Syghnaqi’s outstanding work on Hanafi jurisprudence «al-Wafifi Shar-
hi’l-Muntakhab» has reached 4 copies. Another significant work in the field of
jurisprudence is «an-Nihaya fi Sharhi’l-Hidaya», a total of 109 copies of which
have been preserved. an-Nihaya is a many-volume work, collected in 6 and 9 vol-
umes in total, some of the collection descriptions indicate the volumes. Although
it is known that the volume is hard work and has many copies, we can see that this
book of Husamuddin was well distributed among the people and was in demand.

Huseyn ibn Ali was not only a faqih, but also a scholar of creed. It is «at-Tasdid
fiSharhi’t-Tamhid», there are 5 copies in the Library. Another writing of Syghnaqi
«al-Muwassal Fi Sharhi’l-Mufassal» is related to Arabic, of which 3 copies have
been found. Basically, there are many scientists from Syghnaq, however, Husamud-
din Syghnagqi’s works have been spread in Turkey and have survived to this day.

Mustansihs also came from Syghnaq. One of them is Adam ibn Abdullah ibn
Abdurrahman as-Syghnaqi. He copied «Sharhu’l-Mawagqif fi [lmi’l-Kalam», one
of the best works written in the field of creed, in 857. The author of this book is
Saiyd Sharif al-Jurjani (816/1413) [14]. Looking at the date, We understand that
Adam ibn Abdullah lived at or near the time of the author. This indicates how ac-
curate and reliable his writing is.

Farab (Otyrar)

The legacy of the Farabi scholars is preserved in Suleymaniye Library. There
are about 250 copies of the works of 6 scientists from Farabi. Scientists from Farab
are especially recognized as specialists in language and philosophy.

1. Abu Nasr Muhammad ibn Muhammad ibn Tarkhan ibn Uzlagh al-Farabi
(258/871 — 339/950). In some collections his grandfather’s name is wrongly given
as Turhan. His works cover music, logic, philosophy, ethics, and many other top-
ics, of which several copies have survived. His works:

From Music «Kitabu’l-Musiqi al-Kabir», «al-Madkhal ila Sina’ati’l-Musiqi»;

Along the logic «Mantiku’l-Samaniyya», «Tafsiru Kitabi’l-Madkhal Fi Si-
na’ati’l-Mantiqy;

«Falsafa-i Aflatun waAjza’uhawa Maratibi Ajza’iha», «Uyun al-Masa’ily,
«al-Fusulu’l-Hikamiyyay for philosophy;

He wrote «Risala Fi’l-Akhlag», «Kitabu ihsai’l-Iga’at», «Risala Fi Isba-
ti’l-Mufaraqat», «Kitab as-Siyasat al-Madaniyya», «Ara’Ala’l-Madineti’l-Fazila»,
«Ihsau’l -Ulumy, «Risala fiAnna’l-Wahida Yuqalu alaAnha’in Kasira» on various
topics, totally about 20 works can be seen [15].

2. Abu Ibrahim Ishaq ibn Ibrahim al-Farabi (282/895 — 350/961). The library
has 10 copies of the work «Diwanu’l-Adaby, the oldest version that has reached us
belongs to the VI century.
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3. Abu Nasr Ismail ibn Hammad al-Jawhari Al-Farabi (393/1003). Farabi re-
ceived his first education from his cousin Ishaq ibn Ibrahim al-Farabi. He is well
versed in Arabic language and literature. He even went to the tribes of Mudar and
Rabi’ah in Hijaz to learn the Arabic language and stayed there for some time [1,
p. 291]. There are 115 copies of his famous «Taju’l-Lugha wa Sihahi’l-Arabiyya»
[16]. There are many of his works in various subjects, like «as-Sihah Fi’l-Lughay,
«Risalatun Magalatun Fi Ahkam’in-Nujumy, «Alfaz-i Musta’mala Fi’l-Mantiq,
«Tadbiru Siyasat-1 Alam», «Risalatun Fi’l-Aql», «Maqulat sharhi».

4. Amir Ismail al-Huseini al-Farabi (849/1489). There is not much information
about the scientist. However, he wrote a commentary on the work of Abu Nasr al-Fara-
bi entitled «Fusus al-Hikamy. [1, p. 295]. There is a version of it in Suleymaniye.

5. Abul-Qasim Imamuddin Mahmud ibn Ahmad al-Farabi (1130-1210). After
studying in Otyrar, he improved his education in the cities of Yasi, Shash, Samarqand
and Bukhara. He mastered philosophy, logic, ethics, history, geography, astronomy
[1, p. 293]. The «Khalisatu’l-Haqa’ig» exemplar is stored in the library.

6. There is a copy of «Qasaid Ma’a Ghazaliyyat» by the scholar Zahiruddin
al-Farabi. The name of the scientist is not given, he is probably not very famous.

Itgan

Qawamaddin Amir Katib (Lutfullah) ibn Amir Omar ibn Amir Ghazi al-Fara-
bi al-Itqani al-Amidi (685/1286 — 758/1357). He was born in the village of Itqan,
which belongs to the city of Farab, located on the banks of the Syrdarya. He was
nicknamed «Abu Hanifa» due to his deep understanding of the Hanafi madhhab
and adherence to that madhhab. Works: «al-Tabi’in» is a commentary on Ahsikasi’s
book «al-Muntahab fi usuli al-mazhab»; «Ghayatul Bayan wa Nadiratul Aqran» is
a commentary on Al-Hidayah, one of the most popular books in Hanafi jurispru-
dence; «Risala fi tarki rafgil yadayn» is a work written on the topic of raising both
hands to the ears with the takbeer, which is said when bowing (rukug) and rising
from bow in prayer; «Qasidatu al-Safa maga sharhihi» — the text and commentary
of the work written on the grammar of the Arabic language belong to Itqani. The
text of the work was published in the book «Funun Salasa». «ash-Shamil fi sharhi
usul al-Pazdawi» is one of the most extensive interpretations of Bazdawi’s book
«Kanz al-usul» [1, p. 259-261].

