National Idea «Alash» and Main Directions of Political and Philosophical Thought in
Kazakh Society at the Beginning of the XX Century

Abstract. The article examines and analyzes the socio-political, cultural, and spiritual
legacy of the Kazakh intelligentsia in early 20th-century Kazakhstan as one of the directions of
political and philosophical thought. It explores the national and ideological works developed
by the Kazakh intelligentsia aimed at modernizing public consciousness. In this context, the
word "Alash" is considered not only as a proper name given to a political movement but also
as an attempt to reveal its philosophical meaning and deeper content. Similarly, the initiatives
and implementation processes of the Turkestan Republic in the last century are interpreted
through the lens of the intellectual efforts of the Kazakh intelligentsia, with attention paid
to the development and evolution of their political and philosophical thinking. The article
also analyzes the views of Kazakh intellectuals who embraced socialist ideology, as well as
the historical role of the socialist worldview. The role of prominent figures of the Kazakh
intelligentsia as generators of ideas is emphasized, and their thoughts and activities are
examined. At the same time, the development of several political and philosophical trends
in the past century demonstrates features of political pluralism in Kazakh society. The study
reveals that the socio-political processes of the early 20th century represented not only a
struggle between opposing forces and groups but also a confrontation of coherent systems of
views and ideas. The analysis of the development trends of political and philosophical thought
in early 20th-century Kazakhstan is carried out in connection with the socio-political thought
of independent Kazakhstan.

The Phenomenon of ‘Aulie’ in Traditional Kazakh Worldview and the Issue of
Sacred Values

Abstract. In this article a philosophical interpretation of the problem of sacredness of the
«Ukasha Ata well» is undertaken. At first, the concept of «sacredness» and its specific meaning
in the methodology of religious studies are reviewed. The sacredness of the well of Ukasha Ata
is presented in the paper in two main aspects: firstly, through the analysis of the personal essence
of Ukasha Ata, his biography, his role in Islam and society; secondly, through the identification
of the specific historical content of the image of the «well» as a whole and its phenomenological
status within the sacred space. The study is primarily based on ethnographic sources reflecting
the perceptions of Ukasha Ata and his well. The main emphasis is placed on religious and
apologetic views that show the sacredness of this phenomenon in the popular consciousness, as
well as reveal Ukasha Ata and its well as value reference points. Due to the lack of empirical
natural-scientific data, the methodological basis of the study relies mainly on narrative sources
and religious-philosophical concepts in which the worldview of Islam occupies a central place.
At the same time, the priority for the authors remains the analysis of problems from the point
of view of rational and philosophical understanding. The article, relying on public opinion
and ethnographic data as an empirical basis, as well as the interpretation of the problem of
Ukasha Ata well in the context of integrative cognition, offers an examination of the research
results from various perspectives, among which are:ambivalent dissonance; demystification
and scepticism of free thinking; axiological analysis — reassessment of sacred values;national
mentality and cultural code; as well as deconstruction (psychoanalytic approach); pragmatic
reconstruction (consideration of the sacred as a functional construct of truth) and linguistic
philosophy.

Transformation of Consciousness and Turkic Culture: Shamanic Ontology and
Spiritual Continuity

Abstract. In the spiritual system of the Turkic peoples, pre-Islamic belief systems—
particularly the shamanic tradition and the associated phenomenon of altered states of
consciousness—occupy a special place. These states represent a transformative spiritual
experience that enables individuals to perceive reality in a unique way and access the
deeper layers of Turkic culture and worldview. In ancient shamanic practices, altered
states of consciousness served as a fundamental method, revealing their psychological and
philosophical dimensions. Although such beliefs are gradually losing influence under the
pressure of globalization, their symbolic significance and role in cultural memory persist.
This article explores the importance of altered states of consciousness within nomadic
culture, the influence of the shamanic worldview, its interaction with Islam, and contemporary
manifestations of traditional beliefs. The research is based on an interdisciplinary approach and
aims to provide a philosophical understanding of cultural continuity.

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Abstract. The article focuses on the examination of value and value orientations
phenomena. We elucidate the genesis of the concept of value and the establishment
of axiology as a discipline concerned with values. The positions of such classics of
the secular theory of values as G. Rickert, M. Scheler, and N. von Hartmann, as well
as representatives of its religious version, presented by N. O. Lossky and D. von
Hildebrand, are analyzed. The second part of the article examines some concepts
of values of researchers of the last decades of the twentieth century and also pays
attention to the phenomenon of value orientations. It is established that only from
the positions of the activity approach and the principle of cultural historicism is
it possible to adequately reveal the essence of values and value orientations. The
article adopts the concept of values, according to which value is a super-useful
semantic attitude of a person to reality. The second part of the article analyzes some
interpretations of the essence of values of the last decades of the twentieth century.
The author shares the concept of values based on the activity approach and the
principle of historicism.

Introduction

Any scientific or philosophical concept or category that is familiar today
sometimes has a very long history, so to speak, of latent existence. European
science and philosophy have their main source in Greco-Roman culture, science,
and philosophy. But science and philosophy themselves were formed in Ancient
Greece, of course, not without the influence of ancient Indian spiritual and
ideological traditions, but mainly from the understanding of Greek mythology
and everyday city-state life. Future specialized concepts and categories are
formed in the process of ordinary life and tested in conversations and debates.
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Almost all cities of Ancient Greece had public places, sometimes connected to the
market and called agoras. In his time, in the Athenian agora, the famous Socrates
unobtrusively and imperceptibly for the interlocutor tried to develop in him the correct
understanding of this or that issue. One such “latent” concept in Antiquity and for
many centuries after it was the concept of “value”. And only in the second half of the
19th century did it declare itself as a philosophical concept. Nevertheless, disputes
about its content, conceptual status, scope, and limits of applicability continue to this
day. The purpose of this article is to provide a brief overview and analysis of the main
interpretations of the phenomenon of value and justify the choice of its explanation.

Research Methodology

The work uses some scientific and philosophical methods that have proven
themselves well. The main ones were the activity approach and the principle of cultural
historicism. They focused, firstly, on the fact that values are not some ontological
phenomenon but a product of human activity and human relationships. The principle
of cultural historicism made it possible to explain why the concept of value was
articulated in the philosophy of the 18th century.

Value as a philosophical problem

As a concept, value has existed since ancient times. But this concept has not
become the subject of conscious research. The beginning of its more or less explicit
articulation in public and individual consciousness falls on the New Age, when
capitalism began to form in Western Europe, based on individualism and a system
of relations of material dependence. Already in the Age of Enlightenment, the word
“value” appears in scholarly treatises. As a certain concept, it is used by 1. Kant in his
ethical teaching. Thus, in the “Fundamentals of the Metaphysics of Morals” (1875), he
asserted, “...That which constitutes the condition under which alone it is possible for
something to be an end in itself has not only a relative value, i.e., a price, but also an
internal value, i.e., dignity.” [1, p. 277].

But value acquired a truly conceptual status in the works of the German
philosopher, psychologist, and natural scientist R. G. Lotze (1817-1881). In 1856—
1864, he published a book in three parts, “Microcosm. Thoughts on the Natural and
Social History of Mankind. An Anthropological Essay,” in which he first elevated
value to the level of an independent general philosophical category, separating it
from the world of phenomena. According to him, in contrast to truths and facts, value
definitions (Wertbestimmungen) belong to the world of what should be. At the same
time, the concept of significance, which, along with what should be, is one of the most
important features of value consciousness, also receives the status of an independent
category (see about this in [2, p. 1, p. 123]). This is the beginning of the doctrine of
values.

In 1902, two proposals appeared to designate this teaching. The French philosopher
P. Lapie, in his work “The Logic of Will” proposed the term “axiology” (from the Greek
words a&ia (value) + Aoyoc (teaching)), and 1. Kreibig proposed the term “thymology”
(from the Greek words tiun (assessment, price) + Aoyog (teaching)). The term
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proposed by P. Lapie won. Somewhat later, the German philosopher E. von Hartmann,
in his work “The System of Philosophy in General Outline” (1907-1909), defines the
place of axiology along with epistemology, natural philosophy, metaphysics, ethics,
aesthetics, and the philosophy of religion, thereby confirming the name and status of
the new philosophical discipline. From that time on, the long history of this discipline
began, continuing to the present day.

And yet, the problem of values came into full play in the works of representatives of
neo-Kantianism. In the Baden School, these were W. Windelband and G. Rickert, and in
the Marburg School, G. Cohen. We will turn to G. Rickert. The latter specifically touched
on the problem of values in his works “On the Concept of Philosophy” (1910) and “On
the System of Values” (1914). The second paragraph of the article “On the Concept of
Philosophy” is called “Value and Reality”. The logic of G. Rickert’s reasoning is as
follows. The subject of philosophy is the world as a whole, or the world as a whole.
It seeks to develop what is called a worldview. Reflection on the world leads to the
opposition of the self and the world, or in other words, the subject and the object. Rickert
notes that the “world problem” consists in the relationship between the self and the
world, the subject and the object. This problem allows for two solutions. The first is
to understand the world as a whole by starting from the object by including the subject
in it. The second solution is, on the contrary, to build a whole world from the subject.
Thus, Rickert notes, two opposing worldviews arise, each of which is one-sided and,
therefore, untrue. One is objectivist, the other subjectivist. Neither solves the problem of
worldview. “The concept of the world they propose,” notes G. Rickert, “is too narrow
for this. They both do not go beyond the framework of actual being, but no matter how
broadly we think of being, it is still only a part of the world. In addition to being, there are
also values, the significance of which we want to understand. Only the totality of being
and values together constitutes what deserves the name of world” [3, p. 22].

