The Teaching of Abu Nasr Al-Farabi in the Context of the Ideals of Universal
Humanism

Abstract. This article presents a comprehensive analysis of Abu Nasr al-Farabi’s political
and legal views in light of the affirmation of the ideals of universal humanism. In this context,
the principles and norms governing various types of political communities are examined,
revealing how they contribute to the development of guidelines for managing people and
achieving happiness through the activities of political associations. Particular attention is given
to the issues of human socialization, the formation of society, and the factors of social stability.
The key categories of al-Farabi’s philosophy - freedom, justice, virtue, happiness, and reason
are analyzed as the moral and humanistic foundation of his doctrine of the perfect society and
the virtuous city. It is shown that the thinker viewed the state as an instrument for achieving
universal happiness, and the ruler as the bearer of active intellect, wisdom, and morality.

A special section is devoted to al-Farabi’s views on religion, which he understood as a form
of enlightenment allowing for the harmonious coexistence of diverse beliefs within a single
humanistic ideal. Al-Farabi’s philosophy, which organically synthesized ancient and Islamic
intellectual traditions, affirms the equality of all people in their right to happiness, spiritual
perfection, and free choice. The thinker’s ideas on reason, justice, and moral governance
remain relevant today, retaining their significance in the context of contemporary humanistic
and socio-philosophical inquiries.

The establishment of a just society has been a central theme in the public
consciousness throughout various eras of Kazakhstan’s history. This paper will analyze
perceptions of justice and the establishment of a just society during Kazakhstan’s incorporation
into the Russian Empire in the late 19th and early 20th centuries. Our approach to questions
of justice during this period in Kazakhstan’s history is unique in that it is closely linked to the
formation of the Kazakh nation and nation-building during this period. The article reveals that
the establishment of a relationship of cooperation and mutual spiritual enrichment between
Abai and the leaders of the Kazakh national movement “Alash” was most instrumental in the
socio-cultural and national development of the Kazakh people during the period of colonial
modernization. Beginning in the late 1880s, and especially in 1891, Abai began to reject
the idea that society could be changed and justice established through violence, revolutions,
and coups. Instead, Abai came to believe that changes in society could only be achieved in
a state of peace, based on the religious and moral education of individuals. The leaders of
Alash understood that for socio-cultural development and the achievement of political and
legal justice in Kazakh society, there was no other path than the development of a national
consciousness among Kazakhs. Only by becoming a nation and creating their own national
state could the Kazakhs establish a just society.

Through the works of Moldakhmet
Kenbaev, Salikhitdin Aitbayev, Bekseit Tiilkiev, Yerbolat Tolepbayev, and Bakhyt Bapishev,
the article examines the ontology of space and time in Kazakh painting, archetypal imagery,
symbolic codes, and the artistic expression of national identity. It also considers the role of
painting as a medium bridging tradition and modernity. Based on analysis of selected works
from the collection of the A. Kasteyev State Museum of Arts, the study presents fine art as
a philosophical form of national experience and reflection. The methodology combines
phenomenological, semiotic, hermeneutic, and comparative approaches to trace the evolution
of Kazakh artistic consciousness and modern visual thinking. The research demonstrates the
capacity of visual art to shape philosophical discourse and to revitalize collective memory
through visual means. This study is aimed at uncovering the deep ontological and cultural-
semantic structure of Kazakh fine art.

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PHILOSOPHICAL FOUNDATIONS OF MYTHMAKING
IN THE REPRESENTATION OF KAZAKH STATEHOOD
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Abstract. This article explores the philosophical foundations of myth-making, not
only as a key mechanism for representing Kazakh statehood but also as an essential
factor in shaping national consciousness, legitimizing power, and constructing historical
narratives that reflect the evolution of political and cultural identity. By analyzing
mythological images, symbolic structures, and their interpretations within the discourse on
Kazakh statehood, the study examines how myths function as tools of social construction,
integrating historical memory and cultural continuity while simultancously adapting to
modernization processes and generating new forms of national myth-making. Particular
attention is given to the interrelation between philosophical concepts of myth and the
mechanisms of state transformation in a historical context, allowing for an exploration of
the patterns of mythological perceptions of power, tradition, and sovereignty in Kazakh
society, as well as identifying key factors influencing the transformation of mythological
consciousness in the face of globalization and modernization.

Introduction

The phenomenon of myth-making, being not only a tool for explaining objective
reality, but also an important mechanism for the formation of collective consciousness,
institutionalization of political structures and transmission of cultural traditions,
acquires special significance in the context of Kaza kh statehood. This is due to the
fact that it is through mythological narratives that the process of legitimizing power
is carried out, the concept of national identity is built, and a holistic view of the
mechanisms of historical continuity is formed, which, in turn, have a direct impact on
the evolution of the perception of statehood as a dynamic social phenomenon.

Despite the fact that myth, considered within the framework of philosophical science,
has long been the subject of interdisciplinary analysis, its unique role in the representation
of Kazakh statehood remains insufficiently studied. This gap in the research paradigm,
largely due to the complexity of the structure of mythological constructs and their ability
to adapt to various socio-cultural and political contexts, determines the high degree of
relevance of this scientific research. In the context of modern global transformations,
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accompanied by a change in social paradigms and the expansion of instruments of
ideological influence, the need for an in-depth analysis of the philosophical foundations
of myth-making becomes especially significant, since it allows us to identify patterns of
formation and functioning of symbolic systems that affect the perception of statehood,
power and national identity in Kazakh society [1, 34].

Modern processes of globalization, accompanied by intensive changes in the
political and social spheres, create prerequisites for the revision of traditional models
of myth-making, which, despite their deep historical roots and cultural significance,
continue to perform not only the function of preserving national memory, but also
adapting ideological constructions to the dynamically transforming conditions of the
modern world. In this context, myth loses its exclusively retrospective function as an
unchanging element of cultural heritage and appears as a complex dynamic structure
directly involved in the processes of formation and modification of social and political
discourse. His role goes beyond the simple translation of the value orientations of the
past and extends to active participation in the creation of new interpretative models
updated in accordance with the socio-political challenges of the present [1, 47].

Analyzing the specifics of myth-making processes in the context of Kazakh
statehood, this study proceeds from the hypothesis that mythological narratives are
not limited solely to recording historical events in collective memory, but perform
a more complex function, consisting in the formation of stable semantic structures
that not only legitimize power, but also integrate historical experience into modern
ideology, thereby thereby contributing to the creation of a holistic view of statehood as
a multidimensional phenomenon with not only political, but also with a deep cultural
and philosophical foundation.

Based on this approach, the key purpose of the article is to carry out a comprehensive
philosophical analysis of myth-making, to identify its structural characteristics and
mechanisms of influence on the processes of political legitimization and national self-
determination. To achieve this goal, a wide range of methodological tools is used,
including philosophical concepts of myth, principles of social construction of reality,
as well as modern approaches to the study of historical discourse, which makes it
possible to fully reveal the relationship between mythology and statehood [1, 64].

Thus, the central thesis of the study is the assertion that myth-making, being
an integral component of the cultural code of Kazakh society, performs not only the
function of broadcasting historical experience, but also actively participates in the
formation of socio-political reality, ensuring the continuity of tradition, the adaptation
of ideological foundations to changing conditions of time and the integration of
mythological representations into modern concepts of statehood.

Methodology

Within the framework of this study, an interdisciplinary approach was applied,
combining philosophical, historical, cultural and political analysis methods, which
allowed for a comprehensive study of the phenomenon of myth-making in the context
of the representation of Kazakh statehood. Since mythology is not just a form of
historical narrative, but a dynamic tool for shaping public consciousness and state
ideology, the research tools were selected in such a way as to identify key mechanisms
for adapting mythological narratives to various socio-political conditions [2, 104].
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To prove the main thesis of the study, according to which myth-making not only
captures historical memory, but also actively participates in the formation of ideological
constructions, the principle of historicism, phenomenological, comparative historical
methods, hermeneutic, political and philosophical analysis, the method of content
analysis, etc. methodological approaches were used [3, 54].

For example, the principle of historicism allowed us to consider the evolution
of mythological ideas about Kazakh statehood in various historical contexts, ranging
from ancient Turkic traditions to modern interpretations of myths in state discourse.
Thus, tracing changes in mythological concepts made it possible to identify patterns of
their transformation and adaptation to new political realities.

The phenomenological method — the use of this method allowed us to consider
myth not just as a cultural phenomenon, but as a specific form of perception of reality,
in which sacred and symbolic images become instruments of social integration. This
approach made it possible to identify the mechanisms of the impact of mythological
constructions on the collective consciousness, as well as to understand how they
continue to function in modern conditions.

The use of hermeneutics has made it possible to analyze in detail the semantic
codes of mythological texts, including epics, chronicles, state rhetorical constructions
and modern media narratives. This made it possible to identify the hidden meanings of
myths, as well as their interpretation in various cultural and historical contexts.

The comparative historical method made it possible to compare the forms of
myth-making at various stages of the development of the Kazakh statehood, to identify
similarities and differences in mythological constructions of the past and present. Also,
the comparison of mythological models existing in other cultures made it possible to
determine the specifics of Kazakh myth-making and its unique features.

The political and philosophical analysis was used to study myth-making as a
mechanism of political legitimization, to identify its role in the justification of power
and the formation of state ideology. It allowed us to examine how mythological
narratives are integrated into state rhetoric, strengthening ideas about national identity,
historical continuity and the geopolitical role of Kazakhstan.

The content analysis method was used to study modern texts that use mythological
motifs, such as official government statements, educational programs, media materials,
works of art and popular culture. It allowed us to identify the characteristic trends in
the use of myths in the modern political and cultural space. [2, 68].

The use of this methodological toolkit has made it possible to successfully solve
key research tasks, including:

- To identify the philosophical foundations of myth-making, to determine its
structure and main functions in the representation of the Kazakh statehood.

- Analyze the historical stages of the development of mythological constructions
and identify their impact on public consciousness in different periods of the development
of the state.

- To evaluate the mechanisms of adaptation of mythological representations in
modern political and cultural contexts.

