The continuity of Abu Nasr al-Farabi’s legacy with the work of Abai Kunanbayev

Abstract. This article is devoted to a comparative analysis of the philosophical ideas
of two outstanding representatives of the Turkic-Islamic civilization, who had a significant
influence on the development of Kazakh philosophy and culture — Abu Nasr al-Farabi
(870-950) and Abai Qunanbaiuly (1845-1904). The main goal of the study is to identify the
common worldview foundations of their teachings and to determine the spiritual continuity
linking the Kazakh Enlightenment of the 19th century with classical Islamic philosophy.
The work thoroughly examines al-Farabi’s concepts of the “Virtuous City” and the “virtuous
man.” In these teachings, reason, morality, education, and the common good are put forward
as fundamental values that ensure the harmonious development of society and the attainment
of perfection by the individual. The study also analyzes Abai’s concept of the “tolyk adam”
(“perfect man”), in which labor and conscience, faith and reason are harmoniously combined,
with its philosophical content being revealed. In the works of both thinkers, special attention is
given to the social significance of knowledge, education, and labor, as well as to the harmonious
interrelation of faith and reason. As a result of the comparative analysis, al-Farabi appears as
a thinker who theoretically formulated a universal model of a society based on justice. Abai,
in turn, is described as a figure who adapted these ideas to the historical and social conditions
of the Kazakh people in the 19th century and realized them within the framework of national
culture. The philosophical heritage of al-Farabi and Abai is assessed as a unified spiritual
system that mutually complements each other and integrates tradition with innovation.

In this context, a historical and philosophical exploration of the origins of
humanistic values within the traditional Kazakh worldview is inherently linked to
contemporary efforts towards spiritual renewal. The duality of the struggle between
good and evil, as well as the emphasis on individual freedom and moral agency,
formed the ethical foundation for the subsequent evolution of Kazakh cultural
traditions. Over time, these ideas found profound and systematic expression in the
philosophical reflections of poets and z/iyrau, and later in the humanistic doctrine of
Kazakh Enlighteners, particularly Abai Qunanbaiuly.

The article offers a comprehensive analysis of the historical and philosophical
origins of humanistic ideas in the Kazakh worldview, examining the specific features
of their formation within the framework of oral culture, folklore, Zoroastrianism, and
the worldview of poets and zAyrau. The purpose of the study is to reveal the evolution
of humanistic thought in Kazakh philosophy and to substantiate its theoretical and
conceptual significance for the spiritual development of contemporary society.

Methodology

To identify the origins of the formation of humanistic ideas in the Kazakh worldview,

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approaches is employed. These methodological principles make it possible to examine
the object of research within its specific socio-historical context and to interpret it as
an integral spiritual and cultural phenomenon.

Within the article, the historical-philosophical method is used to explore the
evolution of the traditional Kazakh worldview, including the stages of formation
of humanistic ideas within the framework of oral culture, folklore, mythological
representations, and early religious belief systems. This method also enables an analysis
of the interaction between the ethical and humanistic principles of Zoroastrianism and
the nomadic worldview, as well as their influence on subsequent spiritual traditions.

The comparative-philosophical method is applied to analyze the ideological
continuity between Zoroastrianism, the worldview of Kazakh akyns and zhiraus, and
later Islamic ethical perspectives. This approach allows for the identification of the
specific features of the manifestation of humanism in different cultural and civilizational
contexts and contributes to revealing the distinctive character of humanistic ideas
within the Kazakh worldview.

The hermeneutic method is used to interpret the semantic content of oral cultural
forms, such as folkloric texts and zhirau’s poetry, as well as philosophical reflections.
This way, we can better get what these texts mean, morally and symbolically. Plus, we
can see how they’ve shaped our ideas about what it means to be human, how we see the
world, and how we fit into everything. In addition, a systemic-structural analysis is used
in the study, through which humanistic ideas in the Kazakh worldview are examined
as an interconnected system of spiritual and ethical values. This approach is aimed at
identifying how issues of the inner spiritual world of the individual, moral responsibility,
freedom, and social harmony are integrated within a unified worldview structure.

The methodological foundation of the research is grounded in the principles of
philosophical anthropology and the philosophy of culture. These principles provide
a conceptual framework for understanding the human being as a spiritual and moral
entity and for conducting a comprehensive analysis of historical-cultural experience
and the processes of spiritual self-perfection.

The Traditional Worldview of the Kazakh People and the Spiritual-Ethical
Foundations of Oral Culture

The spiritual life of the Kazakh people is closely interconnected with their
traditional mode of existence. Within the structure of social consciousness, worldview
orientations based on belief and faith have historically prevailed over rational forms
of knowledge. One of the principal sources reflecting the richness of Kazakh culture
is folklore. Oral culture has served as a medium for representing the people’s social
experience, historical memory, and significant life events through a system of
interrelations between the human being, the world, and nature.

In recent years, the traditional worldview of the Kazakh people has increasingly
been interpreted as a complex spiritual system closely intertwined with pre-Islamic
layers of belief. Within the Kazakh cosmological and conceptual framework, elements
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of animism, totemism, Tengrian cosmology, and nature worship played a significant
role. At the same time, the nomadic way of life fostered an organic unity between
human beings and nature, establishing a model of perceiving the world as a sacred
space. This syncretic worldview subsequently interacted with Islamic values, giving
rise to a distinctive and unique model of Kazakh spirituality [1].

Recent research has emphasized that religion in Kazakhstan serves not only as
a doctrinal system, but also as a formative element in sociocultural self-identification
and spiritual continuity. It is argued that the religious consciousness of modern
Kazakhstan represents a dynamic synthesis of traditional beliefs and the processes
of modern identity formation. They show that spiritual self-identification is rooted in
historical memory and ethical traditions that continue to shape values in society. This
perspective supports the idea that the Kazakh worldview has historically developed as
an integrated spiritual system incorporating belief, morality, and collective identity[2].

An integrated examination of the historical and logical patterns of development
of oral culture makes it possible to identify the substantive features, structural
dimensions, and essential characteristics of the spiritual world. As a result, its
philosophical significance is revealed more profoundly, and its ethical and aesthetic
attributes become subject to systematic scholarly analysis [3].

In the worldview of the Scythian nomads, Zoroastrianism occupied a significant
place as a spiritual phenomenon. Within this doctrine, the struggle between good
and evil was formed and developed as a system of humanistic ideas. According to
scholarly research, Zoroastrianism encompasses a complex system of beliefs expressed
in figurative and mythological forms, which together constitute a set of specific
ideological and moral principles [4]. As noted by K.A. Azimov and S.K. Satybekova
in their studies of Zoroastrianism, dualism-namely, the opposition between good and
evil-represents the fundamental principle of Zoroastrian philosophy and serves as the
core basis for understanding the world and establishing a value-oriented and evaluative
attitude toward it. All phenomena related to human existence are interpreted within the
framework of these universal oppositions.

According to Zoroastrian doctrine, the human being is initially characterized as
a benevolent creature endowed with reason, freedom, and the capacity for conscious
choice. These qualities are directly linked to humanity’s mission of combating evil. As
a rational being, the human participates in this struggle consciously and voluntarily,
since human nature is inherently oriented toward goodness. In this sense, the human
being is understood as possessing a humane and humanistic essence, while at the same
time remaining a fallible and imperfect creature.

In Zoroastrianism, the unity of soul and body is regarded as a fundamental
anthropological principle. The spiritual and physical dimensions of human existence
form an inseparable whole, representing a unified substance of goodness. Since the
body functions as the instrument of the soul, Zoroastrianism requires not only spiritual
perfection but also the preservation of physical health. According to this teaching, bodily
well-being constitutes a prerequisite for the well-being of the soul, and only a person
who is capable of mastering and disciplining the body can attain genuine virtue [5].
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Moreover, the moral nature of the human being is directly connected with wisdom.
Through wisdom, a person acquires the ability to distinguish between good and evil.
According to Zoroastrian doctrine, innate human wisdom is grounded in a set of
fundamental virtues, which include right reason, moderation, truthfulness, compassion,
and hope. The degree to which these virtues are formed and developed largely depends on
an individual’s will and moral effort. A genuinely benevolent and humane person can be
defined as someone who acts in accordance with their inner inclination towards goodness,
resisting evil and preserving spiritual purity. This person embodies moral integrity not only
through external conduct but also through a conscious alignment of intentions and actions.

While Islamic, Christian and Buddhist teachings emphasize personal spiritual
responsibility for salvation, Zoroastrianism emphasizes the unity of humanity and
collective action against evil. Zoroastrian ethics emphasizes shared moral responsibility
and solidarity in facing destructive forces.

In general, although the idea of humanism in Zoroastrianism is expressed in a
universal and comprehensive way, its analysis in a concrete socio-historical context
reveals a pronounced abstract nature. This form of humanism is based primarily on the
moral-ontological level of human existence and does not offer practical mechanisms for
solving social structures or specific societal contradictions. As a result, the humanistic
principles of Zoroastrianism remain idealized and do not always correspond directly
to empirical social realities.

K.A. Azimov and S. Kh. Satybekova, who specifically address this issue, interpret
the abstract nature of the humanistic concept in Zoroastrianism as stemming from its
tendency to conceptualize society as an undivided and internally homogeneous whole,
detached from processes of social stratification and concrete social contradictions.
From this perspective, such an approach marginalizes historically specific problems
such as social inequality, power relations, and social injustice, replacing them with
oppositions articulated at an ontological or metaphysical level.

Within Zoroastrian doctrine, the fundamental contradictions of existence are
explained, on the one hand, through the relationship between humanity and nature,
and on the other, through the struggle against evil forces. However, the notion of evil
itself is not linked to concrete social structures and is instead presented in an overly
broad and abstract manner. Phenomena such as hunger, disease, suffering, and natural
disasters are interpreted as manifestations of evil, yet their social causes and historical
preconditions remain largely unexplored. As a result, social problems are subsumed
under the issue of individual spiritual perfection, which obscures their specifically
social and historical character.

Humanism in Zoroastrianism absolutizes the spiritual development of the
individual and, by elevating social reality to a transcendental level, weakens its
concrete historical and social content. Although this doctrine proclaims the moral unity
of humankind, it remains limited by its failure to propose concrete mechanisms for
overcoming social contradictions. Consequently, despite encompassing elevated moral
and ethical values, Zoroastrian humanism may be regarded as having a constrained
practical and social dimension [5]. This assessment can be accepted to a certain extent.
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However, in our view, it is essential to take into account that the social structure of
nomadic society during the period in which this doctrine emerged was relatively
simple in character. The level of social relations was significantly lower than in modern
societies, and complex forms of social stratification and systemic contradictions had
not yet fully manifested themselves. In this regard, evaluating the humanistic ideas of
Zoroastrianism through the lens of contemporary socio-philosophical criteria may lead
to a degree of methodological distortion.

Therefore, when considered within the worldview horizon, value system, and
social experience of its own historical epoch, Zoroastrianism can justifiably be
regarded as one of the significant stages in the historical development of humanistic
thought. This doctrine was one of the first to systematically articulate a conception of
human existence based on goodness, thus establishing a conceptual foundation that
later influenced the development of spiritual and philosophical traditions.

Humapnistic Ideas in the Worldview of Kazakh Poets and Zhyraus

Kazakh poets and and zhirau’s really nailed capturing their view of the world.
They gave people great ideas about life, being human, and how society works. Back
when everyone was nomadic, their poems and stories were a main way of creating a
shared way of thinking and a spiritual life. So, these poets and storytellers were like
the big thinkers of their day, really shaping the culture.

Their spiritual stuff is super important in how Kazakh philosophy got started.
Experts will tell you that one cool thing about these Kazakh singers is how they handle
spiritual stuff with morals. Their writings show that anyone can live a good life by
being virtuous. It’s about what’s revealed to you and how you grow as a person.

In this regard, the creative heritage of the poets and zhyraus presents access to
the ethical law as an alternative possibility open to every individual. That is, the idea is
clearly articulated that any person who possesses an inner spiritual orientation toward
goodness and consciously chooses this path is capable of achieving spiritual growth
and moral perfection [6].

The zhyraus’ creative work is based on core ideas such as freedom, justice, and
being a good person. They weren’t afraid to call out the issues of their day, criticizing
people who bent their morals to fit in with the times. You can see this critical view all
over their poems and lessons.

These poets and thinkers understood people well. They saw humans as spiritual
and moral beings, able to make their own choices and be responsible for them. The
zhyraus built their worldview around the idea that people should decide for themselves
what’s right.

In this regard, their creative work made a significant contribution to the formation
and development of humanistic thought within Kazakh philosophy.

Analyzing the “Human—World” relationship in the worldview of Kazakh zhyraus,
Q. Alzhan identifies their core humanistic idea as the recognition of the human being,
society, and their spiritual perfection as the primary goal of development. According
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to the researcher, these humanistic orientations are directed primarily toward the inner
world of the individual, which he characterizes as «the subjective esoteric space of the
human being, where intuition functions as a living compass.