The library has 159 copies of his works written on the above-mentioned sharia
and other fields [17]. In the 8th-12th centuries, copies of his works were intensive-
ly used in the cities of Medina, Aleppo, Cairo, Kayseri, Antakya, that is, it can be
seen that the works of Itqani were widely distributed in these cities.

Heritage of Scholars From Zhambyl Region

2 cities, 4 names of scholars and 24 exemplar of their works were determined
from Zhambyl region.

Taraz

Tarazi’s writings can be divided into three groups, the majority of them are the
works of Abdullah Mubashshir al-Tarazi, a small part is the works of medieval and
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other scholars of Taraz, and the third part is the manuscripts copied by Tarazi mus-
tansihs. When searching the Tarazis in the library database, only three works were
found, because the remain big part were incorrectly entered as «Tirazi». This is
because the word «c )kl is similar to the form of masdar «fi’al» in Arabic.

In the library collections, Hibatullah at-Tarazi’s «Tabsiratu’l-Asrar fiShar-
hi’l-Manar» we mentioned above among the Turkistani scholars. In Arabic litera-
ture, 2 versions of the work «Mukhtasaru Sharhi’l-Kawakibi’d-Durriyya fi Madhi
Khayri’l-Bariyya» written by Ahmed ibn Mahmud at-Tarazi [18];

It has preserved the book «Quran-i Karim Mutercem wa Muhasha bi’l-Lugha-
ti’t-Turkistaniyya» published in Turkish written by Sayid Mahmud at-Tarazi al-
Madani (1377/1957) [19].

Abu Nasr Mubashshir al-Tarazi al-Huseyni (1397/1977). His works were pub-
lished in the cities of Cairo and Jeddah in the second half of the 20th century. In
Persian «Askariyyat dar Islamy, in Arabic «al-Akhlaqu’l-Islamy, in the field of
history «Mawsu’atu’t-Tarikhi’l-Islamiwa’l-Hadarati’l-Islamiyya li-Biladi’s-Sind
wa’ 1-Banjab fi’Ahdi’l-Arab» 2 copies, works related to Iranian literature: «Du-
raru’t-Tijan», «Kashfu’l-Lisan’an-Ruba’iyyati ‘Umari’l-Khayyamy», «Mesnevi-i
Yadigar-i Zindan” are with 1 exemplar each of them [20]. A biographical book
«al-Kitabu’t-Tazkari li-Nadwati’l-Allama Abi’n-Nasr Mubashshir at-Tarazi» was
written about Mubashshir al-Tarazi, that also has stored in the Library.

The author and mustansih al-Haj Ahmed ibn Mahmud at-Tarazi al-Kharezmi
copied the commentary of the famous al-Zamakhshari, and Muzaffer ibn Zeyn et-
Tarazi hand wrote «Misbah» of Imam al-Jurjani.

There are 9 works written by Tarazi scholars in the library, almost all of them
are preserved in only one copy, so they offer very valuable materials for research. In
addition, we can see that famous scholars of Taraz appeared not only in the Middle
Ages, but also in the 20th century, and published books in Egypt and Saudi Arabia.

Balasagun

Yusup Khas Khajib Balasaguni (1020-1077 AD). We have very little infor-
mation about his biography. Yusuf dedicated his saga to the governor of Qashqar,
Tabgash Bogra, Qara Khan Abu Ali Hasan ibn Suleyman Arslan Qara Khan. For
this work, Bogra khan gave him the title «khas-hajib», i.e. «<employee of the khan’s
palace» [1, p. 194]. There are no «Qutadghu Bilig» manuscripts in the library da-
tabase. There are 15 copies of the published book between 1942 and 1979 [21].
Several Istanbul publishing houses were engaged in publishing books. We can see
that Turkey paid special attention to masterpieces of medieval Turkish literature
and published them in 20" century.

Bibliographical Research of Zhendis’ Works

The library has a total of 53 copies were made by 3 scholars and 2 mustansihs
from Zhend.
1. Abu Hafs Omar ibn Osman al-Zhendi (550/1155), who lived earlier among

the authors, wrote «Tafsiru Surati’l-Fatihay, the one version of which is preserved.
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2. Abu Abdullah Mu’ayiduddin ibn Mahmud ibn Sa’id ibn Muhammad
al-Zhendi al-Hatimi as-Sufi (691/1292). The library has 11 copies of «Sharhu Fu-
susi’l-Hikam» [22], «Risala fi’t-Tasawwuf» — 1 copy and «Nathatu’r-Ruh wa Tuh-
fatu’l-Futuh» — 2 copies, «al-Qasidatu’l-Lamiyya” 2 versions found.

Regarding his widespread work in the field of Tasawwuf, Abdullah ibn Mu-
hammed al-Bosnevi (1054/1644) wrote a commentary entitled «Sharhu Kalami
Mu’ayiduddin al-Zhendi fi Mugaddimati Sharhihi li-Fususi’l-Hikamy, 4 copies of
the work can be seen in the collections. It can be seen how Mu’ayiduddin’s work
influenced him, because he wrote more than 150 pages of commentary not on the
entire work, but on his words in the introduction.