This is the main position of G. Rickert and the neo-Kantians of the Baden
school in general: the world, which includes the subject and the object, is not the
whole world, but only a part of it. Ordinary people, Rickert notes, reason as follows.
Values can be found in some objects. They are also usually called values. But this is
a complete mistake. For example, a painting or a sculpture is called a value. But are
the canvas, paints, and varnish of a painting or the marble (bronze, wood, granite, and
so on) of a statue values? It makes sense, Rickert notes, to call such objects “goods”,
distinguishing them from the values that are contained in these objects. However,
value is undoubtedly somehow connected not only with the object but also with the
subject: after all, it is he who evaluates the objects. The question arises: can the act of
evaluation and value be one and the same? This is usually thought so, Rickert notes.
Therefore, they believe that without an evaluating subject, there is no value. They
confuse values and evaluations, and this happens all the time.

In our opinion, G. Rickert is absolutely right in distinguishing between the concepts
of value and evaluation. If an evaluation may or may not exist, then the existence
of value always takes place. Value is logically primary to the act of evaluation and
therefore to the evaluation itself. But Rickert goes further. He writes, “For value as
value, the question of its existence is devoid of any meaning. The problem of value
is the problem of the “significance” (Geltung) of value, and this question in no way
coincides with the question of the existence of the act of evaluation. [3, p. 23]. In
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everyday life, goods and evaluations are considered values. In fact, Rickert believes
these are not values at all, but a unity of values and certain objects. But values do not
belong to either the world of objects or the world of subjects but form a completely
independent kingdom beyond them (see [3, p. 23]). The question arises: what is this
sphere, what is this dimension, in which values are concentrated? G. Rickert connects
this “middle kingdom” with the concept of meaning. Thus, the world, according to
him, consists of reality, divided into object and subject, values and meaning. From
all that has been considered, we see that Rickert, firstly, did not explain what value is,
what its essence is; secondly, he did not reveal the mode of existence of values and the
place of their concentration; thirdly, to this “x” he also added ” “y” — meaning, about
which, as well as about values, he said nothing intelligible.

The famous founder of philosophical anthropology, M. Scheler, discussed the
problem of values in his work “Formalism in Ethics and the Material Ethos of Values”
(1916). Being a follower of E. Husserl, he tried to apply the phenomenological approach
to the study of values, i.e., to construct a phenomenological axiology. M. Scheler’s
position, in principle, differs little from that of G. Rickert, but, of course, does not
coincide with it in many details. Let us note some. Scheler divides values into positive
and negative. Moreover, this difference, he believes, “is determined by the essence of
values and is significant completely independently of the fact that we can feel certain
special value opposites...” [4, p. 300], i.e., it is determined objectively-ontologically.

M. Scheler distinguishes between values and the bearers of values in which values
are manifested. These can be various objects, goods, etc., among which individuals
occupy a special place. Scheler provides a classification of values, which, according to
him, is built into a strict hierarchy: there are higher and lower values. “The fact that a
certain value is “higher” than another,” writes Scheler, “is comprehended in a special
act of cognition of values, which is called “preference”. [4, p. 305]. The act opposite
to preference, according to Scheler, is disdain. The hierarchy of values, he notes,
cannot be logically deduced. A person must each time anew determine the status of a
particular value in acts of preference and disdain. Despite the fact that some aspects
of Scheler’s theory of value are positive, in general this theory cannot be considered
entirely positive. It does not answer the question of the essence of values, the “place”
of their concentration, and so on.

The theory of values was also developed by the German philosopher N. von
Hartmann, the founder of the so-called “critical ontology”. On the basis of this
ontology, he developed problems of the theory of knowledge, ethics, aesthetics, and
philosophy of history. His theory of values is also based on it. According to him, the
world has a hierarchical structure; it consists of four “layers”: inorganic nature, life,
and mental and spiritual being.

According to N. Hartmann, values, along with the logical sphere, belong to the
sphere of ideal being. The sphere of values is related to the sphere of essences but is
not identical to it. Essences, he notes, “behave like laws to which real cases are entirely
subordinated. In the case of values, this is not so. Real cases may correspond to them
or may not correspond; and then in the first case they turn out to be “valuable,” and in
the second, “counter-valuable”. Values do not directly determine the real but form only
an instance of its value or counter-value. But in their own existence, the counter-value
of the real does not change anything. They thus, from the very beginning, turn out to
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be independent of whether reality corresponds to them or not. In this respect, their
independence is clearly higher than the independence of essences” [5, pp. 598-599].

“Values,” asserts N. Hartmann, “do not possess a real being in themselves” [6, p.
200]. Their being in themselves is entirely ideal. They are absolute and unchangeable.
Only a person’s value consciousness can change. Like M. Scheler, N. Hartmann touches
upon the problem of the hierarchy of values. In his book “Aesthetics,” he identified
six hierarchically arranged classes of values (see [7, p. 477]). This is, in general terms,
N. von Hartmann’s theory of values. In it, he gives answers to many questions, but he
does not answer the most important one: what is value, what is its essence?

The problem of values in religious philosophy

So far we have considered secular concepts of value. But there have also been and
are religious ones. The Catholic philosopher and phenomenologist D. von Hildebrand
presented his theory in his work “Ethics”. He bases it on the concept of significance.
He identifies two types. For example, a compliment given by one person to another is
significant only subjectively. And, for example, an act of forgiveness by one person
to another is significant in itself. The first type of significance brings satisfaction; the
second contains value. Hildebrand notes that “value has significance independently
of its influence on us” [8, p. 45]. Thus, value is significant in itself. At the same time,
the difference between value and that which merely brings pleasure is, according to
Hildebrand, not a difference in degree but in essence, a fundamental difference. Along
with pleasure and value, he also singles out objective good. According to Hildebrand,
there is an essential difference between objective good and purely subjective pleasure
and between value and subjective pleasure. Objective good, he notes, presupposes
value but at the same time is different from it. The question of the origin of values is
quite logical. But D. von Hildebrand declares that this question is inappropriate. As a
way out of the situation, he uses the concept of God, asserting that the concept of value
“already contains God in our concept ...” [8, p. 131], and “the relationship between any
value embodied in a created object and God has the character of reflection. Any value
of a created object reflects God in a special way, the essence of all values “ [8, p. 204].
Thus, God is the source of values; having created the world, he also put values into it.
This answer, it seems, is the easiest, since it cannot be verified.

The theory of values developed by the Russian religious philosopher N. O. Lossky
is also connected with the concept of God. This connection is already visible in the title
of the work in which this theory is presented: “Value and Being. God and the Kingdom
of God as the Basis of Values” (1931). “Value,” Lossky writes in the introduction to
this work, “is something all-pervasive, determining the meaning of the whole world as
a whole, and of each individual, and of each event, and of each action. Every slightest
change introduced into the world by any actor has a value side and is undertaken
only on the basis of some value moments and for their sake” [9, p. 250]. However,
this omnipresence of values, Lossky notes, does not facilitate but, on the contrary,
complicates their study.

He calls his philosophy ideal-realism. Consequently, a true theory of values
can only be ideal-realistic. He distinguishes two main types of value — primary and
derivative. He writes, “The concept of derivative value can be easily defined: it is
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being in its meaning for the realization of the absolute fullness of being or the removal
from it. The whole difficulty lies in defining the primary supra-mundane absolute
positive value: it is God as the Good itself, the absolute fullness of being, which in
itself has a meaning that justifies it, makes it an object of approval, and gives it an
unconditional right to realization and preference over anything else” [9, p. 286]. The
definition of derivative value, Lossky notes, does not contain a division into genus and
specific difference.

According to him, experience is part of value, but it is not the main thing in it.
The main thing in it is meaning and sense. They constitute the ideal aspect of value.
Consequently, Lossky asserts, every value is either completely ideal or simply contains
the ideal aspect. But, according to him, only God, the primary value, is a completely
ideal value, and all derivative values are ideally real. Lossky considers the distinction
between goods and values, significant for Western axiologists — his predecessors and
contemporaries — to be insignificant. Lossky also divides values into absolute and
relative, objective and subjective, and positive and negative.