- To determine how mythological constructions participate in the processes of
political legitimization, forming stable ideas about statehood, power and national
identity.
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- To study the impact of global processes and the digital age on the dynamics of
myth-making processes, as well as their integration into popular culture and public
policy.

Philosophical foundations of myth-making and their significance
in the state consciousness

Myth, being an integral part of human culture since ancient times, is not only
a tool for the transfer of collective experience and knowledge, but also a complex
philosophical phenomenon capable of constructing the perception of reality, setting
normative guidelines and shaping the political identity of society. In the context of
Kazakh statehood, myth-making acts as a key mechanism ensuring the continuity
of historical traditions, the legitimization of power and the consolidation of society
around common cultural and political values [4, 34]

Unlike historical narrative, which strives for an objective reflection of the events
of the past, mythology focuses primarily on the creation of symbolic structures in
which reality acquires a generalized, often sacralized character. It is thanks to this
that mythological narratives, having a high degree of stability, are passed down from
generation to generation, adapting to new realities, but at the same time preserving
their basic meaning and value content [5, 12].

Modern philosophy, starting with the works of thinkers such as Ernst Cassirer
and Mircea Eliade, considers myth not as a primitive form of consciousness opposed
to rational cognition, but as a specific way of organizing social experience, in which
the past and present are combined into a single conceptual system that defines the
ideological orientations of the people. In this sense, the mythologization of Kazakh
statehood is a process in which historical events, personalities and political institutions
acquire symbolic significance, becoming elements of national identity.

Historical dynamics of myth-making in the context of Kazakh statehood

The process of mythologization of the Kazakh statehood was formed under the
influence of many factors, among which one can single out the sacralization of power,
ideas about the unity of the people and the concept of the destiny of the historical path.
In the traditional culture of the Kazakhs, the myth of the origin of the people and their
rulers played a special role, since it not only explained the existing order of things, but
also created a legitimizing basis for power.

Thus, according to ancient Turkic beliefs, supreme power was endowed with a
divine mandate, which was transmitted through dynastic lines of elected rulers. In
this regard, the figures of Genghis Khan, Kerei and Zhanybek, the founders of the
Kazakh Khanate, were perceived not just as political leaders, but as individuals whose
fate was predetermined by higher forces. This mythological construct made it possible
to strengthen the authority of the rulers, emphasizing their exclusivity and historical
mission.

Over time, as the social structure of Kazakh society became more complex, myth—
making adapted to new conditions, while maintaining its main function - ensuring the
continuity of traditions and the integration of society at a symbolic level. The table

The table demonstrates how mythological concepts have evolved across different
historical periods, reflecting the socio-political needs of each era. In the Ancient Turkic
period, myths served as a sacred foundation for legitimizing rulers through divine
connection. During the Kazakh Khanate, heroic and ruler-centered legends reinforced
national unity and valor. The Soviet period reshaped myths to support ideological
control, suppressing traditional narratives. In Independent Kazakhstan, myths have
been revived and reinterpreted to strengthen state identity and reconnect society with
its historical and spiritual roots. Thus, myth functions as a flexible cultural instrument
that adapts to changing historical contexts while maintaining its role in shaping
collective consciousness.

Political mythology and its influence on public consciousness

Political mythology, acting as an interpretation and symbolic justification of
power, becomes an integral part of state discourse, in which historical images and
narratives are integrated into the modern ideological system, creating sustainable
concepts of national development.

Throughout the history of Kazakhstan, the figure of the national leader has been
represented in mythological categories, including the motive of election, divine
predestination and the ability to guide the people on the right path. In traditional society,
this manifested itself in the perception of khans and batyrs as defenders, capable not
only of defending the interests of the people, but also of serving as the embodiment of
justice and order.

Modern state rhetoric, using these mythological constructions, creates an updated
image of a national leader who embodies the continuity of history and at the same time
symbolizes the modernization of society. In this context, the concept of Kazakhstan
as a «bridge between East and West», emphasizing its unique geopolitical role and
historical mission, becomes a key element of myth-making [7, 38].

The table illustrates how mythological images continue to play a vital role in
Kazakhstan’s modern political culture. Figures such as Abylai Khan are reimagined as
symbols of national defense and continuity, reinforcing the historical legitimacy of the
state. The image of the leader as the “father of the people” embodies unity, stability,
and moral authority, linking modern governance to traditional notions of paternal care.
Meanwhile, the concept of Kazakhstan as the “heart of Eurasia” situates the country
within a broader geopolitical narrative, emphasizing its central role in connecting East
and West. Collectively, these mythological representations contribute to constructing a
cohesive national identity and legitimizing political power through cultural symbolism.

Symbolism in the mythology of the Kazakh statehood

The symbolism of mythological images, being the basis for the formation
of national consciousness, plays an important role in the representation of Kazakh
statechood. Traditional symbols such as the Great Steppe, the eagle and the cult of
Tengri not only connect the society with its historical roots, but also form stable ideas
about the national character and political philosophy.

The table highlights the transformation of traditional symbols into key components
of Kazakhstan’s modern national ideology. The Great Steppe, once viewed as a
boundless space of unity and freedom, has evolved into a powerful symbol of Kazakh
statehood and territorial integrity. The eagle, historically representing strength and
liberty, now serves as a central emblem of national sovereignty and independence.
Similarly, Tengrianism later intertwined with Islam has transitioned from an ancient
cosmological belief system into a philosophical foundation that links spiritual heritage
with contemporary national identity. Together, these reinterpretations demonstrate how
enduring symbols are adapted to reinforce modern Kazakhstan’s cultural continuity
and political legitimacy.
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Globalization and the transformation of myths

Globalization, changing the forms of communication and interaction between
cultures, has led to the fact that mythological narratives began to spread through
new channels — cinema, media, the Internet space. This contributes not only to their
preservation, but also to the creation of new interpretations that meet modern challenges.

Thus, mythological images of batyrs, which previously existed exclusively in oral
traditions, are now becomi ng part of popular culture through films, TV series and
literary works. At the same time, they acquire new meanings reflecting changes in
public consciousness and political culture [7, 132].

Results and discussion

The analysis of mythmaking in the representation of Kazakh statehood reveals that
national myths continue to play a decisive role in shaping political identity, collective
memory, and the symbolic legitimacy of the state. Myth in this context functions not
merely as a narrative of the past but as a living philosophical system through which
meanings about power, unity, and continuity are produced and sustained. The study
identified several key mythic structures that underpin the representation of Kazakh
statechood myths of origin, unity, heroic leadership, and modernization. Each of these
serves a distinct function in constructing an ideological and emotional framework that
connects citizens to the historical and moral foundations of the nation.

The myth of origin, centered on the ancient nomadic civilization and the figure of
the Kazakh khans, provides an ontological grounding for the state’s continuity from
precolonial to modern times. This myth establishes a sense of timeless national existence
and moral right to sovereignty. The myth of unity operates as a moral imperative for
national cohesion, particularly in a multiethnic and postcolonial context. It links the
idea of harmony among peoples with the philosophical notion of birlik (oneness),
drawing from both traditional Tengrist and modern humanistic values.

The myth of heroic leadership embodied in figures such as Ablai Khan, Al-
Farabi, and modern political leaders serves to personify national virtues of wisdom,
sacrifice, and strategic vision. Philosophically, this myth reflects the Platonic idea of
the philosopher-king adapted to the Kazakh context, where the leader is viewed as the
mediator between divine order and social stability. Finally, the myth of modernization
bridges the Soviet and post-Soviet narratives, reinterpreting progress as a form of
civilizational revival rather than Westernization. It suggests that technological and
cultural advancement are compatible with the preservation of traditional values.

Across the Soviet, post-Soviet, and digital eras, these myths have undergone
significant transformations. Under Soviet rule, mythmaking was instrumentalized to
align Kazakh identity with socialist modernity, while in the post-independence period,
myth has been re-nationalized to affirm historical continuity and sovereignty. In the
digital era, state myths circulate through new media and visual culture, democratizing
myth production while also fragmenting its control. Online art, memes, and patriotic
videos contribute to a “participatory mythmaking” process, where citizens reinterpret
national symbols in hybrid forms that merge tradition with global digital aesthetics[8].
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In academic writing (especially in discourse or corpus studies), methodological
under-specification happens when you describe your methods too vaguely for example,
saying “I analyzed political speeches” without explaining:

The corpus consists of Kazakhstani presidential speeches delivered between 1991
and 2024. Sources include:

e Official presidential archives https://www.akorda.kz/

e Media transcripts (Kazinform, Egemen Kazakhstan);

¢ YouTube official video subtitles.

The total corpus contains approximately 1.2 million words in Kazakh, Russian,
and English translations. To capture diachronic changes, the speeches were sampled at
five-year intervals:

® 1991-1995 (nation-building);

¢ 1996-2000 (economic stabilization);

¢ 2001-2008 (modernization);

e 2009-2015 (innovation/globalization);\

e 20162024 (digital transformation and identity).

A mixed-method coding scheme was used:

Quantitative: keyword frequency using AntConc.

Qualitative: thematic and metaphor coding using NVivo.

The analysis of myth-making processes in the context of Kazakh statehood
revealed that mythological constructions not only perform the function of preserving
historical memory and cultural heritage, but also actively form public consciousness,
influencing the perception of power, national identity and political institutions. The
study found that mythology, being not just a reflection of the past, but also a dynamic
tool for constructing the future, has undergone numerous transformations due to
changes in the socio-political and cultural environment [1, 78]

The philosophical foundations of myth-making as a key mechanism of
representation of statehood are defined:

- Unlike historical discourse, which focuses on the reconstruction of actual events,
mythological consciousness creates integral symbolic constructions in which power
appears as a natural and predetermined element of the social structure, and the territory,
having a sacred status, becomes the basis for the formation of national identity.
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- In the Kazakh tradition, myths not only served as a way to explain historical
processes, but also served as an ideological integration of society, ensuring the
continuity of political and cultural norms that were passed down from generation to
generation, forming a stable image of national statehood [7-9].