From this perspective, the worldview of the zhyraus conceives the human being
not merely as a social subject, but as an integral and holistic entity capable of self-
knowledge and spiritual perfection. The individual’s inner spiritual world is regarded
as the fundamental condition for establishing harmonious relations with the world,
society, and oneself [6]. In our view, the inner world of the human being encompasses
spiritual existence, rational faculties, and structures of consciousness. At the same time,
it is not possible to disregard the irrational dimensions that constitute this inner realm,
namely the subjective esoteric space. Accordingly, the development of human reason,
spirit, soul, and moral consciousness may be understood as the principal components
of inner spiritual maturation.

Furthermore, the Zhyraus did not conceive of these dimensions of human existence
as an inwardly spiritual sphere alone, but rather interpreted them in close connection and
unity with the external world. They clearly recognized the interdependence between an
individual’s inner world and social reality, seeing this relationship as manifesting itself
within the system of interpersonal interactions.

Within the Zhyrau worldview, the spiritual inner life of a human being and
the rational intellect are seen as fundamental prerequisites and driving forces for
the development of human relationships. Accordingly, within a worldview-based
framework, ethical relations are regarded as the highest-value form of interaction for
both the individual and human society as a whole [6].

The elevation and maturation of a people’s spirit are manifested in the heightened
significance accorded to spiritual values in social life, as well as in the intensification
of activities aimed at preserving, developing, and enriching those values. Moreover,
this process is reflected in the establishment of profound moral principles within
interpersonal relations, where they assume the role of guiding normative orientations.

A nation can enhance its spiritual vitality only through profound spiritual renewal
grounded in worldview-based values. In this regard, it is beyond doubt that every
people possesses a distinctive national spirit and a spiritual mode of being shaped in
accordance with its historical and cultural particularities.

Turning to the contemporary all-Kazakhstani spiritual context, its orientation
toward social harmony and consensus, encapsulated in the principle “where there is
unity, there is life,” may be assessed as a positive tendency. Nevertheless, it should be
borne in mind that attempts by internal and external forces to undermine this spiritual
cohesion may pose a threat to the spiritual stability of society.

The genuine spiritual development of a nation is closely linked to the inner
maturation of each of its members and their orientation toward Truth. To figure out how
to grow spiritually, we need to understand what it means to be human, what our purpose
is, and how we fit into society. When we look back at philosophy, we see different ideas
popping up, especially when comparing Western and Eastern ways of looking at things.
These ideas come from how people see and deal with the world around them.
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In ancient India, religion was a big deal, so they had a very spiritual way of
life. On the other hand, ancient China focused more on ethics and doing what’s right.
Meanwhile, ancient Greece and Japan really cared about beauty and art. Looking at it
this way, you could say that Kazakh culture was mainly about ethics, too. You can see
this in how Kazakh thinkers thought about life, our place in the world, and how we
relate to each other.

S.E. Nurmuratov emphasizes that the profound philosophical reflections of
thinkers of the Kazakh steppe are revealed npexe Bcero in their approaches to the
problem of the meaning of life. In his view, life is undeniably one of the highest values
for the human being. However, particular importance is attached not only to life itself,
but also to the direction in which it unfolds, the achievements with which it is enriched,
and even the manner in which it ultimately comes to an end [7].

Kazakh culture really values nature-it’s all about being aware of our impact
on the environment. Freedom and free will are super important, and so are fairness,
respect, and staying balanced. People think about the group before themselves and
admire bravery. Being artistic, friendly, and always ready to help those in need, plus
respecting older people, are also key.

Kazakh ethics aren’t just about personal rules; it’s a whole system for keeping
harmony between people, nature, and our spiritual side. Today, these old values can
help us think about big global problems, specially related to the environment and
nuclear safety. Alongside its orientation toward peace, harmony, and responsibility,
the Kazakh ethical tradition demonstrates conceptual continuity with contemporary
paradigms of social justice and sustainable development. This perspective further
underscores the universal and civilizational significance of the humanistic ideas
embedded in the Kazakh worldview[8].

In addition, Kazakh philosophy may be characterized as a spiritual-philosophical
system that developed predominantly along existential, ethical, and axiological lines.
The ethical nature of the Kazakh worldview is clearly reflected in the content of
proverbs and aphoristic sayings widely disseminated in oral tradition. The principles
of maintaining the integrity of the soul, elevating moral standards, and prioritizing
conscience and honor over material interests are encapsulated in well-known sayings
such as «My wealth is a sacrifice for my life, and my life is a sacrifice for my honory,
«Shame is stronger than death», and «The eyes of the pure-hearted do not waver».

These aphorisms reflect the idea that human interactions should be based on
honesty, moral purity, and genuine humanity. Therefore, it can be inferred that ethical
principles are of utmost importance in the Kazakh cultural perspective.

Kazakh Enlightenment and a New Qualitative Stage in the Development
of Humanistic Ideas

Starting in the 1730s, Kazakhstan became part of the Russian Empire. This
definitely had bad results because of colonial rules. Yet, like anything complicated
in history, there were some good sides too. For example, Russian culture spread into
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the Kazakh steppe. This helped bring European culture and sped up the growth of
educated folks in Kazakh society. The way these educated people saw the world
became important in how people thought. Big questions about life got serious thought.
All this was linked to the rise of Kazakh thinking. Prominent representatives of the
Kazakh Enlightenment-Shokan Ualikhanov, Ybyrai Altynsarin, and Abai Kunanbayev-
through their intellectual and creative activity elevated the spiritual culture of the
Kazakh people to a new qualitative level and played a decisive role in defining its
spiritual identity. Their works are regarded as exemplary achievements in the spiritual
and cultural development of the Kazakh nation.

To reveal the essence of Enlightenment thought in Kazakhstan, it is necessary
to take into account a number of methodological and theoretical premises. First of all,
Kazakh Enlightenment should be regarded as a spiritual and intellectual phenomenon
shaped by specific historical conditions. Although Kazakhstan’s incorporation into
the Russian Empire, its broad engagement with Russian culture, and, through it,
the reception of European civilizational influences were historical outcomes of the
colonial period, Kazakh Enlightenment did not develop in isolation from global
Enlightenment thought. On the contrary, it emerged and evolved in close interaction
with the all-Russian Enlightenment movement of the second half of the nineteenth and
the early twentieth centuries, within which it took shape as an autonomous spiritual
phenomenon with a distinct and original content [9].

This perspective, articulated by T. Kh. Gabitov, a researcher of Kazakh culture and
philosophy, is consistent with the author’s arguments presented above in both substantive
and methodological terms and further complements them at the theoretical level.

Analyzing the substantive features of national Enlightenment thought, S.
Myrzaly emphasizes that one of the principal tasks of Kazakh Enlightenment was to
adapt a population living within the framework of tribal and early feudal relations and
adhering to a nomadic way of life to rapidly changing socio-economic and political-
legal conditions. According to the researcher, this process was aimed at preventing
potential social catastrophes, preserving the population, and facilitating a transition to
a sedentary mode of life through the introduction of a new system of values into public
consciousness [10].

The gradual transition to a sedentary way of life emerged as an objective necessity
of that historical period, since the socio-economic structure of the Russian state
inevitably influenced the economic system and the organization of everyday life in the
Kazakh steppe. This influence manifested itself not only in the economic sphere but also
distinctly within the cultural domain. In particular, these processes had a direct impact
on the development of the education system and science, thereby creating prerequisites
for the formation of new spiritual and cultural orientations in Kazakh society.

Prominent figures of the Kazakh Enlightenment-Shokan Ualikhanov, Ybyrai
Altynsarin, and Abai Kunanbayev-articulated educational ideals as the cornerstone
of social progress, conceptualizing knowledge and science as the principal driving
forces of societal development and as essential conditions for the moral and spiritual
formation of the individual.
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Within the framework of the present study, which foregrounds ethical and
humanistic concerns, particular emphasis is placed on the philosophical legacy of Abai
Kunanbayev, especially his reflections on human nature and the meaning of human
existence. At the same time, the intellectual contributions of Shokan Ualikhanov
and Ybyrai Altynsarin constitute a substantial scholarly and educational corpus,
distinguished by its profound socio-political and cultural significance.

In the works of these thinkers, humanism emerges not merely as a theoretical
concept, but as a lived intellectual and moral stance, expressed through their social
involvement and personal behavior. Abai Kunanbayev’s ideas are super important to
Kazakh philosophy. He really gets to the heart of what it means to be Kazakh, looking
at the culture, history, and beliefs of the people. He thought a lot about right and
wrong, what it means to be human, and how we fit into the world. For Abai, these
weren’t separate questions, but all connected to helping people grow into better human
beings. Kazakh thinkers all agree that Abai is a key figure. Garifolla Yessim even says
that if you want to understand Kazakh philosophy, especially when it comes to being
Kazakh and understanding the culture, you’ve got to start with Abai.

From this perspective, Abai’s thought functions not merely as one intellectual
contribution among others, but as a system-forming framework that defines the
conceptual foundations and developmental logic of Kazakh philosophy as a whole.
This assessment underscores Abai’s unique status as a thinker whose ideas continue to
shape and inform the philosophical self-reflection of Kazakh culture [11].

Abai Kunanbayev sees the human being not just as a product of nature, but as
a manifestation of divine wisdom and love. He believes that the fundamental basis
of human existence lies not in natural causality, but in a higher spiritual principle
connected to the divine. However, he does not advocate theological determinism,
instead acknowledging that individuals can understand their purpose through genuine
faith and use their agency to direct their lives.

For Abai, God is constant and unchanging, while the world is always changing.
This difference in their nature shapes Abai’s understanding of right and wrong. He
focuses on improving oneself spiritually and looks at people’s flaws with the intention
of helping them overcome them.

Abai believed that not knowing enough and not being educated were the main
reasons why people had other moral flaws. So, his thinking puts a lot of weight on
learning and growing your mind as key to growing morally and spiritually. He thought
people aren’t born good or bad, but what they learn, when they live, and who they’re
around shapes their moral character.

Abai thought learning and thinking hard about things was super important for
growing as a person and becoming a better person. To him, knowledge wasn’t just a
tool, but something that makes people want to be responsible, fight for what’s fair, and
control themselves.

The questions Abai asked back then still matter today. His thoughts on what’s
right, finding your purpose, and being responsible are still important when people talk
about being good and growing spiritually.
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But, because Abai wrote poems, it’s tough to break down his thoughts in a neat
way. The way he uses images and philosophical ideas makes it hard to understand
his ideas in an organized manner, which leads to different understandings of what he
meant, and some of them don’t agree with each other.

In schools, people have called Abai different things, like a deist or someone who
only believes in what’s logical. There’s proof in his writings for each of these ideas,
but none of them fully represents how complex his thought was. These names come
from Western ways of thinking and don’t really show the history and culture of Kazakh
thought. So, using them can make Abai’s original ideas harder to see.

To get a real sense of Abai’s philosophy, let’s look at it in its cultural setting. It’s a
mix of ethical thoughts, spiritual questions, and poetry. Kazakh philosophy stands out
because it uses poetry to express ideas. So, to really get what Abai was about, we need
to look past just Western ideas.

We can better understand his work if we see it as part of the country’s spiritual and
cultural background. It’s like a poetic and philosophical package deal, where ethics,
big-picture questions, and art all go together.

The link between Abai’s philosophy and Eastern Sufism, Deism, and Theism
was checked out by philosopher A.N. Nyssanbayev, which shows how it comes from
Kazakh culture’s own spiritual base. Thinking of it that way, Abai’s philosophy sums
up the historical spiritual thinking of the Kazakh people. So, we shouldn’t see his work
as just his own personal philosophy, but as a group effort to think about where the
country is and where it’s going.

Looking at it like this, the religious and philosophical ideas in Abai’s views
shouldn’t be pinned down to just one philosophy or school. Instead, it makes sense
to see them as a whole thing shaped by the country’s spiritual past, steady moral
questions, and thoughts about its history.

In this sense, Abai’s thought emerges as an integrated expression of collective
cultural consciousness rather than a derivative philosophical system grounded in
external theoretical frameworks [12].

Accordingly, attempts to interpret Abai’s philosophy through the isolated
enumeration of its goals or themes prove methodologically insufficient. Such an
approach risks oversimplification, as it fails to reveal the internal coherence and
unifying foundation that bind together the diverse aims and ideas of his intellectual
legacy. Abai’s philosophical worldview constitutes a multidimensional and deeply
layered system, marked by conceptual richness and internal tensions, which resist
reduction to linear or single-axis interpretations.

For this reason, any attempt to interpret Abai’s worldview in a one-sided manner
or to confine it within a single theoretical framework is methodologically untenable.
His ideas require analysis from multiple perspectives and cannot be adequately
accommodated within a single explanatory scheme. In this regard, Abai’s philosophy
should be understood as a multidimensional and synthetic spiritual-philosophical
phenomenon, distinguished by both the richness of its content and the complexity of
its internal structure [13].
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Particular attention to the notion of Abai’s hakimlik (wisdom) has been given by
the philosopher and Abai scholar Garifolla Yessim, who argues that there are solid
grounds for characterizing Abai as a hakim. According to Yessim, Abai not only offers
a definition of hakimlik but also undertakes a profound philosophical examination of
its essence. Within Abai’s worldview, three principal types of spiritual authority are
identified as guiding figures for humanity: saints, prophets (nabis), and hakims. Abai
systematically reflects on each of these categories, clarifying their respective roles in
both social life and the spiritual development of the individual [14].