3. There is not much information about Tajuddin Ahmad ibn Mahmud ibn Omar
al-Zhendi (700/1301). al-Zhendi’s works can be divided into logic, Arabic language
and literature, and Shariah sciences according to their content. From logic: «Shar-
hu’l-Adabi’l-Adudiyya» — 4 versions; «Sharhu Adabi’l-Bahs wa’l-Munazara» — 9
copies; If «Risala fi’l-Mantig» — 1 copy is saved in Suleymaniye. In terms of language
and literature, there is «Anwaru’l-Misbah» — 1, «al-Qala’id» — 1, «al-Iqlid Shar-
hi’l-Mufassal» — 11 copies, «Juhdu’l-Mugqill wa Jahdu’l-Mustadill fi Sharhi’n-Najdi-
yyat fi’'n-Nasaby» — 3, «Uqudu’l-Jawahir — 2, «al-Magalid» — 1, «al-Fara’id fi Shar-
hi’l-Qala’id» — 1 copy.From Shari’i sciences manuscripts of «Manzuma fi’l-Fara’id»
(1 exemplar) related to ilm-i faraid, «Sharhu’l-Aga’idi’l-Adudiyya» — 1 from creed,
and «al-Mulakhhas» — 1 related to family jurisprudence were found.

In addition, mustansihs from Zhend were engaged in copying important works.
Ali ibn Ibrahim al-Zhendi in 593 copied Abu Hafs Omar ibn Muhammad ibn Ahmad
an-Nasafi as-Samarqandi’s (537/1142) «Sharhu’l-Manzumati’n-Nasafiyya fi’1-Khi-
lafiyyat». In 767, Alauddin al-Zhendihand wrote the work «al-Kafi fi Sharhi’l-Wafi»
on figh. This work belongs to the famous Abul-Barakat an-Nasafi (710/1310).

In general, we notice that the scientists from Zhend were specialists in vari-
ous fields of science. One of them left a tafsir commentary, while another’s Sufism,
another’s works on logic and language are widespread. And if we pay attention to
Zhendi mustansihs, even if they did not meet the author, they lived in the time that
close after them. Mustansihs contributed to the popular reading of the jurisprudential
heritage of the famous Nasaf scholars and to the present day. In the database, the sur-
name of the mentioned scientists «Cendi» was saved like «Cenedi» that is incorrect.

Conclusion

By making a bibliographic review of the works found in the Suleymaniye li-
brary, we can clearly see that scientists from the Kazakh land were well-educated,
and their works were read in all corners of the Islamic world. Especially In the h.
6th-12th centuries, manuscripts were intensively copied, and in the 20th century,
the demand for the best examples of Turkish literature increased, then it was print-
ed in large numbers.
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During the writing of the article, a total of 820 copies of the works of 33 sci-
entists and 5 mustansihs from 10 cities were considered. As a result of analyzing
the content of the records, the following conclusions can be made. Scholars from
the cities of Turkistan, Farab, Taraz, and Zhend left works in various fields, and
about Keder, Ispizhab, Syghnaq, and Itqan can be said that these cities are of figh,
because scholars from these places often wrote the best commentaries on figh an-
din addition the works of creed. Another feature of the Kerder scholars is related to
the writing of many treatises in order to protect Imam Abu Hanifa and the Hanafi
school. Although it is said that all scientists are equally well-versed in the fields
of Shariah and natural sciences, we expressed this conclusion in a general way
because they wrote works specializing in one field. In addition, mustansihs from
the Kazakh land participated in the copying of famous works of figh and creed. To
sum up, the people from the Kazakh steppe had the same knowledge and artistic
character, tirelessly taught and wrote down many scientific works that belong to
the heritage of world civilization.

After that, we plan to research other libraries of Turkey where manuscripts
are stored, because new materials can be found in library collections, cities not
mentioned in the research.

What Science Knows and Does not Know About Islamic Radicalization Processes

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of theories explaining the causes and
course of radicalization processes reflected in academic publications, primarily in English-
language sources, in the period from the 1960s to the 2020s, as well as their relationship with
practical counter-radicalization policies. The relevance of this issue is connected with the
continuing threats of Islamic and other trends of radicalization, including in Central Asia, and
the activation of terrorist groups. The authors provide a classification of existing theoretical
approaches, highlighting the theory of the deep roots of terrorism as a forerunner of modern
interpretations of radicalization, simplified theories of radicalization (ideology as the only
cause, unidirectionality of the process, clear stages and indicators describing them) and more
complex theories of radicalization (diversity of causes and radicalization trajectories, non-
obvious connection between ideology and violence, the role of group dynamics and structural
characteristics of society). The article focuses on the central contradiction between theory
and practice in this area. On the one hand, theoretical developments are tending towards an
increasingly multidimensional coverage of radicalization processes, the rejection of simplistic
approaches, and the construction of complex models. On the other hand, practice requires simple
and understandable algorithms, clear and unambiguous cause-and-effect relationships that can
be reflected in indicators and specific measures. According to the authors, this contradiction
leads to the fact that simplistic schemes to explain radicalization, which have been repeatedly
refuted in academic discussions, are still popular in practical politics. And this reduces the
effectiveness of measures to combat this phenomenon. The crisis state of radicalization theories
and practices is exacerbated by the problems associated with the difficulty of access to complete
and reliable information about what is happening in the radical environment and the high
ideologization of these issues. All this leads to the fact that the task of effectively countering
radicalization is still far from being solved.