The question arises: does the teaching of N. O. Lossky overcome those one-
sidednesses of Western versions of axiology, which he himself pointed out, and, most
importantly, does it answer the question, what is value? What is its nature? In our
opinion, no. Let us say that his overcoming of the opposition of goods and values can
be considered a positive moment. Equally positive can be considered the fact that he
“poured” values into the world of being and brought them out, so to speak, from that
incomprehensible area where they were placed by G. Rickert or N. Hartmann. But he
passed by D. von Hildebrand’s distinction between purely subjective pleasures and
values. His division of values into subjective and objective is purely quantitative in
nature, and the division into positive and negative is based on the concepts of good
and evil. And although Lossky stipulates that he takes these concepts not in a narrow
ethical but in a broad sense, this “broad” sense for him cannot be other than religious.
It is precisely the religious nature of Lossky’s axiology that makes it, in our opinion,
limited.

The Essence of value in contemporary philosophy

This is our view of the first steps of axiology and our assessment of its classical
representatives of this period. Time passed, and new and “long-forgotten old”
appeared, presented as new teachings on values and interpretations of the essence of
values. In the first half of the 60s of the last century, a discussion took place in the
former Soviet philosophy about whether a special teaching on values was appropriate
in state, i.e., “Marxist-Leninist” philosophy. The most diverse points of view were
presented, but the discussion was curtailed after the introduction of Warsaw Pact
troops into Czechoslovakia. Later, values began to be written about in sociological
and psychological studies.

But in philosophy, both Western and in the philosophy of the independent states
that emerged from the ruins of the Soviet Union, the problem of values continues to
be relevant. And there are still various interpretations of the essence of values. There
are even some curious ones, so it is not clear whether their authors are fully aware
of their definitions. For example, L. V. Baeva writes, “Value is a complex existential
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phenomenon that includes anthropological and ontological sources, where the first
is associated with the existence of the individual as a condition for the preference,
evaluation, and creation of values, and the second is conditioned by the situationality
of being, which does not a priori set the meaning and purpose of life but constitutes its
needs and limits” [10, p. 9].

It seems to us that the solution to the problem of the essence of values is solved
within the framework of the alternative “to have or to be” formulated by E. Fromm.
And attempts to solve this problem precisely within the framework of this alternative
can be found in the literature. Thus, according to P. Mentzer, value is what “people’s
feelings dictate to be recognized as standing above everything and to which one can
strive, contemplate, treat with respect, recognition, reverence” (cited from [11, p.
498]). And the French philosopher A. Comte-Sponville writes that value is “that which
is valued. Can we say that value is that which has a price? - He asks and answers,
“Only in relation to what is sold. <...> One should distinguish between things that
have value (which finds more or less precise expression within the framework of the
logic of exchange) and things that are values. The latter have no price and cannot
be the subject of equivalent exchange for money or even for other values.” [12, p.
673]. Here he distinguishes between value (a general cultural phenomenon) and cost
— a purely economic phenomenon. And his conclusion is this: “Values have no price;
they... possess a dignity that has no equivalent and are incapable of serving as an
object of exchange” [12, p. 674].

It is the ideas of P. Mentzer and A. Comte-Sponville that G. S. Batishchev’s
position is close to, although he was most likely not familiar with them. He identifies
three essentially inherent levels in human existence and its relation to reality (he calls
them fields in the sense of this term when talking, for example, about a magnetic
field). These fields are related to each other according to the logic of hierarchy. G. S.
Batishchev calls the lower “field” the field of utilities. Utility corresponds to a certain
need. A person-subject within the boundaries of this level field is the starting point: it
is he who demands the useful from reality. A. A. Khamidov, who shares Batishchev’s
position, calls this level need-utility. Above it, according to Batishchev, is the “field
of aspirations. Here, man is no longer the starting point of the relationship: with his
whole being, he is directed toward certain semantic points, which are values. G. S.
Batishchev writes, “In the field of infinite aspirations, the subject acts as such a subject
for whom even the most enormous amount of utility has no power of influence on
him in comparison with the value and target... quality of direction” [13, p. 433]. A. A.
Khamidov calls this level aspiration value.

Thus, the phenomenon of value is distinguished as a concrete, specific phenomenon
of human reality, which cannot be identified with any other phenomenon significant
for a person. “Value as such,” notes Khamidov, “represents a supra-utility semantic
content in the composition of culture, not reducible to utility in any of its moments and
not deducible from it” [14, p. 329]. In their system, values form an entire axiosphere
(from da&la — value and o@aipa — sphere), which, of course, does not form a sphere in
accordance with the geometric meaning of the concept of “sphere” but is dispersed
across all levels of culture as a whole (see [14, p. 325]).

But each born individual finds in society a certain ready-made system of values
(axiosphere) not created by him. But this sphere and the values that make it up somehow
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arise at some point. That is why G. S. Batishchev also writes about the third-level
field. This is the field of creation of the infinite aspirations themselves, or creativity
itself as a cosmic, universal, existential co-authorship” [13, p. 433]. The overwhelming
majority of people, as a rule, do not participate in their formation. But the process of
renewal of values and creation of new values in human reality takes place.

Every individual and every human community has an inherent tendency towards a
certain set of values. Such aspiration is called value orientation. Value orientations are
an important factor that determines the motives for a person’s actions and deeds. These
orientations are formed in an individual from childhood. Initially, they are learned
gradually, bypassing his conscious instance and imperceptibly becoming his property.
The formation of value orientations is influenced first by the family and kindergarten
(if the child attends it), then by school. In adolescence, the street (in the broad sense)
has its influence, then various youth organizations, work collectives, etc. Developed
value orientations are a sign of a person’s maturity as an individual, an indicator of
the degree of his sociality, loyalty to certain principles and ideals, and ability to make
volitional efforts in the name of these ideals and values. Value orientations ensure the
integrity and stability of the personality, determine the structures of consciousness and
programs and strategies of activity, and control and organize the motivational structure
and orientations towards specific types of activity and communication.

In the leading capitalist countries, since the second half of the 20th century,
consumer sentiments and orientations have begun to be acquired not so much on values
as on needs. Even theories of a “high consumer society” have appeared. The principle
of individualism has merged with the principle of consumerism. When the Soviet
Union collapsed, ideas of individualism and consumerism began to penetrate into the
sovereign states that emerged from its ruins. Value orientations seemed to recede into
the background. All this had an impact primarily on young people. Researchers note
that many representatives of post-Soviet youth have become most concerned with the
problems of the quality and level of education and the family crisis, but at the same
time, cultural problems remain in second place. Young people are not concerned with
global problems today. Values in their understanding are obtaining a profession and a
decent job, a career, and receiving pleasure, regardless of their quality. There is a slight
decrease in the social activity of young people, a loss of their basic spiritual values,
and their consciousness has all the signs of confusion and incompleteness. Therefore,
the main task of the socio-cultural sphere today is to form correct value orientations in
the younger generation.

Conclusion

The article sets and solves the problem of clarifying the essence and cultural
status of values and value orientations. It is shown that only an activity-based, cultural-
historical approach allows us to solve it adequately. Due to the limited scope of the
article, many problems remain outside the scope of the article, which are set and solved
in both foreign and domestic axiology by applying a methodology that is insufficient
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for their solution. Such problems as the coexistence of different values, the conflict of
values, finding out what the so-called “universal values™ actually are, and some others
remain outside the scope of the article. The author of the article leaves all this for his
further research work.

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Abstract. This article thoroughly examines the concept of «ignorance» in the ethical
philosophy of the prominent thinker of the Turkic world, Abu Nasr al-Farabi. In his «The
Views of the Inhabitants of the Virtuous City», al-Farabi describes the ideal model of soci-
etal development, introducing the concept of the «Ignorant City» as its opposite. Through
this concept, the philosopher warns that spiritual stagnation and intellectual weakness within
society can lead to various negative phenomena and social crises. Furthermore, the article
explores the concept of «ignorance» and the ethical theories in the works of ancient Greek
philosophers such as Socrates, Plato, and Aristotle, analyzing the philosophical similarities
and differences between their views and al-Farabi’s. The interconnectedness of Eastern and
Western philosophical thought and its contemporary significance are also discussed.

The aim of the article is to analyze al-Farabi’s concept of «ignorance» within his
ethical framework, compare it with ancient philosophical doctrines, and highlight its im-
portance for modern society.

Keywords: Al-Farabi, ignorance, philosophy, ethics.

Introduction

In the works of ancient Greek philosophers, the role of moral values — particularly
the concept of honor and shame (conscience) —inthe relationship between the indi-
vidual and society was highly emphasized. These philosophical perspectives form a
foundation for exploring the spiritual and ethical questions that underpin human civili-
zation. For instance, one of the core categories in Socrates’ moral philosophy is honor.
The thinker views honor as the starting point of a person’s inner spiritual world and the
source of all virtue. According to him, only by nurturing one’s soul can a person attain
true happiness and justice.

Socrates believed that a person who does not lose their inner conscience is moral-
ly the highest form of human being. He regarded honor as the foundation for building a
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society rooted in morality and justice. Moreover, he saw self-knowledge as the highest
spiritual goal, leaving behind the profound idea: «Knowing oneself must become the
highest aspiration of a human being» [1, p. 840]. These views continue to remain rel-
evant in contemporary philosophical and moral thought.