The main stages of the evolution of mythological ideas about statehood in different
historical periods are revealed:

- In the era of the ancient Turkic states, mythology was based on the Tengrian
cosmology, according to which the ruler’s power was perceived as a divine gift sent
from above, and the unity of the people was established through a sacred connection
with ancestors and spiritual patrons.

- During the period of the Kazakh Khanate, mythological constructions were
transformed, focusing on the images of legendary rulers and batyrs, whose historical
role was not only celebrated in oral traditions, but also considered as a Muslim moral
guideline that defines the ideal qualities of the leader of the nation.

- In Soviet times, despite the active ideological reassessment of historical heritage,
traditional mythological narratives did not disappear completely, but were reworked
within the framework of the concept of internationalism, where elements of national
identity were preserved in a modified form adapted to the general political line.

- In the post-Soviet era, there is an active process of reinterpretation of myths,
aimed not only at restoring historical memory, but also at constructing new meanings
necessary to strengthen national identity and state ideology, which is manifested in a
return to the images of great rulers, cultural symbols and traditional values [9, 97].

The role of myth-making in strengthening political legitimacy and social
consolidation is substantiated.:

- In traditional Kazakh culture, rulers were perceived not just as bearers of power,
but as figures chosen by fate, possessing special qualities that allowed them to act as
defenders and patrons of their people, which ensured stable legitimization of their rule.

- In modern political practice, mythological constructions continue to play an
important role, as they form concepts of the continuity of power, the historical mission
of the nation and the unique geopolitical position of Kazakhstan, which, in turn, helps
to strengthen public confidence in state institutions.

- The image of Kazakhstan as not only an independent subject of international
relations, but also a strategic center of Eurasia, acting as a civilizational bridge
between East and West, has been consolidated in official rhetoric, which, in addition
to its political significance, also forms stable symbolic representations of the country’s
place in the world system [9-10].

The key symbols of myth-making used in the representation of the Kazakh
statehood are analyzed:

- Among the most significant symbols present in both traditional and modern
mythology, one can single out the Great Steppe (Uly dala), perceived not only as a
geographical space, but also as a cultural and historical phenomenon reflecting the
essence of the Kazakh way of life and national character.

- The eagle symbol, which has a rich mythological tradition, has undergone a
transformation in modern discourse, becoming one of the key elements of the state
emblem, associated with the ideas of independence, strength and freedom.
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- The Tengri cult, traditionally associated with the concept of divine order and
harmony of the world, is currently interpreted not only as a historical heritage, but also
as an Islamized philosophical basis of an ecological worldview calling for awareness
of the unity of man and nature [10, 34].

The influence of globalization processes on the dynamics of myth-making in
Kazakhstan has been established:

- Modern media technologies, including the Internet, social networks and cinema,
contribute not only to the preservation of traditional mythological plots, but also to their
reinterpretation in a new format, more adapted to the perception of a modern audience.

- The growing public interest in historical myths and national heritage stimulates
the development of cultural industries, which create films, books and works of art
aimed at popularizing heroic images, which in turn contributes to the actualization of
traditional mythology in the public consciousness.

- Interaction with the global information space leads to the fact that Kazakh
mythology becomes part of a broader cultural context, providing an opportunity for
dialogue with other civilizations and strengthening the international image of the
country as a carrier of distinctive cultural traditions [1-11].

Summarizing the results

Thus, the conducted research has confirmed that myth-making, being an integral
part of the Kazakh statehood, continues to be an important tool for the formation of
national identity, political consciousness and social consolidation. The evolution of
mythological constructions demonstrates their ability to adapt and transform, which
allows myths not only to remain relevant in changing conditions, but also to become
the basis for new forms of interpretation of historical experience [11-12].

Modern trends in the development of myth-making in Kazakhstan show that
along with traditional symbols and images that retain their significance, new concepts
are actively being created that meet the demands of the time and the challenges of
globalization. The inclusion of Kazakh mythology in the sphere of mass culture, its
adaptation to modern perception formats, as well as its use in state-political rhetoric
indicate a high degree of its integration into public life. Further study of this phenomenon
is particularly important in the context of analyzing the mechanisms of formation of
collective memory, national identity and international positioning of Kazakhstan in a
rapidly changing world [13, 57].

Conclusion

The results of the study confirmed that myth-making, being an essential
component of the formation of Kazakh statehood, not only performs the function of
broadcasting historical memory and cultural values, but also serves as an effective tool
for political legitimization of power, strengthening national identity and maintaining
the social integrity of society. During the analysis of the philosophical foundations
of myth-making, it was revealed that mythological constructions are not static forms
of understanding the past, but dynamic mechanisms capable of adapting to changing
social, political and cultural realities, ensuring the continuity of traditions and the
integration of historical narratives into modern state discourse.
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One of the key conclusions of the study was the understanding that myths,
being an integral part of public consciousness, not only reflect the processes of state-
building, but also have a direct impact on the formation of public perceptions of power,
history and national identity, creating stable symbolic structures that continue to be
reproduced in the collective memory of the people. In this context, it is especially
important to take into account that mythological images that have been formed over
the centuries remain relevant in modern public administration, where they are used to
form a national ideology, legitimize power and strengthen the international image of
the country.

Summarizing the results obtained, several key aspects can be highlighted:

- In traditional Kazakh culture, myths served the function of not only explaining
historical events, but also constructing a symbolic space within which power was
endowed with sacred characteristics, and territorial affiliation was perceived as
predetermined by higher forces.

- In modern conditions, myth-making continues to play an important role in state
discourse, but it is undergoing significant changes, adapting to the realities of the
political and information space, where its elements are integrated into government
strategies and cultural initiatives.

- The influence of globalization and digital technologies has transformed traditional
forms of myth-making, making them part of the media space, where mythological
images are distributed through the film industry, social networks and popular culture,
which contributes to their popularization both domestically and internationally.

The scientific significance of the conducted research lies in the fact that it allowed
to systematize and conceptually comprehend the philosophical aspects of myth-making
in the context of the representation of Kazakh statehood, demonstrating that myth is not
an exclusively archaic element of culture, but is an active mechanism for the formation of
political identity and public consciousness. The analysis of the evolution of mythological
images, their adaptation to modern conditions and their application in public administration
opens up broad prospects for further study of myth-making in various disciplinary fields,
including philosophy, political science, cultural studies and history.

Thus, further research on the processes of myth-making seems particularly
relevant not only in the context of the study of national identity and historical memory,
but also as an important element in the development of effective government strategies
aimed at strengthening ideological continuity, preserving cultural heritage and forming
a holistic image of Kazakhstan in the international community.

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Abstract. This article presents an analysis of the conceptual and semantic aspects
of semiosis as interpreted by Yuri M. Lotman and Charles S. Peirce. The comparison re-
veals both convergences and divergences in their approaches to understanding the nature
of sign systems and the mechanisms of semiotic communication. Particular attention is
given not only to the theoretical foundations of semiosis but also to its cyclical nature
and to the interaction of signs and their meanings within cultural contexts determined
by historical, social, and cultural factors. The study focuses on a comparative examina-
tion of two paradigms of sign thinking — Peirce’s concept of intentionality and Lotman’s
model of the text as an integral semiotic space, which elucidates the complex nature of
sign relations and their cultural-communicative function. In addition, the paper discusses
practical applications of semiotic analysis in literary studies, art theory, and socio-cultural
research, thereby opening new perspectives for further development of the humanities
methodology.
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Introduction

In the context of research conducted by the distinguished representatives of
semiotic science, Yuri MikhailovichLotman and Charles Sanders Peirce, semiosis,
understood as the process of sign activity, serves as a central concept that enables a
deeper understanding of the mechanisms underlying the emergence and functioning
of cultural phenomena, as well as their semiotic and communicative dimensions.
The analysis of semiosis in the works of these scholars emphasizes the necessity of
a comprehensive approach to the study of sign actions as fundamental components
of human communication, drawing attention to the interrelation between the sign,
the interpreter, and the context within which interpretation occurs.

In Lotman’s conceptual framework, semiosis is viewed as a process of
decoding and interpreting symbols within a cultural system, where special
importance is attached to the role of codes, understood as intellectual constructs. By
defining the boundaries of possible meanings of signs, codes model the dynamics
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of meaning formation within the multilayered structure of cultural phenomena. Within
this theoretical perspective, the concept of the model becomes a key analytical tool that
demonstrates the interconnections and correlations between accumulated knowledge
and empirical experience of reality.

The semiotic space shaped by this dialogue is characterized by a multiplicity of
contextual and spatial components, each contributing to the formation of a holistic
perception of the sign, its semantic richness, and its functional significance within the
cultural system.

Methodology

This study employs a qualitative, interdisciplinary methodology combining
semiotic, structural, and conceptual-semantic analysis to examine the theoretical
foundations of semiosis in the works of Yuri M. Lotman and Charles S. Peirce. The
research design is grounded in comparative and interpretive approaches that aim to
identify both the convergences and divergences in their conceptualizations of sign
processes and meaning-making. Semiotic analysisisused to explore the internal structure
and functions of sign systems, while the conceptual-semantic approach provides tools
for interpreting the interrelations among key categories such as sign, code, model,
and context. The study also incorporates elements of hermeneutic interpretation to
reveal the philosophical and cultural dimensions underlying the theories of Lotman
and Peirce. This methodological framework enables a comprehensive understanding
of semiosis as a dynamic process of cultural communication and cognitive interaction,
situated within a broader interdisciplinary context of semiotic and cultural studies.

The Contributions of Yuri M. Lotman and Charles S. Peirce

Within the framework of a multifaceted analysis of the conceptual and semantic
foundations of semiosis developed by the prominent thinkers Yuri M. Lotman and
Charles S. Peirce, special attention should be paid to the points of intersection and
divergence in their understanding of the nature of the sign and the symbol, which
have had a significant impact on the development of modern semiotic theory. Lotman,
viewing the semiosphere as a complex hierarchical system of signs, emphasizes
the multilayered nature of cultural texts and their role in processes of sociocultural
dynamics, highlighting that signs not only transmit information but also participate in
the formation of cultural identity.