On this basis, Yessim concludes that reducing Abai to the role of a mere Enlightener
fails to disclose the full depth of his philosophical legacy. While Enlightenment
ideas indeed constitute an important dimension of Abai’s work, they do not exhaust
its metaphysical, ethical, and sapiential (hakimic) dimensions. Interpreting Abai
primarily as a sakim thus allows for a more comprehensive and conceptually accurate
understanding of his philosophical identity and intellectual contribution.

Like other representatives of the Enlightenment tradition, Abai Qunanbaiuly
clearly distinguished between religion as a spiritual phenomenon and the specific
historical role of religious leaders in society, subjecting their misuse of religion to
strict criticism. He resolutely rejected any moral rationale for the actions of those
in positions of authority, who, under the guise of trust in a divine power, sought to
legitimize violence, avarice, and exploitation in Kazakh society. Abai’s poems and
Words of Wisdom showed how blindly following faith can be bad. He thought irrational
beliefs could excuse unfair and awful actions, leading people away from what’s right.

Abai wanted people to have a real understanding of their beliefs, rather than blind
faith. He believed that only belief based on reason could truly guide people and inspire
them to be kind, loving, and fair. He understood faith as a mix of thinking about what is
right and wrong, and this understanding was key to his ideas about religion and ethics.

Other Kazakh philosophers, such as Zh. Altaev, T. Kh. Gabitov, and A. Qassabekov,
agreed with this idea. They said that Abai criticized religious leaders, ignorance,
fatalism, and hypocrisy not because he did not believe in God, but because he had a
deep understanding of religion. This deep understanding was typical of Enlightenment
thinkers in Kazakhstan, who stressed the importance of critical thinking and using
reason in religion.

Abai did not like blind faith, and he insisted that belief should come from careful
thought and reason. This is in line with the ideas of Enlightenment thinkers who
believed that critical thinking and the use of reason are essential for understanding
the world. Abai made this idea clear in his Thirteenth Word of Edification, where he
said we need logical arguments to back up the belief in God’s existence and unity. Abai
saw faith as something you do with your mind and morals, not just passively accepting
religious rules.

Therefore, Abai’s approach to religion is characterized not by dogmatism but by
an ethical-rational orientation, which constitutes a crucial element of his humanistic and
Enlightenment philosophy. His religious thought integrates moral responsibility, intellectual
autonomy, and spiritual commitment into a coherent philosophical framework [14].
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By critically addressing religious fatalism and forms of belief based on blind
submission, Abai emphasizes the issues of human freedom and moral responsibility.
This concept is clearly articulated in his «Words of Wisdom», where he explicitly
refutes the notion that God directly causes social and existential disparities, such as
wealth and poverty, health and illness, and knowledge and ignorance.

Abai contends that while God is the originator of both positive and negative
aspects, He is not responsible for individuals’ unjust or immoral actions. He argues that
God creates both good and bad, but it is up to individuals to choose how to respond.
This idea is encapsulated in his statement that God creates both good and bad things,
but it is up to individuals to decide how to react [15].

Abai saw God more as the creative force, not some boss telling people what to
do or judging them. So, he didn’t think you could use religion to excuse being unfair,
violent, or treating people unequally.He pointed out that religious leaders mess up
big time when they don’t use their brains when dealing with faith. He was saying real
belief has to go hand-in-hand with doing what’s right and thinking for yourself.

He felt a big responsibility to his people and cared a lot about their souls. Abai
wasn’t trying to bash society. He wanted people to be more aware of what’s right and
wrong. Actually, the best part of Abai’s ideas is that he wanted to free people from
just blindly believing things and help them find a spiritual freedom based on being
sensible, fair, and responsible.

Abai’s thinking really gets into those old, tough ethical questions that never seem
to go away. These problems were super tough back in the late 1800s in Kazakhstan
because everything was changing so fast. Abai was digging into these moral puzzles
because he was worried about the spiritual mess of his time. He was hunting for a way
to stay ethical when everything was shifting.

It is evident that ethical dilemmas cannot be fully comprehended without
philosophical investigation.. Abai looked at moral questions by trying to figure out the
basics like what’s real, and big questions about religion — like what’s the world made
of, what’s it mean to be human, and how do we fit in with God. His writing ties all this
together to form a whole philosophical idea.

Abai didn’t think people are just bodies that can be explained by biology. He
thought they were created by God on purpose, showing wisdom, and kindness. So, for
him, humans are spiritual and religious.

Abai thought morals come from faith, not just our biology. You can see this in
his religious and philosophical stuff. He figured people are special ‘cause we can think
and be good, unlike other creatures. He stressed that God gave us rules to live by, like
being fair and kind.

Abai thought God made us smart and will judge us later, which shows He’s fair
and good. People can get things from nature, but they gotta be good too. Animals don’t
have to be moral, but we do, and we answer to God.

This tells us why God made us. Abai thought we can make good choices and
are responsible to God. So, being good and spiritual is key in his ideas — we gotta be
responsible and know right from wrong.
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Abai Qunanbaiuly said humans are special in many ways — spiritually, morally,
and physically. He thought we’re unique ‘cause we can think, feel, and act on purpose,
not like other living things. He even thought our bodies were made by God, not just
nature.He wrote about this best in his Thirty-Eighth Word of Edification. He talked
about how our bodies work together perfectly. He saw this as God showing love for
us. He said our bodies let us eat, enjoy stuff, work together, talk, and stay safe. Abai
believed this wasn’t by accident, but ‘cause God loves and cares about us.So, he didn’t
just see our bodies as biological but as something with a moral and spiritual meaning.
God’s love is in our body and soul, which makes us kind and caring to others. Abai
basically said God’s love means we gotta love back. This give-and-take is a key moral
idea in his thinking. [16].

In Abai’s worldview, the fundamental basis of human existence is not nature but
God. This position does not imply a deterministic view of humans as passive creatures
wholly dependent on divine will. Rather, Abai emphasizes the principles of autonomy
and moral responsibility as essential aspects of human life. Although humans are
created by God, they are active agents with the ability to make conscious choices and
are accountable for pursuing ethical ideals.

As previously stated, Abai clearly differentiates between institutional religion and
true faith. In his opinion, genuine faith (iman) is intrinsically linked to reason and
moral consciousness. Through this faith, Abai endeavors to elucidate the individual’s
position in the world, the purpose of human existence, and the profound essence of life.
From this perspective, genuine faith serves as a fundamental instrument for spiritual
self-discovery and ethical development in Abai’s philosophical framework.

Abai firmly believes that individuals have the capacity to consciously determine
their place in life and actively forge their own paths. He rejects the notion of humans
as passive beings and instead portrays them as beings endowed with the freedom to
choose, the responsibility to act, and the potential for self-fulfillment. This concept is
beautifully encapsulated in his poem «When I Gaze upon the Bazaar», where Abai
reflects on the diversity of human lives and destinies.

In this poem, Abai highlights the idea that people enter the world with different
starting points and embark on unique journeys through life. Through his imagery, he
suggests that our position in life is not determined solely by external factors, but by
our abilities, intentions, and actions. This idea leads to the emergence of autonomy and
responsibility as central aspects of his worldview.

Abai thought God was the main, never-ending thing. Everything else changes,
but God stays the same. This idea helped him think about how people can be better.
He thought people could change and get better through being good and growing
spiritually. Abai looked closely at what was wrong with people back then and why it
happened. He thought not knowing stuff was the biggest problem because it caused
other bad things. But he didn’t think people were born good or bad. He believed being
good came from how you were taught, raised, and the people around you.

Abai knew that where you lived, what happened in the past, and who you knew
changed you. He didn’t ignore this, and he saw being good as something that came
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from your spirit and how you lived with others. So, being good wasn’t just something
you were born with; it was something you grew into.

Abai’s way of thinking puts a lot of weight on being free, responsible, and
learning. He felt these things were key to making us better people.

Lately, people have been looking at what thinkers from Kazakhstan thought about
fairness and taking care of the country from new angles. They’re starting to see that old
spiritual beliefs are important for how we think about getting better as a society today.
Experts say that old ways of thinking can guide us in changing how we see things
and restating what fairness means.This argument highlights the continued relevance
of the humanistic principles articulated in Kazakh Enlightenment thought and in the
teachings of Abai for contemporary society [17].

For Abai, the path to moral excellence lies in the pursuit of knowledge and
scientific understanding. He posits that true moral living, characterized by honesty,
justice, and compassion, is attainable only by those who are intellectually developed
and enlightened. According to Abai, education illuminates the mind, revealing truth and
dispelling the shadows of religious dogma, hypocrisy, and ignorance. This enlightened
perspective, grounded in reason and insight, fosters virtuous conduct and a life rich in
meaning.

In delving into Abai’s humanistic perspective, philosopher and Abai scholar
Garifolla Yessim highlights that one of the fundamental aspects of Abai’s wisdom is
his humanism. Yessim believes Abai chose the word adamshylyk (humaneness) over
the usual Kazakh word ‘“adamgershilik” (morality) to really show the deep ethical
meaning in his ideas.

Yessim says Abai’s idea of humaneness comes from the idea of “amal al-salih”
(righteous action).

Abai’s humanism actually fits with his Islamic views, instead of clashing with
them. Yessim thinks this lines up because of the core ideas of Islamic ethics. Abai’s
view of humaneness is closely tied to what the prophets taught, like the famous saying
that the best people are those who do good for others. Consequently, Abai’s humanism
should not be understood as an abstract moral doctrine; instead, it represents an ethical
system deeply embedded in Islamic thought, one that emphasizes concrete moral
action, personal responsibility, and the practical realization of virtue through good
deeds [14].

Conclusions

Thus, the general character of Abai’s humanistic worldview becomes clearly
delineated. Historically, periods of strength in the Kazakh national spirit have often
been associated with military conflicts and struggles against external adversaries.
Undoubtedly, the people’s persistent efforts toward self-preservation in such
circumstances deserve high historical recognition. Nevertheless, these manifestations
of collective resilience are primarily rooted in the instinct of survival and reflect a form
of natural vitality rather than a fully articulated spiritual ideal.
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Right now, what makes Kazakhstan truly Kazakh isn’t about battles or fighting
off invaders. It’s about how spiritually mature we are and how strong our moral values
are. So, one of our big jobs now is to find good methods to weave ethics into our
national thinking and how we act as a society, starting from when kids are very young,
even in preschool. This means focusing on moral growth as the groundwork for lasting
spiritual growth and a peaceful society.

The national spirit is at the heart of how a people relate to their history, the world,
society, and their lifestyle, it’s the spiritual root. Patriotism shows how deeply people
take this spirit to heart and how it appears in how they see the world.Consequently,
the manifestation of patriotism varies across different social contexts, shaped by
individuals’ spiritual development, social experiences, and value systems.

Abstract. This article provides a comprehensive analysis of the system of spiritual
and cultural values that constitute the conceptual core of the TBopuecTBO of the poets of the
“Zar Zaman” period — Dulat, Shortanbay, Murat, and Abubakir. In particular, it examines the
interrelation between the national spirit and universal humanistic principles such as justice,
truth, and freedom. The poetic folgau of this era vividly reflect the adverse impact of the loss
of national independence on collective identity and fundamental worldview orientations. The
study explores the transformation of the Kazakh worldview, in which freedom, justice, integrity,
and human dignity had traditionally served as guiding principles of spiritual development,
under the influence of foreign cultural and civilizational paradigms. Through philosophical and
poetic reflection, the poets articulate a critical stance toward the displacement of traditional
values and the expansion of Western cultural models. Furthermore, the article highlights
the role of the “Zar Zaman” poets in shaping a principle of selective and critically mediated
reception of external cultural paradigms. The paper substantiates the growing relevance and
expanding scope of the issues raised in “Zar Zaman” poetry within the context of contemporary
globalization and large-scale integration processes.

A Comparative Analysis of the Concept of Fate in the Philosophical Pursuits of
Contemporary Kazakh Thinkers

Abstract. The article explores the multifaceted nature of the concept of fate, offering
an in-depth analysis of its historical, cultural, and personal dimensions. The author examines
this concept from ancient philosophical teachings to modern existential, humanistic, and
cultural approaches. Fate is interpreted not merely as predestination or a divine plan, but as a
phenomenon closely linked to one’s inner world, freedom of choice, and the search for life’s
meaning. In this context, fate is described as a vital category in human existence, life path, and
personal development. In Kazakh worldview, belief in fate does not lead to passivity but rather
encourages spiritual fortitude, resilience in the face of trials, and an understanding of life’s
deeper meaning. The article explores spiritual and ethical values formed throughout Kazakh
history—patience, trust, honor, and hope — as deeply intertwined with the concept of fate. The
author emphasizes the importance of revisiting and revitalizing the national philosophical
heritage in the context of its relevance for contemporary society.

Furthermore, the article analyzes how the understanding of fate is being transformed
in the worldview of modern Kazakhstani youth, influencing their outlook on the future and
guiding their life choices. Thus, fate is considered not only a philosophical or cultural concept
but also a tangible socio-psychological phenomenon. The article highlights the continuity
between traditional and modern perspectives, demonstrating the adaptability and persistence
of national philosophical thought. The role of the concept of fate in shaping spiritual unity and
cultural identity in contemporary Kazakhstani society is clearly revealed.