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Abstract. Sovereign Kazakhstan positions itself as a secular state characterized by a
multi-confessional population, multicultural traditions, and worldview pluralism. The state
implements policies aimed at ensuring freedom of conscience, religious beliefs, spiritual
renewal, and the preservation and strengthening of civil peace and interfaith harmony. Since
the 1990s, under the influence of the de-ideologization of public life —including the decline
in worldview orientation in education and the transformation of value paradigms alongside
changes in the communicative environment — there has been an increasing need to search for
spirituality. Religion has come to occupy a leading position among worldview institutions, with
religiosity becoming significant within the structure of mental preferences. For more than three
decades, the functioning of religious institutions has had a substantial impact on the strategies
of worldview identification among believers, non-believers, and atheists. The purpose of the
article is to reveal the features of the institutional effects of religion on the worldview and mass
consciousness of Kazakhstanis on the basis of generalization of datasets.

The tasks are related to the presentation of the determinative factors that contributed
to the scaling of mass religious consciousness, as well as to the identification of significant
subjects influencing the ideological preferences of Kazakhstanis. The results revealed a
range of both positive and negative assessments of the institutional influence of religion,
as well as a wide range of positions depending on the factor of religious commitment.
The problematic nature of the studied contexts will increase due to the trend of
detraditionalization, ideological diversity and counter-secularization.

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Based on the generalization of statistical data and monitoring studies conducted
by the authors, this article presents a philosophical and sociological analysis of the
factors influencing the worldview beliefs of Kazakhstani citizens in the context of a new
communicative reality.

Introduction

Religious reality manifests itself in the institutionalization of religious activity.
Its obvious contours are recorded in the accounting of religious associations, the
number of places of worship, the number of missionaries, classifications of con-
fessional religiosity, etc. The main marker of changes in the mass consciousness of
Kazakhstanis in recent decades has been the growth of religiosity, which is visually
observed and to some extent affects the lifestyle of a growing number of adherents.
The ratio of secularism and religiosity in society is changing, which is confirmed
by social statistics, as well as phenomenological and religious studies.

The specificity of the secular model in Kazakhstan implies not only statistical,
but also substantive (through the institute of examination of charters, literature
and monitoring of activities) assessment (normative and axiological) of the state
of activity of religious associations. The diversity of ideological intentions in the
context of the pluralization of social life creates a situation of problems for scien-
tific research. We believe that the cognitive interest consists in presenting both the
conditions and the factors influencing the state and dynamics of the worldview of
Kazakhstanis in modern conditions.

Our hypothesis is that ideological diversity will increase, different subjects
will influence the processes of mass consciousness, and the scaling of religiosity as
components of mass consciousness will continue. This process is not amenable to
administrative regulation, but has its own logic and temporality. In order to know
and understand how and in which vectors the institutional influence of religion on
mass consciousness in general and on religion in particular occurs, interdisciplin-
ary approaches and research strategies are needed.

Methodology

The study of the influence of religious institutions on the worldview of Ka-
zakhstanis belongs to interdisciplinary research at the intersection of philosophy
of religion and sociology of religion, which required the synthesis of methods and
explanatory tools. Modern philosophical studies of sociality are becoming interdis-
ciplinary in terms of methods, methodologies and subject matter. The assessment
of the influence of various factors on the worldview mentality involves determin-
ing its structure, dynamics and trends of change. The article employs the method
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of triangulation, which includes phenomenological reconstruction, hermeneutics,
as well as sociological, statistical, and factor analysis. The set of applied methods
provides an opportunity for a phenomenological description and application of
factor analysis.

The research object was adult population of Kazakhstan, aged 18-65 years,
men and women, living in urban and rural areas of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
The sample size was 1,500 or 1,800 people. The database of statistical data on reli-
gious denominations, religious educational institutions, and missionaries changes
periodically, so the article contains data from different years available at the time of
publication.According to statistical data from the Committee for Religious Affairs
of the Ministry of Culture and Information of the Republic of Kazakhstan, as of
the second quarter of 2024, 4,031 religious associations representing 18 denomina-
tions were registered in Kazakhstan. For the first time, a detailed classification of
non-traditional confessions for Kazakhstan is presented. Of these: 2,883 are Islam-
ic, 347 are Orthodox, 93 are Catholic, 223 Pentecostals, 196 Baptists, 4 Menno-
nites, 104 Presbyterians, 41 Seventh-day Adventists, 14 Lutherans, 11 Methodists
23 are New Apostolic Church, 2 are Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints
(Mormons), 61 are Jehovah’s Witnesses, 13 are Krishna Consciousness Society, 6
are Bahai, 7 are Jewish, 2 are Buddhist, 1 is Moonies. In all, there are 3697 places
of worship nationwide. Of these: 2,824 are mosques, are 301 Orthodox churches,
115 are Catholic churches, 6 are synagogues, 149 Pentecostals, 157 Baptists, 4
Mennonites, 51 Presbyterians, 34 Seventh-day Adventists, 18 Lutherans, 8 Meth-
odists, 24 are New Apostolic Church, 3 are houses of worship of the «Krishna
Consciousness Society», 2 are Bahai houses of worship, 1 Buddhist temple [1].

The use of various disciplinary methods allows us to reconstruct the picture
of the institutional influence of significant factors on mass consciousness, to iden-
tify the features of ideological self-identification (its statics and dynamics).Our
hypothesis is that the mass consciousness of Kazakhstanis, on the one hand, is in-
fluenced by religion as an institution, and on the other hand, it includes ideas about
religiosity in the form of ideologies, mythologies and paradigms in its content.

The rationalization and conceptualization of ideas about the institute of reli-
gion are investigated by methods of sociological measurement. The results created
the possibility of a phenomenological reconstruction of the image of mass reli-
gious consciousness.