Building upon these foundational ideas, this article examines the phenomenon of
ignorance from a philosophical standpoint, exploring its influence on human nature,
spirituality, and societal development within a historical-philosophical context.

Research Methodology

The primary aim of this study is to analyze and compare philosophical perspec-
tives on the phenomenon of ignorance as it has evolved throughout the history of
philosophy, in order to determine its essence, its place within various historical and
cultural contexts, and its spiritual and social implications. In this article, ignorance is
not viewed merely as a personal lack of education or literacy, but more broadly as a
multifaceted system of manifestations, such as spiritual impoverishment, cultural un-
derdevelopment, social apathy, and ethical decay.

The following methodological approaches were employed in the research:

» Comparative philosophical analysis — Comparing the concepts of ignorance

* In ancient and modern philosophers to identify their similarities and differences;

* Historical-philosophical approach — Studying the transformation of the concept
of ignorance across historical periods and tracking its evolutionary development;

* Textual-hermeneutic analysis — Interpreting the philosophical content in the
works of thinkers such as Socrates, al-Farabi, Abai, Hegel, and others;

* Value-based assessment — Evaluating the consequences of ignorance and high-
lighting the significance of opposing concepts such as wisdom, knowledge, and virtue.

Through these methods, the research aims to demonstrate that ignorance is not
just a lack of knowledge but also a symptom of the erosion of spiritual values and the
breakdown of ethical norms in society.

Throughout the article, the works of al-Farabi are taken as a central framework,
demonstrating that his opposition to ignorance and emphasis on intellectual and moral
virtue are still highly relevant today. Furthermore, the philosophical harmony between
Abai’s moral teachings and Socratic ethics is presented with scholarly justification.

The Phenomenon of Ignorance

The article describes how the theoretical concepts of ignorance have consistently
been analyzed in conjunction with other ethical categories since ancient times. The op-
position between ignorance and wisdom, immaturity and perfection has been explored
in depth by philosophers from Antiquity, the Middle Ages, and the Modern Era. In An-
cient Greece, the opposition between ignorance and wisdom was central to the work
of Socrates, Plato, and Aristotle, and also found expression in religions like Judaism,
Christianity, Islam, Buddhism, and Confucianism. The Greek ideal of «eliminating
ignorance and pursuing wisdom» laid the foundation for the philosophical traditions
of Plato’s ideas about the state, Aristotle’s theories of potentiality and actuality, and
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al-Farabi’s notions of a virtuous city and happiness. A thorough analysis of ignorance
also requires engaging with German classical philosophy, notably Kant and Hegel,
who suggested that the lack of rational thought in society leads to ignorance.

The inscription at Apollo’s temple, «Know thyself», serves as a symbolic begin-
ning of the fight against ignorance. Socrates reinterpreted this Delphic maxim as a
foundation for his ethics of «virtue as knowledge», stating, «There is only one good
— knowledge, and one evil — ignorance». According to Socrates, knowing oneself and
understanding one’s moral essence is the precondition for a virtuous and happy life.
He shifted the philosophical focus from nature to self-awareness, making a significant
mark in the history of human thought.

Aristotle argued that humans occupy a special place in the hierarchy of life due
to their reason. Without virtues like conscience and morality, a person may regress to
the level of animals [2, p. 103]. He identified conscience, goodness, compassion, and
justice as the guarantors of being truly human. The lack of these, or shamelessness,
arises from ignorance and cunning. Aristotle believed a pure soul and noble conscience
were the keys to human dignity.

These universal ideas also deeply influenced al-Farabi, whose works reflect de-
liberate alignment with the views of Plato and Aristotle. Their writings on state and
law significantly shaped Farabi’s political philosophy, including his classifications of
government systems and his definition of the virtuous citizen.

Farabi was notably influenced by Aristotle’s ideas on freedom and happiness. He
also drew upon thinkers like Ammonius Saccas, Plotinus, Proclus, Porphyry, Themistius,
and lamblichus. Among them, lamblichus, who lived in Syria in the 4th century, offered
significant thoughts on ignorance and was both a critic and a student of Porphyry. lam-
blichus contributed substantially to political philosophy, writing treatises on politics and
ignorance, including «Letter on the Command», «Sopatros on Virtue», and «Letter to
Macedoniusy, as analyzed by John F. Finamore and John Dillon. These works emphasize
leadership, governance, and the consequences of ignorance in society.

Although Iamblichus lived in a different era than al-Farabi, their ideas on ignorance
remain highly relevant today. While Plato divided political virtues into two categories
and Porphyry into four, lamblichus identified seven levels, particularly in the religious
class, including paradigmatic intellectual, purificatory, political, ethical, and natural.

Themistius, born around 317 in Constantinople, was educated by his father and
became one of the most respected philosophers of his time. He opened his own school
and provided paraphrases of Aristotle’s works, not just interpreting but rewriting them
to clarify their meaning for students. His commentaries on «De Animay, physics, meta-
physics, and logic demonstrate a unique approach that made philosophy accessible.

Themistius also viewed philosophy and rhetoric as cooperative disciplines, both
aiming to guide citizens toward virtuous living. While some considered him a sophist,
he preferred the title philosopher. He saw the Roman Empire as divinely instituted and
viewed its leaders as having a special connection with God, advocating that political
systems should mirror divine order.

Farabi’s political philosophy reflects Neoplatonic theology, suggesting that the
ideal ruler is a prophet. He emphasized political virtues such as wisdom, courage,
temperance, and justice — qualitiesthat echo the ideals of a self-sustaining, virtuous
society.
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Augustine of Hippo also treated conscience as a divine moral compass, writing
that conscience governs behavior from within and is instilled by God [3, p. 118]. Con-
science, for him, is the path to spiritual purification.

Roger Bacon, though of unclear origin, is believed to have been English and stud-
ied at Oxford and Paris. He identified the soul as a spiritual entity united with the
body and distinguished between potential and active intellects. Bacon’s views align
with Aristotelian tradition but also echo Platonic themes, though differing in how the
intellect engages with truth — notthrough recollection, but through natural inclination
toward knowledge. He opposed Thomas Aquinas’s theory of a single intellect shared
by all humans, arguing instead for individual intellectual uniqueness.

For Bacon, intellectusagens (active intellect) is not part of human nature but acts
upon the potential intellect (intellectuspossibilis). He cited Farabi and Avicenna to
support this, asserting that the goal of philosophy is to attain knowledge and thus un-
derstand the Creator.

Aquinas, like Aristotle, saw the soul as the form of the body but also believed the
soul is immortal and can exist without the body. He emphasized that through knowl-
edge and virtue, the soul reaches perfection. The rational part of the soul is immortal,
unlike the nutritive and sensitive parts that perish with the body [5, p. 592].

Aquinas rejected the idea that souls pre-existed their bodies. Instead, he believed
God creates each soul at the moment of conception. This unique soul seeks perfection
by overcoming material desires through intellect and moral virtue.

Philosophers who claimed, «Through our doctrines, we improve people», clearly
placed wisdom as the highest value. For them, philosophy was a healer of the soul,
just as medicine heals the body. Concepts like Plato’s «pharmakony illustrate how phi-
losophy was meant to address existential, not just physical, ailments. A healthy soul,
then, was a happy soul — whetherthat happiness was described as tranquility, wisdom,
or justice.

«Understanding ignorance» could be seen as a method of expressing Socratic
thought. Rousseau, in his Discourse on the Sciences and the Arts, used this concept
independently from Socratic virtue. He referenced Socrates” Apology, expanding on
the idea that ignorance can relate to virtue [6, pp. 67—73].

While both Rousseau and Socrates link ignorance to virtue, their interpretations
differ. Thus, we must analyze their discussions under the common term «concept of
ignorance». We begin with Rousseau’s perspective and then move on to Socrates, dis-
tinguishing between the ideas of the historical Socrates and Plato’s portrayal. The key
Socratic claims are «virtue is knowledge» and «ignorance is vice». Rousseau, howev-
er, interprets this within a framework where nature gives virtue and ignorance serves
as a pathway to wisdom.

Martin Luther, who sought to bridge religion and humanism, wrote: «Conscience
is the foundation of humanity and the medium through which a person connects with
God» [7, p. 82]. He viewed conscience as a spiritual value that judges human actions
alongside God.

Renaissance thinkers made significant contributions in their efforts to fight igno-
rance, particularly through efforts to lift religious restrictions and promote humanistic
development. This focus on education and the individual laid the groundwork for sci-
entific advancement and technological innovation in Europe.
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Erasmus of Rotterdam, a reformer, believed ignorance and foolishness could be
more powerful than wisdom because emotions are deeply tied to the body. According
to Erasmus, happiness does not lie in avoiding mistakes, but in learning through them.
He saw nature — not divine miracles — asthe source of guidance. Yet, nature itself is
not fully comprehensible. Plants and animals obey instincts, whereas humans require
spiritual freedom governed by reason.