Peirce, in turn, within the framework of his triadic model of the sign, distinguishes
three main categories-icons, indices, and symbols-which make it possible to explore
more deeply the mechanisms of interaction between signs, objects, and interpretants,
thereby substantially expanding the boundaries of semiotic analysis.

Turning to the works of other theorists of the sign, such as Ferdinand de Saussure,
who focused on the binary opposition between signifier and signified, allows us to
identify methodological parallels with Lotman’s approach, which considers signs not
only as elements of a linguistic system but also as instruments of interaction among
different cultural codes.
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In turn, Umberto Eco, emphasizing intertextuality and the importance of cultural
contexts, develops Lotman’s ideas by giving them an additional dimension. He
interprets semiosis as a dynamic and open process in which meaning is formed not
in isolation but through interaction with a multitude of other signs and symbols that
participate in the construction of the cultural space of meaning.

Since for Yuri M. Lotmansemiosis is associated with the process of meaning
generation and the interpretation of signs within a cultural system, the concept of the
code, which defines the potential meanings of a sign, and the notion of the model,
which describes the relationship between knowledge and reality, acquire particular
significance. Lotman emphasizes the key role of context and the spatial organization
of the cultural field in the process of interpretation, which presupposes the necessity of
considering contextual and spatial factors. Their combination forms the conditions for
the emergence and transformation of meanings, creating the necessary environment
for the functioning of sign systems and underscoring the importance of a detailed
analysis of the relationships between signs, their interpretations, and their cultural
surroundings. The complex interrelation of codes, models, and context constitutes the
methodological foundation for a deep understanding of the processes occurring within
the cognitive and semantic space of culture.

At the same time, Charles S. Peirce, drawing on the ideas of his predecessors
and elaborating on previously formulated concepts, refines the theory of semiosis as
a multistage and multidimensional process of interpretation based on the use of signs
for the purposes of perceiving and understanding the surrounding world, functioning
within a complex structure of sign relations [ 1]. According to his conceptual framework,
signs are classified into three main categories: iconic, indexical, and symbolic, each
characterized by a particular level of abstraction and type of correlation between the
sign and the object it represents.

Thus, iconic signs represent analogies or similarities created through visual or
sensory characteristics, implying a degree of resemblance between the sign and its
object. Indexical signs, by contrast, establish contextually determined relations based
on the principle of cause and effect, making them dependent on the presence of certain
features or conditions that point to the existence of the referent [2]. Symbolic signs,
possessing a high degree of abstraction, function through arbitrary and culturally
established meanings, emphasizing their dependence on the sociocultural context
within which they are formed and interpreted.

It should be noted that Charles S. Peirce emphasizes that semiosis is not an
isolated process but a dynamic interaction between signs and their interpreters. Each
act of semiosis takes place through the direct interaction of signs within specific social
and cultural conditions, leading to the formation and transformation of cognitive
structures. Thus, the significance of the sociocultural context in the process of semiosis
not only illustrates the complexity of sign relations but also highlights the necessity of
analyzing the interaction of signs both within individual acts of communication and
within broader cultural and historical narratives. This perspective turns Peirce’s theory
into an important methodological tool for the study and understanding of human
cognition and interaction.

Lotman’s Semiotic Model of Culture

Inthe formation and development of Russian semiotics, a significantand undeniable
role was played by the outstanding theorist of the Tartu—Moscow Semiotic School, Yuri
M. Lotman. Building on the ideas of his predecessors and contemporaries, he defined
his own research approach as structural-semiotic, focusing on the interpretation of
signs within the context of their social functions and semantic connections. Within his
theory, Lotman identifies three key characteristics that, in his view, are fundamental to
understanding semiotics as a multilayered and multifunctional discipline.

First, drawing on the concept of the Swiss linguist Ferdinand de Saussure, Yuri M.
Lotman argued that semiology, as the science of signs, is directly linked to the context
of social life, in which every sign acquires meaning only in relation to other signs and
social practices. This principle emphasizes the importance of contextualization in the
processes of communication and meaning-making [3].

Second, Lotman considers semiotics as a universal methodological tool of
the humanities, capable of penetrating various fields of research and providing a
multifaceted analysis of cultural objects. This approach makes it possible to reveal
their meanings and functions within diverse cultural and social systems, demonstrating
the interdisciplinary potential of the semiotic method.

Third, in Lotman’s definition, semiotics appears not only as a system of signs but
also as “a distinctive feature of the researcher’s scientific methodology and the nature
of their cognitive consciousness,” implying that the understanding and interpretation
of signs are mediated by individual and collective cognitive processes that shape a
specific type of scientific perception [4].

The idea put forward by Yuri M. Lotman is based on the fundamental postulate
of the “presumption of semioticity,” which implies the necessity of considering
any cultural phenomena as sign-based constructions, thereby greatly expanding the
possibilities for their in-depth semiotic analysis [5]. In this context, it should be
emphasized that human existence and the entire complex of cultural artifacts subject
to semiotic interpretation constitute a system in which each object functions as a sign,
integrating into the broader context of culture.

Since within the cultural continuum there are no elements free from signification,
the analysis of any of its components inevitably begins from a semiotic perspective,
which underscores the priority of the semiotic approach, particularly in the context of
the semiotics of culture.

In this light, one of the key concepts of the Tartu—Moscow School becomes
the research problem of the text. According to Yuri M. Lotman, the text is regarded
as a multidimensional, complexly structured, and multilayered phenomenon. His
methodological approach can be defined as “textocentric,” since it is the text that
occupies a central position in the structure of cultural semiotics, serving as both a source
of meaning generation and a mechanism for the reproduction of cultural discourse.

Thus, the text, as a cultural phenomenon, represents a complex and multilayered
structure encompassing all levels of cultural production and perception, which allows
it to be considered a multifaceted phenomenon. According to Yuri M. Lotman, “the
spectrum of texts that fill the cultural space can be represented as an axis, with artificial
languages on one end and artistic languages on the other. All other texts occupy various
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positions along this axis, located closer to one of the poles” [6]. At the same time, all other
textual formations are situated along this axis depending on their degree of proximity to
the defined poles, thereby forming a multidimensional semiotic space of the text.

In Lotman’s interpretation, the text can be viewed both as an integral part of
culture as a whole and as an “individual element” functioning as a work of art or as a
“text of life,” which highlights the diversity of its functions and forms of manifestation
within the cultural environment.

According to Ferdinand de Saussure, the text is understood as a “manifestation
of language,” which implies its belonging to the sphere of speech and the presence of
both systemic and non-systemic characteristics that determine its structure and content
[7]. In this context, the text does not possess intrinsic value in isolation but serves
as a particular form of representation through which the object of cultural interest is
revealed. This emphasizes the fundamental distinction between language and text as
that between “the expressed and the unexpressed, the material and the ideal, the spatial
and the non-spatial” [8].

According to Yuri M. Lotman, language and text are not synonymous, since
the text represents a broader concept encompassing a variety of forms, levels, and
meanings that reflect the complex structure of cultural communication.

In developing his conceptual model of the text, Yuri M. Lotman draws attention to
anumber of key characteristics that form the basis for understanding this phenomenon:
“expressiveness, boundedness, and structuredness” [9].

Expressiveness is understood as the presence of a system of signs through which
the text formulates its content and acquires the capacity to oppose the elements of
the external textual environment. In this context, expressiveness, as opposed to non-
expressiveness, functions as a characteristic that allows the text to be perceived as the
embodiment of a specific systemic structure-its physical explication in sign form.

The boundedness of the text manifests itself in its dual opposition: on the one
hand, to the material signs that do not constitute its internal content, and on the other,
to a multitude of structures lacking clearly defined boundaries, among which natural
languages occupy a special place. The concept of boundary within the text may take
various forms-it may indicate the beginning and end of a work, the frame delimiting
a painting, or the ramp separating the stage from the audience-where “expressiveness,
contrasting with the unexpressed, makes it possible to perceive the text as the realization
of a certain system, its physical embodiment” [10].

Thus, the text, possessing a complex hierarchical organization in which less
significant elements are subordinated to more significant ones, testifies to the presence
of internal semiological boundaries and to the necessity of interpretation within its
own structural integrity.

The final property, structuredness, is closely connected with boundedness: “the
text is not a simple sequence of signs between two external boundaries” [8]. Since the
immanent structure of the text forms its internal coherence, Yuri M. Lotman identifies
structural heterogeneity as one of the most important properties of the text, implying
the presence of linguistic multiplicity, in which “this multiplicity may manifest itself as
a consequence of double coding or as a combination of several subtexts, each encoded
differently, yet in a certain sense functioning as a unified whole” [11].

Thus, the text, possessing a multilayered and multivalent structure, performs
a wide range of functional and discursive roles, among which the communicative
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function-associated with the transmission of stable and reliable information-occupies
a central place. The optimal paradigm of communicative interaction is considered to
be the situation in which the original text and the result of its decoding demonstrate
complete correspondence, which may be regarded as an ideal scenario.

However, according to Yuri M. Lotman, “this is possible only if the sender
and the receiver use completely identical codes, which essentially means that, in
semiotic terms, they represent, one might say, the same entity in two variants” [12].
Nevertheless, the conditions required to achieve such a level of correspondence are
virtually unattainable in real communicative practice. As the thinker notes, ideal
transmission is possible only when the sender and the receiver of the message operate
with identical codes-that is, when they are, in essence, two aspects of one and the same
semiotic system.

Within this semantic model, the text functions primarily as a passive carrier of
information, whose role in the communicative process is reduced to the transmission
of data without active participation in the interpretation of content. Researcher O. N.
Leuta, analyzing the legacy of Yuri M. Lotman, emphasizes that “from a structural
standpoint, the text in this context appears as an embodiment of language, where all
elements that lack essential significance for the linguistic system become secondary
within the structure of the text and, consequently, are incapable of conveying
substantive meaning” [13].

As aresult, the secondary function of the textual object manifests itself in its creative
aspect, which lies in its ability to generate meaning at the moment when the text ceases
to function solely as an instrument of information transmission and begins to produce
new meanings: “in this case, the value of the system is formed through an unexpected
shift in meanings that arises in the process of interaction between the text and its reader”
[14]. In this context, the systemic value is determined precisely by the unforeseen shift
in meanings that occurs during the interaction of the text with the receptive audience.