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Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of the philosophical and
worldview foundations underlying the rise of early modern science. The problem of
the genesis of modern natural science is analyzed within the context of the debate
between the technoscientific interpretation of the origin of science and approaches
that associate the Scientific Revolution of the sixteenth and seventeenth centuries with
profound intellectual and spiritual transformations in European culture. Particular
attention is paid to the mathematization of nature as a defining feature of the new
form of scientific rationality. It is argued that the application of mathematics to the
description of physical processes was not a self-evident consequence of practical
activity or empirical development, but rather resulted from break with the ancient
natural-philosophical tradition grounded in the conception of a heterogeneous
cosmos and the fundamental distinction between the celestial and terrestrial spheres.

The paper analyses the interpretations proposed by A. Koyré and P. P. Gaidenko,
which emphasize the importance of philosophical and theological preconditions
of the Scientific Revolution. The study substantiates the thesis concerning the
significant role of Christian Platonism, particularly the doctrines of Creation
and Incarnation, in shaping the conception of nature as rationally ordered and
cognitively accessible. The influence of the Hermetic tradition of the Renaissance is
also considered, as it simultaneously stimulated interest in nature while preserving
elements of cosmological dualism. The article concludes that the formation of early
modern science was the result of a complex interaction between ancient philosophical
heritage, Christian theology, and new methodological orientations that ultimately led to
the establishment of a mathematised conception of the world.

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Introduction

One of the interpretations of the genesis of science widely represented in the
philosophy of science literature is the conception according to which the emergence of
early modern science was conditioned by the development of craftmanship practices,
construction, and military technology, initially oriented towards solving practical
problems and improving the efficiency of applied activity. Within this approach, it
is argued that «early modern science grew out of craftsmanship, construction, and
warfare and initially served the purposes of the direct improvement of practice» [1, p.
20]. Such an interpretation, however, creates methodological contradiction with the
understanding of science as a specific form of intellectual activity primarily aimed
at the attainment of objective and theoretically grounded knowledge. From this
perspective, science is viewed as having «never been a purely disinterested search for
truth motivated solely by cognitive interest, but rather as having developed from the
outset as technoscience» [1, p. 20].

The problem of the origin of science rightly belongs among the most complex and
conceptually debated issues in the philosophy of science and the history of scientific
knowledge. Contemporary tradition offers a wide range of interpretations that differ
in their methodological foundations and explanatory frameworks. Among the most
influential approaches are the Marxist conception, the positivist interpretation, the
sociological perspective of M. Weber, as well as a number of other theoretical models
proposing alternative explanations of the emergence and institutionalisation of
scientific knowledge.

Modern science is traditionally understood as a system of knowledge based on
the interaction of two complementary methods - empirical and theoretical. The latter
presupposes the extensive use of mathematical tools in the description and explanation
of natural processes. However, this assumption is far from self-evident and has long
remained a subject of philosophical and methodological debate. The present study
therefore focuses primarily on the theoretical method of scientific cognition and advances
the thesis that the genesis of modern natural science is connected with the formation
of a specific intellectual tradition shaped by the interaction of Christian theology and
Hermetic-philosophical doctrines, particularly Pythagoreanism and Platonism.

Research Methodology

The methodological foundation of this study is based on a historical-philosophical
and conceptual analysis of the rise of early modern science, aimed at identifying the
worldview and metaphysical preconditions underlying the mathematization of nature.
The research employs an integrated approach combining methods from the history
of science, philosophical hermeneutics, and comparative analysis of intellectual
traditions. The analysis relies on the interpretation of key texts produced during the
Scientific Revolution and their philosophical reconstructions presented in the works
of A. Koyr¢, P. P. Gaidenko, and other scientists of the history of scientific thought.
Particular attention is devoted to tracing the transformation of fundamental ontological
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conceptions of nature, space, and matter, as well as to examining the interaction between
ancient philosophy, Christian theology, and the Hermetic tradition in the formation of a
new type of scientific rationality. Such a methodological approach makes it possible to
interpret the emergence of early modern natural science not merely as a consequence
of empirical or technological development, but as the result of a profound intellectual
and worldview reconfiguration of European culture.

The Problem of the Genesis of Early Modern Science and the Critique
of the Technoscientific Interpretation

Historical and philosophical analysis demonstrates that the development of
scientific knowledge has always been inseparably connected with philosophy: scientific
thought has never existed in isolation, and major scientific revolutions have been
conditioned by transformations in philosophical conceptions and have unfolded within
broader worldview principles traditionally belonging to the domain of philosophy [2].
The fundamental foundations of early modern natural science cannot be interpreted
as the direct outcome of practical experience or empirical generalisation, since the
key principles underlying the scientific worldview possess a relative autonomy
from everyday experience and often contradict immediate sensory perception. The
emergence of modern science marked a transition from a descriptive and empirically
oriented understanding of nature to the construction of theoretical models grounded
in rational and mathematical principles. A clear example is the principle of relativity,
first formulated by Galileo Galilei and closely connected with the principle of inertial
motion, according to which a body maintains uniform motion in the absence of external
forces - a proposition that runs counter to ordinary experience. Thus, already in its
early stages, classical science relied not on empirical self-evidence but on theoretically
constructed foundations of scientific knowledge.

A similar situation can be observed in the acceptance of the heliocentric model of
the world, which contradicted the immediate observation of the Sun’s apparent motion
around the Earth and required recognition of the priority of theoretical explanation
over sensory experience. Notably, its definitive empirical confirmation was obtained
only two and a half centuries after the publication of N. Copernicus’s work, through
measurements of stellar parallax carried out by V. Struve (1837) and independently by
F. W. Bessel (1838).

These circumstances call into question the view that science originated solely
from craft and technical practice. A. Koyré interpreted the Scientific Revolution of
the seventeenth century primarily as a philosophical and intellectual transformation,
emphasising that early modern science emerged mainly within the sphere of theoretical
thought rather than from the practical activity of craftsmen and engineers [2].

Thus, the emergence of classical natural science should be understood not as
the gradual accumulation of practical skills, but as a profound transformation of the
cognitive foundations of European culture, associated with the establishment of a
mathematized mode of describing nature, the priority of theoretical reasoning, and the
formation of a new type of rationality in which theory determines the direction and
meaning of empirical research.
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From this perspective, the concept of technoscience, which explains the rise of
early modern science primarily through the development of technical practice, appears
methodologically insufficient and limited in explanatory power. Such an interpretation
seeks to attribute the remarkable growth of seventeenth-century science mainly to
technological progress; however, historical analysis reveals a clear disproportion
between the level of scientific achievements and the actual state of technological
development at the time. As has been noted, the striking advancement of seventeenth-
century science cannot be adequately explained by technological progress alone,
since technological development itself remained significantly less advanced and such
an approach overlooks both the technical achievements of the Middle Ages and the
intellectual motivations that shaped early scientific inquiry [2, pp. 128-129].

The reduction of the Scientific Revolution to the evolution of productive or
engineering practices is insufficient for understanding the deeper causes of the
transformation of European knowledge. The scientific changes of the sixteenth and
seventeenth centuries should rather be viewed as the result of a profound intellectual
and spiritual reconfiguration of European culture that reshaped fundamental conceptions
of the structure of the world, the nature of space, and the status of scientific knowledge.
According to A. Koyré, this transformation was driven by two interconnected processes:
the collapse of the ancient cosmological order - namely the rejection of the Aristotelian
and medieval idea of a finite and hierarchically organised Cosmos - and its replacement
by the conception of an infinite universe unified by the homogeneity of its elements
and the universality of natural laws. At the same time, a radical transformation of the
concept of space occurred through its geometrization, whereby qualitatively defined
Aristotelian space, understood as a system of natural places, was replaced by the abstract
and homogeneous space of Euclidean geometry, now regarded as the actual structure of
physical reality rather than a merely intellectual construct [2].

The Mathematization of Nature and the break
with the Ancient Physical Worldview

These developments may be interpreted as a transition to a fundamentally new
type of scientific thinking in which nature came to be understood in mathematical
terms. At the turn of the sixteenth and seventeenth centuries, a decisive process of the
mathematization, or geometrization, of nature took place, simultaneously transforming
natural science itself. Scientific research gradually moved beyond the qualitative
and descriptive frameworks characteristic of ancient physics and became oriented
toward the discovery of quantitative regularities capable of precise formalization and
mathematical expression.

Significantly, this commitment to the mathematical comprehension of the world
found symbolic expression at the very beginning of the Scientific Revolution. It was not
accidental that Nicolaus Copernicus chose as an epigraph to De revolutionibus orbium
coelestium the famous maxim «Let no one ignorant of geometry enter» (dye®péTpnTog
undeic eioitm), traditionally associated with the entrance to Plato’s Academy. This
reference affirmed a central idea of the Platonic—Pythagorean intellectual tradition,
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according to which genuine understanding of the cosmic order is attainable only
through mathematical knowledge.

In this context, the Scientific Revolution of the early modern period appears
not so much as a consequence of technological progress as the result of a profound
transformation of the metaphysical and philosophical foundations of European thought,
which led to the establishment of a mathematized conception of nature and a new form
of rationality that shaped the subsequent development of the natural sciences.

According to A. Koyré’s interpretation, Galileo’s Dialogue Concerning the
Two Chief World Systems should be understood not merely as a scientific treatise
devoted to narrowly astronomical problems, but primarily as a philosophical work.
In Koyré’s view, it represents above all a «book of philosophy - or, more precisely,
a book of natural philosophy» [2, p. 142], since the resolution of the astronomical
question presupposed the creation of a new physics, which in turn required addressing
a fundamental philosophical issue - namely, the status and role of mathematics in the
construction of a science of nature.

In scientific literature, attempts are often made to criticise what is referred to as
Galileo’s Platonism, pointing to the considerable historical distance between Plato’s
ancient philosophy and the intellectual context of the early modern period. Indeed, a
philosophical doctrine formed nearly two millennia prior to the Scientific Revolution
and within a fundamentally different cultural and religious environment could not have
been directly transferred into the European context of the sixteenth and seventeenth
centuries. It is therefore more appropriate to speak not of a direct revival of ancient
Platonism, but rather of its profound transformation and reinterpretation within the
framework of the Christian intellectual tradition.

In this respect, the position of P. P. Gaidenko is of particular interest, as it largely
synthesises the interpretative approaches of A. Koyré and A. Kojeve. These scientists
emphasise the decisive role of the Christian worldview in shaping the intellectual
preconditions of early modern science. As Gaidenko notes, «Christianity introduced
significant changes in the understanding of the human being - changes that subsequently
influenced the development of scientific knowledge. The Scientific Revolution of the
late sixteenth and seventeenth centuries would have been impossible had the radical
worldview transformation that altered both humanity’s relation to nature and its
understanding of itself not occurred a thousand years earlier» [3, p. 480].

Within this interpretative framework, two key Christian doctrinal principles are
usually identified as having exerted a decisive influence on the formation of scientific
thought. The first is the doctrine of creation ex nihilo - creation out of nothing. This
doctrine undermined the ancient conception of the eternity and inherent divinity
of the cosmos, thereby making it possible to regard nature as a created reality open
to investigation, observation, and rational explanation. In this sense, it provided the
worldview foundations for the emergence of the empirical method in the study of nature.

The second fundamental principle is the Christian doctrine of the divine
Incarnation, which attributes particular significance to the material world and human
nature. According to this interpretation, the embodiment of the Divine in historical and
corporeal reality revealed a profound source of scientific interest in the natural world,
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since material reality ceased to be regarded as secondary or ontologically inferior. In
this sense, it has been argued that «the principal source of early modern science lies in
the idea of the Incarnation» [4, p. 55].

Thus, the genesis of early modern natural science was connected not only
with the development of mathematical methods or changes in scientific techniques
of investigation, but also with a profound transformation of the religious and
philosophical foundations of European culture. The Scientific Revolution may
therefore be understood as the result of a complex interaction between the heritage of
ancient philosophy and the Christian worldview, which together shaped a new model
of humanity’s relationship to nature, knowledge, and the very process of cognition.

The Christian Logos and the Philosophical-Theological Foundations
of Early Modern Science

Alongside the doctrine of creation, the Christian dogma of the Incarnation
played a crucial role in the transformation of the ancient cosmological worldview.
As emphasised by P. P. Gaidenko, it contributed significantly to overcoming the
fundamental opposition between the celestial and the terrestrial spheres that was
central to ancient philosophy. Within the Christian tradition, a fundamentally new
ontological perspective emerges: Jesus Christ, as the Son of God, is simultaneously
the Son of Man, thereby symbolically and metaphysically bridging the divide between
the transcendent and the earthly. In this sense, «Heaven is brought down to Earth, or,
conversely, Earth is raised to Heaven». For this reason, the doctrine of the God-man
encountered strong resistance both within Jewish religious thought and within the pagan
philosophical tradition, since it challenged prevailing conceptions of the relationship
between God, the cosmos, and humanity. Nevertheless, despite the radical nature of
this worldview transformation, the Aristotelian cosmological model continued to exert
intellectual influence for nearly fifteen centuries, coexisting with the Christian belief
in the Incarnation [4].