Indicators of the Growing Influence of Religion in Kazakhstani Society from
the Perspective of Public Perception and Evaluation

The institutional influence of religion as a factor of sociality is evidenced by
the steady and consistent increase in the number of respondents who express a de-
sire for Kazakhstan to become a religious state. A national cross-section of public
opinion, based on a representative sample, shows a steady growth in the number
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of supporters advocating for the transformation of Kazakhstan from a secular to a
religious state: 4.1% in 2000, 7.8% in 2005, 13.6% in 2014, 21.6% in 2018, and
22.2% in 2020. Although the majority of the population still supports secular state-
hood, the dynamics indicate the growing influence of religion in public mentality.
A phenomenological analysis of the impact of religion and the rise in religious
self-identification following Kazakhstan’s independence is linked to various fac-
tors identified within the spectrum of respondents’ opinions.

Assessment of the changing role of religion in the society revealed the prev-
alence of positive perception of the growing influence of almost every second re-
spondent (42.7%), almost every fourth respondent (24.4%) expresses an ambiva-
lent attitude towards the role of religion in society, almost every fifth respondent
(18.5%) cannot assess the situation, and about every sixth respondent (14.5%) tends
to assess the increasing role of religion in the Kazakh society negatively. (Table 1).

Traditionalization and Detraditionalization of Worldviews:
Broad Contours in Mass Consciousness

In the years of independence, religion has become one of the significant fac-
tors of self-identification at the levels of society, groups (such as families), and in-
dividuals. The identified trends indicate both the traditionalization and detradition-
alization of religious worldviews, reflecting various combinations and influences
of both secular and religious norms, values, and traditions, as well as the mixed
nature of the Kazakhstani mentality.
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The respondents in our study are divided into cohorts according to the na-
ture of their adherence: A) believers who belong to the community, follow reli-
gious norms, and follow a religious way of Lifestyle, or so-called «true believersy;
B) believers who do not participate in the religious life of the community, but
adhere to ritual from occasion to occasion, or are nominally believers; C) believ-
ers who do not belong to confessions, who have formed their idea of God, or
extra-confessional believers; D) unbelievers who may adhere to rituals and tradi-
tions and respect believers, or so-called «sympathizersy; E) indifferent to religious
self-identification, indifferent to religion; F) atheists.

Religious traditions are an important part of the life of Kazakhstanis, including
for non-believers. 13.4% of respondents noted that the observance of rituals and
traditions of religion is an indicator of true belief in God. About every fifth re-
spondent (20.8%) observes the rituals of their religion in everyday life constantly,
19.3% do not observe religious norms and traditions, and 52.5% follow the norms
and traditions from time to time. The frequency of attending worship services is
typical for 8.1% of those who do so, and for 12.5% - with an intensity of once a
month. These indicators reveal a weak connection with the institution of religious
community.

Non-confessional religiosity is recorded by the criterion of celebrating reli-
gious dates. Only 9.7% of the respondents do not celebrate them, while 17.6%
celebrate all religious holidays, 18.2% celebrate most of the religiously prescribed
holidays, 23.7% celebrate only those accepted in the family, and 30.7% celebrate
only the most common ones. Religious holidays are seen by the majority of Ka-
zakhstanis as part of secular life; they are celebrated by about 35% of convinced
atheists, about two-thirds of those indifferent to religion, and over 80% of non-con-
fessional believers.

Serious evidence of such a specific feature as the lack of a clear connection
between the positioning of religiosity and belief in God, following religious doc-
trines, is the fact that 71% of respondents noted that they have never read the Holy
texts. At the same time, the proportions of respondents who position themselves as
non-believers but observe religious rituals are quite significant.

Overall, the following contour model of religiosity is evident in Kazakhstan.
Thirteen per cent to 20-22 % of the respondents consider themselves believers fol-
lowing a religious lifestyle, integrated into community activities or communicating
with co-religionists, and 9 to 26 % consider themselves non-believers. Given the
relatively high nominal level of religiosity in society (up to 82%), only a small
percentage of Kazakhs (7% on average for the massif) consider religious affiliation
to be the most important identification status in the structure of multidimensional
self-identity.
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What Religious Paradigms do Kazakhstan is Choose?

The study of the influence of religiosity paradigms within the sphere of mass con-
sciousness has demonstrated that their priority and scale vary depending on the reli-
gious involvement (or religious self-identification) of Kazakhstani citizens and are ob-
served across all studied cohorts-from believers leading a religious lifestyle to atheists.

The paradigm of religiosity as the essential basis of a person is recognized
by all respondents. It is more or less shared by 75.4% of true believers, 69.3% of
nominal believers, 57.1% of non-confessional believers, 57.9% of non-believers
participating in ritualism, 43.9% of non-believers respecting believers, 31.1% of
indifferent to religion, and 32.3% of atheists.

The paradigm about the immortality of the human soul after death is more
often recognized by the cohort of true believers (63.5%) compared to nominal
(55.7%) and extra-confessional (50.9%) believers. In the cohort of non-believers
(between 36.9% and 51.5%), indifferent (27.9%), and atheists (5.9%) this para-
digm also has supporters. A pattern is revealed: the further an individual distances
himself from commitment to religion as the meaning of life, the more he disagrees
with the paradigm about the immortality of the human soul.

The assertion of the existence of a world not directly perceived and unknow-
able is not shared predominantly by atheists (38.2%) and nonbelievers (9.1%) At
the same time, this assertion is not shared by various cohorts of believers, includ-
ing: 17.3% non-denominational believers, 16.2% nominally believing, and 12.8%
true believers.