Erasmus believed that life has two sides: death follows life, beauty coexists with
ugliness, knowledge with ignorance [8, p. 42]. This duality was central to his world-
view.

German classical philosophy — especiallythat of Kant, Fichte, Schelling, Hegel,
and Feuerbach — lefta lasting mark on history. These thinkers saw ignorance as the re-
sult of insufficient rational education and regarded critical thinking as the highest pur-
suit.Immanuel Kant, who placed critical thinking above all else in philosophy, directly
associated human nature with rationality and logic. In his view, only logic, which syn-
thesizes categories, brings knowledge full of wisdom about the world and accumulates
this wisdom. He concluded that remaining bound by nature could lead to ignorance.

Turning to Hegel’s views on the problem of investigation, the thinker believed
that a person does not become a virtuous citizen merely by performing a single moral
act. For that, moral actions must become a consistent trait of one’s character. In short,
according to Hegel, virtue begins where words and actions align, and where stabili-
ty, patience, responsibility, and diligence intersect. These judgments and worldview
stances closely align with the profound layers of al-Farabi’s philosophy. It becomes
evident that the harmony between the ideas of great thinkers is not disrupted by the
differences in centuries or historical distance [9].

In his lectures on the History of Philosophy, Hegel referred to the Aristotelian
school as Peripatetic, not because Aristotle purchased the Lyceum and taught there, but
because the location was originally equipped for walking by Pericles, before becom-
ing a school. Among the philosophers remembered for their resonant speeches in the
history of philosophy, representatives of German classical philosophy hold a special
place. After this period, the era of non-classical philosophy followed in the evolution
of world philosophy. By the mid-20th century, it was replaced by the post-non-clas-
sical stage, and toward the end of that century and the beginning of the 21st, the era
of postmodernism emerged, which began to summarize its thoughts on ignorance. Of
course, the new generation of philosophers have critically assessed earlier ones, re-
shaping theories and methodologies. To ensure that our national philosophy is not left
in their shadow, we must not forget the spiritual heritage and philosophical reflections
of our own great thinkers.

Conclusion

The concepts of honor and humanity, which stand in opposition to ignorance, held
a special place in the worldview of the Kazakh philosopher Abai Qunanbaiuly. In his
famous 29th Word, he states: «Many of our Kazakh proverbs are useful, but there are
some that are not only useless but even incompatible with religious or human valuesy.
Among them is the saying: «If you are poor, don’t worry about honory. Abai refutes
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this by saying: «If this implies earning wealth through hardship and honest labor while
working for others, then that’s not a dishonorable act. To seek wealth honestly, without
begging or deceiving others, is the act of an honorable persony [10, p. 89].

In Kazakh culture, a critical examination of the concept of ignorance played an
important role in the works of historical figures like Shokan Ualikhanov and Ybyray
Altynsarin, and in the philosophy of Abai. They emphasized the existence of spiritual
forces in society that resist ignorance. The struggle against the phenomenon of igno-
rance in society and ethnic consciousness is clearly reflected in the life stances of these
prominent Kazakh intellectuals. This was thoroughly studied in the works of Kazakh
philosopher O.A. Segizbayev [11]. The critical description of ignorance is often found
in the works of Kazakh enlighteners and in the political philosophy of the Alash figures
at the beginning of the 20th century.

Abai explained ignorance primarily as a consequence of illiteracy, laziness, apa-
thy, and carelessness. We can observe a strong alignment between Abai’s views and the
ideas of al-Farabi. O.A. Segizbayev’s works stand out for their unique methodological
approach to describing the phenomenon of ignorance in a philosophical context. His
research demonstrates that the essence of humanistic values in society lies in the power
to combat ignorance, a conclusion that reflects a deep understanding of knowledge.

According to the Russian synonyms dictionary, the concept of ignorance includes:
illiteracy, laziness, backwardness, lack of education, incivility, primitiveness, rude-
ness, and indecency. In Kazakh understanding, ignorance is not only synonymous with
being uneducated or illiterate. More importantly, it means the inability to understand
the nation’s centuries-old traditions, customs, ancestral roots, wise sayings, lifestyle,
and societal norms. Therefore, people who grow up in foreign environments and don’t
understand or want to understand their native culture are also considered ignorant.
Similarly, people who never leave their small communities and fail to understand oth-
ers’ ways of life can also fall into this category [12, p. 99].

Ignorance also encompasses lack of culture, darkness, sloppiness, incompetence,
laziness, and passivity. One of its most dangerous manifestations is mankurtism — as-
tate in which a person has no spiritual warmth and no respect for their people, lan-
guage, culture, or religion. The ignorant person primarily seeks material gain. Abai
said: «The wise do not rejoice in their deeds, while the ignorant do not grieve for a
decaying nation». Ignorance is not an ancient, outdated phenomenon — itis a highly
dangerous disease of modern times. Intellectuals around the world are trying to find
solutions to overcome it. It appears at every level — fromthe individual to the state.
Therefore, methodological analysis of the phenomenon is crucial [13, p. 24].

If there are effective ways to remain far from ignorance, then in this time of cross-
roads, our people should strive for them with determination, as it could become the
starting point for solving many pressing issues. There are not many articles on ig-
norance in the mass media of our country. However, among those that stand out for
their honesty and theoretical depth, the works of Garifolla Yesim on ignorance deserve
recognition [14].

We learned that the concept of ignorance has two interconnected meanings: firstly,
a lack of knowledge, and secondly, a root of immorality (corruption). Al-Farabi’s con-
cept of ignorance reflects this duality. Understanding the responsibility arising from
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human nature and social essence requires identifying the intersection of philosophy
and religion. A virtuous society does not form on its own; it is established through the
unity of rationality and spirituality in actions.

From the description above, we can conclude that al-Farabi’s intellectual legacy
is one of rationality and spirituality that unites people and opens the way to the future.
His philosophical tradition deserves to be viewed as a central part of constructive
philosophical dialogue within a modern context, facing today’s challenges and issues
[14, pp. 23-24].

It is clear that the study and understanding of ignorance will continue. Human
society still lives under the reign of power, and the full image of spiritual excellence in
interpersonal relationships has yet to fully form. This spiritual immaturity continues to
preserve ignorance in public life and shows its harmful effects. It is crucial to identify
the deep contradictions of ignorance through philosophical inquiry and to uncover the
sources of wisdom and intelligence in society that stand in contrast to it. Our country’s
spiritual orientation should move in this direction, advancing in a civilized and cre-
ative way — somethingwe should remain hopeful about.

In world philosophy, the definitions of ignorance proposed by great philosophers
generally coincide. They assert that ignorance is not merely a lack of knowledge about
something, but a manifestation of inner conflict and aggression resulting from spiritual
underdevelopment, which harms not only the ignorant person but also the surrounding
social environment.

Ignorance is understood as the moral consequence of not knowing the spiritual laws
of life. This article examines ignorance not just as a lack of education, but as a socially
evident phenomenon intertwined with spiritual immaturity. The works of the world’s
great philosophers portray wisdom as a force that develops the harmony of the universe.
Referring to examples like Rousseau and Socrates in his Apology, the article provides a
summary of how the concept of ignorance has been defined by great thinkers.

Philosophical aspects of modern cultural tourism

Abstract. The article examines aspects of the philosophy of cultural tourism and the
directions of its development in relation to the ideological value system of modern society. At
the same time, we set ourselves the goal of analyzing the features of the philosophy of tourism
in the modern system of intercultural communication, problematic development processes, its
essence, ideological attitudes, traditional national systems from a modern point of view. The
philosophy of modern cultural tourism is associated with the existence of a national worldview
in Kazakh society - one of the components of the system of historical and philosophical,
cultural and philosophical values. Because it reflects the rich history and originality of the
worldview of the people in the process of scientific and philosophical knowledge and national
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and ideological quests. Based on a review of scientific research, an attempt was made to explain
aspects of the philosophy of tourism and the essence of current key problems from the point of
view of the laws and principles of dialectics. Thus, in the article, the philosophical aspects of
tourism are considered as one of the key theoretical categories of intercultural communication.
Since tourism holds a special value in modern intercultural communication, its philosophical
comprehension and critical assessment may present certain challenges. This is due to the fact
that the act of stepping beyond the boundaries of one’s habitual lifestyle in tourism — whether

— is primarily interpreted within the economic paradigms of labor value theory and marginal
utility theory. Therefore, to account for these paradigmatic differences, the article highlights the
importance of analyzing and evaluating the views, ideas, and theories of scholars engaged in
research in the field of tourism studies.

The methodology is based on inter-
disciplinary analysis, including philosophical concepts of reality, linguistic theory of mental
spaces, and social epistemology approaches. The main results consist in the formation of the
concept of virtual reality as a dynamic ontological structure interacting with consciousness
and language. The study shows that virtuality is not an exclusively technological phenome-
non, but is a philosophical category that touches upon fundamental issues of perception and
interpretation of reality. The specificity of the work lies in the integration of philosophical,
linguistic and semiotic analyses of virtuality, which allows us to propose a new approach to
its interpretation within the framework of modern philosophical discourse.