Describing the phenomenon of the “shift of meaning,” it is important to note
its fundamental unpredictability, which significantly complicates the possibilities
of analytical comprehension. The newly generated texts that emerge as a result of
this interaction represent “unfinished” works that, from the standpoint of traditional
aesthetic norms, may be regarded as “improper.” At the same time, they lack complete
correspondence between the codes of the sender and the receiver, which is typically
considered a necessary condition for the successful realization of a communicative act.

A text that possesses the ability to generate new meanings demonstrates a
polystructural character, manifested in the multiplicity of languages and internal
heterogeneity, which makes it an object of multilevel analysis and interpretation.

Conclusion

According to the analysis conducted, Yuri M. Lotman, drawing on a principle
analogous to that underlying Vladimir IvanovichVernadsky’s concept of the biosphere,
formulated his own theoretical conception of the semiosphere, which presupposes the
existence of a complex system of signs and symbols within the context of cultural
and communicative interaction. In this model, spatial construction reflects the spatial
organization of the real world, allowing culture to be viewed as a geographically and
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temporally determined system. Thus, cultural space, understood as a form of self-
description and cognitive representation of reality, serves as a central element in
the processes of semiosis, defining the specificity of perception, interpretation, and
reproduction of meanings within particular historical and cultural conditions.

Summarizing the analysis of the conceptual and semantic aspects of semiosis in
the works of Yuri M. Lotman and Charles S. Peirce, it should be emphasized that their
ideas, despite differences in methodological approaches, complement each other and
contribute to a deeper understanding of the nature of sign activity. Lotman’s research,
asserting that semiosis represents a key mechanism for decoding meanings within
cultural systems, focuses on the interrelation of codes, models, and contexts, forming a
systematic foundation for the analysis of semiotic processes as an integral part of cultural
practice. In this way, the necessity of a historical and sociocultural approach within a
broad interdisciplinary perspective of sociolinguistics and cultural studies is affirmed.

Charles S. Peirce, in turn, by proposing the triadic model of semiosis, introduced
into semiotics the elements of dynamism and interactivity, viewing the sign as an
active participant in the cognitive process that directly influences the formation and
transformation of interpretations. The joint consideration of Lotman’s and Peirce’s
ideas allows semiosis to be understood as a continuous dialogue between signs,
contexts, and individual perceptions, creating a methodological foundation for further
research in philosophy, cultural studies, sociology, psychology, and linguistics. In this
context, cultural artifacts appear not as static objects but as dynamic constructions
whose meanings are continually reinterpreted depending on historical, social, and
individual experience.

In the context of postmodern discourse, characterized by the fragmentation
and contextuality of meanings that transform sign systems into a field of multiple
competing interpretations, the need for a reflexive approach to the study of the sign
as a key element of cultural interaction becomes particularly relevant. This expands
the problem field of contemporary semiotics, stimulating the development of new
directions in the study of meaning-making processes and the self-reflection of culture.

In summary, it may be concluded that semiotic concepts perform not only an
instrumental function in the analysis of cultural artifacts but also possess a creative
potential, determining the mechanisms of cultural consciousness formation. They
contribute to the comprehension of complex processes of meaning, interpretation, and
interaction within the contemporary sociocultural context, where culture appears as a
dynamic, self-developing space of meanings.

Semiotic Reductionism and Its Impact on the Development of Culture: A Philosophical
Perspective

Abstract. The article examines the phenomenon of the semiosphere (the system of sign-
based means) as an attribute and a specific dimension of culture. It provides a critique of
semiotic reductionism, which was particularly evident in the works of the representatives of
the Tartu—Moscow Semiotic School during the 1960s—1980s. The study demonstrates that the
foundation of semiotic reductionism lay in the disregard by this school’s representatives for
the categories of the ideal and the real and their dialectical relationship. This neglect led to the
identification of culture as a whole with the semiosphere, thereby depriving the very concept of
the semiosphere of its meaning.

The article also presents a semiotic analysis of the traditional Kazakh yurt. It is shown
that the yurt, while being a material phenomenon, is simultaneously imbued with spiritual
and symbolic content and represents a model of the universe, in which every element carries
semiotic and sacred connotations. The vertical and horizontal structures of the yurt are analyzed,
revealing its functional, symbolic, and cosmological levels. Special attention is given to the
elements possessing the greatest degree of sacredness - the shanyrak (the crown of the yurt), the
hearth, and the door - which together embody the idea of the unity of man, the world, and the
cosmos. It is argued that the traditional Kazakh yurt can be regarded as a unique phenomenon
of the cultural semiosphere, in which the material and the spiritual form an indivisible whole.

Philosophical Problems of Biomedical Ethics

Abstract. Recently, the interest of philosophers, sociologists and society in general in the
ethical aspects of scientific activity in the field of medicine and biology has significantly in-
creased. The reason for this can be attributed to the rapid development of biomedical sciences
and technologies in the last quarter of the 20th century. And this phenomenon led to the emer-
gence of new problems, and the field of bioethics emerged to solve these problems.

The relevance of the topic of bioethics in the field of science was due to the transition of
models of doctor-patient relations to a contractual direction in market conditions. Despite the
existence of different points of view on the issue of bioethics, the lack of a sufficient concep-
tual theoretical basis leads to conflicts of different points of view in the field of bioethics. Our
research topic considers various problems in modern bioethical theories (utilitarian, deontolog-
ical, theory of moral obligations, etc.). Our article presents a philosophical analysis of various
issues in the field of bioethics. This article considers scientific issues related to the axiological,
ontological, epistemological, stratificational and interdisciplinary areas of bioethics.

Key words: medicine, ethics, bioethics, norms, paradigms, deontology, obligations.
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Abstract. The problematics of artificial intelligence (AI) have become a topical
subject in scientific and socio-political discourse, as well as in everyday practice. The rapid
pace of digitalization and the widespread adoption of Al are fundamentally transforming
societies, economies, and individual lives. The paradigm of Al is being shaped within
an interdisciplinary scientific discourse, which unfolds not only in the technological but
also in the socio-humanitarian dimensions. The integration of digital technologies into
all spheres of social life generates a wide range of issues in socio-cultural, economic,
political, psychological, ecological, legal, and ethical aspects. At the personal level, Al
technologies provide comfortable living conditions while simultaneously creating human
dependence on digital reality, which can significantly influence individual identity.
Alongside unprecedented opportunities, the digital transformation of society also brings
about challenges and risks that require thorough analysis and the development and
implementation of practical algorithms at the state level. Based on discourse analysis
of scientific and official sources, as well as an interdisciplinary approach to interpreting
sociological measurements of digitalization in Kazakhstan, the article presents relevant
contexts for the formation of the national Al paradigm.

Introduction

Digital systems and artificial intelligence (AI) have become key factors of
sustainable development and guarantees of state sovereignty, serving as driving forces
of economic growth and conditions for survival in global competition. In the coming
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three years, Kazakhstan is expected to achieve tangible results in digital development
[1]. The priority directions of Kazakhstan’s digital transformation are linked to the
pivotal role of Al, which has emerged as a transformative force offering enormous
potential for societal progress while simultaneously posing significant risks that require
careful examination and proactive governance.

To ensure the sustainable functioning of society, the Kazakhstani state provides
institutional and technological conditions for the development of Al, encouraging its
implementation across various sectors. The development of the national digital law has
been completed; its adoption will necessitate a systematic approach to incorporating
Al-related concepts into different codes — including labor, criminal, and administrative
law, as well as sectoral legislation in medicine, finance, education, and other fields.

The forthcoming Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan on Artificial Intelligence
(2025) declares the need to regulate social relations in the field of Al that arise within
the territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan among governmental bodies, individuals,
and legal entities. The state defines the legal and organizational foundations to ensure
transparency, safety, and government support for Al development [2].

Scholars are faced with the task of interdisciplinary conceptualization of the Al
paradigm in Kazakhstani society. The authors regard it as a metaparadigm —a framework
integrating technological, social, legal, ethical, and humanitarian dimensions necessary
for the conflict-free and secure functioning of the information environment.

Contours of the Metaparadigm of the Digital Society in Its Technological Aspects
The contours of the digital society’s metaparadigm in its technological aspects are
reflected in the Information Doctrine of the Republic of Kazakhstan [3] and the Law of
the Republic of Kazakhstan on Artificial Intelligence [2]. The key definitions of Al in
governmental documents emphasize the technical and technological parameters of this
phenomenon. An Al system is positioned as an object of informatization that operates on
the basis of artificial intelligence. The National Al Platform is defined as a technological
platform designed for the collection, processing, storage, and dissemination of data
libraries and for providing services in the field of artificial intelligence.

A data library is understood as a collection of structured and/or grouped data sets.
A generative Al system is conceptualized as an Al system that produces synthetic
outcomes of Al activity, including the modification of biometric data (such as changes
in voice, facial images, video footage, movements, etc.), the alteration of reality, and
the execution of other similar actions. A user of an Al system or of its outcomes is
identified as a person who employs the Al system to perform a specific function and/or
task, or who makes use of its results. The output of an Al system refers to information-
regardless of its form of representation — or to actions, including works and services
produced and/or delivered by the Al system [2].

Evidently, the definitions of Al formulated in these documents, along with its
systemic characteristics, reflect solely technological parameters and exhibit a degree of
tautology. Conceptual definitions of Al and the study of its effectiveness in comparison
with the essential capacities of the human being represent only some aspects of the
philosophical comprehension of this phenomenon. An interdisciplinary scientific
discourse is required for the conceptualization of Al in relation to the realities of digital
society development in Kazakhstan, a process that finds its empirical dimension in
sociological research.
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Methodology

The methodology of the study is based on discourse analysis of scientific and
official sources devoted to the formation and development of the digital society in
Kazakhstan, as well as on data obtained from the sociological research “Kazakhstani
Society under the Conditions of Digital Transformation,” conducted by BRIF Resource
Group at the request of the Institute of Philosophy, Political Science, and Religious
Studies of the Committee of Science of the Ministry of Science and Higher Education
of the Republic of Kazakhstan in 2024.