This circumstance points to a prolonged interaction between ancient philosophy
and Christian theology, during which Christian thought did not directly reject ancient
cosmology but gradually transformed its ontological foundations. As a result, the
traditional Aristotelian opposition between the perfect celestial realm and the mutable
terrestrial world was progressively weakened.

Developing this argument, P. P. Gaidenko refers to A. Kojéve’s interpretation,
which highlights the epistemological consequences of the Christian doctrine of the
divine Incarnation for the rise of early modern science. According to this view, if,
within Christian belief, the human body could simultaneously be the body of God,
material reality could no longer be regarded as an ontologically inferior sphere of
being. Combined with the ancient scientific idea that celestial bodies expressed eternal
mathematical relations, this produced a fundamentally new cognitive perspective.
As Kojéve observes, «if, as Christians believed, earthly (human) bodies could at the
same time be divine bodies, and if, as Greek scientists maintained, heavenly bodies
correctly reflected eternal relations between mathematical entities, then nothing any
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longer prevented the investigation of these relations in the earthly world just as in the
celestial one» [4, p. 55].

Thus, the ancient conception that associated true knowledge primarily with
the celestial realm was overcome, and the terrestrial world came to be regarded as a
legitimate object of rational and mathematical investigation. In a broader philosophical
and historical perspective, the Scientific Revolution of the sixteenth and seventeenth
centuries may be understood as the result of a long process of reinterpreting the status
of nature and humanity within European culture, shaped by the synthesis of the ancient
mathematical tradition and the Christian worldview that affirmed the intelligibility of
the world.

The application of mathematics to the description of natural reality was therefore
the outcome of a profound intellectual transformation. Ancient cosmology had been
based on a heterogeneous structure of the cosmos, divided between the perfect
supralunar realm, amenable to mathematical description, and the mutable sublunar
sphere, regarded as the domain of qualitative processes resistant to strict formalization.
Consequently, mathematics occupied a limited role in ancient science and was applied
primarily within astronomy.

The turning point occurred in the works of Galileo, who challenged this traditional
division and extended the mathematical method to the study of terrestrial physical
phenomena. In doing so, he eliminated the opposition between celestial and terrestrial
physics, transforming mathematics into a universal principle for the construction
of a science of nature - one of the central achievements of the seventeenth-century
Scientific Revolution.

In contemporary scientific culture, the mathematization of natural science
is largely taken for granted as a fundamental basis of scientific knowledge. The
dominance of mathematical physics and the widespread use of formalized methods for
describing natural processes have become so deeply embedded in scientific thinking
that the very idea of the mathematical expressibility of the world no longer appears
problematic. Consequently, Galileo Galilei’s claim regarding the mathematical
character of scientific knowledge no longer seems surprising today, although in its
historical context it represented a radical break with the preceding intellectual tradition.

Galileo’s programme, however, represented not merely a methodological
refinement of scientific inquiry but a fundamental transformation in the understanding
of knowledge about the world itself. Galileo maintained that genuine comprehension
of reality is possible only through mastery of the specific language in which the
structure of the universe is expressed and revealed. In his well-known statement, he
emphasised that «philosophy is written in that great book which continually lies open
before our eyes - I mean the universe - but it cannot be understood unless one first
learns to understand the language and interpret the characters in which it is written.
It is written in the language of mathematics, and its characters are triangles, circles,
and other geometrical figures, without which it is humanly impossible to understand a
single word of it» [5, p. 41].

This proposition possesses fundamental philosophical significance. Galileo
effectively asserted that mathematical structures are not merely convenient instruments
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for describing natural phenomena but express the objective order of reality itself.
Mathematics thus acquires the status of a universal means for revealing the laws
of nature, while scientific knowledge comes to be understood as the discovery of
quantitative and geometrical relations underlying physical processes.

It is important to note that this approach marked the definitive overcoming of the
ancient distinction between mathematics and physics. Whereas in the ancient tradition
mathematics was largely confined to the domain of ideal objects and applied mainly
within astronomy, in Galilean science it became the foundation for investigating terrestrial
phenomena - the motion of bodies, mechanical processes, and natural dynamics as a
whole. In this way, a new form of rationality was institutionalised, one in which the
explanation of natural processes presupposes their prior mathematical reconstruction.

In a broader historical and philosophical context, Galileo’s metaphor of the «book
of nature» expresses a central principle of the seventeenth-century Scientific Revolution -
the conviction that the world is rationally ordered and fundamentally intelligible through
mathematical reasoning. This intellectual orientation made possible the emergence
of classical mechanics and, subsequently, the entire framework of modern theoretical
physics. The mathematization of nature thus appears not as a merely methodological
device, but as a fundamental worldview foundation of early modern science that
determined the nanpueiiee development of European scientific knowledge.

Paradoxically, Galileo Galilei’s defence of the mathematical intelligibility of
nature was, in certain respects, closer to the inner logic of the Christian worldview than
the position adopted by ecclesiastical institutions that opposed his teaching. Galileo’s
condemnation was largely connected with the persistence of cosmological conceptions
rooted in the ancient, predominantly Aristotelian tradition, which continued to shape
scholastic natural philosophy in the late Middle Ages and the early modern period.
Consequently, the conflict surrounding Galilean science reveals not so much an
opposition between science and religion as a clash between different philosophical
interpretations of nature within the broader European intellectual tradition.

Aristotelian cosmology was based on a qualitatively hierarchical structure of
the world and a fundamental distinction between the celestial and terrestrial realms,
whereas Galileo’s programme of the mathematization of nature presupposed the
universality of natural laws and their quantitative expression. This perspective was
largely consistent with the biblical conception of the world as a rationally ordered
creation of God. In the Old Testament tradition, it is affirmed that the Creator «ordered
all things by measure, number, and weight» (Wisdom of Solomon 11:21), a statement
that may be interpreted as providing a theological foundation for the idea of cosmic
order and regularity.

A similar idea receives further development in the New Testament, particularly in
the Prologue to the Gospel of John: «In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was
with God, and the Word was God... All things were made through Him, and without
Him nothing was made that has been made.» The concept of the Logos underlying this
passage unites biblical revelation with the Greek philosophical tradition of rationality
and points to the intelligible and meaningful structure of the universe. In the context
of the emergence of early modern science, this idea acquires particular significance,
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as it implies the fundamental knowability of nature by human reason. From this
perspective, Galileo’s commitment to the mathematical description of the world may
be regarded as a philosophical and scientific expression of the idea of rational creation:
nature is understood not as a chaotic collection of phenomena but as an ordered system
governed by objective laws accessible to rational investigation. Consequently, the
mathematization of nature appears not in opposition to the Christian worldview but
largely compatible with its underlying metaphysical assumptions.

Thus, the historical conflict surrounding Galileo should be interpreted less as
a fundamental confrontation between science and Christianity than as a crisis of the
inherited ancient cosmological paradigm. In this perspective, the Scientific Revolution
ofthe seventeenth century appears as a process through which natural science gradually
freed itself from ancient ontological constraints while simultaneously preserving and
reinterpreting deeper theological conceptions concerning the rational structure of the
created world.

The concept of the evangelical Word - the Logos - through which, according
to Christian doctrine, the world comes into being, represents an exceptionally rich
and multifaceted category possessing both theological and philosophical significance.
In ancient Greek, the term logos carried a wide semantic range and encompassed
numerous meanings, including not only «word» or «speech», but also «reasony,
«meaningy, «principle», «calculationy», «number», «proportion», and relational order.
Within the linguistic and philosophical context of antiquity, the Logos thus functioned
as a principle of rational order and structural harmony underlying reality.

Within the Christian tradition, however, this concept undergoes a significant
reinterpretation. Unlike pagan cosmological views, in which the order of the world
is understood either as the shaping of pre-existing matter or as the establishment of
harmony within an eternal cosmos, Christianity advances a more radical ontological
position. The world is not merely organised through the Logos but comes into being
through it and inherently possesses a logocentric structure. In other words, rationality
and order are not externally imposed upon reality but belong to the very nature of
created existence.

This understanding fundamentally distinguishes Christian cosmology from
ancient conceptions of the cosmos, which generally preserved the idea of the co-eternity
of matter and form or assumed an original state of chaos. In ancient Greek philosophy,
one of the primary principles was either chaos or an indeterminate primordial matter
(mé on - non-being or unformed being) requiring ordering. In the Christian worldview,
by contrast, the order of the world derives not from matter itself but from the creative
act of divine Reason.

As a consequence, nature comes to be understood as fundamentally rationally ordered.
The world is conceived as an internally coherent system whose structure is grounded in
proportion, numerical relations, and regularity. In this context, the «order» embedded
in creation may be interpreted as possessing a logocentric - and therefore numerical
and mathematical - character. It is precisely this conception that establishes the profound
metaphysical foundations for the subsequent emergence of the idea of the mathematical
intelligibility of the world, which became the basis of Early Modern science [6].
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Accordingly, the mathematization of nature characteristic of early modern
natural science may be regarded not merely as a methodological achievement of the
seventeenth century, but as the outcome of a long intellectual development in which
the biblical doctrine of the Logos contributed to the formation of the conception of
the world as a rationally structured and law-governed reality accessible to scientific
inquiry.

The ancient physical worldview possessed a fundamentally dualistic character.
The cosmos was conceived as an ontologically heterogeneous structure divided into
two qualitatively distinct domains - the sublunar and the supralunar spheres. In ancient
natural philosophy, the sublunar world was dominated by matter understood not in the
modern scientific sense, but rather as a principle of indeterminacy, changeability, and
instability of being. This conception was closely related to the notion of meon (mé on)
- a form of «non-being» lacking definite form and stable determination.

Such an understanding of matter differs substantially from its interpretation
in early modern and contemporary science. In ancient philosophy, matter was not
regarded as a fully legitimate object of knowledge; it was conceived as an entirely
fluid and indeterminate principle devoid of intrinsic properties, while all determinacy
belonged to form. Consequently, the sublunar realm was understood as a domain
of continual becoming, change, and decay, in which stable and universal laws were
thought to be absent.

By contrast, modern science is grounded in a fundamentally different ontological
assumption. Material reality is understood as governed by objective and universal
laws of nature, most clearly expressed in mathematical form and investigated within
theoretical physics. For modern scientific consciousness, the idea that the structure of
matter obeys quantitatively expressible laws appears self-evident and requires little
further justification.

However, such an assumption was by no means self-evident during the
formative period of early modern science. For Galileo Galilei’s contemporaries, the
very possibility of applying mathematical methods to the investigation of terrestrial
physical processes constituted a profound intellectual problem that touched upon the
foundations of natural philosophy. The issue concerned not merely the adoption of a
more convenient research method, but a fundamental question: whether the mutable
world of natural phenomena could be described mathematically at all [7].

It was precisely this aspect that was first clearly emphasised by Alexandre Koyré,
who demonstrated that the true significance of Galileo’s Dialogue Concerning the
Two Chief World Systems lies not primarily in the opposition between geocentric and
heliocentric astronomical models, but in a deeper philosophical conflict - namely,
between the legitimacy of mathematical science and the mathematical explanation of
nature, on the one hand, and its non-mathematical interpretation grounded in common
sense and Aristotelian physics, on the other [2, p. 142].

Thus, the central problem of the seventeenth-century scientific revolution
became the question of the applicability of mathematics to the description of natural
phenomena. The resolution of this problem marked a radical break with the ancient
tradition and the establishment of a new scientific paradigm in which nature was, for
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the first time, conceived as a universally mathematisable reality. This transition laid the
foundations of classical physics and determined the subsequent development of early
modern scientific knowledge.

Conclusion

Sharing the interpretation proposed by P. P. Gaidenko and drawing upon the
conceptual framework of Christian Platonism, it may be concluded that the rise of early
modern science constituted a complex and multidimensional cultural and intellectual
process. The genesis of early modern natural science developed through the interaction
of diverse philosophical, religious, and intellectual traditions that reshaped conceptions
of nature and the possibilities of its rational investigation.

An important role in the spiritual context of the Renaissance was played by the
Hermetic tradition, whose significance has been emphasised by numerous historians
of science. Hermeticism contributed to a growing interest in nature as an integral and
unified reality and stimulated the search for hidden correspondences and laws of the
world, thereby fostering a new attitude towards nature as an object of active inquiry.

At the same time, the Hermetic worldview preserved the notion of the internal
duality and qualitative heterogeneity of the cosmos, bringing it closer to Aristotelian
natural philosophy. For this reason, the decisive stage in the formation of early modern
science was associated with overcoming this cosmological framework and affirming
the idea of a unified, rationally ordered nature governed by universal mathematical
laws - one of the central achievements of the seventeenth-century Scientific Revolution.