The statement about the power of knowledge, which can either support or re-
fute belief in God was the most paradoxical in the assessment for all respondents. It
caused the greatest difficulty for non-believers (between 21.3% and 24.2%), and the
least difficulty for true believers (4.3%) and atheists (8.8%). 53% of true believers
agree and 42.8% of true believers disagree with this statement. Out-of-denomina-
tional believers appear more certain than other groups, among whom 29% agree
with the statement, 59.3% disagree, and 11.7% find it difficult. Among nominally
believers 33.6% agree with the statement, 55.2% disagree, and 11.3% find it difficult.

About the necessity of scientists’ arguments in proving or disproving the fact
of God s existence, the greatest difficulties are shown by non-believers involved in
ritualism (24.2%). Nominal believers (62.7%), non-believers (58%), true believers
(54%), and atheists (12%) disagree the most with this statement.

Who Shapes Religious Beliefs and Influences Initiation to the Faith?

The number of religious educational institutions and students is presented as
of 2022. There are 13 spiritual educational institutions in the country, 11 of which
are Islamic (including: 1-University «Nur-Mubarak», 5-medrese-college, 4-me-
drese, 1-Islamic Institute of advanced training of Imams under the Spiritual Ad-
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ministration of Muslims of Kazakhstan), Christian direction - 2 (including: 1 - Al-
maty Orthodox Theological Seminary and 1 - Inter Diocesan Higher Theological
Seminary «Mary - Mother of Churchy» (Catholic) in Karaganda). The total number
of students in all educational institutions is 4,360. Officially there are 345 regis-
tered missionaries in Kazakhstan, 281 of whom are foreigners and 64 are citizens
of the Republic of Kazakhstan. In terms of confessions: Catholics - 225, Orthodox
- 41, Pentecostal Church - 6, New Apostolic Church - 17, Krishna Consciousness
Society - 13, Presbyterian Church - 21, Baptists - 11, Seventh Day Adventists - 3,
Islam - 2, Judaism - 2, Lutherans - 1, Jehovah’s Witnesses - 2, Buddhists - 1 [2].

Factor analysis of the influence on the respondents’ choice of the worldview
together with their religious self-identification revealed that:

- the immediate environment predominantly influences the choice of the world
view in all cohorts of respondents (between 63.9% and 84.5%), except for atheists
(35.3%);

- the factor of the influence of education and self-education is highest among
atheists (85.3%), and lowest among non-denominational (59.7%) and nominal
(62%) believers;

- self-determination is more emphasized in all cohorts of respondents, ex-
cept for true believers (42.8%). Among atheists (64.7%), among nominal believ-
ers (60.7%), among extra-confessional believers (60.7%), among indifferent to
religion (60.7%), and among non-believers who respect believers (56.6%), the
self-determination factor has a greater proportion;

- the influence of life circumstances is more accentuated among non-believ-
ers who respect believers (59.8%), among believers outside of confessions (58%),
among nominally believing (56.1%), and is least significant in the cohort of non-be-
lievers who participate in ritualism (39.4%);

- study of special literature is higher among true believers (29.4%) and half as
significant among both nominal believers (15.1%) and non-believers participating
in ritualism (15.2%);

- conversations with priests, missionaries, other religious servants, and be-
lievers were the most significant factor for true believers (18.7%) and nominal
believers (14.0%);

- the influence of fashionable trends and attitudes in society is accentuated by
those indifferent to religion (27.9%) and is least relevant to true believers (5.9%).

One of the important aspects for a believer is the concept of spiritual authority.
At the initial stages of their search for religious spirituality, Kazakhstanis often
choose their closest relatives - grandparents, father, mother, brother, sister - as
authorities on matters of faith. Given that 33.8% of respondents exhibit a so-called
«domestic» level of religiosity, which is minimally connected to deep-rooted re-
ligious traditions, where the authority of a spiritual figure is unquestionable in
religious matters, such a choice of authority is justified.
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Clergy and leaders of religious organizations are viewed as authoritative spir-
itual figures by more than one-fifth of respondents - 22.8%. Meanwhile, 19.1%
of respondents prefer to advance on their path of faith independently, as they do
not find authoritative spiritual mentors for themselves, and 15.4% do not feel the
need for a spiritual mentor at all. Cyber-spiritual leaders are followed by 4.6%-
11% of respondents. Teachers of religious studies are identified as spiritual men-
tors by only 2.2%-5% of respondents. Thus, the closest family members (parents,
brothers, and sisters) currently hold more authority (23.8%) than clergy (18.6%),
including online preachers, teachers of religious studies (4.7%), and friends (3%).

Overall, it should be noted that the population has a blurred understanding of
what constitutes a spiritual mentor, resulting in a distorted image. This situation
poses a risk factor, whereby virtually any individual, regardless of their connection
to religion, can assume the role of a spiritual mentor.

The Influence of the Internet on the Formation
of Beliefs and the Phenomenon of Cyber-Religiosity

The role of Internet in the formation of beliefs has increased, as Kazakhstan
actively uses Internet technologies in communications, in various activities. Three-
fourths of respondents say that information posted on the Internet does not affect
their beliefs. One in ten reports that they are influenced by the exchange of opin-
ions on topical religious issues that takes place on social networks. About 8% find
a lot of interesting information on religious sites, not only about religion, but also
about society, politics, family, and upbringing. 7.0% listen to prayers and sermons,
3.2% watch sermons by clergymen, and 3.1% listen to religious books.