Introduction

Issues related to virtual reality are becoming increasingly relevant in contempo-
rary culture and philosophical discourse. One of the key aspects in the study of the

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phenomenon of virtuality is the interaction between philosophical concepts and the
expanding field of research on virtual reality as a technological construct. While this
research domain is inherently interdisciplinary, it is philosophical methodology that
offers unique heuristic potential for its analysis.

Philosophical reflection on virtuality goes beyond its interpretation as merely a
technologically constructed environment. It not only promotes an interdisciplinary
perspective but also provides various philosophical interpretations of the phenome-
non. The origins of such reflections can be traced back to ancient philosophy, where
the foundations for a critical analysis of reality and its perception were laid. In the
classical tradition, reality was understood as a phenomenon grounded either in sensory
experience or in rational thought free from contradiction. These approaches, along
with the corresponding epistemological models, may serve as useful frameworks for
conceptualizing virtuality.

In contemporary philosophy, virtuality is most often analysed in the context of
ontology, the philosophy of consciousness, and the philosophy of language. One of
the most pressing directions of inquiry involves investigating virtuality in terms of
the criteria for actual and possible being. It is important to note that the concept of the
«virtual,» despite its evident connection to the digital sphere, has a much older histo-
ry, bound up with its relation to the real and the factual. The ontological analysis of
modern digital virtual worlds merely intensifies the question of the mode of existence
of virtual objects, events, and actions — and whether these aspects of virtuality can be
regarded as part of the real world. In response to these questions, one may formulate a
set of uncertainties characteristic of virtual environments: ontological, semantic, exis-
tential, and institutional [1, p. 4]. This conceptual framework shows that while certain
aspects of virtuality exist solely within virtual domains, others occupy an indetermi-
nate position between the virtual and the real, moving from imitation and simulation
of reality to becoming real in themselves.

Following G. Deleuze’s notion of the virtual as the potential, Brian Massumi poses
a critical question: how can one perceive a potential that never manifests as such, pre-
cisely because of its essentially abstract nature [2]? To address this, the author identi-
fies three types of virtuality — forms, events, and values — which leads to the hypothesis
that any theory of the virtual must inherently be ethical, insofar as it deals with actions
that give rise to dynamic differences in human and social life. These, in turn, may be
viewed as part of reality defined through the concepts of presence [1], multiplicity [3],
and situatedness [4]. Accordingly, the present study undertakes a historical-philosoph-
ical analysis of virtual reality as a distinctive mode of the existence of space and time,
in which ontological and epistemological problems acquire new dimensions.

Methodology

The study of virtual reality is conducted from an interdisciplinary perspective,
incorporating philosophical, linguistic, and semiotic approaches. The methodological
foundation of this research is based on hermeneutic text analysis, philosophical re-
construction of virtuality concepts, comparative analysis of ontological models, and
cognitive-linguistic methods. The study places significant emphasis on the concept of
mental spaces, developed by G. Fauconnier, which allows virtuality to be understood
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as a specific way of organizing knowledge and experience. The application of semiotic
analysis helps reveal the structural characteristics of virtual discourse and its influence
on reality interpretation. Additionally, a historical-philosophical approach is employed
to trace the evolution of perspectives on virtuality from ancient philosophy to modern
concepts of digital reality.

Virtuality and Reality: Seeking Boundaries and Criteria

The ontological formulation of the problem of virtuality primarily entails the
search for criteria that distinguish the real from the unreal — that which is illusory,
imagined, or merely possible. The fundamental issue lies in specifying the standards
by which virtual objects might be qualified as real.

In this search for the characteristics of reality, we may turn to the constructivist
approach, which aims to identify the main modalities of the social construction of
virtuality. It is widely assumed that objects within virtual environments are not real,
but merely imitations or simulations of real objects. For instance, a virtual apple may
resemble a real one in appearance, but it cannot be classified as such. A real apple pos-
sesses weight, mass, physical location in space, and physical and chemical properties
that allow it to interact with objects in the physical world. These features are precisely
what allow us to affirm its actual existence rather than regard it as a merely imagined or
represented object. In contrast, a virtual apple lacks such properties. It appears instead
as a fictional construct — a visual projection that responds to computer input [5, p. 44-
45]. This reflection raises an important question: if virtual objects are not real physical
entities but nevertheless «possess» existence, what is their ontological status?

The reality of the existence of objects in virtual environments, especially with the
emergence of modern digital technologies, has acquired the form of a dichotomy. Ob-
jects may exist not only in the subject’s consciousness but also as elements of digital
systems, and yet they resemble neither tangible material entities nor mental images
or ideas in any conventional sense of reality. Thus arises a paradox: the virtual object
exists, but it is not real in the classical ontological sense — a paradox that compels us to
rethink the very criteria of being and reality.

Regarding the reality of «possible worldsy in the history of philosophy, a brief
survey of key philosophical traditions may help clarify the status of virtual being. One
of the earliest forms of virtuality may be found in mythological thinking, inseparable
from magical modes of understanding and engaging with the world. Within the frame-
work of pre-modern worldviews, the category of reality was not clearly delineated, as
all forms of undifferentiated reality were considered valid — including the possible, the
actual, the desired, and so forth. Reality could encompass even that which was pre-
sumed to result from the will of the subject. Various connections between phenomena
were treated as equally valid, with no clear distinction between objective and subjec-
tive, actual and potential, material and ideal [3]. This lack of differentiation renders
magical thinking a kind of proto-philosophical virtuality — a form of experience in
which the distinction between the possible and the actual is reduced or even absent.

With the emergence of philosophical discourse, the search for substantial foun-
dations of being begins, along with the effort to differentiate its levels. In the classical
philosophical tradition, according to Laszlo Ropolyi, virtuality begins to function as a
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designation of ontologically unstable phenomena — those which may appear real but,
upon analytical scrutiny, lose that status [6]. Within this context, two basic paradigms
of reality take shape. The materialist tradition, represented by Heraclitus and Aristotle,
emphasizes the reliability of sensory experience as the foundation of truth. Meanwhile,
the tradition stemming from Parmenides affirms the primacy of thought over empirical
perception, suggesting that true being is accessible only through reason. These two
strategies — empirical-sensory and intellectual-aprioristic — provide parallel founda-
tions for conceptualizing both reality and its virtual forms.

In Plato, this dichotomy is further developed into the opposition between the sen-
sory world as shadow and the world of ideas as true reality. The sensory world, in
this interpretation, is a mere imitation — limited, changing, and transient — and thus,
essentially virtual. The empirical world of things, for Plato, is ontologically unstable,
whereas the realm of intelligible essences is complete and unchanging.

Aristotle, by contrast, offers a more dynamic scheme, wherein the distinction be-
tween actuality and potentiality defines the model for the transition between virtuality
and reality. The potential is not opposed to the actual but is embedded within it as an
inherent capacity of all that exists.

Thus, in mythological and early philosophical ontologies, reality was understood
as a hierarchical multiplicity of forms of being, each with a different degree of onto-
logical completeness. Within this discourse, virtuality appears as a partial, transitory,
or non-finalized form of presence — one that may either be transformed into actuality
or lose its ontological validity altogether. Pre-modern thought, in this way, permitted
the existence of multiple possible worlds in which virtual elements constituted an open
and dynamic vision of being.

The «Virtualy Project of Modernity. The contemporary formulation of the prob-
lem of virtuality is complicated by the fact that its technological embodiment introduc-
es significant confusion into the very distinction between the real and the unreal. As
Philip Brey notes, «when we ask whether virtual objects exist or whether they are (un)
real, we become entangled in our language» [5, p. 44]. Virtual objects — for example,
«apples»— merely simulate or imitate real apples. To say that they are not real is am-
biguous: it may mean that they are not actual apples, or that they do not exist at all (not
even as virtual apples). A virtual apple is, in fact, a real entity — but not a real apple. As
Dilworth J. puts it, it is a specific model, much like a physical imitation of an apple [7].

At the same time, many objects in virtual worlds now evidently lack real phys-
ical existence (digital money, for example). On the one hand, one could argue that
computers possess the capacity to ontologically reproduce entities that have tradition-
ally existed in physical form, yet are not, by their nature, physical. The case of mon-
ey demonstrates this well: historically, it was represented in the form of coins and
banknotes. However, this form of existence is nothing more than a social convention.
Increasingly, money exists in digital form. A so-called smart card contains code — a
sequence of zeros and ones — that determines the amount of funds «stored» on it. In
this way, money becomes a digital object. This indicates that money is not inherently
a physical entity; it may exist in digital or virtual format.

It is important to underscore that even real money — banknotes, coins, etc. — comes
into existence only as a social construct. Once people begin to intentionally represent,
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use, accept, and believe in these entities as money, the fact emerges: these items or
phenomena (paper, metal, a digital string of zeros and ones) become money.