The target participants of the sociological research were as follows:

— The mass survey included men and women aged 18 and older who had been
residing in the region for more than six months and were selected based on data from
the Bureau of National Statistics as of early 2023. A stratified random probability
sampling method was used, with stratification by gender, age, and ethnicity. The 17
regions of Kazakhstan and the cities of Astana, Almaty, and Shymkent were identified
as self-representing strata. The sample size consisted of 2,000 respondents interviewed
through face-to-face street surveys using a tablet-based questionnaire (CAPI) [4].

— The expert survey involved 102 participants, including scholars and experts in
IT technologies; representatives of executive and local government bodies responsible
for digital transformation; managers of various organizations and companies with
experience in digital projects; employees of research institutes (culturologists,
psychologists, sociologists); university lecturers; IT specialists; bloggers; journalists;
and SMM managers. The survey was conducted through semi-structured telephone
interviews using a tablet-based questionnaire (CAPI) [5].

— The participants of 26 focus groups conducted in five regions of the Republic
of Kazakhstan (one city and one suburb/village in each region) included:

* youth (18-28 years old, unmarried, without children)

* parents of underage children (22-35 years old)

* representatives of various ethnic groups

» practicing Christians (leading a religious lifestyle, regularly attending worship
services and engaging in prayer)

* practicing Muslims (leading a religious lifestyle, regularly attending worship
services and performing namaz) [6].

The subject of the study was the examination of Kazakhstani citizens’ attitudes
toward the development of the digital society, as well as the assessment of engagement,
influence, risks, and opportunities related to ICT and Al in various areas of activity.

Results

Contours of Kazakhstan’s Digital Readiness

Kazakhstan has been included in the structure of the Network Readiness
Index (NRI) since 2022. The index reflects a country’s position based on four main
parameters and twelve subcategories, which are not static. The integral indicators of
digital readiness for the period 2022-2024 show that Kazakhstan has shifted from
the 58th to the 61st position. While three parameters (technology, people, and impact
assessment) demonstrate a decline, one parameter (governance assessment) shows
improvement (Table 1).

The dynamics of Kazakhstan’s network readiness across twelve subcategories
indicate a stable level of public trust in the digital society and demonstrate progress
in parameters related to quality of life, state policy evaluation, public engagement,
and inclusiveness. However, the indices show a decline in areas such as governance,
future technologies, business development, economy, sustainable development goals,
and process content (Figure 1).

Domestic experts believe that digitalization in Kazakhstan affects various sectors
of activity to different extents, and that the level of development of the digital society
can be assessed as ranging from medium to below medium. When compared with
global trends in the development of high-tech societies, 16% of experts classify
Kazakhstan’s digital development as high, 68% as medium, and 16% as low [4].

According to the Government Al Readiness Index for 2023, presented by Oxford
Insights, Kazakhstan ranks 72nd among 193 countries. The identified strengths
include data accessibility, digital potential, and the adaptability of the legal framework
to digital business models. The weaknesses involve the absence of a strategic vision,
insufficient technological maturity, underdeveloped infrastructure, low innovation
capacity, and limited human capital. Kazakhstan’s strategic document, the Concept
for the Development of Artificial Intelligence for 2024-2029, proactively formulates
a new national idea — Generative Nation [3].

Information and Communication Technologies (ICT) are applied across all areas
of activity, including education, healthcare, public administration, and the service
sector. The e-government platform eGov.kz provides more than 1,076 types of services
and 100 additional digital solutions. Most services are available online, with 86%
accessible through the mobile application eGov Mobile. Services are provided in two
languages — the state language, Kazakh, and the official language, Russian.

To implement the objectives for Al development, in 2025 Kazakhstan launched the most
powerful supercomputer in Central Asia, based on NVIDIA H200 graphics processors, with
a performance capacity of approximately 2 exaflops. The system is designed to accelerate
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the digital economy and is accessible to startups, universities, research institutions, and
companies working in the fields of artificial intelligence and high-performance computing,.
The Kazakh National Al Platform has become a major technological resource within the
sovereign AL-infrastructure of the country and the region.

Engagement in digital practices: the Human factor

The general perception of digitalization, as well as attitudes toward ICT and Al in
both mass and specialized public consciousness, was studied within the context of the
current state and developmental trends of the digital society [4]. The analysis shows
that all generations have experience with the Internet and possess the knowledge and
skills to use ICT. Most commonly, this experience manifests (in descending order of
application) in the following areas: communication and social interaction, leisure and
entertainment, professional work, household management, education, social activities,
and political engagement (Figure 2).

The digital literacy of the population in various spheres is unequal and clearly
insufficient for both professional and educational activities (Figure 3). Kazakhstani
citizens demonstrate a critical attitude toward their own digital competencies: 54%
of respondents report having basic skills — that is, an intermediate level of Internet
proficiency, occasionally encountering difficulties. Meanwhile, 29% assess their skills
as high or very high. A total of 53% of respondents expressed interest in receiving
Internet use training, and 26% would like to advance their knowledge to the level of an
experienced user by studying specialized software programs.

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The potential of digitalization is utilized to a greater extent by high-income population
groups: they acquire and master digital opportunities and tools more effectively and have
access to a wider range of channels and technical means for interaction with the digital
environment. This situation reflects one of the key factors contributing to unequal access.
Alongside economic inequality, the categories of unequal access include regional,
settlement-based, age-related, and educational disparities.

Perception and understanding of AI: Awareness, Experience, and Evaluation

The mass survey of Kazakhstani citizens revealed a paradoxical situation in which
the overwhelming majority of the adult population are active users of ICT across various
domains, yet report a low level of awareness regarding Al technologies (Figure 4).
This contradiction can be explained by insufficient understanding of the mechanisms
underlying digital environments, which in turn gives rise to humanitarian risks.

The study identified a clear trend: respondents with higher levels of education
use Al technologies several times more frequently than those with lower educational
attainment (Figure 5). This situation highlights the urgent need to enhance digital
culture and literacy within the national education system.

Participants of the focus groups representing the younger generation highlighted
a wide range of possibilities for using Al tools.
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“Intelligence shows you where to find information. The information that ChatGPT
can find for you in seconds might take you several days to search for yourself.” —
Beskaragai village (Abai Region), youth aged 18-25.

“I forgot the name of that artificial intelligence system, unfortunately, but this Al
can create music. That is, you can enter text — meaning lyrics — for the music, then
choose a genre, and it will generate everything for you. You just specify certain words
or a story, the topic of the song, and it will generate it automatically. You can even set
random genres, and it will produce several versions — the music is ready.” — Semey
city, youth aged 18-25.

Open access to various educational resources, according to the young focus group
participants, is the most important advantage of information technologies compared
to traditional learning tools. The opportunity to use audiobooks and video materials
helps them better comprehend and retain information.

“You can develop yourself in the direction you need, because there are many
resources and video lessons available on the Internet.” — Beskaragai village (Abai
Region), youth aged 18-25.

“It is much easier to perceive new information through visualization, especially in
education — through 3D models and presentations.” — Shymkent city, youth aged 18-25.

“The ability to receive information in other forms, for example, through audio.”
— Semey city, youth aged 18-25.

“I think that if you want, you can find everything you need on the Internet to learn
and grow. And often the information is completely free. You can even take it from a
pirate site — the main thing is to understand where and how to search.” — Semey city,
youth aged 18-25.

Assessment of the impact of new technologies

The risks associated with the rapid development of the digital society are being
studied by philosophers, sociologists, political scientists, psychologists, and legal
scholars. These risks are linked to insufficient knowledge of the broader context of
digitalization, a lack of developed legal awareness, and the absence of well-formed
communication psychology skills. In an era of expanding hybrid reality, every ICT
user requires knowledge and competencies in digital security.

Among the negative consequences of digitalization for individuals and Kazakhstani
society as a whole, experts highlight several humanitarian and political risks:

* The real lives of people are increasingly being replaced by virtual ones,
accompanied by a growing influence of social networks (72%);

* The virtual environment exerts a stronger impact on how people shape their
views and beliefs, both religious and non-religious (66%);

* A significant part of interpersonal communication is being transferred into virtual
space (57%);

* Information technologies and digital capabilities are being used as tools to exert
influence on state sovereignty (55%);

* The influence of bloggers and opinion leaders on public consciousness is
increasing (54%);

* The administration of electronic resources and the state are unable to effectively
control discourses in social media (54%);
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* The desire of individuals to openly display their private lives on social networks
remains high (51%) [5].

In the general assessment of Al’s impact on society, younger respondents were
twice as likely (67.9%) as older generations (32.8-36.5%) to view its influence
positively. Notably, the share of responses under the category “I find it difficult to
answer” remains high across all age cohorts — from 18.4% among those aged 18—
29 to 45.7% among respondents over 60. These indicators reflect the current state
of public awareness and engagement, and, most importantly, the absence of a clear
and consistent understanding of the place of Al in contemporary life and personal
experience (Figure 6).

Respondents identify the advantages of using Al in several key areas:
a) utilitarian benefits (convenience, speed, resource efficiency); b) liberation of
human potential from routinization and health risks (overcoming monotonous
labor and excluding humans from harmful and hazardous working conditions); c)
intellectual operations (data analysis and generation of conclusions); d) elimination of
psychological factors (fatigue, emotional instability, etc.) (Figure 7).

Modern students cannot imagine their lives without information technologies,
recognizing that life without them would be isolated and incomplete:

“Since we are already used to it, and since technology has been developing for a
long time, it would now be much harder for us to live without it.” — Beskaragai village
(Abai Region), youth aged 18-25.

“If the Internet connection disappears, we will fall behind the world, because
even the news will not be available to us. We will be left behind everything that is
happening.” — Shymkent city, youth aged 18-25.