Metaphysical Preconditions of Scientific Realism: Classical and Contemporary
Perspectives

Abstract. This article examines the metaphysical foundations of scientific realism in a
historical-philosophical context, analyzing the similarities and differences between classical
and contemporary approaches. Within the framework of scientific realism, the relationship
between scientific knowledge and reality, as well as its ontological and epistemological
premises, is explored. By analyzing the views of thinkers who influenced the formation of
classical scientific realism, the author compares them with the new scientific paradigms and
post-positivist perspectives that emerged in the twentieth century. The article defines the role
and boundaries of scientific realism in modern research and substantiates the relevance of
metaphysical issues. The study analyzes the views of Descartes, Newton, and Kant-thinkers
who laid the foundations of classical scientific realism—and reveals their understanding of
reality, causality, and objectivity. Furthermore, it examines the directions of contemporary
scientific realism of the 20th—21st centuries, including structural realism, pragmatic realism,
and empirical metaphysics. The purpose of the article is to provide a metaphysical assessment
of the relationship between scientific knowledge and reality, and to identify the main positions
in the debate between realism and anti-realism. The study concludes that the metaphysical
presuppositions of scientific realism serve as an ontological foundation ensuring the stability
of scientific cognition.

Does Artificial Intelligence Need Philosophy? (On the Metaphysics of Philosophical
Education)

Abstract. The article is written as a reflective inquiry into the problems of professional
philosophical education as well as the challenges of teaching a general philosophy course with-
in university training for non-philosophical specializations. The question of the uselessness
or, on the contrary, the necessity of philosophy has accompanied its history throughout. In
the context of the question of whether philosophy is needed in the emerging era of artificial
intelligence, we examine both the positive (instrumental) aspects of the “advent” of Al and
its limitations, and in certain respects its inability to address the personal, educational, and
worldview-forming tasks that constitute the essence of contemporary university education. In
this regard, we arrive at the conclusion that, while assigning Al the role of an intermediary and
assistant, it is crucial to preserve and actualize the very process of teaching philosophy—namely,
its study by students within the framework of personal, socio-humanitarian education.

The article emphasizes that the educational process is oriented toward the performance of
serious spiritual effort by both learners and teachers, an effort that generates a particular kind of
spiritual-practical experience understood as comprehension of one’s own being-in-the-world.
In our view, this experience gives rise to a specific mode of expression, conviction, and ex-
change of the results of that very consciousness which is commonly understood as worldview.
As a practical and methodological experience of teaching philosophy at the university, we pro-
pose our own experience of incorporating into the educational process a vast layer of relatively
new content presented in philosophy in non-philosophical forms. In our opinion, this makes it
possible to significantly expand the boundaries of the educational process and to render it more
intensive and engaging.

Methodological foundations of the philosophical research of the phenomenon of

Abstract. The authors of the scientific article examine the methodological and ontological
aspects of the philosophical research of the phenomenon of multiple identity.

Multiple identity in contemporary Kazakhstani society: philosophical foundations
and value orientations

Abstact. Modern Kazakhstani society is characterized by a number of factors that bring
about significant changes in the formation of personality. One of these is the factor of multiple
identity, which substantially influences both the process of individual self-identification and the
social processes of spiritual development. Multiple identity determines the dynamics of social
and personal interactions, shaping a space in which basic principles acquire a flexible and
fluid character. The transforming value system of society requires the development of strong
adaptive capacities in individuals as a necessary condition for identification processes. This, in
turn, directs the humanitarian discourse toward a deeper reflection on the problems of multiple
identification. These processes create conditions both for more advanced personal growth
and for the possibility of serious personal disintegration, manifested in the inability to form a
stable and integrated system of identity. As a result, this becomes a challenge not only for the
individual but also for society as a whole.

This article is devoted to the analysis of concepts of multiple identity, primarily developed
within Western discourse, and examines their applicability within the specific context of
traditional Kazakhstani society. In addition, it explores identification processes in Kazakhstani
society which, due to its multicultural character and its experience of living within various
historical, political, cultural, and ideological frameworks, represents a particularly relevant
field for the study of multiple identity.

Tolerance as a sociocultural universal

Abstract: This article provides a philosophical analysis of the phenomenon of tolerance
in the context of increasing social tension and the spread of various forms of intolerance in
the modern world. This article examines the evolution of ideas about tolerance in a historical
and philosophical context — from the ancient and medieval traditions through the ideas of
Enlightenment thinkers to contemporary interpretations of the second half of the 20th and early
21st centuries. The paper analyzes the main approaches to understanding tolerance, presented
in the works of foreign and domestic philosophers, and identifies their strengths and problems.
The authors pay particular attention to the relationship between the concepts of «patience» and
«tolerance», as well as the question of the limits of tolerance and the conditions under which it
transforms into intolerance. The article substantiates the thesis that it is impossible to absolutize
tolerance and the need to understand it as an ethical principle with certain limits related to
respect for human rights and the preservation of social integrity. The authors conclude that
further research on tolerance should focus on identifying the specifics of its manifestations and
boundaries in various spheres of culture and social practice.

The Semiosphere as an indicator of Anthropo-Socio-Culturogenesis: a philosophical
analysis

Abstract. The article traces the process of genesis and evolution of semiotic means of
culture in their totality forming a special dimension of culture — semiosphere. It is shown that
the emergence of the system of sign means of culture became possible due to the transition
of pre-human to the actual human, namely the activity-based way of being, which led to the
formation of culture and sociality. It is noted that under the conditions of a nomadic way of
life, sign activity was very limited and began to rapidly develop and improve only with the
transition to a sedentary way of life. It is shown that as the development and improvement
of objective activity and social relations develops, not only consciousness, but also language
and other semiotic means develops and improves. Consciousness and language themselves
are understood in the article as socio-cultural phenomena generated by activity. Thus, the
development of activity, communication and sign means of culture are interpreted not as
independent processes, but only as sides, aspects of a single process of anthropo-socio-cultural
genesis.

Coordination of national models of science and education integration in Central
Asian countries: tasks, priorities, opportunities, barriers

Abstract. The article discusses the problem of coordinating national models of integration
of science and education in the countries of the Central Asian region (CAR) as a key condition
for the formation of a unified regional scientific and educational space. The relevance of the
study is due to the need for the transition of the Central Asian states from a resource-based
economy to a “knowledge society”, which requires the synergy of science, education and
production. Without a coordinated policy in this area, the countries of the region will not be
able to compete effectively in the global knowledge economy. The paper analyzes: objectives
(unification of training standards, reduction of duplication of research, creation of knowledge
exchange networks, mutual recognition of qualifications); priorities (formation of horizontal
links, attraction of extra-budgetary sources of financing, development of technology transfer);
opportunities (common history of interaction, growing share of women in science, external
incentives for integration); barriers (low R&D funding, gap between universities and businesses,
differences in education models, bureaucratic obstacles) to coordinating national models of
science and education integration in Central Asian countries.

Based on socio-philosophical analysis and a scientific approach, as well as data from world
and regional statistics, a comparative analysis of national models of integration of science and
education in Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Uzbekistan, Tajikistan and Turkmenistan is carried out.
Both the common features (the dominance of state financing, weak commercialization of R&D)
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and the differences (the level of openness to international cooperation, the share of the private
sector in R&D, the degree of autonomy of universities) of these models have been identified.
The main conclusions of the study include: the need to create a regional Central Asian institute
for advanced training of teaching staff; the importance of expanding sources of financing for
science and education (venture funds, partnership with business); the prospect of forming an
infrastructure of horizontal links (clusters, joint databases, virtual laboratories); the importance
of involving the scientific and university community in the development of reforms. The
article suggests specific mechanisms for coordinating national models of science and education
integration: from the creation of interregional funds to the introduction of the best international
practices, taking into account regional specifics. It is emphasized that the formation of a unified
scientific and educational space of the Central Asian Republic is not a utopia, but an objective
necessity that requires overcoming bureaucratic barriers and mobilizing human potential.

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Introduction

In the historical context, traditional societies represent worlds that exist in a
distinct, decelerated rhythm oftime. Their stability is ensured by centuries-old traditions,
sacred norms, and an unbreakable connection to the natural cycle, which makes them
highly resistant to change. Against this backdrop, the nomadic civilizations of the
Kazakhs and Kyrgyz appear as a unique phenomenon. For centuries, they managed to
preserve their cultural code not through isolation, but through their very mobility. The
boundless steppe expanses of Eurasia served not as a wall, but as a buffer, allowing
these peoples to avoid direct and destructive external pressures, thereby safeguarding
the core of their identity, language, and worldview.

However, this self-sufficiency did not imply cultural isolation. On the contrary,
the nomadic civilization, situated at the crossroads of great trade routes and geopolitical
interests, was always open to dialogue. It absorbed and creatively reinterpreted elements
of a wide variety of cultures. This shaped a distinctive, synthetic type of mentality,
endowed with internal flexibility and an ability to adapt-qualities that became decisive
in subsequent eras of radical change.

This work is devoted to the study of the profound transformations that have altered
the traditional way of life of the Kazakh and Kyrgyz peoples. The article examines two
key modernization projects that fundamentally changed their civilizational trajectory.
The first was the gradual adoption of Islam, which integrated the steppe peoples into
the global context of the Muslim world, enriching their culture with new spirituality
and ethics. The second-and most comprehensive-stage was their incorporation into
the Russian Empire and later the Soviet Union. This period was marked not merely by
cultural influence, but by a complete restructuring of socio-economic foundations: the
forced transition to a sedentary lifestyle, industrialization, the introduction of secular
education, and the creation of new political institutions.

Today, at a new turn in history, following the attainment of independence,
Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan have faced the challenges of a third, globalization-driven
stage. The collapse of the Soviet system left an ideological vacuum, giving rise to
complex processes: on the one hand, there has been a revival of archaic clan-based
structures; on the other, society has come under the powerful influence of global mass
culture. The aim of this work is to trace this complex path, analyze the consequences of
each stage of modernization, and reflect on the current position of these nations, which
are seeking their own path of development balancing the preservation of national
identity with their inevitable participation in the shaping of a global civilization.

Methodology

This study employs a comprehensive interdisciplinary approach, integrating
comparative-historical, cultural, and civilizational analyses. The comparative-
historical method enables the tracing and comparison of modernization processes
among the Kazakh and Kyrgyz peoples, identifying their common stages, forms,
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and outcomes. The civilizational approach allows for the examination of Kazakh and
Kyrgyz societies as a distinct «nomadic Eurasian civilizationy. Particular attention is
paid to the study of culture as a key factor in social development. The analysis considers
external influences-most notably, the Russian cultural tradition and Soviet ideology
which have shaped the traditional values, legal system, and public consciousness of
the Kazakhs and Kyrgyz. The research is grounded in the principles of a systemic
approach and historicism, which have enabled a holistic examination of the processes
of modernization and cultural transformation within Kazakh and Kyrgyz societies.

Genesis of identity: early stages of kazakh and kyrgyz modernization

Traditional societies in world history change, as is known, exceptionally slowly.
However, that they do not experience a long and significant external cultural influence
from people or peoples who have primarily overcome the state stage of traditional
society. As for the Kazakhs and Kyrgyz, they managed for a long historical time, mainly
due to relatively free spaces and harsh living conditions in these spaces, to avoid such
influence and thus preserve their original culture and mentality. Owing to specific
historical circumstances, the Kazakh and Kyrgyz peoples remained largely detached
from regional processes and cultural globalization throughout significant historical
periods. On the other hand, since the Kazakhs and Kyrgyz, constantly moving
across vast spaces, have never been in complete isolation from other peoples, their
nomadic civilization developed independently while, over a long historical period,
absorbing certain features of the cultures and traditions of neighboring peoples. This,
in our opinion, has, to some extent, prepared them at least at the mental level, for a
positive perception of many elements of other peoples’ cultures at the present stage of
development. In other words, the nomadic Eurasian civilization contained something
that, in principle, can be defined as universalist beginnings, which later allowed and
currently allow Kazakhs and Kyrgyz to perceive and absorb elements of other cultures
relatively quickly and painlessly while preserving their own original culture and its
essential elements.

A rather vivid and convincing example of how quickly and painlessly Kazakhs and
Kyrgyz can perceive new cultural samples and forms is, in particular, the fact that new
cultural forms and values introduced into the Kazakh cultural soil by representatives of
Russian culture in the XIX and early XX centuries were promoted in the proposals and
statements of a number of Kazakh educators. Chokan Valikhanov, Abai Kunanbaev and
Ybyrai Altynsarin advocated a significant change in the basis of the country’s economy
- nomadic cattle breeding - through constant rationalization and gradual transition to
sedentary life, as well as the development of agriculture, crafts, industry and trade.
Having raised the issue of transformation of Kazakh society, enlighteners insisted on
gradual and non-violent transformation processes. Thus, Ch. Valikhanov noted: «In our
time, the most important and close for the people are considered to be economic and
social reforms, directly related to the vital needs of the people, and political reforms
are allowed as a means to carry out the necessary economic reforms, because each

person separately and all mankind collectively strives in its development ... to improve
its material well-being ... Any reform, which has the purpose of public welfare, only
then can achieve the intended goal, without being subjected to various accidents, to the
development of the Kazakh society...» [1, p. 319].