The influence of the Internet on the beliefs in conjunction with the religious
identity of the respondents reveals a paradoxical situation in which the true be-
lievers (48.1%) are less dependent on the Internet than other cohorts of respon-
dents (in the range of 73.8%-94.1%). On the other hand, they (38%) more often
than others (between 5.9% and 12.3%) indicate that they are influenced by the
exchange of opinions on topical religious issues on social networks. Cyber-religi-
osity scales not only through the direct exchange of opinions on social networks,
but also through the availability of sermons, literature, and the activity of reli-
gious websites. (Table 2).

The impact of religious faith and affiliation on character and behavior

Assessing the impact of religious faith on a person’s character change showed
two mutually exclusive tendencies.

On the one hand, those respondents most involved in the religious context
were many times more likely than atheists and those indifferent to religion to state
the beneficial effect of faith on human character change. Thus, 80.7% of true be-
lievers, 42.4% of nominally believing, 30.5% of non-believers, compared with
13.1% of those indifferent to religion and 8.8% of atheists noted an exclusively
positive impact of religious faith on human character.

On the other hand, only 2.7% of true believers, 3.1% of nominal believers,
6.1% of non-denominational believers, compared with 14.8% of those indifferent
to religion, and 23.5% of atheists note that religious faith contributes to the appear-
ance of intolerance, bigotry, rejection of other points of view in the character.

The statement that there are no people with ideal positive qualities among both
believers and non-believers shows a tendency: it is shared less by true believers
(6.4%) and is recognized by every fifth believer nominally (22.3%), while opin-
ions of non-believers (41.8%) correlate with those of non-believers and atheists
(42.4%-50%). (Figure 1).

Respondents’ motivation to act in accordance with certain norms is repre-
sented in the spectrum of justifying judgments. Almost every second respondent
(46.7%) noted that in their everyday life they act partly with religious norms, but
predominantly with secular ones, as the more common norms in our society. 19.5%
prefer to be guided in their behavior only by secular norms, because they are more
consistent with their worldview and way of life. One fifth of respondents (18.9%)
appeal to the unconditional normativity of religious injunctions as a source of mor-
al behavior for everyone, regardless of their worldview identity and religious ad-
herence. 13.1% of respondents refer to the exclusivity of following secular norms
because they include both values and anti-values, without which it is impossible
to imagine modern life, i.e. they recognize the manifestation of anti-values in their
behavior.

Discussion

The sociological measurement of religiosity is not limited to empiricism; it
also requires phenomenological reconstruction. This, in turn, should be conduct-
ed within a specific methodological tradition. The study is reconstructed within
the paradigm of non-denominational sociology of religion, social philosophy, and
religious studies. The observed period of religiosity coincided with global trends
characteristic of the post-secular development phase, where trends of seculariza-
tion, desecularization, and counter-secularization are simultaneously recorded.

The influence of religiosity on modern cultural landscapes and the emergence
of new trends in the religious mentality has led to a revision of cultural and identity
strategies with respect to religion [3]. The authors proceed from the understand-
ing of the situation in accordance with the textbook concept of social change [4].
Tendencies of secularization, desecularization and postsecularism remain open in
modern scientific discussion [5]. Secularization means not only the weakening of
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religion in rationalized societies, but also the formation of new religious move-
ments and forms of spirituality. Recent decades have shown new opportunities for
religions to be active in public space [6]. Religion since the early 1980s begins to
demand a certain and significant place in the public space around the world, so it
is no longer logical or even possible to exclude it from the public space today [7].
The need to consider the broad panorama of the spread of religious phenomena
on the world stage is justified [8]. Explored as indisputable facts transitions from
religion to spirituality, called «spiritual revolution» [9]. With the return of religion
to the socio-cultural and political context of life, the range of new types of religios-
ity expands, the religious landscape changes, new images of religions are formed,
the institutional practices and opportunities of both traditional religions and new
religious movements change [10].

The postsecular era is characterized not just by the return of religion, but by a
new approach to understanding the institution of religion. Spirituality is becoming
a ubiquitous cultural trend on a global scale. In the phenomenological reconstruc-
tion of religiosity in modern Kazakh society are fixed its intensions such as the re-
naissance of religion (H. Joas), the cultural interest in religion (W. Rue), as well as
identifications: alternative forms of spirituality and religion (J. Beckford), post-re-
ligious spirituality without God (I. Wierchak), balancing religiosity without be-
longing (W. Kretsch), agnostic spirituality (M. Volrab-Sahr), individualized forms
of religiosity (H. Knoblauch), religion-friendly godlessness (H. W. Opaszowski),
highlighted [11] and systematized by [12], the problems of religious education, the
features of the formation of religious values in Kazakh society [13].

Conclusions

The formation of worldview identity in the context of secularism and ideolog-
ical pluralism is a multifaceted process. It is influenced by sociocultural, econom-
ic, and political factors on both regional and global scales. Research experience
highlights the increasing relevance of the religious factor in secular Kazakhstan,
prompting an analysis of the phenomenon of mass religious consciousness. The
study of various contexts raises questions about the phenomenological and meth-
odological comparability with global trends in the functioning of religiosity.

In post-secular societies, changes in worldview traditions occur, leading to
their fragmentation and an intensified search for new spiritual intentions. The dy-
namics and orientation of mass consciousness in Kazakhstan are synchronized
with, but lag behind, global trends in terms of timing.

Some characteristics of the mass religious consciousness of Kazakhstanis are
comparable to global and regional trends and represent a complex phenomenon,
multifaceted in its structure, essence, and nature. The Kazakhstani model of the
structure and dynamics of mass consciousness is subject to transformation, where
traditional religiosity is being replaced by new institutions under the influence of
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various factors. The country exhibits a high level of religious tolerance, but sig-
nificant regional differences exist, along with a liberalization of the younger gen-
eration’s attitudes toward religious conversion. Mass religious consciousness is
being shaped within the context of a secular state and society, but under significant
geopolitical and regional pressure. The number of those supporting the transition
from a secular to a religious state is growing, which complicates the monitoring
of the religious situation and the conduct of socio-humanitarian research on the
religious process.