On the other hand, when virtual objects are generated by computer systems, they
differ from other metaphysical levels of being — or from the content of waking con-
sciousness — in one essential respect: they appear to us in particular ways. In other
words, virtual objects possess phenomenal qualities —colour, shape, sound — through
which we interpret them as qualia.

Virtual objects, therefore, undeniably exist: they inhabit virtual environments ac-
cessed by millions of users globally and constitute the very entities with which we
interact and to which we refer in discourse. This raises a fundamental question: how is
it possible to assert that something exists and yet deny its reality? Although digital ob-
jects, unlike physical ones, do not possess mass or occupy a definite location in phys-
ical space, they nevertheless exhibit certain characteristics that allow us to classify
them as a particular kind of object. Digital objects are qualified as objects because they
are persistent, unified, stable structures with attributes and relations to other objects,
and because agents are capable of interacting with them. This object-like behavior
allows us to pragmatically define them as objects of a certain kind. Their unity and
behavioral consistency are guaranteed by both hardware and software systems.

When offering a technological definition of a virtual object, it is possible to high-
light its digital nature, its perception by users as akin to that of physical objects, and
our interaction with it in a manner similar to how we engage with physical entities.
Virtual objects are also artifacts — human-created constructs designed to perform spe-
cific functions within a virtual world or environment.

Constructing Virtual Reality

From the standpoint of philosophical methodology, the technological definition
of virtuality appears not only limited, but also lacking in any explanatory capacity
regarding how virtual reality is actually formed. Emphasizing the importance of a spe-
cifically philosophical approach to questions of virtual ontology, Thomas Metzinger
argues that philosophy uniquely enables us to explore not only the phenomenon of
conscious experience, but also its derivative manifestations — such as «the merging of
user-controlled avatars and virtual agents, the virtual dissolution of the ego, manage-
ment of the reality/virtuality continuum, and the emergence of a virtual Lebenswelt,
which includes practical phenomenology and even religious belief» [4]. These exam-
ples may serve as a point of departure for deeper interdisciplinary engagement and the
identification of new directions in research.

At the same time, it remains a justified claim that all entities generated by repre-
sentational technologies are virtual by nature. The reason for this lies in the very mech-
anism of representation, since no representation is possible without the use of signs.
The sign, in turn, possesses a dual ontological nature: it is an actual entity, while also
serving as a potential reference to something else. We recognize something as a sign
only when these two aspects are present simultaneously — for example, visually it may
appear as a letter, while conceptually it corresponds to a particular meaning.

In other words, every act of representation presupposes the coexistence of two
modes of being: the represented object and the representing entity. This may also be

interpreted as the existence of two distinct ontological contexts, within which the same
entity assumes different significances. A necessary condition for representation is the
relational correspondence between these two levels, which enables the processes of
encoding, designation, and interpretation. In this sense, every representation embodies
a relation of «actual-potential», thereby producing virtual entities. Within philosoph-
ical discourse, representations acquire ontological characteristics of relational struc-
tures that, in this context, constitute the foundation of virtual being [3].

In this regard, it is worth mentioning the concept developed by J. Searle (1995),
who formulated an ontological theory that allows for a principled distinction between
kinds of objects, actions, and events — those that belong to physical reality and those
that are such only conditionally [8]. Later, Philip Brey applied this theory in his work
«The Social Ontology of Virtual Environments» (2003) to analyse phenomena that can
be ontologically reproduced in virtual form [9].

Thus, physical reality includes phenomena that are genuinely objective and exist
independently of our representations of them. Social reality, by contrast, is often cen-
tered on phenomena, events, and facts that lack autonomous objectivity and instead
result from processes of social construction and interpretation. Searle also emphasizes
that the concepts we use to describe physical phenomena may themselves be socially
constructed. However, he insists that even if social constructs were to disappear (e.g.,
with the extinction of humanity), this would not affect the existence of physical ob-
jects. This distinction marks a fundamental difference between physical (real) objects
and social (virtual) constructs.

The crucial point, however, is that social facts are not only interpretative, but
socially constructed in their very nature. The objectivity of these — essentially virtu-
al — phenomena is grounded in a form of collective agreement, which reflects their
dependence on human representation and intentionality [8]. The previously discussed
example of digital money clearly illustrates this feature of social construction and its
intrinsic connection to virtuality.

J. Searle argues that social facts arise as a result of the collective imposition of
a function onto an object, event, or action. In this context, he distinguishes between
two types of such constructed functions, each giving rise to a different kind of social
fact. The first type consists of ordinary functions, collectively recognized and typically
applied to (material) artifacts. The second type comprises status functions, which form
the basis of institutional facts — the foundational elements of institutional reality.

A key distinction between ordinary social facts and institutional facts lies in the
nature of their creation: while the establishment of ordinary social facts requires that
an object be physically capable of performing a given function, the creation of institu-
tional facts does not necessitate any inherent physical capacity in the object. Instead,
the assignment of a status function involves a collective agreement to regard or treat a
particular entity as if it possesses a causal power to perform the function in question.
This agreement is expressed through a constitutive rule with the general form: «X
counts as Y in context C» [5, p. 47].

An important example of an institutional phenomenon is language. Language ex-
ists as a collective convention whereby its symbols or combinations of symbols are
understood to carry particular meanings. Non-linguistic symbols likewise derive their
meaning through the collective imposition of a symbolic function upon them.
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It is noteworthy that the distinction between physical reality, ordinary social real-
ity, and institutional reality largely corresponds to the previously discussed distinction
between simulation and ontological reproduction in virtual environments. While phys-
ical and ordinary social realities can typically only be simulated in such environments,
institutional reality can, to a significant extent, be ontologically reproduced within
them.

Computational Technologies and the Linguistic Nature of Virtual Reality

Interestingly, virtual reality may be conceptualized as an ontology realized through
computational processes [10-12]. Its virtuality consists in the fact that symbolic struc-
tures exhibit a cohesive set of attributes that cannot be reduced to either tangible or
imagined physical forms. Rather than directly embodying materiality, they function-
ally reproduce analogues of real-world objects. At a more conceptual level, virtual re-
alities may be described as dynamic configurations defined by input/output operations
and internal state relations, which are often associated with complex and differentiat-
ed causal functions. Through interfaces that mediate sensorimotor interaction, these
structures are capable of initiating the emergence of phenomenal experiences within
the user’s consciousness.

Within the framework of semiotic theory, virtual reality is interpreted as a com-
plex symbolic system generated by information technologies. This approach proves
productive for analysing virtuality as a system of signs, wherein the sign — particularly
in non-classical interpretations — may partially or fully substitute its referent. In this
sense, virtual reality emerges as a reality-producing and reality-substituting structure,
wherein some signs possess a schematic or conditional character (e.g., the symbol of
a subject’s presence in an online environment), while others approximate perceptual
realism (e.g., in immersive game environments that simulate physical and psycholog-
ical qualities of the user).

With the advancement of neural interfaces, it becomes possible to represent men-
tal actions and to facilitate new forms of intersubjective communication that require
minimal bodily mediation. Such models, as emphasized by Thomas Metzinger, may
give rise to complex social hallucinations [4, p. 12]. This concept requires clarifica-
tion: by «social hallucinations», Metzinger refers to subjective mental constructs that
are collectively shared, yet lack ontological reality beyond consciousness and com-
munication, while still being experienced as if they were real — especially in virtual,
augmented, or mixed reality environments. Metzinger links this phenomenon to the
idea of the transparency of world-models, in which a person does not perceive the rep-
resentational nature of their experience. Virtual reality makes these models especially
compelling: the user does not merely see the virtual object but experiences it as a part
of the world. When many individuals share the same illusory model, a collectively
shared hallucination arises.

In other words, as subjects interact within virtual spaces, they transfer familiar
categories of perception, identity, and communication into those environments. As a
result, stable mental constructs emerge — ones not grounded in physical reality, but
functioning as social facts. To illustrate this definition, one may refer to instances of
collectively perceived entities that lack ontological substance: digital selves, user pro-
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files, avatars — all of which are perceived as real agents — or symbolic forms of social
approval, such as virtual «friends» and «likes.» These are interpreted as real relation-
ships, roles, statuses, and conflicts, though in fact they are ontologically non-existent—
created within environments where the symbolic and perceptual levels merge. In this
sense, they constitute mere metadata or metainformation.

However, a social hallucination is more than symbolic metadata — it is a deformed
institutional fact, one that no longer recognizes its own symbolic nature.

This suggests the promising perspective of interpreting virtual reality as a linguis-
tic model, which opens a new way of understanding the nature of language — as an
original form of world-virtualization rooted in imagination and symbolization. This
view of language goes back to Wilhelm von Humboldt, who emphasized that a human
being exists not only within reality but also within the «circle of language», which
serves not merely as a tool of description but as a mode of world-perception. As he not-
ed, different languages do not simply denote the same thing in different ways; rather,
they offer fundamentally different ways of grasping and conceptualizing reality [13].