Focus group participants also noted the advantages of new ICTs in such areas
as education, self-development, community formation, and entertainment. The
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possibilities of distance learning and completing homework through educational
portals, paid online courses for improving professional skills and acquiring new
knowledge, free video lessons on YouTube, and language learning with Al-based
tutors are regarded as undeniable benefits. New technologies not only improve living
standards, contributing to personal and professional growth, but also enable individuals
to stay informed about social issues and participate in charitable initiatives, thereby
fostering the development of social responsibility.

Social networks and video platforms (Instagram, TikTok, and YouTube) provide
opportunities for entertainment and leisure.

“I believe that, apart from self-development through online resources, one major
advantage is traveling. It broadens your horizons and helps you meet new people.
You begin to understand different mentalities, and this opens new doors to various
opportunities. Therefore, I tend to believe that it helps to change one'’s mindset.” —
Kabanbai Batyr village (Akmola Region), youth aged 15-25.

ICTs have become deeply integrated into the everyday life of the population,
including children. Every citizen of Kazakhstan becomes a digital individual from the
moment of birth. The documentation of a person’s biography begins with the assignment
of an Individual Identification Number (IIN) and the issuance of a digital birth certificate.
At later stages of life, starting from preschool age, Kazakhstani citizens become active
participants in the digital society and are present in digital space often unconsciously.

Many parents participating in focus group discussions expressed significant
concern about the risks of the virtualization of life for children, adolescents, and young
people. Information technologies have become an inseparable part of children’s daily
lives, and parents acknowledge that this helps children more easily adapt to the modern
digital environment, acquire new knowledge, and develop skills..

Immersion of children into virtual reality (as observed from parents’ personal
experience) often leads to social isolation, loss of direct communication skills, and the
emergence of fear and discomfort in real-life interaction. Increased aggressiveness and
tendencies toward antisocial behavior are also reported.

“The child becomes so absorbed in the game that he doesn 't even respond when
called by name. This shows how deeply he is involved. All the aggression and emotions
he experiences in the game can later be directed toward those around him.” — Shymkent
city, parents of underage children.

“Many games contain violence, drugs, and killings. For example, in GTA, they
get into a car and run people over. You understand that its just a game, but the child
doesn t. Killing or hitting someone might seem normal to them. That’s why [ think
it’s necessary to explain to the child that it'’s just a game — and that such behavior is
unacceptable in real life.” — Shymkent city, parents of underage children.

“Some children become antisocial. They don't know how to behave in society or
how to communicate. They can only make contact in the virtual world, and when they
need to interact in real life, they face a psychological barrier.” — Semey city, parents
of underage children.

Alongside a lack of financial literacy, children often make uncontrolled virtual
purchases and can fall victim to fraudulent schemes. Some participants reported
incidents where children used their parents’ bank cards without permission to make
in-game purchases.

“A few years ago, my child was playing an online game that required transferring
money. He took my bank card, linked it to his phone, to the game, and to his Google
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account. We didn t notice it immediately. Naturally, when we found out — we punished him
by banning access.” — Beskaragai village (Abai Region), parents of underage children.

“Children also buy these... game donations. So we have to block all cards
from online purchases. You can still explain to a schoolchild that its wrong. But the
younger ones? They don t yet understand what they re doing.” — Astana city, parents
of underage children.

Children’s dependence on gadgets requires constant parental supervision.

“Although schools are supposed to conduct lessons on Internet safety, the main
responsibility still lies with parents. They must educate and protect their children in the
digital space. The problem is that we, as parents, have only recently encountered this
issue ourselves —we also need to be educated on safe use of information technologies.”
— Semey city, parents of underage children.

“The state should more actively regulate access to potentially harmful websites
and ensure children's safety on the Internet, protecting them from destructive content.”
— Lenger city (Turkistan Region), parents of underage children.

The integrated position of parents is reflected in the following proposal:

“I believe that Kazakhstan needs a specialized law to regulate content for children.
There should be a separate state body that monitors and ensures the proper quality of
online content for children.” — Shymkent city, parents of underage children.

When assessing the positive and negative impacts of ICT on society, experts
emphasized the predominance of positive outcomes, noting their predictability as a
consequence of civilizational progress. ICT contributes to technological advancement
and improvement of living standards (98.0%), to the harmonious development
of personality and expansion of opportunities for self-realization (94.1%), and to
achieving equality in the digital and network environment (81.4%). ICT also facilitates
better communication between people of different cultures, fosters tolerance, and
helps form a digital identity actively engaged in communication through digital means
(80.4%). Furthermore, it contributes to improving quality of life and life expectancy
for the population at large (65.7%).

Among the negative consequences, experts noted the emergence of new risks
for political governance (72.6%), the rise of new social and humanitarian challenges
(58.8%), a decline in human empathy and interpersonal compassion (50%), an
increase in social inequality in real life (43.1%), a reduction in the ability of society
and individuals to care for and support one another (34.3%), and growing divisions
in communication along cultural lines, which may increase the likelihood of ethnic
conflicts (33.3%). The identification and ranking of these risks are primarily associated
with the political and social spheres [5].

Social, Humanitarian, and Ethical Issues in the Application of Digital
Technologies

For successful adaptation to the digital society, participants emphasized the
importance of developing several essential skills:

1. Technical literacy and rapid adaptation to new technologies, including the
ability to use phones, computers, and various applications.

2. Financial literacy, particularly regarding online purchases and credit use.

3. Fact-checking skills, i.e., the ability to distinguish reliable information from
false or misleading content, which requires the development of critical thinking.
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4. Time management skills and the ability to avoid dependence on Internet
technologies.

“Probably, the first thing is to understand the technology you are using. Because
if you don't know what you re doing, just pressing buttons is not good. For example,
you should know how to use your phone or laptop. I think you need to understand every
technology you interact with.” — Beskaragai village (Abai Region), youth aged 18-25.

“Digital literacy means knowing how to use the Internet and other messengers.
For example, the older generation mostly doesnt know how to use technology. They
often ask simple things like how to send photos on WhatsApp — that already shows
digital illiteracy. Digital literacy is about being able to use information properly.” —
Shymkent city, youth aged 18-25.

“For example, the same Kaspi app. Its very easy there to take a loan or an
installment plan. When a person is impulsive or excited, they might do it without
thinking, because it’s all so simple. Without paying attention, they can easily get
themselves into debt.” — Semey city, youth aged 15-25.

“I think whats mainly needed is filtering. People should know how fto filter
information, use only what s necessary, and stay focused in one direction.” — Shymkent
city, youth aged 18-25.

Discussing access to information technologies, participants in focus group
discussions concluded that although information is accessible to everyone in the
modern world, not every individual is capable of using this opportunity effectively.

Informants expressed negative expectations about a future based solely on
information technologies. These concerns are associated with the following factors:

1. Reduction of direct communication and empathy toward others, as excessive
use of information technologies leads to a deficit of real-life interaction and emotional
connection. According to focus group participants, this tendency will only continue
to grow over time. Most respondents perceive this problem as an inevitable outcome:

“I think communication between people will only decrease. But that’s normal.
1t all depends on the person — whether they want to lose human contact or not.” —
Beskaragai village (Abai Region), youth aged 15-25.

“The transition to digitalization is a period of trust in your phone. You trust
technologies and the information you see, while ordinary communication with people
declines.” — Kabanbai Batyr village (Akmola Region), youth aged 18-25.

2. Psychological problems

According to participants, the younger generation may face psychological issues
in the future due to their dependence on information technologies. At the same time,
the participants themselves do not consider themselves part of the dependent group.

“I think something will go wrong with the new generation. They will be more
dependent and may face psychological problems. We might still hold on, but I can t say
the same for the younger ones.” — Beskaragai village (Abai Region), youth aged 18-25.

“When we gather as a family, everyone is on their phones. People spend less time
communicating with their loved ones. Some put on headphones and listen to music,
paying no attention to those around them.” — Beskaragai village (Abai Region), youth
aged 18-25.

3. Growing dependence on public opinion

Social networks intensify dependence on public approval and likes, which can
negatively affect mental health. Frequent comparison with other users leads to feelings
of inadequacy and stress.
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4. Post-apocalyptic or cyberpunk-like future

Young people express concern that excessive technologization may lead to the
degradation of human moral values and the emergence of a society where humans are
partially replaced by machines and robots.

Ethical Codes of the Internet

The ethics of communication in the online space are often shaped by the
anonymous nature of the Internet, which, on one hand, provides freedom of expression,
but on the other, frequently leads to impunity and toxicity. Behavioral norms in online
communication are largely set by users themselves. Respondents believe that the
regulation of behavioral rules and norms in the Internet environment is necessary, yet
difficult to enforce due to the inherent anonymity of the medium.

Some respondents argue that rules within online communities develop naturally
and that the main focus should be on maintaining respect and positive interaction.

“To prevent your private messages from being leaked, you need to behave
differently in communication. I think it will become more difficult to remain anonymous
with each passing year, while responsibility for one’s words and actions will increase.”
— Kabanbai Batyr village (Akmola Region).

To create a friendly atmosphere, it is important, on the one hand, to cultivate
social tolerance and, on the other, to establish clear legal frameworks. A person
must understand that even in the online space, they have not only rights but also
responsibilities for their actions.

At the same time, respondents noted a growing trend of aggression in the Internet
environment in recent years, particularly in comments under news articles and social
media posts. Users have become less restrained in their expressions, displaying
intolerance and impatience toward differing opinions. Overall, the atmosphere of
online interaction has become less friendly.

The introduction of ethical norms for online behavior without governmental or
legal oversight is considered ineffective. State measures are needed to limit negative
content and block inappropriate comments. Ethical rules of conduct in online
communities should be grounded in clear legal rights and responsibilities.

Respondents perceive the negative impact of ICT development primarily in the
transformation of values among young people, who spend most of their lives in online
environments. Within these digital spaces, value systems and cultural codes are being
reshaped under the influence of “foreign” content. Popular bloggers, trends, and viral
videos significantly affect the desires and behavior of audiences, shaping contemporary
needs and ideals that differ from national traditions.

“Now culture and history are being lost. With digitalization and globalization,
teenagers start copying Western styles. They wear clothes from Zara and certain
sneakers because everyone else does. This is the result of Western cultural influence
and globalization.” — Semey city, youth aged 18-25.