The change of traditional forms of life took place earlier and is currently taking
place, as already mentioned, in the form of modernization, which is a process of complete
or partial change of the social system to accelerate development. Kazakhs and Kyrgyz,
due to historical circumstances and geographical conditions, have gone through the same
stages and forms of modernization, the first of which was the stage of modernization
associated with the adoption of Muslimism by Kazakhs and Kyrgyz. This process began
and ended in both our peoples at approximately the same time. However, by adopting
the new faith and abandoning their former beliefs, the Kazakhs and Kyrgyz left many
elements of their former beliefs, mainly related to certain customs, rites and rituals. The
adoption of Muslimism by the Kazakh and Kyrgyz peoples was undoubtedly a significant
step forward in terms of changing mentality and adapting to the changing world.

On the other hand, at the modern stage of modernization, as many facts testify,
of all contemporary world religions, Islam and, accordingly, the people who preach
the Muslim religion are the most difficult and slow to be transformed. This stage of
modernization of traditional Kazakh and Kyrgyz society was in general, completed. But
its results were, in fact, fundamental, as Kazakhs and Kyrgyz became part of the Muslim
world and civilization, which quite noticeably affects the nature of modernization and
the process of involvement of our peoples in global civilization.

In the 19th and early 20th centuries, Kazakhs and Kyrgyz underwent the eastern
stage of modernization associated with the adoption of Islam by Kazakhs and Kyrgyz.
The second stage was the Russian and Russian-Soviet stage, which began practically
from the moment of the annexation of Kazakh and Kyrgyz territories to the Russian
Empire. It should be emphasized that this annexation for both our peoples meant, in fact,
their involvement in the process of globalization and the formation of global civilization.
On the other hand, the involvement of Kazakhs and Kyrgyz in Russian culture and
civilization led to their most significant civilizational changes. The decisive factor in the
nature and extent of the influence of the Russian people and its culture on the traditional
Kazakh and Kyrgyz cultures was the fact that Russia at the time of the entry of our
peoples into the empire stood at a much higher stage of socio-economic development.

Before proceeding to the analysis of the nature of the impact on the traditional
Kazakh and Kyrgyz civilization and the Russian culture, which, being the culture of
the imperial people, was synthetic in nature, i.e. included many elements of different
cultures, both Western and Eastern, let us draw attention to the fact that cultures, due
to the very human nature, have the property of competing with each other, as a result
of which we can observe many precedents of absorption in the history of mankind If
we turn, for example, to the history of Rome, we can recall the emergence, as a result
of profound transformations, of French, Spanish, Portuguese and other Romanesque
cultures, which are varieties of Roman culture, the synthesis of local Celtic, Basque,
Spanish and other cultures with Latin.
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In connection with the introduction of Russian culture into Kazakh and Kyrgyz
culture, let us cite the thought of the famous Russian geopolitician and philosopher A.L
Dugin that «The political affirms, preserves, and changes the value systems of society.
The political does not create value systems. Value systems come into the political sphere
from other spheres. But never makes a value system - religion, culture, everyday life,
customs, art, intellectual activity, beliefs, myths, rituals, rites, patterns of behaviour,
etc. - does not become dominant in society bypassing the Political» [2, p. 49]. On the
other hand, the «Politicaly, invading «foreign territories», strives to establish its own
domination on these territories, and for this purpose, as a rule, it uses the whole arsenal
of means available to it, and these include «religion, culture, everyday life, customs, art,
intellectual activity, beliefs, myths, rituals, rites, patterns of behaviour, etc.» - In a word,
culture, understood in this case in the broadest sense of the word.

By expanding its own territories, the Russian Empire realized its own goals and solved
geopolitical tasks, but in order to gain a full foothold in the newly acquired territories,
it had to establish itself culturally, which in practice could mean mainly the absorption
and assimilation of other cultures. A number of circumstances determined the specific
means of realizing this task and the intensity of absorption. For example, the specificity
of the absorbed culture, the political situation, the size of the assimilated ethnos, etc., were
determined by a number of circumstances. Depending on the specific situation, they took
different forms, but they never changed their real content, as well as the final actual goal.

The change of the socio-economic system in Russia in 1917, which made
significant adjustments in virtually all spheres of the socio-political and economic life
of the state, did not change its strategic objective related to the intention to establish its
own domination of all lands it considered its own.

The invasion of Russian culture into the sphere of Kazakh and Kyrgyz culture
initially implied the displacement and replacement of their own. This was no longer
a matter of principle but only of time and specific means, which had to be tied to the
current situation. The change of regime in the Russian state, of which Kazakhstan
and Kyrgyzstan became a part, did not mean a change of the general political line
of the state and its doctrine, which had been formalized over many centuries. «The
doctrine of Moscow as the Third Rome became the ideological basis for the formation
of the Moscow kingdom» points out N.A. Berdyaev. The kingdom was gathered and
formed under the symbolism of the messianic idea. The search for the true kingdom
is characteristic of the Russian people throughout its history. Belonging to the Russian
kingdom was determined by the confession of the true Orthodox faith. In precisely the
same way, belonging to Soviet Russia, to the Russian communist kingdom, will be
determined by the confession of the orthodox communist faith» [3, p. 9].

After the October Revolution of 1917, only the means changed, according to
the new political situation. In Russia, which had lost in the First World War, all the
already underdeveloped democratic institutions were curtailed, the institution of private
property was abolished, and liberal values were declared bourgeois and replaced by
communal, collectivist ones, as a result of which the state became absolute. «One could
make a comparison» writes N.A. Berdyaev, «between Peter and Lenin, between the
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coup d’état of Peter and the coup d’état of Bolsheviks. The same rudeness, violence,
imposition of known principles on the people from above, the same discontinuity of
organic development, the denial of traditions, the same etatism, hypertrophy of the state,
the same creation of a privileged bureaucratic layer, the same centralism, the same desire
to dramatically and radically change the type of civilization» [3, p. 12].

Nevertheless, as Kyrgyz researcher Li Yu.V. notes in his article, «there is one
significant difference between the Petrine and Bolshevik reforms: Peter created a new
bureaucratic apparatus, and with it a new state, on the old social base and did not
fundamentally change relations and forms of ownership, unlike the Bolsheviks, who
began their transformations in full accordance with the idea of building a socialist state
with the destruction of the institution of private property, which necessarily led to the
eradication of entire social strata and to radical changes in the cultural life of the state
and in public consciousnessy [4, p. 63].

In connection with the revolutionary transformations in Russia, one more critical
circumstance should be pointed out. «Russian communism is difficult to understand»
wrote N.A. Berdyaev, «because of its double character. On the one hand, it is a
phenomenon of the world and internationally, and on the other hand, it is the phenomenon
of Russia and the nation. The Russian people in their mental structure people of the East.
Russia is the Christian East, which the West strongly influenced for two centuries and
assimilated all Western ideas in its upper cultural layer» [3, p. 46].

The features of the Russian people indicated by N.A. Berdyaev are fundamentally
important for analyzing and reliably describing the cultural processes that took place
in the Soviet Union, of which both our republics were a part. The certain belonging
and at the same time the thorniness of Russian culture between East and West gave it a
universal character, at least to a certain extent.

In Russia after the revolution, the state, due to radical socio-economic
transformations, became, as in the East, omnipotent. But the paradox of the situation
was that the technical superiority of the West and its close proximity, which, given
Russia’s rather perceptible technical lag, could have fatal consequences for it, up to the
destruction of its statehood, forced the Russian state to intensively develop science and
technology or, in other words, not to abandon under any circumstances the dynamic
component of culture. As a matter of fact, the generalization of the means of production
after the revolution was carried out to accelerate social and economic processes.
Dynamism was thus an end in itself, but intensive development had to be realized by
oppressive methods. Thus, the static and deeply conservative nomadic civilization of
Kazakhs and Kyrgyz found itself inside the dynamic Russian civilization.

The Soviet system is usually defined as totalitarian. Totalitarianism is dominated
by one official ideology, which is shaped by a ruling party headed by a leader. The
party is fused with the state apparatus. Inevitably, an absolute concentration of power
is established, which unites (in the absence of independent justice) the legislative and
executive powers in one body. On the basis of state ownership of the means of production
and subsoil, extreme centralism in management is established, establishing control
over all spheres of public and private life of citizens [5]. Culture under totalitarianism
inevitably becomes an object of special control and tutelage by the state.
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The fierce and uncompromising struggle between capitalist and socialist states
forced both sides to use the entire arsenal of means at their disposal, and culture, the
elements of which are not only material objects but also a system of values, public
and private ideals, and ideology, was the most important of them. In addition, socialist
states, having introduced an equalized system of wages and depriving the population of
economic incentives to work, had to use extra-economic forms of coercion to work on a
large scale, and culture had a special role to play here.

In Soviet society, not only was the primacy and superiority of public interests over
private interests proclaimed from the outset, but it was also persistently implemented
by the state. The point is that the primacy of public interests is an attributive feature of
traditional society, which, for this reason, did not contradict communist morality, which,
as is well known, is based on collectivist principles. On the other hand, the imperative
for accelerated economic development, driven by the hostile environment of leading
capitalist countries, strongly stimulated the expansion of the Soviet education system
and its spread among the population. This represented one of the most striking
contradictions of Soviet culture and its socio-economic structure. While the state,
as an integral component of this structure, sought to control all social and political
life and restrict individual autonomy, it simultaneously promoted mass education. In
this context, the «Russian communist kingdom» in the words of N.A. Berdyaev, used
internationalism as a powerful instrument of both domestic and foreign policy. But
mainly internal policy, which had as its ultimate goal the complete cultural assimilation
of non-Russian peoples into Russian culture, which would become even more synthetic,
but would nevertheless retain its basic elements and distinctive features, and most
importantly - the language, within which the actual ethnic consciousness is formed, and
with it, to a large extent, the original, natural spirit of the people.

Thus, in terms of assimilative purposes and processes, only the forms of exposure
and absorption of other cultures changed after the fall of tsarism, but not the principle
itself. And besides, the pace of the absorption process changed significantly, which
should be emphasized, since the pace of transformations taking place within the new,
introduced culture was and is one of the most important features. The material means
of accelerating social time is developed industry, and the Soviet state tried to create
it everywhere to the best of its ability, believing that a unified industrial base, which
largely stimulated the migration of the Slavic part of the country’s population to the
national republics, would accelerate the formation of a unified culture, and with it,
inevitably, the assimilation processes. However, it should be borne in mind that no
modern state is possible without a sufficiently developed industry and its corresponding
infrastructure. The absence of industry or even its underdevelopment is tantamount in
the modern world to the loss not only of economic independence but also, in fact, of
political sovereignty. Not to mention the fact that people in today’s world in conditions
of industrial backwardness can be deprived not only of the usual, but also of elementary
conveniences. They are either doomed to subsistence or seek to migrate out of the
country, and once settled in another state, they quickly lose many of their ethnic traits
in the new culture.
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Modern civilizational changes in Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan are mainly associated
with the rapid introduction of so-called mass culture into the culture of our peoples.
The paradox and ambiguity of the situation lies in the fact that mass culture, despite
the fact that it itself represents something aesthetically helpless, stupid, almost vulgar,
vulgar, vulgar, alien to developed taste and high ideals of humanity (not for nothing did
H. Ortega y Gasset write in his time about the dehumanization of art), is generated by
forces that are not directly related to the phenomena of aesthetics and are themselves
neutral in relation to them. Moreover, these forces - industry and all that is connected
with it - can well be characterized as positive. Without them, the further development of
mankind is not possible at all. We, like the majority of the peoples of the world who do
not belong to the West, which has created and spread all the forms of mass culture that
exist today all over the world, are attracted mainly not by its aesthetic and ethical values,
but by technical achievements, which not only make life much easier, but also generally
create normal conditions for human life. But it turns out that it is impossible to adopt and
make use of these technical possibilities in practice without the value systems, which are
themselves generated by these technical means, «stickingy» to them. This is the paradox
and at the same time the tragedy of the development of culture, which, obeying the
rigid logic of the development of human intellect, which constantly expands human
capabilities, eventually comes to the negation of its original ethnic forms.

As for the Soviet stage of the development of Kazakh and Kyrgyz Eurasian
civilization and culture, it was at this stage that the most significant and far-reaching
changes occurred to our peoples and their culture, which constitutes the core of
civilization. Firstly, thanks to purposeful political, economic and social measures, in
a historically short time the Soviet authorities managed to eliminate nomadic forms of
life and economy, which were least suited for state-building. It is obvious that in the
conditions of state existence the culture of an ethnos develops according to different laws
than in the conditions of nomadic life. Moreover, it develops in a different rhythm and
pace. Secondly, the Soviet legal system was introduced into state and public practice,
and then into public consciousness, which, despite all its shortcomings, was much
more effective than the system of customary law. It should be noted that the system
of law is the most important element of the culture of the people, to a tangible extent
influencing the nature and speed of its evolution. Thirdly, in Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan,
with considerable financial, economic, and personnel assistance from the metropolis, a
relatively developed industry and agricultural system with appropriate infrastructure or,
in other words, an economic base, and with it a social base capable of self-reproduction.
Fourthly, in parallel with industry, all the main political, social and administrative
institutions were created, which, along with the education system and other components
of social and cultural life, set the vector for the development of culture as a whole. In
both our republics, cities have emerged, which are not only a symbol, a sign, but also the
Centre, the real basis of the modern mass society with its inherent and inevitable mass
culture. Urbanization and mass culture are two absolutely interrelated and mutually
conditioning elements of modern civilizational development. It is in industrialized cities
that the fullest development of modern democratic liberal values and the whole set of
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political and social institutions and economic forms corresponding to them, which are
of historically Western origin, was possible.