Kazakhstani society is in a phase of transforming its value foundations. It is
evident that the predominance of a mixed religious and secular lifestyle, with a
tendency towards preferring secularism, is beginning to undergo deformation. This
is characterized by the increasing religious content in the lifestyle and mentality
of the population. The value relationship to the institution of religion is changing:
the stage of religious renaissance is concluding, and there is a growing awareness
of the scale of the process of embedding mass religious consciousness in society,
alongside an increasing number of supporters of a religious way of life. These
changes are occurring amidst the realization that state intervention methods are
becoming exhausted and the growing awareness of the impossibility of regulating
this process.

Against this backdrop, the assessments of both the positive and negative con-
sequences of the growing influence of mass religious consciousness on societal
development goals, values, and ideals are being substantiated. In these conditions,
ideological segmentation will intensify, and religious diversity will create condi-
tions for a broad range of choices, leading to the displacement and replacement
of religious practices prescribed by the traditional cultures of ethnic groups. Ka-
zakhstani society is increasingly engaged in the processes of forming new types
of mass religious worldviews, driven by globalization and informatization. These
processes contribute to the emergence and entrenchment of new and atypical reli-
gious beliefs, as well as to the reconfiguration of the religious landscape.

Theological Analysis of the Problem of Sufism in the Work «Life Stories of Modern
Scientists»

Abstract: This article is devoted to the study of religious ideas and judgments of a public
and religious figure, poet, translator Saduakas kazhy Gilmani, indicated in the work about the
«Life History of modern scientists». This work reveals information about the religious attitudes
of scientists of the XIX-XX centuries, especially substantiates the facts related to the fact that
scientists of those times followed the Hanafi school of jurisprudence and built a belief based on
the principles of Maturidi. In addition, this work describes some issues of Sufism that caused
controversy among theologians of that time. Gilmani asked a lot of questions about: «Why
do we greet the Prophet Muhammad?», «Did Imam Abu Hanifa give his hand to a spiritual
mentor?» and «Can the dead help the living?» Weighing the answers to theological questions,
the scientist tried to build more reasonable evidence. The concepts formed on the basis of his
judgment still do not lose relevance in modern Kazakh society. Especially public attention is
attracted by his judgments about the following surah of the Quran: «We sent every prophet
to speak to his flock so that he could speak the truth in the language of his flock.» Saduakas
Haji Gilmani, based on the above surah, suggests that there are three groups of clergy: those
who have gone too far, those who have not ascended to the path at all, and those who are on a
moderate path. He preferred the latter as the most important of these paths. And based on the
interpretation of this verse, the scientist stressed the need to follow a moderate path, within
which each nation should not lose its customs and way of life. Most importantly, he called for
the preservation of morality in religion and not deviate from the norm.

In general, the authors of this article, through a detailed analysis of S. Gilmani’s work,
are trying to deduce his interpretation in the light of modernity, to reassess his thoughts in the
current context of religious discourse, thereby revealing his ideas in the wake of the meanings
of the new generation.

The Essence and Evolution of the Formation of «Confessional Democracy»:

Annotation. The article pays special attention to the process that determines the essence
and evolution of the formation of confessional democracy, its development. This is due to the
fact that confessional democracy, characterized by the intersection of religious identity and
political governance, is a difficult phenomenon for a multi-confessional country. At the same
time, on the basis of a multidimensional analysis of political, social and institutional factors, a
comparative analysis of confessional democracy in the Middle East and Central Asia is carried
out, its historical roots, differences, dynamics in modern conditions and directions of long-term
development are considered. Of course, there is also the role of religion in politics, the impact
of globalization and a number of key trends that contribute to political pluralism and political
stability.

Analyzing the situation in world geopolitics today, the essence, evolution and consequences
of the political model are investigated. In a historical context, based on institutional dynamics
and events taking place in different parts of the modern world, the study reflects common
features, differences and interregional trends in the formation of confessional democracy.
Based on the analysis of specific examples in the Middle East and Central Asia, the article
reveals the problems and possibilities of governing various societies in the context of religious
pluralism. In this regard, some important issues of the role of confessional democracy in the
realities of Kazakhstan will be analyzed.

Party System in the New Kazakhstan: Unused Opportunities for Development

Abstract. The party system of Kazakhstan was built according to the plan “without right
and left” by N. Nazarbayev, expressed in the early 1990s in a book of the same name. A feature
of the existing parties in the country was that persons of different ideological views (liberal,
Islamist, nationalist, environmental, traditionalist) could be in both the pro-government and
opposition parties. In Kazakhstan “without right and left,” a paradoxical situation has developed:
the ideological function of parties has atrophied. During the days of Bloody January 2022, the
parties were passive and followed the events.

After January 2022, there was a decrease in the number of party members required
for registration and an increase in the number of parties in parliament. Despite the revival
of political life, the constructive potential of New Kazakhstan is not sufficiently expressed,
there is no selection from several alternatives, because inter-party discussions on the principles
of domestic and foreign policy, including the level of taxes and wages, do not take place in
parliament. The reason is that the parties have not been activated. The purpose of the article is
to develop domestic multi-party system. A number of methods are applied, primarily historical
and logical.

Key words: party, multi-party system, New Kazakhstan, atrophy of ideological function.
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