Within the context of contemporary scientific paradigms, this idea finds
expression in the concept of the linguistic worldview, which reflects the world-
constructing function of language. One of the approaches most closely aligned with
the understanding of language-created virtual spaces is that of Gilles Fauconnier, who
developed the theory of mental spaces — cognitive constructs that represent real or
hypothetical situations as they are formed in consciousness. G. Fauconnier interprets
mental spaces as the result of linguistic activity, through which the parameters of mod-
elled worlds and the relationships between them are established [14].

From this perspective, the so-called «real» world appears as merely one among
many possible mental spaces, while language serves as the fundamental construc-
tive mechanism that organizes and interconnects these spaces. Within this theoreti-
cal framework, mental spaces are described as cognitive structures organized through
frames and stable knowledge schemas. They are dynamic, subject to change through-
out discursive activity, and are presumed to correspond to neural patterns that reflect
associative links between experiential elements.

In more recent studies, mental spaces are interpreted as a «third space» — a rel-
atively autonomous cognitive reality that correlates with the virtual dimension. For
instance, in their article «Thirdspace: The Trialectics of the Real, Virtual and Blended
Spaces», M. Kosari and A. Amoori propose a model of trialectical relations among
physical, virtual, and mental spaces [15]. This interaction calls for a rethinking of the
ontology of embodiment, virtual perception, and the mechanisms by which the subject
transitions between different modes of spatial experience.

Conclusion

Starting from the recognition that the existence of objects in virtual reality differs
fundamentally from the ontological status of physical objects, it is possible to outline
the key characteristics of their existence within virtual environments:

1. Functional Activity. A virtual object exists insofar as it performs functions with-
in a particular digital system: it interacts with the user, influences the progression of
events within a simulated environment, or participates in algorithmic processes.
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2. Ontological Dependence on Code. A virtual object is not autonomous; its exis-
tence is defined by the underlying program code, hardware infrastructure, and access
interfaces. Without its supporting system, it becomes not merely inaccessible but on-
tologically non-existent.

3. Interactivity and Perceptual Availability. An object exists to the extent that it
can be perceived, called upon, activated, or modified by a user within the virtual envi-
ronment. This feature brings it close to a phenomenological model of existence, where
being is aligned with givenness to consciousness.

4. Symbolic and Indexical Representation. A virtual object may possess a visual,
textual, or auditory form, but its «essence» does not coincide with its appearance. This
reflects its dual nature: it exists both as a data structure and as a perceptual image.

5. Potentiality of Being. Unlike a physical object, a virtual object can be «switched
off», inactive, or remain in a latent state. Its existence assumes a modal character — as
a possibility actualized under specific conditions.

6. Absence of Local Materiality. A virtual object does not possess spatial extension
or physical embodiment in the classical sense. Its «locationy is a position within digital
space, not identical to any physical placement.

The analysis conducted affirms that virtual reality is not merely a technological
phenomenon, but a philosophically rich category reflecting fundamental transforma-
tions in our understanding of being, consciousness, and language. In contemporary
digital and cognitive contexts, virtuality appears as a distinct mode of ontological or-
ganization where modes of representation, semiosis, intersubjectivity, and institutional
construction intersect.

Within the ontological discourse, it has been demonstrated that virtual objects
— despite lacking physical materiality — can be viewed as a special class of entities:
ontologically dependent on code, functionally active, and phenomenologically acces-
sible. Their being is determined not only by their presence in digital space, but also by
their participation in symbolic and institutional relations, which allows us to consider
them as derivative but stable ontological forms. Accordingly, the assertion that virtual
objects are «unreal» loses its force in the context of contemporary philosophical and
technological thought.

The application of semiotic and cognitive-linguistic approaches has revealed vir-
tuality as a system of signs, where representations possess a dual status: they exist as
actual elements of a digital environment while simultaneously pointing toward poten-
tial meanings and values. The concept of mental spaces developed by G. Fauconnier
confirms that language is capable of constructing complex cognitive models, including
those without direct ontological correlation in physical reality. In this sense, language
and virtuality converge as parallel mechanisms of world-modelling.

Special attention in this study has been given to the institutional nature of vir-
tual entities. Based on J. Searle’s ontology of social facts, it has been shown that a
significant portion of virtual reality may be understood as a domain of institutionally
assigned statuses made possible by collective intentionality. This, in turn, allows for
the ontological reproduction of a range of social phenomena in digital environments —
such as digital currencies, virtual identities, digital property rights, and more.

Ultimately, it has been proposed to consider virtuality not merely as a result of
technical simulation, but as a form of philosophical ontology of relations. Reinterpret-
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ing virtuality as a category situated at the intersection of the possible and the actual, the
individual and the institutional, enables the construction of a productive framework
for further philosophical inquiry aimed at analysing the dynamics of digital reality,
processes of meaning-making, and the transformation of notions of subjectivity, time,
and space in a virtualized world.

Thus, virtual reality emerges as a phenomenon of complex and multi-layered
nature — from the phenomenologically experienced to the institutionally reproduced,
from the cognitively representational to the ontologically significant. This demands
continued philosophical articulation, interdisciplinary analysis, and the development
of new categorical languages capable of adequately expressing the specificity of being
in the age of virtuality.

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Annotation. The article examines the role of religion in society through the prism of modern
approaches, as well as analyzes the problem of religious radicalization, which remains relevant
for many countries of the world, including Kazakhstan. The transformation of the religious
factor is studied from the point of view of the concept of “deculturation”, “virtual ummah”
(Olivier Roy), the connection of religion with phobias through the concept of “liquid fear”
(Sigmund Bauman), the search for spiritual values in a world dominated by material values and
man—made factors, is considered within the framework of the concept of “immanent the Frame”
(Charles Taylor).The research focuses on the possibility of transforming methods of combating
religious radicalization from strict control and supervision to nonviolent strategies. In this
context, the examples of Indonesia and Malaysia are considered as socially and economically
developed, secular countries with a predominantly Muslim population in comparison with the
Kazakh experience. An understanding of the current religious situation in Kazakhstan and an
analysis of preventive practices suggest suggestions for further improvement in this area based
on the development of nonviolent practices.

The question arises of funda-
mental importance: is digitalization just another stage of technological progress, and exists
entirely only within the technological base, or is digitalization and the artificial intelligence
developing on its basis a form of global human transformation and substitution of its essence?
There is no answer to this question yet. This ambivalence of digitalization is well recognized by
Christianity; its assessment by Christian denominations is the subject of this article.

Theoretical and Practical Aspects of The Integrative and Disintegrative Function of
Religion

Annotation. The article examines the integrative and disintegrative functions of religion
in the context of its influence on the processes of social and personal development. The theoret-
ical aspect covers the research of scientists who analyzed religion as a social institution capable
of uniting or dividing people depending on specific conditions and goals. The practical aspect
is reflected in studies dedicated to specific social, cultural and political processes related to the
activity of religions in Kazakhstan.

The main purpose of the research is to analyze the role of religion in the processes of
strengthening social ties and fragmentation of society, as well as to evaluate its place and in-
fluence in modern Kazakh society. Research tasks: theoretical analysis of the role of religion
in social integration and disintegration; determination of the place of religious traditions of
Kazakhstan in the formation of national identity and intercultural ties; proposal of ways of
effective management of the influence of religion on public life.

Factors contributing to the strengthening of unity in society and exacerbation of social
conflicts are considered in the article based on the phenomenology of religion. The authors of
the article, relying on the work of scientists who studied the religious situation in Kazakhstan,
consider the importance of religious organizations in social and cultural processes. In addition,
the influence of religious beliefs on national identity, the influence of religious pluralism on
intercultural relations, and the causes of conflicts on religious grounds are revealed. The results
of the study show the dual role of religion in Kazakh society: on the one hand, it contributes to
the strengthening of national unity and the preservation of spiritual values, on the other hand,
it can create religious differences and the risk of radicalization. The author suggests developing
a complex of scientific and legal measures to increase the positive influence of religion and
minimize its destructive consequences.

Possibilities of Using Digital Technologies in Public Administration of Various
Spheres of Public Relations

Abstract. The article analyzes the problem of using digital technologies in public admin-
istration of various spheres of public relations. Since this problem remains poorly studied in
Kazakhstan, the analysis mainly was conducted on the basis of foreign scientific developments
of a theoretical and applied nature. The literature on information systems and software plat-
forms indicates that there are a number of different digital tools available to public adminis-
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tration experts today. At the same time, such digital innovations are increasingly finding their
application in public administration not only in the areas of economics and production, but
also in the adjacent public sphere. In this regard, the possibilities of their use in monitoring,
assessing and forecasting the level of social tension in society are of theoretical and practical
interest. This makes it possible to carry out regular and prompt regulation of social tension by
developing and adopting timely measures at the level of state policy in order to prevent the
emergence of conflict situations in society. Another area of social relations management where
digital technologies can be applied is public relations work. The importance of this area of pub-
lic administration of the public sphere is due to the need to establish «feedback» between the
authorities and society. These aspects require comprehensive research in order to improve the
effectiveness of scientific and analytical support for state policy in the field of public relations.