The influence of digitalization as a globalizing trend contributes to the diminishing
importance of traditional moral values, including family values, and to the rise of
individualism.

Problem-Thematic Context of the AI Paradigm

Discourse analysis of expert responses to open-ended questions and opinions
from focus group participants made it possible to identify the most relevant issues of
digital development as perceived by Kazakhstan’s population, and to reconstruct the
cartography of key challenges in the process of digital transformation (Table 2).

The risks of digitalization in Kazakhstani society are multifaceted, manifesting
in cybercrime, the erosion of cognitive and social stability (due to misinformation,
technostress, and addiction), as well as the danger of external control over individuals
and targeted manipulation aimed at reprogramming their interests, beliefs, and
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behavioral models. While digitalization and Al offer unprecedented opportunities for
social progress, their uncontrolled proliferation can exacerbate inequality, undermine
trust, and pose threats to individual well-being, as well as to social and political stability.

Digitalization requires not only technical skills but also an accompanying user
culture. Recognition of this necessity has led to changes in the national system of
compulsory secondary education: beginning in the 2025/26 academic year, the
subject “Informatics and Artificial Intelligence” will be taught from grades 1 through
11. All children and adolescents will receive foundational knowledge and develop
digital culture skills, including training in digital safety. Digital identity and digital
culture at the personal level serve as key factors of competitiveness at later stages of
socialization, in professional environments, and in everyday life. Therefore, in addition
to educational programs for children, it is essential to provide specialized training and
retraining for the active (working) population, as well as accessible educational and
awareness resources for all categories of citizens.

Discussion

The study was conducted within an interdisciplinary framework for understanding
the digitalization of Kazakhstani society and aligns with the methodological positions
of other scholars who have substantiated the subject of study in a similar contextual
manner [ 10]. The philosophical comprehension of the digital world [11], digital reality,
ICT, and Al serves as an ultimate matrix for refining all concepts that describe the
digital society and have a smaller scope of conceptualization.

The analysis of key trends in digitalization, emerging problems and contradictions,
and their theoretical explanations — when compared with both international and national
experiences — indicates the synchronization of processes and their correspondence
with global trends [12], as confirmed by the results of this study.

The theoretical propositions previously put forward as hypothetical issues —
regarding the relevance of ethical contexts and the need for detailed and specialized
development of digital legislation [13] — have been verified in this research through
public perception, expert evaluations, and group discussions. Informants focused their
attention on real tendencies of contradictory digital environment development, which
require ethical and legal regulation of emerging relations.

The technological challenges of the digital transition, as interpreted by qualified
Kazakhstani respondents (experts working in the IT sector), are synchronized and
correlate with the analysis of causes and proposals for improving state governance
policy, as substantiated by national scholars [14]. The growing influence of the digital
economy within the ecosystem is confirmed by current conditions of economic
development and expert forecasts [15]. The decline in international rankings of digital
readiness in the economic dimension is an objective indicator reflecting the structural
difficulties of modernization-oriented transformation of the information sphere [6].

The issues of inequality, manifested as tangible disproportions in the process of
digitalization, were identified in the sociological study, and their evident nature is
confirmed by theoretical conclusions that conceptualize digitalization as a modeling
system of social stratification [16].

It should be acknowledged that the state acts as the main driver of digitalization
[17] and its responsible operator, a role that is highly evaluated and consistently
maintained in international digital readiness rankings [4,5,6].

The analysis of the research results demonstrates that virtual (digital) identity can
acquire a self-sufficient character in the process of human self-identification. This does
not contradict but rather confirms the complex interactions between different worlds,
the real and the virtual [19], and their capacity to transform perceptions and ideals,
influencing beliefs and values.

For Kazakhstan, digitalization has become both a condition and a principle, as well
as an approach within the framework of catch-up modernization. It has necessitated the
choice of a paradigm for the digital society, the scientific and theoretical comprehension
of this process in its various manifestations, and the practical development, adoption,
and implementation of state policy [20].

Conclusions

The dynamics of digital society development in Kazakhstan are determined
by the global trends of the modern era, while the factors driving intensive national
digitalization are closely linked to geopolitical processes and the growing pace
of technological competitiveness. The rapid evolution of the digital society carries
numerous risks, which are being studied by philosophers, psychologists, and legal
scholars. Society is forming an ethical paradigm for digital interactions, while the
state is developing legislation that protects and safeguards citizens’ rights in the digital
environment.

The implementation of Al algorithms is progressing faster than society’s and
individuals’ ability to comprehend their potential and risks, as well as to master the
technologies of their use. The pervasive nature of digital risks — from information
overload and fake news to technostress and dependence on digital reality — reflects
the insufficient reflective capacity of a large part of the population to critically process
information and resist external influences. The population requires education on
how to counter manipulative influences enabled by new technologies, how to build
constructive communication in virtual reality, and how to proactively develop personal
skills for maintaining psychological well-being and balance.

Measuring the progress and impact of digitalization requires a multifaceted
approach, based on various international indices and national performance indicators.
Understanding and promoting the digital society encompass not only technological
capabilities but also social and humanitarian transformations occurring under the
influence of the Internet, digital technologies, and Al.

Although the conditions of technological modernization are rapidly transforming
all forms of reality, research on Al in the context of Kazakhstani realities has not yet
become a distinct subject of interdisciplinary study. The problem-oriented discourse on
understanding the nature of ICT and the role of Al in the lives of Kazakhstani citizens has
revealed a complex set of interrelated circumstances, factors, conditions, causes, and
challenges of both technological and socio-humanitarian nature. These issues, to
varying degrees, remain in the focus of attention of the state and the stakeholders

who are translating the model of the digital society into reality.

Indicators of religious consciousness and religious literacy: theoretical and
methodological analysis and empirical research

Abstract. The beginning of the 21st century is marked by the dynamics of globalization
processes, which have increased the interdependence of states and at the same time exposed
the vulnerability of the world order. The disruption of the political and economic balance,
sanctions restrictions and the transformation of international relations have revealed new lines
of tension. Against this background, the religious factor becomes a key element of global socio-
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cultural dynamics: its influence is manifested both through traditional institutions and spiritual
practices, and through the activation of radical and extremist movements claiming the role of
alternative sources of legitimation. These processes are accompanied by the erosion of value
orientations and the transformation of social norms. In this context, the ethno-confessional
search is intensifying, and interest in religion as a system of meaning-forming and identification
practices is growing. Attention to the phenomenon of religious consciousness and religious
literacy of young people is becoming especially significant, since it is this group that determines
the religious and ideological climate of society.

The definition of indicators of the level of religiosity, depth of religious consciousness
and degree of religious literacy, which are the purpose of the article, is impossible without the
analysis of religiosity as an integrative element of ideological attitudes and value-semantic
structures of the individual. The implementation of this goal required the conceptualization and
typology of the concept of “religiosity”, the genesis of criteria for assessing the level and depth
of religious consciousness and religious literacy. The study systematizes existing theoretical and
methodological approaches, identifies methodological difficulties due to the complex nature of
the phenomenon. The results of the analysis showed the absence of a unified research position
in determining the sought-after indicators. Based on the synthesis of theoretical developments
and sociological data collected in Almaty and Astana, the authors proposed a set of indicators
of religious consciousness and literacy, including religious self-identification, religious faith,
religious motivation, religious behavior and a typology of religiosity.

Classification and interpretation of ethical concepts in the views of Imam Ali

Abstract. The article is devoted to the classification and interpretation of ethical
concepts in the views of Imam Ali. In it, opinions about desires, soul, perception of
morals, manners, child-rearing and soul-rearing, good and bad habits are presented in
a sequential manner. The purpose of this article is to examine and interpret the main
aspects of ethical concepts in the views of Imam Ali. For the first time, the following
main ideas of the thinker are consistently analyzed. Imam Ali explained that a person’s
morality depends on their desires. He believed that submitting to desires would not
lead to goodness, therefore he did not approve of desires. He spoke about protecting
desires from evil and believed that the motivation for this is the performance of good
deeds. Imam Ali spoke about wealth and poverty, that is, about the virtues and vices
in the souls, and the contentment of the soul. Imam Ali’s views on the fact that the
perception of manners depends on a person’s nature are cited. This is explained by the
fact that if a person’s nature is inclined towards goodness, good morals are formed in
them, and if a person’s nature is inclined towards evil, bad morals take root in them.
He especially emphasized the role of upbringing in the moral development of a person.
He called on parents to raise their children from an early age and believed that the best
method of raising the soul is piety. Imam Ali called the pure, that is, good morals,
praiseworthy actions and listed them one after another. He also expressed his point of
view on some bad habits.

Opportunities for religious education of women and girls in the Kazakh steppe

Abstract: This article examines the historical trajectory of religious education among Ka-
zakh women and analyzes its impact on individual empowerment and societal development.
The authors aim to provide a comprehensive understanding of how religious education shaped
the intellectual and cultural identity of Kazakh women, drawing on historical data. The spir-
itual and intellectual development of Kazakh women was an important aspect of the histori-
cal evolution of the Kazakh steppe. Despite the nomadic lifestyle and socio-political changes,
religious education remained an integral part of Kazakh society, shaping the intellectual and
spiritual lives of women. Religious education served not only as a means of personal and spir-
itual development, but also as a mechanism for preserving traditions and strengthening moral
values across generations. With the widespread spread of Islam in the Kazakh steppe and the
expansion of Islamic institutions, madrasahs became the main educational centers that pro-
vided women with a deep understanding of faith and scientific discourse, although in various
subsequent historical periods, including the rule of the Russian Empire and Soviet rule, access
to religious education was subject to various ideological and political restrictions. Despite the
limitations, Kazakh women have shown resilience in their pursuit of spiritual knowledge, in
their search for alternative means of education, and in their efforts to preserve religious dis-
course within their communities. In this article, the authors examine the historical trajectory
of Kazakh women’s religious education, tracing its evolution from the madrasah period to
modern institutions. This study, which is comprehensively analyzed with historical data, aims
to demonstrate the unique importance of religious education in shaping the intellectual and
cultural identity of Kazakh women.