Geographically, the territory of both Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan is located on the
border of the most significant modern civilizations. Moreover, geography has played
one of the decisive roles in the fate of our peoples, who, possessing many specific
features, not belonging entirely to any of the frontier civilizations and being relatively
small in number, in principle can follow any path of civilizational development. External
circumstances played a decisive role here. At a certain point in history, the Russian
Empire became the most powerful force for Kazakhs and Kyrgyz.

As soon as Russia began to develop science and technology intensively and
successfully, the same thing began to happen to it from the point of view of the evolution
of civilization and culture as in the West. Rapid industrial growth was possible and,
of necessity, was accompanied by the growth of the population of cities, which could
maintain its normal existence only by intensifying production, and with it intensifying
the production of culture itself, inevitably giving it a mass character. Russia thus
followed the West in principle, but not because it wanted to, but because of the internal
logic of development itself. The West, due to historical circumstances, was ahead of
all other civilizations in its technical development at a certain historical interval of the
development of mankind, as a result of which mass culture is inevitably associated with
Western culture. In fact, the West has imposed on the majority of the peoples of the
world its own dynamics of development, which is simultaneously the dynamics of the
globalization process and the formation of global civilization.

Although in the Soviet Union, with its super-centralized economic and political
system and the absence of market mechanisms, art and culture did not fit entirely into
the system of commodity-money relations, this did not deprive them of their mass
character. Mass culture is not determined by the dominance of purchase and sale
relations in society. Its essence is its mass character, which is more quickly achieved
through purchase and sale relations, but is not determined by the latter.

In a context where mass culture is driven by the pursuit of maximum profit, the
simplified models it continuously and widely reproduces influence people in such a
way that they themselves begin to simplify. As a result, art - like any phenomenon
of an aesthetic nature - shifts from the realm of the spiritual to that of consumption,
while individual consciousness is transformed to the point where, in the words of F.
Beigbeder, «a person becomes homo consommatus - a consumer» [6, 304 p.].

The phenomenon of massiveness has formal signs, that is, it is observable, it is
accessible to the eye, it can be seen. And all assurances that it does not exist, only on the
grounds that a certain social structure and conditions are allegedly not favourable to its
emergence, are groundless if we see them with our own eyes. J. Ortega y Gasset wrote in
this regard: «Perhaps the best way to approach this historical phenomenon is to trust our
eyesight and to identify the feature of the modern world that first catches our eye. It is
easy to name, though not so easy to explain - [ speak of the growing pandemonium, the
herding, the universal overcrowding. Cities are overcrowded. Houses are overcrowded.
Hotels are overcrowded. ... Is there anything simpler, more familiar than the obvious»
[7, p. 44]?
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Were not all these symptoms and external features also characteristic of Soviet
society? True, they were not external features of Kazakh and Kyrgyz ethnic society,
most of which in Soviet times lived in rural areas and existed essentially according to the
laws of the rural community. But it is quite obvious that the first, but the most significant
blow to traditional society and its corresponding traditional ethnic culture was dealt in
Soviet times. And the blow was dealt precisely in the direction of giving it the features
of mass culture.

It should be noted that long before the Soviet era, the nomadic societies of the
Kazakhs and Kyrgyz possessed their own distinctive forms of mass culture. These
included oral epic traditions, large-scale ritual performances, collective celebrations
(such as Nauryz, wedding and memorial ceremonies), as well as traditional games
and competitions that brought together large groups of people and served an important
integrative function. This form of «mass culture» was organically connected to the
nomadic way of life, the natural cycle, and the system of clan and tribal relations.

The Soviet period marked a radical transformation of these forms. The ideological
principle of «culture that is national in form but socialist in content» assumed the
preservation of the external elements of traditional culture while profoundly altering
their meaning. Mass festivities and rituals were standardized, stripped of their sacred
character, and transformed into tools of socialist indoctrination. Oral traditions were
replaced by new channels of cultural influence: state - run clubs, theaters, cinema, the
printed press, radio, and television - that created a unified cultural space.

On the other hand, it should be borne in mind that the seventy-year period of
civilizational transformation of the traditional ethnic culture was not complete or,
rather, was not complete. The state paternalism characteristic of the Soviet political and
economic system, as well as the residence of the overwhelming majority of Kazakhs and
Kyrgyz in rural areas contributed to a certain preservation of the old way of life in rural
areas. The preservation of the traditional rural way of life contributed to the preservation
of certain institutional forms based on the communal structure of the villagers, which
was permeated by blood ties. The rural community, whose internal relations were built
on the principles of a large family, supplied «cadres» to the local authorities, which
naturally fit into the general system of state bodies, which, again due to the existing
political culture, were entrusted with patronage and paternalistic duties and functions.
The immigrant Russian-speaking population, which organized political institutions on
different principles and a different system of relations, constituted the majority only in
the cities. In the periphery, the rural community formed a common system genetically
linked to local tribal and regional clan roots, which to a greater or lesser extent remained
latent throughout the territory of both our republics. As a result, the archaic of traditional
Kazakh and Kyrgyz society were combined with new elements introduced from outside.
It was assumed that the latter would eventually displace many traditional elements of
ethnic culture that could not fit into the new cultural industrial «landscapes». Indeed,
under the new conditions, ever wider sections of the indigenous population were able to
assimilate elements of the new culture. It should be noted that, despite the fact that the
Soviet system failed to complete the modernization of traditional society, it still created
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certain material, spiritual and cultural prerequisites for the transition of this society
to a new cultural and civilizational state. Thus, a peculiar symbiosis of modernism
and archaic and, accordingly, traditional and mass culture was created. And although
elements of the latter were present mainly in the form of inclusions, the problem of
the disintegration of traditional society and deep transformations of ethnic Kazakh and
Kyrgyz cultures became a matter of time rather than principle. We do not claim that
traditional society and its corresponding culture have already become a part of history
or that this will happen in the foreseeable future. This process may take longer, but if
we evaluate it from the perspective of historical time, this time will not seem like a long
time. The ideas of democracy, civil society, market economy and many others, which,
in principle, are in demand in modern Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan, are the basis of
modern culture, and the embodiment of these ideas in reality leads with necessity to the
establishment of a new culture, which is mass culture in the modern world. The point,
of course, is not in the attractiveness of these ideas and the culture that accompanies
them, but in the material means by which this culture is established in people’s lives
and consciousness, and in the broad opportunities that materially developed culture
offers. However, until the material means of the new culture are created, we will have
a symbiosis of cultures in which, depending on a set of conditions, elements of the
original ethnic and mass cultures will be represented in different proportions, and, if
we take into account the modern globalization processes, elements of the latter will
eventually prevail over elements of the former due to the enormous material superiority
of states where mass culture has already established itself as dominant.

Sociocultural transformations in the post-soviet era

After the collapse of the USSR and the removal from power of the Communist Party,
whose actions were based on communist principles and ideas, not only an ideological but
also a political and cultural vacuum emerged in Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan. Although
the new political forces claimed to be committed to democratic ideas and values, in
reality they could only rely on what the cultural soil that produced them could provide.

The resulting structural, cultural and ideological vacuum in our republics was
quickly filled by the traditional system of values based on kinship relations and ties.
In the recent period of the history of Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan, a renaissance of the
kin system was observed, which, adapting to the new conditions of statehood, acquired
the features of regionalism. It would be naive or overly optimistic to expect anything
different from what has actually happened. The Western liberal rationalist value system
and its corresponding economic relations and political-administrative institutions could
only establish themselves here if there were certain cultural prerequisites, among which
the material part was and is of decisive importance.

From the cultural point of view, it is in the system of tribal relations, which
accompanied both our ethnos practically throughout its history, that the identity and
independence of Kazakhs and Kyrgyz as an ethnos have been preserved for thousands
of years. The fundamental principle of such relations, as is known, was the preservation
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of identity, independence and material well-being of the tribe, clan and tribes by
preserving traditions, responsibility of the clan for the deeds and fate of the kin, care
for the upbringing of capable offspring, mutual help and mutual assistance of kin. The
absence of common statehood among Kazakhs and Kyrgyz for many centuries made
the defense of the independence and integrity of the clan or tribe a matter for tribal
associations themselves. History shows that only those nomadic pastoralists, including
Kazakhs and Kyrgyz, managed to preserve their ethnic independence and integrity who
most consistently adhered to the principles of the clan in the absence of statehood.

At the present stage of modernization, as many facts testify, of all modern world
religions, Islam and, accordingly, the people preaching the Muslim religion are the most
difficult and slow to be transformed. However, let us say that the ability of a people
or a group of peoples united by any essential feature to rapid cultural and spiritual
transformation cannot be characterized as a positive or, on the contrary, a negative trait.
In this case, we are talking not only about a certain context within which specific cultural
and spiritual changes take place but mainly about the fact that too rapid transformations
in this sphere may be unacceptable, as they may undermine the spiritual and value
bases of society’s existence, thus disorienting it and dooming it to degradation and
disappearance, at least as spiritually and essentially integral and valuable. A reasonable
dose of conservatism in such circumstances may prove salutary for society. On the
other hand, the inability to adjust to the rapidly changing reality carries a real danger
of becoming dependent on external forces in the form of other communities that find in
themselves the ability to accelerate development. Finding a reasonable balance between
conservatism and the innovative component of culture is a task that all Muslim states,
including Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan, are solving. However, the ability to do so is
determined by a number of objective circumstances and prerequisites. The Muslim world
is characterized by a typical number of traits that define its attitude to the innovative
component of culture and its adaptive capacity. Thus, it is believed that of all modern
world religions, the Muslim one is the most conservative and, therefore, the least able to
perceive the innovative component of culture.

Many peoples of Islam are resisting the process of globalization in one form or
another, especially when it comes to their value system. Virtually all Muslim peoples
are characterized by a commitment to traditional institutions and values. S. Filatov
writes the following in connection with Muslims’ rejection of globalization: «One gets
the impression that if globalization touches some root, deep aspects of life in Muslim
societies, a reaction of rejection, embedded in the very genetic code of their culture,
boils up in themy [8, p. 20]. L. Syukiyainen, an authoritative Russian expert on Islamic
law, points out that the peoples professing Islam reject not science and technology as
such and the innovative elements of culture accompanying them, but what certain circles
and states try to introduce into the cultural soil in addition to technology. «Muslims»
he writes, «see the essence of globalization primarily in the imposition of Western
standards on them not only in technological, information and economic fields but also
in the fields of culture, politics and law, including the foundations of the construction
and functioning of state power and human rights» [9, p. 126].
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According to A.A. Ignatenko, an authoritative specialist in the field of Islam, «many
contemporary problems associated with Islam are largely due to the conflict between the
needs of modernization and Islamic traditions, which have become a brake on progress»
[10, p. 142]. On the other hand, the conflict «between the needs of modernization and
Islamic traditionsy is not only a source of tension, but also one of the central contradictions
faced by the Muslim world (where traditionalism is still very strong) in the process of
globalization, which in many respects is identical to the process of modernization. Of
all modern world religions, Islam is more rooted in traditional structures than anywhere
else, and for this reason, Islam has the highest inertia and, naturally, is less amenable
to internal transformation than other world religions. Objectively, Islam, as well as its
followers, is not predisposed to modernization, as the latter has a destructive effect on
traditional forms of life and, with them, the original culture. Globalization significantly
intensifies the process of cultural contacts and exchanges, in the course of which many
traditional forms of life and ways of thinking inevitably disappear. The process of
globalization has a pronounced tendency towards the unification of cultures and the
formation of a global civilization.

Conclusion

The history of the Kazakh and Kyrgyz peoples is a testament to their profound
cultural plasticity - a trait that has enabled them to navigate successive waves of
transformational change. From the syncretism of steppe Islam to the paradoxical
nation-building of the Soviet era and the current dialogue with globalization, these
societies have consistently demonstrated an ability to absorb, adapt, and synthesize
external elements while striving to preserve the core of their cultural identity.

Each stage of transformation has left its indelible mark. The nomadic past laid a
foundation of openness and adaptability. Islamization wove the region into the global
Muslim civilization, enriching its spiritual and intellectual life. Russian and Soviet
modernization, despite its unprecedented brutality and trauma, created the institutional
frameworks of modern nations - with defined borders, mass education, and an urbanized
society. Finally, the post-Soviet period has confronted these young nations with the
necessity of charting their own course in a complex and interconnected world.

Today, Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan face the central challenge articulated in the
initial thesis: to find a sustainable balance between preserving the deeply rooted values
of their heritage and embracing the innovations necessary to thrive in the 21st century.
This is not a simple choice between past and future, but a complex process of creative
synthesis. The ability to successfully manage the tension between tradition and
modernity, between local identity and global integration, will be the defining feature
of their future civilizational trajectory. Their historical experience demonstrates that
they possess the necessary cultural resource for this task a capacity for adaptation and
synthesis, which is, in fact, their principal legacy.
